Cornell University.

AM asked for my opinion as to whether the small farmer can live.
I answer by saying that many small farmers are Hving In com-
fort and peace of mind. 1 have recently visited a truck farmer
near New York City. He owns thirty acres of land and rents
ten acres more. Eighteen years ago he moved on this land with

a capital of 3140, rentihg the place. Now the land has paid for
. itself and the net proceeds of the place run from $1,500 to
$1,000 a year, counting ounly cash sales. Aside from this return should be }-
counted free rent and a-good part of the daily living. This case may be un-
usual, bat it is not remarkable. At all events, it shows what can be done. ‘
- But I suppose my questioner had in mind to ask whether the farming of
the future is to be large-erea capitalized farming or small-area specialized
farming. It is to be both. Where markets are quick and near-by, small-area
miing . will ‘increase. The proceeds from fifty acres will be sufficlent to |
