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Description of Present Offense:

The Crime Report reveals that on 12-24-85, at approximately 2004 hours,

police were dispatched to a breaking and entering in progress and a short

time later,on an open line, that shots had been fired. Upon arriving on

the scene, they discovered two wounded individuals inside the dwelling,

a white female, later identified as Ms. Barbara Iee Bliksvaer, and the defendant.
Ms. Bliksvaer was unconscious and preliminary indications were that she

had been shot near the right ear and in the chest/stomach area. The defendant
was conscious but also shot and he was observed with his arm around Ms.
Bliksvaer.

Responding to a question as to what happened, the defendant reportedly blurred
out, "I did it, I shot her. 1 love this woman. We've been having an affair

for years. I love her". He was thereupon arrested and a short time later

both he and Ms. Bliksvaer were transported to the hospital for medical treatment.

Ms. Bliksvaer died approximately two hours later of multiple gunshot wounds.
It also is noted from a witness that the defendant had been to the victim's
house earlier with a knife and that he had threatened her.

Statement of Defendant:

The defendant was interviewedat the Baltimore County Detention Center on
8-8-86 and, while acknowledging that he was intoxicated at the time and
"tapped" the glass too hard with his gun butt, the is not 100% sure he did
it. He now recalls seeing "a blur" shortly after gaining entrance and he
has not ruled out that certain individuals who broke into his apartment
several years ago may have been responsible for this crime.

All of this occurred to him during the trial when it was reported that the

murder weapon had fired six shots. He was, to that point, convinced he

had done it but that he had fired only two shots. He also reports not testifying
because he did not want to "slander" the victim in any way in the presence

of her family.

When his mood swings back to the likelihood that he did it, he states that
he infact did a "terrible thing" to both his family and the victim's. She
was his best friend over a period of six years and he now believes his life
is over.

Criminal Record:

Juvenile & Adult:

The defendant has no record beyond the instant offense.

Motor Vehicle Record:

An MVA Response, dated 8-1-86, reflects no points, past or present, and
no charges pending.
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Institutional/Parole and Probation History:

The defendant has been incarcerated since his release from the hospital

on 1-1-86. He has had no institutional problems and he reports a good relation-
ship with the guards and fellow inmates.

There is no probation history.

Personal History:

The defendant is from a family of three siblings and he was raised on the
Eastern Shore in Caroline County. He does not remember his father and,
during the formative years, he reports a satisfactory relationship with

his step-father and mother. All have since died and he is not close to

his two brothers, one of whom resides in California and the other in Florida.

When he was seventeen, the defendant moved to Baltimore to live with a relative
and a year later he joined the Navy. He reports being discharged two years
later under Honorable conditions.

He was thirty-six before he got married and that relationship lasted only
a short time because he reports that his wife admitted running around while
he was away at sea as a Merchant Marine.

His second marriage took place shortly after he secured the divorce from
his first wife and it lasted twenty years. Two daughters were born to that
union and the defendant reports that his wife "just decided she did not
want to be married anymore". He also reports that she tried looking like
Betty Grable after losing about sixty pounds and bleaching her hair. In
any event, he has had no contact with her in recent years and, although
the same was true of his grown daughters, they are now closer to him and
have been a source of strength.

His daughter, Ruby, was interviewed on 8-11-86 and she reports no evidence

of a problem prior to "the accident". She was unaware of her father's relation-
ship with the victim and she has never known him to be violent or assaultive.

In fact, she describes him as a somewhat lonely person who was "like a pussycat".

The defendant's married daughter, Mrs. Doris Little, also was interviewed

on 8-11-86 and she too believes her father is basically an easy-going, gentle
person. She cannot explain his behavior in this case but she has no reason

to believe he had a substance abuse problem. He would sometimes hang out

in bars but that was because of loneliness. He had confided in his daughter
about the relationship with the victim several days before the shooting

and he gave no indication of depression or anger. In fact, he was considering
breaking up with the victim because it was too difficult to sustain a relationship
with a married woman.

Both daughters visit the defendant regularly at the Baltimore County Detention
Center and they believe he is handling the situation pretty well "considering
he has no choice".

The defendant reports securing a seventh grade education before quitting
to go to work.

Lt. Robert Hoerner, of Wells Fargo, was interviewed on 8-11-86 and he verified
the employment record. The defendant was a good, steady, dependable employee
who was "always sober at work" and well liked by all. Lt. Hoerner also

knew the defendant socially and, while he sometimes drank too much, there

was no reason to believe he had a problem in this area.

Lt. Hoerner reports that the defendant was scheduled to return to work on
12-26-85 after having been off for three or four months.

Health: (Physical and Mental)

The defendant, despite a self inflicted gunshot wound to the head at the
time of this crime, has no residual effects and, other than high blood pressure,
which is controlled by medication, and obesity, his general health is satisfactory.

He admits to getting drunk about once a week prior to the shooting and up

to that point he did not consider himself an alcoholic. He is not so sure
now especially since he also recalls occasions when he experienced blackouts.
He has never been treated for alcoholism but he did attend A.A. with the
victim on a number of occasions because she apparently had a problem.

There is no previous psychiatric history but, since his arrest, the defendant
has been evaluated by Dr. Neal Blumberg and a copy of his report is attached
hereto.
