Dear Mr. Hill:

Pursuant to your request I am sending you a written report outlining my
psychiatric evaluation of your client, Gentry Lee Hook, II, a twenty-six year
old, separated, white male, who was found guilty of two counts of first degree
murder in Baltimore County Circuit Court on May 21, 1987. He received a
sentence of life imprisonment at that time. The purpose of my psychiatric
evaluation was to determine whether at the time of the murders, Mr. Hook
suffered from a mental illness, and if so, the impact of that illness upon his
ability to appreciate the criminality of his conduct or to conform his conduct
to the requirements of the law. You also asked me to explain to you factors
that in my opinion contributed to Mr. Hook's behavior on October 11, 1986. At
the present time I will only include a summary of my findings -since there is
extensive documentation of his history in the legal record compiled during his
lengthy trial in May of 1987.

In order to address the above issues I reviewed a number of written
materials provided to me by your office, including:

1) The police report;

2) Charging documents;

3) The rap sheet;

4) A video tape of Mr. Hook's confession;

5) A transcript of an interview of Janet Moss with Rosemary LaClaire,
Karen Lynn Stewart and Rosemary Gauthier;

6) The initial interview of Mr. Hook by Bruce Hill, Assistant Public
Defender and Sally Chester, Assistant Public Defender in the
Baltimore County Detention Center;

) The transcript of the Grand Jury proceedings dated October 14,
1986, of witness Karen Lynn Stewart and Rosemary Gauthier;

8) The Public Defender's notes of an interview with Mr. Hook;

9) A transcript of an interview by Mike Reideman, invéstigator for the
State of Maryland, dated 2/21/87 of Helen Hook, Janet Parrish, and
Peter Parrish;

10) A transcript of an interview by Mike Reideman, investigator for the
State of Maryland, dated 12/7/86 of Darlene Williams, Barbara
Allen, and Elvis Allen;
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11) A transcript of an interview by Mike Reideman, investigator for the
State of Maryland, of Georgie Hillman Johnson;

12) A transcript of a telephone conversation by Mike Reideman, Public
Defender's Service, with Irene Hook, the defendant's wife, from whom
he is separated;

13) Detective Tinchner's written statement by the defendant; and

14) Probation Reports fram 1980 and 1987.

In addition to reviewing the previously noted materials, I interviewed
the defendant, Gentry Lee Hook, II, at the Baltimore County Detention Center
on October 3, 1987, for two hours; on March 27, 1987, for two and one quarter
hours; and on May 12, 1987, for one and three-quarter hours. I also
interviewed Mrs. Helen Hook, the defendant's mother, Mrs. Janet Parrish, the
defendant 's sister, and Mr. Peter Parrish, the defendant's brother-in-law, on
April 30, 1987, for one and one half hours in the Public Defender's office in
Towson, Maryland. I also requested that Mr. Hook undergo psychological
testing with Lawrence Donner, Ph.D. Finally, I was present in the courtroom
and listened to the testimony of Karen Lynn Stewart and Rosemary Gauthier on
May 12, 1987.

Police Report of Current Offense:

According to the Baltimore County Police Report, on October 11, 1986, a
double homicide occurred at 7225 Eastern Avenue, Baltimore, Maryland. Police
went to the caretaker's home at the Oaklawn Cemetary after two women, Karen
Stewart and Rosemary Gauthier informed the police that they had witnessed
shootings there. Upon arrival the police knocked on the door to the apartment
and after receiving no answer entered the apartment through an unlocked door.
They discovered the bodies of the two victims, identified as Mildred Whelen
and Bobby Watson Cooper, who were found on a loveseat in the living room. On
the 12th of October, 1986, an autopsy was performed on both victims and it was
established that the cause of death was multiple gunshot wounds to the head of
both victims. The manner of death was deemed to be homicide. On October 16,
1986, Gentry Lee Hook, II, signed a statement admitting that he walked into
the living room of Bobby Watson Cooper's apartment and "just opened fire,"
unloading all six shells. He then took Mr. Cooper's wallet and his
girlfriend's purse and he went outside taking Mr. Cooper's car. Mr. Hook
drove north on I-95, about three hundred miles, turned around and headed for
Florida, where he was arrested.

Defendant's Statement at the Psychiatric Interviews:

Mr. Hook stated that he was charged with two counts of first degree
murder. To help me to understand what happened he told me the history of his
relationship with Karen Lynn Stewart. He indicated that he had returned to
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Baltimore, Maryland, from Montana, on October 6, 1986, to appear at a child
support hearing that had been initiated by Karen Stewart to obtain support of
her daughter, Heather Marie Hook. Mr. Hook indicated that he had agreed to
have Heather bear his last name and to undertake support of her even though he
was not the child's father. He said he did this out of his love for Karen and
for the child. The defendant also indicated that earlier in the day he had
returned his own son, Gentry Hook, III, and his wife's other child, Samantha,
who is not his child, to his wife, Irene Hook, in Baltimore. Mr. Book had had
custody of both children during the summer, in Montana after Irene Hook, his
wife, abandoned them to his care.

Mr. Hook indicated that whenever he is with Karen, "I will do anything to
please her." He stated that every time he sees her it is very hard for him to
leave her. When he saw her at the custody hearing he was unable to separate
from her again.

Mr. Hook stated that between October 6 and October 11, he stayed with
Karen and her sister, Rosemary Gauthier, in a rooming house in Baltimore. He
indicated that Karen Stewart would sit on the doorstep of the apartment at
night soliciting sex and that her friends were very loud. As a result the
landlord received many camplaints and told Karen she had to leave the premises.

After being evicted fram the apartment, Karen and Rosemary went with Mr.
Hook to a bar on North Point Road in Baltimore. They were looking for a place
to stay. Mr. Hook borrowed twenty-five cents and one of the girls went into
the bar to make a phone call to see if they could stay with a friend in
Rosedale. The defendant met Bobby Cooper, one of the victims, when Cooper
came up to the bar and Mr. Hook asked him if he and the girls could have a
ride to Rosedale, Maryland. After more discussion, Mr. Cooper said he would
just get a beer and then he would be happy to take the three of them to
Rosedale. When he learned that the defendant and his companions would not be
able to meet their friends in Rosedale until 9:00 p.m. that evening Cooper
invited Mr. Hook and the two women to his home for drinks. )

Mr. Cooper drove Mr. Hook and the two women to his apartment on the
premises of the cemetary where he worked as a caretaker. Prior to this
meeting, none of the parties had met before. Mr. Hook, Mr. Cooper and the two
women went upstairs to the apartment and left their belongings in the car.
Among the items that Mr. Hook left was a .22 caliber pistol that he had in his
duffel bage.

Once in the apartment, Mr. Cooper offered Mr. Hook several beers and
cigarettes. Mr. Cooper talked about how his girlfriend, Mildred Whelen, kept
annoying him. During the course of their conversation Ms. Whelen called Mr.
Cooper several times. Finally when Ms. Whelen, Mr. Cooper's girlfriend,
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called again, Mr. Cooper asked Karen and Rosemary to pretend to be his
daughters from Florida. Karen and Rosemary talked on the phone with Ms.
Whelen and stated that they were Bobby Cooper's daughters. Mr. Hook pretended
to be the husband of one of Mr. Cooper's daughters. They continued to drink a
tremendous amount of beer.

Around 6:00 p.m., Mr. Cooper went to lock the gates of the cemetary. At
that time his girlfriend, Ms. Whelen, pulled up in a taxi cab.

Mr. Hook told me that Karen wanted to go to Florida to get her two
children who were staying with her mother in Tallahassee. Mr. Hook,
therefore, decided that the way to get to Florida was to take Mr. Cooper's car
and money. The party continued, they ate sandwiches and bought more ligquor
and beer. Mr. Hook stated that he consumed about two cases of beer with Bobby
Cooper that night and about two and a half bottles of Wild Irish Rose wine.

At that point the party got "really good."” Mr. Hook remembers that he and
Karen were fighting. He stated that he went to use the bathroom and that
Karen came into the bathroom and asked him if he was going to rob Mr. Cooper.
At this point Mr. Hook remembers going to the car to get his qun. Mr. Hook
states that he only remembers drinking beer and that the next thing he
remembers is pulling the trigger. He cannot recall what he and Karen were
arguing about. He does recall, however,removing Bobby Cooper's wallet from
his pants, taking about four-six packs of beer, a black leather jacket, Ms.
Whelen's purse, and Bobby Cooper's car, and leaving the premises.

Gentry Hook stated that the murders occurred at eight or nine at night.
After he left the cemetary he drove around for about five hours. He ended up
at his friend, Tony Allen's, home at around 2:00 a.m. on October 12. He said
the two of them went to some bars and bought a six pack of beer and a pint of
either Smirnoff vodka or gin, a six pack of Coke and two roses for Tony's
mother and sister. Mr. Hook stated that he and Tony drank two of the six
packs of beer he had taken from the murder scene, the other six pack of beer
and the pint of vodka or gin that they purchased together. Mr. Hook then
asked Tony if he would like to go to Florida with him. Tony agreed and they
took off immediately for Florida. Mr. Hook said they left around 2:00 or 3:00
a.m. The defendant stated that he first drove three hundred miles north

toward New York. When he realized his mistake he turned around and drove
'south, non-stop to Tallahassee, Florida. He arrived at the home of Karen's
mother in Tallahassee around 7:22 a.m. on October 13, and was arrested at that
time. Mr. Hook stated that he did not get any sleep from the morning of
October 11 to October 14. Mr. Hook stated that this is the first time he had
ever stayed up three days straight. He also said that this was the first time
that he had ever killed someone.

Mr. Hook reported that at the time of his arrest he confessed to a third
murder in Montana that he had not committed. He stated that he did this,
because he felt that he should be destroyed since he had murdered someone.

The defendant stated that he was instructed by the Public Defender to write a
letter to the jury about why he should not recieve the death penalty; however,
he was unable to do so. The defendant said that he feels very badly about
what he did and cannot understand why he behaved as he d4id.

Past Psychiatric History:

Mr. Hook has a long history of alcohol abuse beginning around the age of
fifteen. He traces his use of alcohol to the summer of 1975 when he was
spending time with his hrother-in-law and was introduced to drinking bourbon
and coke and tripping on purple micro-dotted acid. After that Mr. Hook began
drinking in earnest and was consuming about one and a half gallons of bourbon
and two and a half cases of beer a week, depending on how depressed he felt.
Mr. Hook stated he often drank with his sister's husband. When asked why he
drinks Mr. Hook responded, "It eases my mind."

The defendant has experienced numerous black outs, but denied ever
experiencing delirium tremens. However, he has had tremors and shakes. The
defendant stated that he had the shakes after he was arrested on the current
charges. Mr. Hook admits to having tried acid, coke, marijuana, brown hash,
black hash and speed. The defendant states that he used them for about eight
months between the ages of sixteen and eighteen. He claims that he quit using
all drugs because he did not like their after-effects and side-effects.

Mr. Hook stated that he has received very little psychiatric or
psychological help during his life. Around the age of fourteen he ran away
from home several times, and was placed in numerous foster homes and in
protective custody. He reports being a resident of the Fellowship of Light
for four to six months, and he was also involved in the CINS (Children in Need
of Supervision) program. A CINS counselor suggested psychological help for
Mr. Hook, however, his father opposed it. 1In 1982 Mr. Hook talked to a
psychiatrist at the Baltimore City Hosptial, however, he did not feel that he
was understood and quit the treatment. While at the Maryland Correctional
Training Center in Hagarstown in 1983, Mr. Hook complained of seeing visions
of himself in his father's casket after his father's death. He was referred
to a psychologist for two or three sessions, but found that the sessions were
not helpful.

Past Medical History:

Mr. Hook stated that he suffers from bleeding ulcers from drinking. The
defendant also stated that he had surgery on his right eye in 1978 at Maryland
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General Hospital after he was hit in the face with a beer bottle and glass got
in his eye. Mr. Hook now reports decreased vision in his right eye. Gentry
Hook was hit in the head mmerous times during his childhood, particularly by
his father who used a jack handle as a weapon. Mr. Hook stated that he often
felt dizzy and faint after the beatings, but that he was never unconscious.
Mr. Hook reported that he was beaten by his father from the age of seven until
the age of fifteen. He stated that he was never taken to the hospital. Mr.
Hook denied having any other medical problems.

Past Legal History:

Mr. Hook reported having trouble in school beginning around the age of
six or seven. He stated that as far as he can remember he got tired of being
bossed around by his family and often acted out at school. The defendant said
he rarely attended school, and was often suspended and expelled. The
defendant would be brought back to school by his mother and would be put out
again the same day. On one occasion he hit a teacher. Mr. Hook was also
caught smoking in the restrooms. He was involved in assaults with other
students, and once tried to cut off a piece of a boy's ear with a pair of
scissors. In the fifth grade Mr. Hook stole his teacher's pocketbook.

Mr. Hook first got into trouble with the law at the age of sixteen when
he was charged as a juvenile with arson. The defendant and some friends had
been staying in the vacant front part of a house, while his mother occupied
the back part. One of his friends, Willie Coleman, pulled the sink out of the
wall and the boys feared that they would get into trouble. Willie decided to
burn down the house, but it was the defendant who accepted the blame for the
fire. No charges were filed against Willie who was several years older than
the defendant. The defendant was sent to the Maryland Training School. The
defendant was also charged as a juvenile on several other occasions. His
charges included assault and battery with knives and chains, as well as
trespassing.

According to the probation report Mr. Hook was charged with disorderly
conduct on 4/28/79 in Baltimore City. He was fined $35 and court costs and he
paid the fine. On 11/30/79, in Baltimore City, Mr. Hook was charged with
assault by threat and these charges were dismissed. Gentry Hook's first major
offense was on 8/6/80 when he was charged in Baltimore County with robbery
with a deadly weapon. He received a five year sentence, however, all but two
years were suspended. The defendant went to jail on October 9, 1980. He
received his first parole on June 26, 1981, but violated parole on October 14,
1982, and was convicted of a second degree sex offense, assault and battery,
and breaking and entering a dwelling. Mr. Hook was given one year for each
offense and was released on March 9, 1985,

The defendant was also charged with a series of lesser offenses. In
November of 1981, Mr. Hook was arrested for disorderly conduct, found guilty,
fined $50 and $15 court costs in Baltimore City. On May 6, 1982, Mr. Hook was
arrested on two accounts of assault, and burglary of a dwelling. Apparently
that case was stetted. The present first degree murder charges are the third
major offense that Mr. Hook has committed.

Family History:

Gentry Lee Hook, II, is the only son of five children born to Gentry Lee
Hook, I, and Helen Katherine Hook. Mr. Hook, called Timmy by his family, has
three older sisters and one younger sister. He also has an older half-
brother, William, who currently is married and works in a lumber company in
Baltimore. This brother was once arrested as a juvenile for stealing a car,
but has not been involved with the law since that offense. His eldest sister,
Janet, is married and a homemaker. Janet works for the Sweetheart Cup Company
and has no children. Another sister, Sharon, is a homemaker and mother of
three children. A third sister, Lillian, lives in Spokane, Washington, is a
homemaker and mother of three children. The youngest sister is married and
has three daughters. There is no history of alcohol or drug abuse among any
of the other children in the family, nor is there a history of psychiatric
problems. Except for the one occasion where his half-brother William was
involved with the authorities as a juvenile, none of the other children have
been involved with the law. The defendant's father, Gentry Lee Hook, died in
1983, in his fifties, of a severe heart attack. He had used alcohol for a
long period of time but quit in 1976. He worked for the Eastern Stainless
Steel Company as a steel worker for more than twenty years. Wwhen the
defendant was a child of three his father lost his left arm in a car accident
in West Virginia. The loss of his arm caused a tremendous change in the
father's behavior toward his son.

The defendant's mother, Helen Hook, is fifty-one years old and works for
the Sweetheart Cup Company in Owings Mills, Maryland, where she has been
employed for the past twenty-three years. She works as a packer and
inspector. She suffers from diabetes and bad nerves, and was physically
abused by her husband during the years they were married.

Personal History:

Gentry Lee Hook, II, was born on April 20, 1961. From infancy to age
three he had a very good relationship with his father, according to his
mother, his brother-in-law, and his sister. After the car accident Gentry
Hook's father became very violent toward his son. Helen Hook describes her
husband as 6'1", 230 1lbs., and very intimidating, even with just one arm.
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After her husband's accident, Mrs. Hook went to work to help support the
family. The defendant states that his father abused him physically and
mentally. His mother and sister confirm that the father was never around to
support his son, that he physically beat the defendant, sometimes put the
defendant's hands in an open fire, and was generally a very violent man. They
stated that after the father lost his arm, he directed all of his anger at
Gentry and at Gentry's mother.

When the defendant was four years old his father began a sexual
relationship with the babysitter that the mother employed to care for the
children while she was at work. Gentry remembers that when he was six or
seven years old his parents fought constantly. At one point his father
stabbed his mother close to her heart, puncturing her lung. No charges were
pressed and the father continued to beat his mother. Mrs. Hook confirms this
story.

When Gentry was ten years old his father moved his girlfriend, Ruby, and
her six children into the home. Three adults and twelve children lived under
one roof. The senior Mr. Hook put his wife in the bedroom with his daughters,
and he and Ruby shared the parental bedroom. Mr. Hook ignored his own five
children. The defendant's mother, sister, and brother-in-law stated that
there was no door on the bedroom and that Gentry often had the opportunity to-
observe his father and Ruby having sexual relations. When the defendant was
ten years old, he became very upset at home and ran away. He was particularly
angry with his father.

Around the age of thirteen or fourteen Mr. Hook moved into his sjister and
brother-in-law's home. Later the defendant ran away and was placed in a
succession of foster homes because he could not be around his father. He was
also placed in protective custody on several occasions, both with the
Fellowship of Light and the CINS program as mentioned previously (see Past
Psychiatric History). The defendant completed seventh grade at Canton School
before withdrawing in 1976 at the age of sixteen. Mr. Hook said he left
school because he did not like the teachers and he was tired of school. Mr.
Hook stated that he failed the sixth grade and was suspended numerous times
for fighting (See Past Legal History).

The defendant resided with his sister until, at age seventeen, he married
Irene Hook of Baltimore, Maryland. One child resulted from this union, Gentry
Lee Hook, III. Mr. Hook stated that he and his wife experienced several
periods of separation before their final separation in 1980. Two years after
their separation Irene gave birth to a child, Samantha, as a result of another
relationship. Divorce proceedings have been initiated four times but neither
Gentry nor Irene have followed througﬁithe divorce.
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As noted earlier, in 1980, when he was nineteen, the defendant was
convicted of armed robbery and burglary. Following his parole in 1981, Mr.
Hook states that he fell in love with Karen Stewart. He subsequently violated
his probation, had new charges against him and had to return to jail to serve
the remainder of his sentence (see Legal History). The defendant's father
died while the defendant was in jail. The defendant states that he often felt
that his father had cheated him out of life. He reports that while in jail,
he was raped by a black inmate and required protective custody.

In March, 1985, the defendant was released from the Maryland Correctional
Training Center and went to live with Karen Stewart. In March and April of
1986, the defendant lived with his sister, Janet, and brother-in-law Pete
Parrish. They describe him as only a moderate drinker at that time. 1In
April, 1986, Karen broke off her relationship with the defendant. The
defendant was very upset and wanted to get away from Baltimore and from
Karen. He decided to visit his sister, Lillian Everitt, in Spokane,
Washington. Apparently the defendant's wife, Irene Hook, was also in Spokane,
Washington, with her two children. She abandoned them there and allowed the
defendant to take temporary custody of them. The defendant then went to
Libby, Montana to help his wife's aunt care for her retarded son and sick
husband, taking the two small children, Gentry, age 8, and Samantha, age 2,
with him. Mr. Hook stayed in Montana until -October 2, -1986s However, during .
that time he returned briefly to Spokane, Washington, in order to-have
Samantha treated for cerebral palsy.

While in Montana, Mr. Hook became involved with Georgine Johnson, whom he
plans to marry. Mrs. Johnson has three children from a previous marriage, is
aware of the defendant's legal situation, and has remained very supportive of
him. On October 6, 1986, the defendant returned to Maryland to return the
children to their mother and to appear in the support case pending against him
for support of Karen's child, Heather.

The defendant's work history begins after he quit school at age sixteen.
Initially he supported himself by odd jobs. He has worked at carpentry,
construction, roofing, and has performed a number of mechanical jobs. The
longest job he has held was as a laborer. The defendant stated that he worked
as a shipping clerk for one year from 1979 to 1980. He also stated that he
worked from 1981 to 1982 with the Auto Line 0il Company. He was fired from
that job because of misconduct on the job due to alcohol. In March, 1985, he
became a partner in the A&L Building Maintenance business. While with A&L he
did carpentry, brick laying, and home improvements. However, he abaendoned
the business after several months. He stated he quit the business because his
girlfriend did not like him to associate with black people and his partner,
Mr. Allen, was black. He stated, "I quit to keep peace with the girlfriend.”™
The Allen family remains very supportive of the defendant and continues to be
friendly with him.
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Mental Status Examination:

Gentry Lee Hook, II, is a twenty-six year old, thin, white male who wore
a mustache and a small beard. He looked younger than his stated age and was
very anxious. He was dressed in a prison jump suit. He had numerous tatoos
all over his body. On his left hand he had the letters "A-M-B-E-R" across his
knuckles, and three lines above a cross. On his left wrist he had the word
"Crystal”, on his left forearm he had the words "Pop and Mom"™, and on his left
arm he had a tatoo of a girl undressing, which he stated he 4id himself. On
his left arm he also had a black rose which he stated;represented death. The
defendant said that this tatoo was in memory of his fither, Gentry senior. The
defendant had this tatoo drawn while in jail "to remind myself what I was
supposed to be like.” The defendant stated his father wanted him "to be a
criminal and no good.™ On his upper left arm, the defendant had drawn a skull
and crossbones and the word "Sparrow”. On his right arm he had the words
"Thirteen and a half”™ over a gavel. The defendant said this symbolized twelve
jurors, one judge and a one-half chance of ever seeing the streets again. He
also had a rose with the name of his wife, Irene, and his son, Jimmy. On his
right forearm the defendant had drawn three hearts. "K-I" is written in one,
which the defendant indicated "stands for Karen and me." He also has written
"Karen 1982" and the "Tasmanian Devil."™ On his right hand, Mr. Hook has six
lines and two arrows which he explained means "two time loser with six years
to serve." Written across his right knuckles the defendant has the word
"l-o-v-e." Mr. Hook also has the words "Karen Lynne"™ written across his
chest. On his back he has two sets of birds on the right shoulder and a tiny
devil on his left shoulder.

Mr. Hook was cooperative during the interviews. His answers were often
very verbose, confusing, and filled with minute detail. He did not display
any abnormal tics, behaviors or mannerisms. Language was relevant, coherent
and mostly goal directed, showing adequate comprehension of all questions.
Mood was sad and affect was appropriate. He stated that he could not get to
sleep until two or three in the morning, he had been feeling very depressed,
and that he had thoughts of hurting himself if he has to go to prison again.
The defendant stated that before he left for Montana he cut his throat quite
badly after an argument with Karen. He also stated that during the week
between the court appearance and the murder, Karen had threatened to let Barney
Wood, one of her boyfriends, adopt Heather. Mr. Hook stated that he handed
Karen a gun and said, "Kill me, you have taken everything from me."

The defendant's thought processes revealed logical thinking without any
looseness of associations, or circumstantiality. There was some evidence of
tangential thinking and rambling. Thought content was devoid of current
delusions, hallucinations, ideas of reference or other phenomena suggestive of
a psychosis. The defendant impressed this examiner as functioning with below
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average intelligence. There was no evidence at the time of my examinations of
any psychotic symptoms or of an organic brain syndrome.

Pgsychological Examination:

Mr. Hook was evaluated at my request by Lawrence Donner, Ph.D. Dr.
Donner found the defendant to function in the borderline range of intellectual
functioning with a full scale I.Q. of 78, (normal I.Q. is 100). Dr. Donner
suspects that the defendant has suffered from a severe learning disorder all
of his life. Dr. Donner stated that his testing revealed that Mr. Hook has
very poor judgment. Dr. Donner described Mr. Hook as being depressed,
dependent, and scmewhat manipulative. Dr. Donner stated Mr. Hook's MMPI test
indicates that Mr. Hook holds a tremendous amount of rage inside and feels
very estranged from people. When he is under the influence of alcohol,
tremendous violence and anger that has built up from the abuse that he
experienced as a youth is expressed. Dr. Donner also found evidence of gender
confusion in Mr. Hook's psychological testing. Dr. Donner hypothesized that
Mr. Hook uses alcohol to self-medicate very painful feelings that he cannot
tolerate. The alcohol has the effect of reducing the defendant's already
meager intellectual controls on his anger and violent behavior. Dr.Donner
reported no evidence of psychosis or severely disordered thinking.

Summary and Recommendations:

Gentry Lee Hook, II, is a twenty-six year old man, found guilty of two
charges of first degree murder in Baltimore County and sentenced to life
imprisonment. The offenses occurred on October 9, 1986. The victims of the
murders were the caretaker of a cemetary and his girlfriend, who had tried to
befriend the defendant, Karen Stewart, and Rosemary Gauthier when they found
themselves with no place to spend the afternoon. The victims were previously
unknown to the defendant.

The defendant is the fourth of five children and the only male born to
his parents, although his older step-brother also lived in the home. The
defendant grew up in a severely chaotic, abusive, and deprived home. Although
initially the defendant had a warm relationship with his father, this ended
when Mr. Hook was three years old. After his father lost his arm in a car
accident, violence filled the home. Mr. Hook was severely abused by his
father and watched his father severely abuse his mother. The father brought
several girlfriends and their children into the home, and forced the
defendant's mother to live in a bedroom with her daughters.

Mr. Hook ran away from home numerous times and was placed with foster
families. Although psychological counseling was recommended on several
occasions his father refused to permit his son to have any psychiatric care.
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At a young age as a result of his horrendous childhood, the defendant turned
to alcohol to "numb™ his sense of loneliness, depression and worry. Mr. Hook
consumed a tremendous amount of alcohol, typically one and a half gallons of
bourbon and two and a half cases of beer per week, specifically to treat his
recurrant depressions. Without alcohol Mr. Hook has poor control over his
behavior and very poor judgment. However, with the addition of alcohol, his
judgment is even worse. Alcohol results in disinihibition of Mr. Hook's angry
impulses and violence is often the result.

At the time of the two murders, the defendant had consumed two and a half
pints of wine and at least eight beers. He is described by Rosemary Gauthier
and Karen Stewart as having drunk too much and as having impaired judgment.
Indicative of his impaired judgment is the fact that after leaving the scene
of the murder, he drove three hundred miles in the wrong direction before
realizing that he had made a mistake.

Another theme recurrent throughout Mr. Hook's life is that of taking the
blame for other people. He was sent to the Maryland Training School after he
took the blame for a boy who had set fire to their home. He accepted the
responsibility for Karen Stewart's second pregnancy, although he was in jail
when the baby was conceived. The defendant claims that Gentry Hook, III is
his son, but that is questionable as well since the defendant was at the
Maryland Training School when his wife became pregnant. Mr. Hook stated that
Karen Stewart suggested to him that he rob Bobby Cooper and Mildred Whelen,
and that he accepted the full blame for the murders in order to protect Karen
Stewart.

The defendant has a very unusual relationship with Karen Stewart. He is
obsessed with her and they are involved in a sado-masochistic relationship.
Because Mr. Hook was abused as a child, he has never appreciated girls who
treat him well. He has only been interested in girls who abuse him. No
matter how much Karen Stewart hurt him he always went back to her. He holds
no grudges against her and always loved her, no matter what she said or did.
Whenever he was separated from Karen the defendant states that he kept trying
to get back with her, and when he was with Karen he would do anything to
please her. The defendant feels very close to Karen Stewart's two children,
Heather and Amber. Heather carries his last name although she is not his
child. When Mr. Hook came out of prison, Karen was pregnant. She wanted to
put the child up for adoption but the defendant pursuaded Karen to keep the
child and to give her his name. He promised to help support her. The
defendant has Amber's name tatooed on his knuckles.

The defendant is a very dependent, passive, easily manipulated man.
There is evidence that Karen Stewart encouraged Mr. Hook to rob Bobby and

Mildred to get the money and the car and go to Florida to get Karen's
children. When he went to the car to get the gun he was very drunk and his
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judgment was very poor. His main objective was to go to Florida to see Amber
and Heather and to please Karen. There is reason to believe that without -the
influence of Karen Stewart there would not have been any murders.

It is my opinion, within a reasonable degree of medical certainty, that
when I examined Gentry Lee Hook, II, he was suffering from the following
disorders:

1) Adjustment Disorder with Depressed Mood (DSM III 309.00)
2) Alcohol Abuse by History (DSM III 305.01)

3) Mixed Personality Disorder with Borderline, Dependent and
Anti-Social Features (DSM III 301.89).

The diagnosis of Adjustment Disorder with Depressed Mood relates to the fact
that there was a significant stressor i.e., the two murders that Mr. Hook
committed and his subsequent incarceration. He also evidenced impaired
functioning, with the predominant manifestation involving symptoms of
depression. The defendant states that he feels depressed, tearful, and
hopeless. He has lost twenty pounds, he cannot sleep at night, and
experiences suicidal ideation. He feels "bottled up and shakey" and very
remorseful for what happened. ; :

The diagnosis of Alcohol Abuse by History relates to Mr. Hook's pattern
of pathological alcohol use and the consequent impairment of his social and
occupational functioning. 1In the past he has lost a number of jobs because of
his alcohol abuse. His drinking has impaired his relationships with the
significant people in his life and it is very clear that he becomes extremely
violent when intoxicated.

The diagnosis of a Mixed Personality with Borderline Dependent and
Anti-Social Features refers to various aspects of the defendant's personality
that are characteristic of his long-term functioning. They have caused severe
impairment in his social and occupational functioning and are responsible for
his experiencing a great deal of subjective distress. In particular the
defendant meets the criteria for a borderline personality disorder showing
impulsivity or unpredictability in at least two areas that are potentially
self-damaging, his use of alcohol, his physically self-damaging acts and his
impulsive sexual behavior. 1In addition, he shows a pattern of unstable and
intense interpersonal relationships, inappropriate and intense anger and an
identity disturbance. The identity disturbance is manifested by uncertainty
about his self-image, his gender identity and his long term goals. Mr. Hook
exhibits affect instability. His moods range frequently from normal to
depressed. He shows intolerance of being alone and has committed physically
self-damaging acts. There have been two instances, within recent months,
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where he has attempted suicide. He is also feeling suicidal at present for
having committed the two murders.

Mr. Hook also meets the criteria for a dependent personality disorder
since he passively allows another person (i.e. Karen) to assume responsibility
for major areas of his life because of his inability to function
independently. In addition he subordinates his own needs to those of the
person on wham he depends in order to avoid any possibility of having to rely
on himself. It is because of this that he has tolerated a severely abusive
relationship with Karen. The defendant lacks self-confidence, and sees
himself as helpless and stupid.

Finally Mr. Hook meets the criteria for an anti-social personality
disorder. His current age is twenty-six. Before the age of fifteen his
history indicates that he was truant, that he was expelled and suspended from
school for misbehavior, that he was delinquent, and that he showed repeated
drunkenness. He chronically violated school rules, and instigated fights.
Since the age of eighteen Mr. Hook has also exhibited an inability to adhere
to consistent work behavior. He has shown an inability to accept social norms
regarding lawful behavior, as evidenced by his several felony convictions. He
has shown evidence of his irritability and aggressiveness as provided by his
repeated fighting and assaults Mr. Hook's anti-social behavior is not due O
mental retardation, schizophrenia, or manic episodes.

It is further my opinion, within a reasonable degree of medical
certainty, that the defendant was competent to stand trial, that he understood
the charges against him, and that he was able to participate in his own
defense. It is also my opinion, within a reasonable degree of medical
certainty, that although voluntarily intoxicated with alcohol on October 11,
1986, the defendant did not lack substantial capacity to appreciate the
criminality of his conduct or to conform his conduct to the requirements of
the law. He has a fairly good memory of many of the details of the offense,
he remembers shooting the defendants, he remembers taking their money and car,
and fleeing the scene of the murders, he remembers getting his friend, Tony
Allen, and persuading him to go to Florida with him, and he remembers driving
straight through to Florida in order to visit Karen's children. It is my
opinion that Mr. Hook's behavior is a direct result of his severe personality
deficits and alcohol problems, neither of which have been adequately treated.
Although the offenses the defendant committed are inexcusable and severe, the
defendant was acting under the domination and provocation of Karen Lynne
Stewart. Ms. Stewart wanted him to take the money and the car so she could
travel to Florida to see her children. The defendant is a very passive and
dependent human being who is easily manipulated and who desparately wanted to
please Karen. . Because of the long-standing relationship between Karen and the
defendant and the psychological factors in his personality, which I have
previously mentioned, Karen had substantial psychological control over Mr.
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Hook. In addition, while the defendant did not lack the ability to appreciate
the criminality of his conduct and to conform his conduct to the requirements
of the law, because of the defendant's borderline personality disorder and
alcohol intoxication, these abilities were substantially impaired. The
alcohol intoxication led to reduced inhibition and the violence that he has
always displayed when drunk was exhibited. He has extremely poor judgment
which was only made worse by alcohol. Without the involvment of Karen Lynne
Stewart, Mr. Hook is not a dangerous man. He has been well behaved with the
Parrish family, he did well in foster care, he had a very close relationship
with Georgine Johnson and her children, he recently took care of his own two
children for six months in Montana and remains close friends with the Allen
family. It is only while under the influence of alcohol and of Karen Stewart
that the defendant's judgment is impaired and violent behavior is expressed.
In the aftermath of his crime, he is a very remorseful man and feels extremely
bad about what he has done.

Pursuant to your request I undertook Psychological Assessment of
your client Jentry Lee Hook who was charged and convicted of two
counts of murder. This assessment was directed at evaluating his
intellectual and emotional functioning, to determine differential
diagnosis and to make recommendations.

In the course of my evaluation I met with Mr. Hook on four
occasions (December 16 and 19, 1986; March 5, 1987; May 12, 1987) for
a total of 11 hours. I employed the following technigues and
methods:

Initial Interview and background history.

Bender Visual Motor Gestalt Test (copy and recall).
Draw-A-Person Task.

Trail Making A and B. :

Wechsler Adult Intelligence Scale - Revised,
Michigan Alcoholism Screening Test.

Minnesota Multiphasic Personality Inventory.

NSO DN

In addition I interviewed the following:

8. The defendants mother Helen Cook.

9. The defendants sister and brother-in-law (The Parish's).
10. Listened to testimony of Karen Stewart.

11. Listened to testimony of Rosemary Gauthier.

12. Reviewed Grand jury testimony.

13. Reviewed Police reports.

14. Reviewed Autopsy records.

15. Reviewed witness statements.

16. Reviewed investigator interviews.

As a result of my assessment I am able to answer your gquestions
to a reasonable degree of psychological certainty but before I do
some background history is necessary.

Jentry Lee Hook, II, ("Timmy") was born on April 20, 1961 at City
Hospital in Baltimore, Maryland and at the time of this assessment
was 25 years of age. He was the fifth child in a sibship of six.

His oldest sib was conceived by another father before Timmy's parents
met. Timmy's father, Jentry Lee Hook, died_of a heart.attack.in
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1983 in his early 50's. He was "a big man" (six feet one inch and
weighed 230 pounds) whose personality and behavior were dramatically
changed following the loss of his left arm in an auto accident when
Timmy was five. Always a hard working man he turned increasing to
alcohol, women and violence against his family, particularly his only
son Timmy. Up till his father lost his arm their relationship was
not unusual but afterwards his father became increasing critical,
rejecting, belittling and belligerent. Timmy recalled his father was
rarely home and when he did come home he brought a woman to live with
him and moved his mother out of the bedroom. "He'd beat on my mom.
Beat on her when she'd say anything about the other woman”. In the
presence of Timmy and her other children she was stabbed and almost
murder by her husband. Timmy was six years old at the time and
remembers it vividly. He recalls never having a father and son talk
or any father-son relation. He recalls though, his father throwing a
lug wrench at him and beating him with an "ax handle, hammer handle,
belts and paddles” which he "broke" over Timmy's backside. His
father had a "hair trigger temper" and no matter which of the six
kids was responsible Timmy always seemed to be the target of his
father's wrath.

His father passed away while on vacation having attempted to
visit his youngest daughter, who lived in Ohio and see his three
grandchildren. Because of the way he had treated the family the
daughter refused his visit and he suffered a heart attack in Ohio.
Timmy recalls his father never had a kind word to say to him and "I
hated him when I grew up".

Timmy's mother is Helen Catherine Hook (Clark) who is 54 years of
age and suffers from diabetes, high blood pressure and "bad nerves”.
She is a rather stoic woman who completed the 11th grade and met
Timmy's father in the hospital directly after giving birth to her
oldest child William James. He had just left the Navy and they fell
in love and were married. There relationship was generally
uneventful till he lost his arm.

Because she had six children to worry about and in spite of the
fact that he brought his girlfriend home to live with him, Helen
never sought a separation or divorce. She felt, accepting the
situation allowed her to keep a roof over her children's heads.
Although her husband gave much of his money to his girlfriend and her
children, Helen was able to make enough money working at Maryland Cup
to provide for herself and the children.

As a child Timmy enjoyed generally good health.. He was struck on
the head with an ax handle by his father as an adolescent. He was
knocked unconscious at 15 when he struck his head on duck work while
helping his brother-in-law on a construction job. While wrestling
with his older brother he broke several ribs but because of his fear
of hospitals never had it taken care of. He was also shot, at 15
years of age, in the left arm while heavily drinking with his- - - - - =
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brother-in-law. At Nineteen he was knocked unconscious when thrown
out of a bar and on another occasion when struck with a bottle on the
back of his head by his wife. His drinking has led to numerous
arrests for disorderly conduct and run ins with the law. He began
drinking at 14 sneaking liguor from his fathers private cupboard. He
had initially tried with his friends huffing lighter fluid but became
violently sick with memory difficulties and was afraid to try it
again. Although he's smoked reefers, tried cocaine, crank, acid,
speed, various muscle relaxants, sleeping pills and valium he denies
use of PCP, flakes or heroin. He acknowledges his problem with his
drinking. He was consuming prior to the instant offense up to "two
cases of beer a day". Even while incarcerated in Hagerstown and the
penitentiary he was drinking. It was not unusual for him as a
'~ teenager to drink until he passed out. At the time of the instant
offense he was smoking three packs of cigarettes a day.

Timmy began his formal education at Caton Elementary School which
he attended from kindergarten through sixth grade. He was left back
in sixth grade and repeated it. Because of his father's artificial
limb, Timmy was the brunt of many cruel comments by his classmates
who referred to his father as "Captain Hook". Timmy had difficulty
handling academic demands of school because of both the family
problems and stress between his parents and their living arrangement
at home and what this clinician identifies as a learning disorder
which he has. He was, however, successful gaining attention in the
classroom as the class clown. As a result of his limited formal
education his reading, spelling and arithmetic skills are deficient.
Things became even worse at home for him when his father brought
another woman home to live in the house. Timmy's bedroom was next
door to his father's and the latter did not have a door on it. By
15 Timmy began increasingly to run away and his drinking escalated.

After leaving school his running away and drinking got him "into
a hell of a lot of trouble". Finally he got a job with his
brother-in-law's construction company and began to settle down. He
was a hard worker and was quite skilled with his hands. However, the
construction company, which was run by his brother-in-law's father
began cheating him out of pay. After working a month under these
conditions Timmy left and got a job as a security guard having told
them he was 18 when he was actually 16. The job involved working in
Dundalk and watching over new cars stored there. Timmy was drinking
heavily and one time while intoxicated smashed up several cars. He
guit the job before he was fired. -

Shortly thereafter during another drunken party with older
friends in an empty house plumbing fixtures were destroyed. To cover
the damage the house was set on fire. Although in this instance
Timmy was not responsible he was charged with arson and took the
blame. He wanted others to like him and he believed that it was
manly taking the blame for others a behavior he had been accustomed
to since an adolescent in his own home. As a result of the arson
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he was evaluated at the Maryland Children's Center for 21 days and
ultimately sent for eighteen months to the Maryland Training School
for Boys. There was a recommendation made that he receive therapy
but his father refused.

Following his release from the training school he began seeing
Irene Margaret Schierholz. 1Irene had been disowned by her parents
and had been raised by her grandparents. She had gotten pregnant
while Timmy was in the training school, but she was told that either
she got married or she would have to leave her grandparents home.
Timmy indicated that both he and Irene wanted to get married. He
wanted the child, who was born on July 28, 1978, to have his name and
so on November 13, 1978 he and Irene were married. The child was
given the name of Jentry Lee Rook, III. Irene and Timmy separated
within a years time in 1979 and finally split for good in 1981
although Timmy has seen her about a dozen times since then. Irene
has had another child, Samantha Lynn Kidd, by another man (September
7, 1984). This child was born with CP and Timmy treats the two
children as his own. He had even tried to get Samantha into a
hospital for treatment in the Midwest but Irene refuses to accept the
child's condition and denied her permission.

Timmy's first arrest as an adult occurred on his 18th birthday
when he was charged with drunk and disorderly behavior. Not long
after he was arrested in Fells Point again for picking up a Mayor
Schaeffer trash can and spitting on a police officer when asked what
he was doing. On October 9, 1980 he was arrested for burglary and
sent to Baltimore County Jail where he took part in a work release
program. Following his release on parole he was arrested in November
of 1981 again for drunk and disorderly conduct. On October 14, 1982
he was locked up and charged with assault and battery and attempted
rape. This last charge he vigorously insists was not true and it was
ultimately reduced to breaking and entering and destruction of
property. He was incarcerated on this charge from October 14, 1982
to March 9, 1985. It was during this time his father passed away
from a heart attack. 1In spite of his being mistreated and having
considerable anger toward his father, Timmy felt guilty "because I
caused him so much heartache".

The news of his father's death was brought to him by Karen
Stewart a2 girl he had met when he was 14 and she was 12. He had
always been inarmored by Karen and she had some mystical control over
him. Much of the early difficulty he had gotten into she had been in
some fashion or other involved. He knew she did drugs and was into
prostitution but he continually was at her call. Before he entered
Hagerstown following his conviction in 1982 they had been boy friend
and girlfriend. However, once convicted she never visited him. They
appeared to have a sado-masochistic relationship and she seemed to
enjoy her ability to manipulate and hurt him. On at least two
occasions one two days before the instant offense he trled to commit
suicide in her presence. — - —— - -
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As a result of one of her many liaisons she had a child, Amber
Lynn Stewart, born on July 27, 1982. When Timmy left prison she told
him she was pregnant and asked him if she could give the baby his
last name, which although again he knew could not possibly be his, he
agreed. The child, Heather Marie Hook was born October 3, 1985 six
months after Timmy was released. Timmy's family were very much
against his association with Karen who they knew used and exploited
him. In spite of her mistreatment he continued to give her money for
the children and seek a relationship with her.

In April of 1986 she told him she was pregnant with another man's
child and leaving him for this man. Timmy severely depressed and
. despondent took a knife and put it to his throat. But because "deep
down inside I still loved her" and her two children and Irene's two
children he did not go further. He had also learned that Irene had
taken her two children out to Spokane Washington "to try and give up
my son", who was eight, and her daughter, Samantha, who was a year
and a half old. He arranged with her to take the two kids for the
summer and return them to her mother in Baltimore in the fall. It
was during this period that he attempted to get Medical help for
Samantha.

It was while he was in Montana with Irene's two children that he
received information of Karen filing a paternity suite and that he
was required to appear in court on October 6, 1986. Karen was
attempting to get welfare from the State of Maryland for this child
who was actually being care for by Karen's mother in Florida by
claiming Timmy as the father. Karen's mother had both her children
because she felt Karen to be an unfit mother. Karen was surprised
when Timmy showed up in Court and contrary to her sworn testimony in
the Murder Trial, she was with him for the next seven days including
during the instant offense. Out of money desperate to return to
Florida where a package was waiting for her, which Timmy claims
contained drugs she kept after him to get money for the bus fare. He
tried to sell his jacket and his radio but to no avail. It was Karen
who, Timmy states, thought to rob the ultimate two homicide victims
and kept after him regarding doing this while Timmy and the victims
continued to drink heavily for a period of over 4 hours. Karen told
Timmy he would never see her two girls again if he didn't get the
money that she knew the two victims had. The rest is record.

When the instant offense was discussed with Timmy he wept
uncontrollably about how he had killed two innocent individuals. He
initially tried to hide Karen's complicity in the crime but
ultimately it came out. Throughout the testing and free of alcohol
he related in a deferent, respectful and cooperative manner. He
answered questions in a particularly frank and candid way rarely
giving himself the benefit of the doubt and acknowledged his past
misbehaviors and legal difficulties. He was remarkably passive but
quite emotional and appeared very vulnerable with an absence of the
facade of machismo that his past alcohol diluted behavior indicated.
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He also seemed particularly self-conscious and at the same time
anxious to please. All tests administered were completed. Because
of his limited formal educational skill the MMPI was read to him
statement by statement by this clinician.

Test results reveal a 25 year old male with a Full Scale I.Q.=78
Verbal I.Q.=79, Performance I.Q.=82 which falls within the '
"Borderline" range of intellectual functioning. This score appears
to be consistent with Timmy formal academic history. He seems
particularly impaired on subtest reflecting applied social and
practical judgement on which he receives an interpolated I.Q. score
of 7%.

MMPI results along with paper and pencil findings reveal Timmy to
have been a chronically depressed young man who has been suffering
from a rather severe personality disorder,i.e., Borderline
Personality with both dependent and antisocial features. He has used
alcohol as a means to self medicate his inner feelings of dysphoria,
hostility and agitation, but the disinhibiting effects of alcohol
have led to serious acting out on his part. These test results
further reveal a rather long standing and severe abuse and dependence
on alcohol. 1In spite of these findings test results, behavioral
observations and past behavior indicate that under structured
environment, free of alcohol, and given fair regulations to follow
Timmy, has functioned without incident in a cooperative and compliant
manner. He is actually gquite anxious to receive approval and
acceptance.

Mr. Hook has been convicted of double homicide and will be
serving well in excess of three years incarceration. Current WAIS-R
results reveal him to be functioning in the "borderline range" and
indicated a clear intellectual deficiency. Personality testing and
history reveal Timmy to have a severe Borderline Personality with
dependent and antisocial features and to be emotionally unbalanced.
In this clinician's opinion he is likely to respond very favorably
to the programs and services provided at Patuxent Institution and
could better be rehabilitated through those programs and services
then by other incarceration.

If I can be of any further help to you in this rather tragic case
or to the Honorable Court please do not hesitate to czll on me.
