STATE'S ANSWER TO PETITION FOR POST CONVICTION RELIEF

Now comes Sandra A. O'Connor, State's Attorney for
' Baltimore County, and Steve Roscher, Assistant State's Attorney
for Baltimore County, and in answer to the Petitioner's petition
says the following:

1. That on December 1, 1987 the Petitioner was convicted by
a Baltimore County jury, presided over by the Honorable James T.
Smith, Jr., of felony murder, armed robbery, and daytime
housebreaking.

2. That the Petitioner noted an appeal to the Court of
Special Appeals on January 6, 1988. The sole issue raised by
the Petitioner on appeal was his contention that his numerous
confessions were inherently unreliable, and that he should not
have been convicted on his own uncorroborated statements. The
Court of Special Appeals affirmed the Petitioner's conviction in
a mandate issued on January 12, 1989.

3. That on May 4, 1992, the Petitioner filed this Petition
for Post Conviction Relief alleging:

a. that the statements used against him at trial were
coerced by force;
b. that his appellate attorney refused to raise the

issues he now raises in this petition;



c. that the trial judge had improperly communicated
with the jury;

d. that he was denied due process of law;

e. that he was denied his right to a fair trial.

4, That the Petitioner's conviction was based on the murder
of Helene Wiebe on February 26th, 1987. Mrs Wiebe, an 87 year
old woman at the time of her murder, was found beaten to death
on the floor of her home in Baltimore County. The Police found
a bloodied flashlight near the body and concluded that this had
been the murder weaﬁbn.

As the Baltimore County Police Department developed their
investigation, they spoke with Vernon Brooks. Mr. Brooks
informed the police that the Petitioner had indicated that he
had been involved with the murder of Ms. Wiebe.

The police subsequently learned that the Petitioner was
wanted for breaking and entering and had fled to South
Carolina. Both Mr. Crouch and his girlfriend, Jacquelyn
Gilbert, were ultimately located in South Carolina by Detective
Marll of the Baltimore County Police Department.

While the Police were taking the statement of the Ms.
Gilbert, the Petitioner arrived at the police station and
announced that he wished to make a statement. After completing
his interview with Ms. Gilbert, Detective Marll then took the
first of number of statements from the Petitioner.

The Petitioner initially denied any knowledge of the murder
of Ms. Wiebe. However, once the Petitioner was aware that his

girlfriend made a statement to the police, he then claimed she



had committed the murder. Shortly thereafter, the Petitioner
changed his story and claimed he and a man named Vernon had
"gotten into the old lady's house" and that Vernon had hit the
victim over the head with a flashlight in the midst of a
struggle for the woman's purse. The Petitioner then gave
another more detailed statement implicating "Vernon" as the
murderer.

All of the above statements were made while the Petitioner
was in Charleston, South Carolina.

On the way bacﬁ‘from Charleston, the Petitioner lead
Detective Marll to Ms. Wiebe's house and identified it as the
crime scene.

Once back in Baltimore, the Petitioner then made three more
statements. However, these statements implicated a man by the
name of Jack Hooley as the murder. The Petitioner volunteered
these additional accounts without prompting from the police and
after the public defender advised him not to give any additional
statements.

The Petitioner's endless parade a contradictory and ever
changing statements was only halted by the onset of his trial.
However, each of these statements contained enough detail as to
the specifics of the crime that a jury ultimately found the
Petitioner guilty of felony murder.

5. That the Petitioner waived his right to litigate his

allegations of error by failing to appeal his conviction.




POST CONVICTION LAW ON WAIVER

Article 27, Section 645A(a)(1l) provides that a
determination of waiver precludes instituting a proceeding for
post conviction relief:

{A}ny person convicted of a crime and either
incarcerated under a sentence of death or imprisonment
or on parole or probation... may institute a
proceeding under this subtitle in the circuit court
for the county to set aside or correct the sentence,
provided the alleged error has not been previously and
finally litigated or waived... (emphasis added)

Section 645A(c) describes the circumstances under which

Y

waiver occurs:

(1){F}or the purposes of this subtitle, an allegation
of error shall be deemed to be waived when a
petitioner could have made, but intelligently and
knowingly failed to make, such allegation before
trial, at trial, on direct appeal ( whether or not
said petitioner actually took such an appeal)...
unless the failure to make such allegation shall be
excused because of special circumstances. The burden
of proving the existence of special circumstances
shall be upon the petitioner.

(2) When an allegation of error could have been made
by a petitioner before trial, at trial, on direct
appeal (whether or not said petitioner actually took
such an appeal), an an application for leave to appeal
a conviction based on a guilty plea, in any habeas
corpus or coram nobis proceeding actually instituted
by said petitioner, in a prior petition under this
subtitle, or in any proceeding actually instituted by
said petitioner, but was not in fact so made, there
shall be a rebuttable presumption that said petitioner
intelligently and knowing failed to make such
allegation. (emphasis added)

The Court of Appeals has held that the "knowing and
intelligent" waiver standard of 645A applies only to the waiver

of fundamental rights. Curtis v. State, 284 Md. 132, 396 A.2d

464 (1978). The Court of Special Appeals has defined
fundamental rights "as being, almost without exception, basic

rights of constitutional origin, whether federal or state, that

have been guaranteed to a criminal defendant in order to

preserve a fair trial and the reliability of the truth

determining process." Wyche v. State, 53 Md. App. 403, 454 A.2d

378, 380 (1983) (citations omitted) (emphasis added). The Court
of Special Appeals has made clear that "{i}f the right alleged

to have been violated is a non-fundamental right, waiver will be

found if it is determined that the possibility existed for the
petitioner to have raised the allegation in a prior proceeding,
but he did not do so." Id. at 380.

CLAIMS WAIVED BY THE PETITIONER

A. The Voluntariness of the Petitioner's Statements

The Petitioner waived any claim he may have had with regard
to the voluntariness of his statements when he failed to argue
this claim as a basis for suppression at trial, and failed to
raise this issue on appeal. As noted above, there is a
rebuttable presumption the Petitioner "intelligently and
knowingly" waived this claim when he failed to raise it. The
record clearly establishes that the Petitioner will not be able
to rebut this presumption. These statements were the basis of
the State's case against the Petitioner and were challenged by
the defense as unreliable both at trial and on appeal. If there
had been merit to this allegation, the Petitioner could have,
and should have, argued that the statements were unlawfully
coerced along-with his other challenges to the admissibility of
the statements. The Petitioner clearly waived this claim and it

is therefore no longer subject to post conviction review.



B. The Alleged Failure to Comply With Rule 4-326

Clearly, the Petitioner's complaints with regard to Judge
Smith's conduct in answering any questions from the jury is an
issue that should have been raised on appeal. Further, the Rule
4-326(c) requirement that the Court's communication with the
jury be on the record or in writing and filed with the clerk is
not among those "basic rights of constitutional origin... that
have been guaranteed to a criminal defendant in order to
preserve a fair trial and the reliability of the

truth-determining pfocess." Wyche, supra. {For a list of those

rights heretofore recognized as fundamental, See State v.

Torres, 86 Md. App. 560, 587 A.2d 582, 585 (1991).} Thus, the
Petitioner conclusively waived any claim he may have had with
regard to the Court's conduct in answering questions submitted
by the jury during deliberations when he failed to raise this

issue on appeal or at trial.See Wyche, supra.

6. The Petitioner's contention that the statements he made

in Charleston were coerced is completely without merit. The

record reveals that the Petitioner volunteered each of his
statements and that none of his statements were in any way
solicited by the Police.

Detective Marll testified that he was in the midst of
questioning the Petitioner's girlfriend when the Petitioner
appeared at the Charleston police station and "stated that he
wanted to make a statement to clear this whole thing up." (T.
2-92). Prior to taking the defendants statement's in
Charleston, Detective Marll thoroughly Mirandized the
Petitioner and the Petitioner signed a Miranda waiver form. (T.

6



2-94) At the end of the Petitioner's Charleston statements, he
attested that his statement had in no way been induced. (T.
2-96). Each time Detective Marll discussed the case with the
Petitioner, he carefully Mirandized the him and each time the
Petitioner signed a Miranda waiver form (T. 2-101, 110, 114,
116, 138).

The police were anything but coercive. 1In fact, the record
reveals that the Petitioner continued to contact the police and
give new statements even after the Public Defender had advised
him to remain silent. (T. 2-139). Detective Marll consistently
reminded the Petitioner he was represented by the Public
Defender and that he could request that a member of that office
be present at any questioning. (T. 2-114, 139) The Public
Defender even alluded to his frustration with the Petitioner's
talkative nature at the pre-trial motions hearing. (M.- 4).
Clearly, the Petitioner's inquenchible desire to discuss the
crime with anyone who would listen made coercion completely
unnecessary.

6. The Petitioner's allegations that he was denied due

process of law, effective assistance of counsel, and a fair

trial are totally without factual support. An allegation of a

denial of a constitutional rights, without sufficient facts to
justify the claim, is not a ground for post conviction relief.

Reeves v. Warden, 231 Md. 613, 188 a.2d 698 (1963).

7. That the Petitioner's contention with regard to Rule

4-326 is without merit.

The Petitioner conveniently edits the later portion of
Maryland Rule 4-326(c) that provides the Court has the choice of

7
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either responding on the record or in a written note to the
court file. "All such communications between the court and the

jury shall be on the record in open court or shall be in writing

and filed in the action." (emphasis added) Thus, simply because

the transcript does not reflect the communication the Petitioner
alleges took place does not mean that Judge Smith violated Rule
4-326(c). Unfortunately, the court file is currently
unavailable and the State is unable to attach a copy of the file
record of the communication. Of course, the State reserves the
right to supplementthis answer when the Court file is found.

Finally, it must also be stressed that the Petitioner bears
the burden of establishing that the communication took place and
the response to that communication violated Rule 4-236(c).

9. That the Petitioner apparently feels his appellate

counsel was ineffective in failing to raise in his appeal the

issues the Petitioner now raises in this Petition. This

contention is without merit.

A post conviction petitioner must show both deficient
performance and prejudice, in order to be entitled to post
conviction relief predicated upon ineffective assistance of

counsel. Harris v. State, 303 Md. 685, 496 A.2d 1074 (1985).

With regard to the deficiency prong of the ineffective
assistance analysis, the Petitioner must show that his appellate
counsel's handling of his appeal "fell below an objective
standard of reasonableness considering prevailing professional

norms." State v. Tichnell, 306 Md. 428, 509 A.2d 1179, 1185




(1986). In addition, in order to prevail, the Petitioner must
also show that counsel's failure to make the arguments the
Petitioner asserts he should have made effected the outcome of
his appeal.

Thus, the Petitioner must show that there was a factual and
legal basis upon which his appellate counsel could have raised
the two principal arguments he raises here; that his statements
were coerced and that the trial court violated Rule 4-236. The
Petitioner Petition falls fall short of establishing that
counsel could succeééfully raised these claims on appeal. The
Petitioner merely asserts that counsel did not raises the issues
that he, the Petitioner, wanted to raise. This is simply not
enough.

Moreover, it must be stressed that the Constitution does
not require counsel to argue a particular issue to an appellate
court simply because the defendant wishes him to do so. 1In

fact, as the Supreme Court Stressed in Burger v. Kemp, the

"process of winnowing out weaker claims on appeal and focusing
on those more likely to prevail, far from being evidence of
incompetence, is the hallmark of effective appellate advocacy."

483 U.S. 776, 785, 107 s.Ct. 3114, 3121 (1987).



WHEREFORE, the State requests that this Petition for Post

Conviction Relief be denied.
