HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is the first psychiatric hospital admission

for this 41 year old white married male who was brought to the emergency ceater by
police on complaints of assaulting his wife last night (7/21/86) during the course
of arguement, Neighbors saw patient assaulting wife in the yard - and called police.
History from wife indicates prior episodes of physical abuse, which she had

previously kept secret and had not confided to anyone about such episodes.

Mr. Hibshman claimed that he did not recall the episode and tends to blame his
behavior on medication that he had been taking for sleep, particularly Halcion.

Mr. Hibshman indicat .d he has been under the care of a psychiatrist, Dr.
Ollodart, for the past year due to depression, and stress related to work and tc the
family <1tuatlon. For a period of several months he had been considered disabled for
psychological reasons and did not work for that period of time but as a result of
his therapy did return to work. However shortly after he returned to work he
developed pain in his right wrist leading to a diagnosis of a carpal tunnel syndrome,
and subsequent surgery - which was performed six days prior to this hospital admission.
He states that in the course of his psychotherapy, the issues of his dependence on
his wife were in the process of being discussed, at a time in her life when she was
moving towards more career related goals and more self-independence. Apparently the
patient has felt this as a real threat to his masculine role in the household,

The patient also had a period of psychotherapy with Dr. Ollodart about three
years ago at a time when he was abusing cocaine. He states thac as a result of
treatment he stopped using that drug. However he was aware that his continued long-
term use of Darvocet is excessiv2 and probably represents a drug dependency. In
addition he was taking other medicines, including Xarax 1,0 mgs. three to four times
a day and Imipramine 150 mgs. hs at the direction of Dr. Ollodart.

PAST PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: Indicate that Mr, Hibshman was raised in a household
where was a considerable degree of physical abuse. Details of the psychosocial
history can be found in the report of the clinical social worker.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: The patient was found to be alert, oriented and
without cognitive impairment. He was quite emotionally labile, expressing remorse
over the recent behavior towards his wife.

Motors with high school education, who is married for 21 years and has a
16 year old son. He is charged with Assault with Intent to Murder (his
wife), and he has been incarcerated since September 9, 1986, while await-
ing trial. After a previous alleged assault of his wife during an argu-
ment on July 21, 1986, he was admitted to Franklin Square Hospital, where
he was diagnosed as having a Major depressive disorder, a Personality dis-
order with mixed features, and a history of an Addictive disorder. While
he was in the hospital his wife was invited to attend marital counselling
sessions with the patient but she declined, and in the meantime she had
moved, with her son, out of their home and to her mother's. The patient,
who had had a very close relation with his in-laws for as long as he knew
his wife, was increasingly concerned about his mother-in-law's failing
health, and he left Franklin Square Hospital ''against medical advice' on
July 31, 1986.

On September 6, 1986, while on the phone with his wife discussing a
week-end camping trip with his son, the patient heard her exclaim '""Mother

fell!" He sped in his car to his in-law's home, and assisted his wife in
placing her mother in bed. Afterward he recalls his wife shouting at him,
for no apparent provocation, ''You really piss me off! | hate you!' He

describes that he ''flipped out'" and he has no recall of the assault on
her and cutting of her throat with a pocket knife that ensued, nor of

driving home afterward. He stated, ''| must've done it. It happened.
But | have no memory of it... |'m the one to blame, but | didn't realize
it when | was doing it.'" In the interval between his discharge from the

hospital in July and this episode, the patient was living alone and feeling

overwhelmed by the separation from his wife and son. He was drinking ex-
cessively, and ''free-basing'' cocaine. On the nite before, and again on
the morning of the assault on his wife, he had taken two Darvocet tablets
(a synthetic narcotic), and 2 mg. of Xanax (a tranquillizer).

The patient who has three sisters was reared in an apparently dys-
functional family. He was a bedwetter until age 8, and recalls being
"shamed and beaten'' for this problem. As the only son, he felt he was
the "whipping boy'" for both his parents, and he recalls severe beatings
by his father. At age 20 he married his high school girlfriend. He ac-
knowledges that the marriage relation was always conflictful, and that
he had occasionally slapped his wife during arguments, but he denies ever
having previously assaulted her. Until they returned to Baltimore two
years ago, the couple lived for four years in Pennsylvania to economize
on living expenses. Having a chronic pain problem from a motorcycle
accident at age 28, and being involved in long daily commuting to his
job in Holabird, the patient began abusing pain medications, and he also
used cocaine to give him "'energy' to do work around his home after his
exhausting work week routine. He began psychiatric treatment with Dr.
Ollidart at that time and saw him weekly for’ three to four years. He
was discharged by Dr. Ollidart while he was in Franklin Square Hospital,
during which time Dr. Ollidart began treating Mrs. Hibshman.

In the interview with the patient he was alert, cooperative, and free-
ly self-disclosing. He showed emotional lability, several times becoming
distraught when he discussed what he learned he had done to his wife, and
the death of his mother-in-law. He expressed feelings of despair and de-
pressed mood. He stated, ''l've lost everything. My job, my family, my
freedom, and |'m very upset.' He has trouble sleeping, and he has become
very withdrawn. There was no evidence of a psychotic thought disorder,
or of an organic brain disorder.

The patient's claim of no memory for the assaultive behavior is crgd-
ible, but it is more likely that, it was the product of the strong emoFlon
he was experiencing in response to-the unexpected.verb?I ?ttacg and rejec-
tion by his wife rather than that it was a true dissociative disorder ep-
isode. In my opinion he was, at the time of the offense, sane and respon-
sible. He is presently competent to stand trial, being capable of und§r-
standing the charges against him, and of assisting in the conduct of his
defense. The history of physical abuse in childhood, the several year
period of being under great stress, the pattern of al?ohol and dfug abuse,
and the difficulty in coping with the marital and famfly sep?ratlon and
loss are all factors that likely contributed to.Mr. Hsbshm?n s loss of
appropriate emotional control in the assault epa§ode. He'ls presently.
clinically showing a Dysthymic Disorder (Depressive reaction), and he is
certainly a candidate for further psychiatric treatment help. With tbe
benefit of such treatment intervention the outlook is favorable for his

rehabilitation.

Dear Mr. Henry:

Mr. Hibshman has been seen in this office for a period of several
years. The psychiatric diagnosis is a borderline personality and this has
been manifested by some severe depression from time to time, substance
abuse from time to time (cocaine) and, finally, I found out recently
continued and repeated spouse abuse. I worked with this man, sometimes
seeing he and his wife together, and sometimes seeing he and his wife and
his son together, for a long period of time attempting to help him to re-
habilitate. He was always angry either at his marriage or at his job.

At time he had '"seizures'" which to me were self induced, although I did
not accuse him at the time of consciously doing so. There was no evidence
of physical seizure disorder.

I abruptly broke off treatment with this gentleman when I found out
that he was physically abusing his wife. She, herself, had concealed this
from me but after one occasion when she had finally had enough and reported
this to the police, he admitted himself to Franklin Square Hospital and
at that moment I discontinued the treatment with him. While he was out on
bail awaiting trial for those charges, he attempted to murder his wife and
almost succeeded. I worked with him for several years in therapy and did
not seem to make sufficient headway and therefore I think he remains a very
serious danger, particularly to his wife, should he be released any time
soon.

I am continuing to work with Mrs. Hibshman. There is now a lot of
difficulty with the son as a result of this extremely traumatic family
event, as well. I am not the least bit optimistic about this gentleman's
prognosis from the point of view of treatment because of my own relatively
long experience with him which finally culminated in this very tragic event
of his almost killing his wife. He has always been aware of what he has
been doing and has never fit the definition of insanity, either legally or
psychiatrically. The diagnosis is a characterological disorder, border-

line personality disorder.

In response to your request for a report on Dennis Hibshman, I first
began to see this man in August of 1982. Mostly he complained about his
job, but he also complained about his wife and how she was not satisfying him.
After awhile he began to complain vociferously about his mother.

His symptoms were twofold; first, on the outside, a depressive disorder
with a lot of hostility that was barely contained. The second was an under-
lying personality disorder which had the characteristics of what we call a
borderline personality, i.e., an individual who is not grown up because of
one reason or another to the point where they are sufficiently self sufficient
or "separated and individuated'" and have to either lean on their parents
and/or other individuals as parent-like figures.

‘I worked with Mr. Hibshman on and off through the years, including
relatively recently, and also worked with his wife and sometimes with his
son because, while he was going through his disability problems at General
Motors, he was having spells which we originally thought might be epileptic,
but were not epileptic and were self-caused spells in which he held his
breath and became red in the face. These were of an hysterical nature and
this was explained to him after he was thoroughly worked up, including brain
wave tests. Mr. Hibshman also tended to abuse drugs. He had been abusing
cocaine very heavily at one point when he came into the office and supposedly
had stopped, although I know of at least one instance in which he had begun
using it again. He also tended to abuse some of the medications that I
gave him and I had to be very careful about that. I basically treated him
with antidepressants and some anti-anxiety agents.

I terminated treatment with Mr. Hibshman when he went into Franklin
Square Hospital after having abused his wife. She told me at that time
there had been a long history of abuse, including breaking several of her
ribs after a previous visit in my office. Although Mr. Hibshman had made
all kinds of threats, his wife had never revealed to me that he had been
carrying these threats out through the years. As of his admission at
Franklin Square Hospital, my letter should be self-explanatory. I termin-
ated treatment with him because of his behavior telling him to seek treat-
ment elsewhere since our contact over many years had not produced a change,
at least in terms of physical spouse abuse. I continue to see both his wife
and his son.




HIBSHMAN, DENNIS =2~ November 11, 1986

I will tell you now that there has never been at any time during his
treatment any evidence of a psychosis. His problem is more in the neurotic and
characterological class. He has never been unaware of what he was doing. He
has also never been unaware of the possible consequences and has even threatened
from time to time that he would do something that would land him in prison, as
when he was angry at his wife because of the attention she was having to pay to

her dying mother.

I hope this makes it plain that from the point of view of his former
psychiatrist I would not support any kind of insanity plea.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is the first psychiatric hospital admission
for this 41 year old white married male who was brought to the emergency center by
police on complaints of assaulting his wife last night (7/21/86) during the course
of'arguement. Neighbors saw patient assaulting wife in the yard - and called police.
History from wife indicates prior episodes of physical abuse; which she had
previously kept secret and had not confided to anyone about such episodes.

Mr. Hibshman claimed that he did not recall the episode and tends to blame his
behavior on medication that he had been taking for sleep, particularly Halcion.

Mr. Hibshman indicated he has been under the care of a psychiatrist, Dr.
Ollodart, for the past year due to depression, and stress related to work and to the
family situation. For a period of several months he had been considered disabled for
psychological reasons and did not work for that period of time but as:a result of
his therapy did return to work. However shortly after he returned to work he
developed pain in his right wrist leading to a diagnosis of a carpal tunnel syndrome,

and subsequent surgery - which was performed six days prior to this hospital admission.

He states that in the course of his psychotherapy, the issues of his dependence on
his wife were in the process of being discussed, at a time in her life when she was
moving towards more career related goals and more self-independence. Apparently the
patient has felt this as a real threat to his masculine role in the household.

The patient also had a period of psychotherapy with Dr. 0llodart about three
years ago at a time when he was abusing cocaine. He states that as a result of
treatment he stopped using that drug. However he was aware that his continued long-
term use of Darvocet is excessive and probably represents a drug dependency. In
addition he was taking other medicines, including Xanax 1.0 mgs. three to four times
a day and Imipramine 150 mgs. hs at the direction of Dr. Ollodart.

PAST PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: Indicate that Mr. Hibshman was raised in a household
where was a considerable degree of physical abuse. Details of the psychosocial
history can be found in the report of the clinical social worker.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: The patient was found to be alert, oriented and
without cognitive impairment. He was quite emotionally Tabile, expressing remorse
over the recent behavior towards his wife., He is very concerned that he was at
risk of his wife separating. At the same time he felt very "hurt and rejected”

by his wife's initial refusal to visit him on the unit. He claimed that he could
not recall assaulting his wife and attributed this to the affects of drugs. No
delusions or hallucinations were elicited. There was no thought disorder., He

denied and homicidal or suicidal impulses.

During a second interview with Mr. Hibshman, he was able to show some ability
for self-observation and also the recognition that his behavior toward his wife, for
whatever reasons, it was not acceptible and could not continue. He insisted that he
basically had a good relationship with her, but could see how he was feeling

increasingly threatened by her movement towards more individuality. He recognized his

dependence of her to make himself "feel more complete".

The issue of his need to be inthe hospital for assessment in terms of his being
at risk for injury to his spouse was directly addressed to him, and after initial

reluctance to remain on a voluntary basis; he agreed that he would do so. In
addition he was aware that he was experiencing a mid-life crisis in regards to his
career interests and his work with G.M. He also had described a persistently
depressed mood and pessimistic outlook over the past year.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The physical examination was mildly suggestive of an
enlarged thyroid, possibly slightly enlarged liver. There is evidence of recent
operation for a carpal tunnel syndrome. : ; :

HOSPITAL COURSE: During early phase of his hospitalization the following issues
were identified: 1) The proneness for abusiveness to his wife, based in part on his
need to stay "a power position" and in part on his exposure to abusive relations in
his childhood. 2) Being at risk for addiction to drugs, and his current problem

with Darvocet, and possibly Xanax. 3) His anticipated feared loss of his mother-in-
law due to her illness. Apparently she has been stable figure for him, 4) Mid-life
crisis type issues related to his job and marriage. 5) Persistent depressed mood
and. pessimistic outlook. 6) Possibly early withdrawal symptoms from benzodiazepines.

The patient was involved in the program of individual and group therapies.
Over a period of time he was able to better view the role of his behavior in relation
to his wife, however, he felt exceedingly threatened by her decision to separate,
and maintained a certain level of denial that this in fact was not geing to happen.
A couple sessions with the patient and his wife were not very productive, mainly
serving for his wife to confront him with the fact that she planned to leave him.

By 7/25/86 the following issues were defined: 1) He was withdrawing from
Darvocet with mild withdrawal symptoms including insomnia and anxiety, .however, he
seemed quite motivated to get off all drugs. 2) He was advised of abnormal blood
chemistries, particularly very high cholesterol and triglycerides. A medical
evaluation was started. He reported that his father had died at age 56 of an MI,
and also two uncles had died of MI's. 3) He seemed to start to form a therapeutic
alliance with the therapist and to make some observations about his behavior to his
wife. Particularly in arguments with her, he recognized reaching "the breaking point"
the point that he felt he was losing argument - and at that time would occasionally
utilize "physical power" to win. His use of language is very revealing in his
discussion of male-female relationships and use of physical power to dominante the
relationship. 4) It my impression at this time that he was able to utilize
psychotherapy, develop some ability to observe his behavior and then in addition he

might benefit from a group for spouse abusers.

His medical course was marked by some mild withdrawal symptoms which was at
first felt to be due to Darvocet, and then later considered to be due to Xanax.
His 1iver profile was elevated and this was considered to possibly be due to

effect of drugs, although the etiology was unclear.

On 7/28/86 the patient submitted a request to leave the hospital AMA., This
seems to have followed a couple sessions in which again his wife had indicated she
was not interested in maintaining a marital relationship. Attempts over the next

- few days to work with the patient were met by his insistence that he wanted to
leave the hospital, but that he would continue treatment onan out-patient basis.
At that time he was not considered to be at risk for harm to self or others and
therefore he was allowed to sign out AMA., He was still showing some symptoms of

depression. His Imipramine was started mid point during his hospital stay and at
the time of his discharge he had been increased to 200 mgs. daily, but had not had
sufficient time to determine the effectiveness of this drug on his depressed mood.

LABORATORY DATA: Liver and spleen scans: The findings suggest some degree of
diffuse parencymal liver cell dysfunction. There is no evidence of metastatic
disease in the liver or the spleen.

At your request | have completed a psychiatric evaluation of your
client, Mr. Dennis K. Hibshman. This included a direct interview exam-
ination of him at the Baltimore County Detention Center on December 26,
1986. In connection with my evaluation | also reviewed the following
records, copies of which were supplied by your office: Discharge summary
of admission to Franklin Square Hospital, July 22-31, 1986; psychiatric
report of Dr. Robert M. Ollodadart, November 11, 1986; and the forensic
psychiatric report of Dr. Michael Spodak and Ms. Bonnie Dietz, December

15, 1986.

The patient is a 41 year old former assembly line worker at General
Motors with high school education, who is married for 21 years and has a
16 year old son. He is charged with Assault with Intent to Murder (his
wife), and he has been incarcerated since September 9, 1986, while await-
ing trial. After a previous alleged assault of his wife during an argu-
ment on July 21, 1986, he was admitted to Franklin Square Hospital, where
he was diagnosed as having a Major depressive disorder, a Personality dis-
order with mixed features, and a history of an Addictive disorder. While
he was in the hospital his wife was invited to attend marital counselling
sessions with the patient but she declined, and in the meantime she had
moved, with her son, out of their home and to her mother's. The patient,
who had had a very close relation with his in-laws for as long as he knew
his wife, was increasingly concerned about his mother-in-law's failing
health, and he left Franklin Square Hospital ''against medical advice'' on

July 31, 1986.

On September 6, 1986, while on the phone with his wife discussing a
week-end camping trip with his son, the patient heard her exclaim ''"Mother
fell!'" He sped in his car to his in-law's home, and assisted his wife in
placing her mother in bed. Afterward he recalls his wife shouting at him,
for no apparent provocation, ''"You really piss me off! | hate you!'' He
describes that he ''flipped out' and he has no recall of the assault on
her and cutting of her throat with a pocket knife that ensued, nor of

driving home afterward. He stated, '"'| must've done it. |t happened.
But | have no memory of it... |I'm the one to blame, but | didn't realize
it when | was doing it."" |In the interval between his discharge from the

hospital in July and this episode, the patient was living alone and feeling

overwhelmed by the separation from his wife and son. He was drinking ex-
cessively, and ''free-basing'' cocaine. On the nite before, and again on
the morning of the assault on his wife, he had taken two Darvocet tablets
(a synthetic narcotic), and 2 mg. of Xanax (a tranquillizer).

The patient who has three sisters was reared in an apparently dys-
functional family. He was a bedwetter until age 8, and recalls being
""'shamed and beaten'' for this problem. As the only son, he felt he was
the 'whipping boy' for both his parents, and he recalls severe beatings
by his father. At age 20 he married his high school girlfriend. He ac-
knowledges that the marriage relation was always conflictful, and that
he had occasionally slapped his wife during arguments, but he denies ever
having previously assaulted her. Until they returned to Baltimore two
years ago, the couple lived for four years in Pennsylvania to economize
on living expenses. Having a chronic pain problem from a motorcycle
accident at age 28, and being involved in long daily commuting to his
job in Holabird, the patient began abusing pain medications, and he also
used cocaine to give him ""energy' to do work around his home after his
exhausting work week routine. He began psychiatric treatment with Dr.
Ollidart at that time and saw him weekly for three to four years. He
was discharged by Dr. Ollidart while he was in Franklin Square Hospital,
during which time Dr. Ollidart began treating Mrs. Hibshman.

In the interview with the patient he was alert, cooperative, and free-
ly self-disclosing. He showed emotional lability, several times becoming
distraught when he discussed what he learned he had done to his wife, and
the death of his mother-in-law. He expressed feelings of despair and de-
pressed mood. He stated, ''l've lost everything. My job, my family, my
freedom, and |'m very upset.'" He has trouble sleeping, and he has become
very withdrawn. There was no evidence of a psychotic thought disorder,
or of an organic brain disorder.

The patient's claim of no memory for the assaultive behavior is crgd-
ible, but it is more likely that, it was the product of the strong emoflon
he was experiencing in response to the unexpected verb§1 ?ttack and rejec-
tion by his wife rather than that it was a true dissociative disorder ep-
isode. In my opinion he was, at the time of the offense, sane and respon-
sible. He is presently competent to stand trial, being capable of und?r-
standing the charges against him, and of assisting in the conduct of his
defense. The history of physical abuse in childhood, the several year
period of being under great stress, the pattern of alcohol and dfug abuse,
and the difficulty in coping with the marital and family separation and
loss are all factors that likely contributed to Mr. Hibshm?n's loss of
appropriate emotional control in the assault episode. He.IS presently.
clinically showing a Dysthymic Disorder (Depressive reaction), and he is
certainly a candidate for further psychiatric treatment help. With the
benefit of such treatment intervention the outlook is favorable for his
rehabilitation.

Dennis Hibshman is a 41 year old defendant charged with
assault with intent to murder. He is known to me from a prior
evaluation done at the request of his employer in May, 1985. and
September, 1985. 1In addition to a direct interview at the
Detention Center on December 13, 1986, there was a review of
police investigative reports, charging documents, a discharge
summary from a hospitalization at Franklin Square Hospital Center
in July, 1986, and an FBI record of prior arrests and disposition.

On examination, Mr. Hibshman is a 41 year old white
male who was neat in appearance, appropriately attired, and
displayed no bizarre behavior or peculiar mannerisms. Speech was
coherent, relevant and goal directed. He answered questions
promptly and displayed an adequate range of vocabulary. His mood
was characterized by being labile. He was teary almost throughout
the interview. His affect was blunted and his emotional excursions
were somewhat constricted but congruent with the content. The
content of his responses was characterized by logical answers which
showed an adequate comprehension of questions. His style of response
was open and sincere. There was a slight tendency to minimize the
severity of his difficulties. The content suggested an individual
who was depressed because of his situation. There was no evidence
of psychotic thought content or cognitive impairment.

In arriving at the opinions that Mr. Hibshman is competent
and would not likely meet the legal tests for being found not
criminally responsible special consideration was given to the
following:

1. A history of substance abuse especially cocaine around
the time of the alleged offense,

2. A hospitalization at Franklin Square Hospital Center
in July, 1986, at which time the defendant was diagnosed as having
a major depressive disorder and placed on antidepressant medication,

3. Defendant's report of being under a great deal of stress
due to his mother-in-law's poor health and his marital break-up,

4. An absense of symptoms suggesting serious psycho-
pathology around the time of the alleged offense.

Ollodart, for the past year due to depression, and stress related to work and to the
family situation. For a period of several months he had been considered disabled for
psychological reasons and did not work for that period of ‘time but as:a result of
his therapy did return to work. However shortly after he returned to work he
developed pain in his right wrist leading to a diagnosis of a carpal tunnel syndrome,
and subsequent surgery - which was performed six days prior to this hospital admission. e
He states that in the course of his psychotherapy, the issues of his dependence on
his wife were in the process of being discussed, at a time in her 1ife when she was
moving towards more career related goals and more self-independence. Apparently the
patient has felt this as a real threat to his masculine role in the household.

The patient also had a period of psychotherapy with Dr. Ollodart about three
years ago at a time when he was abusing cocaine. He states that as a result of

" treatment he stopped using that drug. However he was aware that his continued long-

term use of Darvocet is excessive and probably represents a drug dependency. In
addition he was taking other medicines, including Xanax 1,0 mgs. three to four times
a day and Imipramine 150 mgs. hs at the direction of Dr. Ollodart.

He was quite emotionally labile, expressing remorse
over the recent behavior towards his wife, He is very concerned that he was at
risk of his wife separating. At the same time he felt very "hurt and rejected"

by his wife's initial refusal to visit him on the unit. He claimed that he could
not recall assaulting his wife and attributed this to the affects of drugs. No
delusions or hallucinations were elicited. There was no thought disorder. He

denied and homicidal or suicidal impulses.

During a second interview with Mr. Hibshman, he was able to show some ability
for self-observation and also the recognition that his behayior toward his wife, for
whatever reasons, it was not acceptible and could not continue. He insisted that he
basically had a good relationship with her, but could see how he was feeling
increasingly threatened by her movement towards more individuality. He recognized his

dependence of her to make himself "feel more complete".

reluctance to remain on a voluntary basis, he agreed that he would do so. In
addition he was aware that he was experiencing a mid-1ife crisis in regards to his
career interests and his work with G(M. 'He also had described a persistently
depressed mood and pessimistic outlook over the past year. :

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The physical examination was mildly suggestive of an
enlarged thyroid, possibly slightly enlarged liver. There is evidence of "recent

operation for a carpal tunnel syndrome.

HOSPITAL COURSE:. During early phase of his hospitalization the following issues
were identified: 1) The proneness for abusiveness to his wife, based in part on his
need to stay "a power position" and in part on his exposure to abusive relations in
his childhood. 2) Being at risk for addiction to drugs, and his current problem
with Darvocet, and possibly Xanax., 3) His anticipated feared loss of his mother-in-
law due to her illness. Apparently she has been stable figure for him. 4) Mid-life
crisis type issues related to his job and marriage. 5) Persistent depressed mood
and. pessimistic outlook. 6) Possibly early withdrawal symptoms from benzodiazepines.

The patient was involved in the program of individual and group therapies.
Over a period of time he was able to better view the role of his behavior in relation
to his wife, however, he felt exceedingly threatened by her decision to separate,
and maintained a certain level of denial that this in fact was not geing to happen.
A couple sessions with the patient and his wife were not very productive, mainly
serving for his wife to confront him with the fact that she planned to leave him.

By 7/25/86 the following issues were defined: 1) He was withdrawing from
- Darvocet with mild withdrawal symptoms ificluding insomnia and anxiety, .however, he
seemed quite motivated to get off all drugs. 2? He was advised of abnormal blood
chemistries, particularly very high cholesterol and triglycerides. A medical
evaluation was started. He reported that his father had died at age 56 of an MI,
and also two uncles had died of MI's. 3) He seemed to start to form a therapeutic
alliance with the therapist and to make some observations about his behavior to his
wife. Particularly in arguments with her, he recognized reaching "the breaking point"
the point that he felt he was losing argument - and at that time would occasionally
utilize "physical power" to win. His use of language is very revealing in his
discussion of male-female relationships and use of physical power to dominante the
relationship. 4) It my impression at this time that he was able to utilize
psychotherapy, develop some ability to observe his behavior and then in addition he

might benefit from a group for spouse abusers.

His medical course was marked by some mild withdrawal symptoms which was at
first felt to be due to Darvocet, and then later considered to be due to Xanax.
His 1iver profile was elevated and this was considered to possibly be due to

effect of drugs, although the etiology was unclear.

On 7/28/86 the patient submitted a request to leave the hospital AMA. This
seems to have followed a couple sessions in which again hi$ wife had indicated she
was not interested in maintaining a marital relationship. Attempts over the next
- few days to work with the patient were met by his insistence that he wanted to
leave the hospital, but that he would continue treatment onan out-patient basis.
At that time he was not considered to be at risk for harm to self or others and
