AGREEMENT TO ISSUE BONDS 11:20aM12/07/638 CO.COH

This Agreemententered into this 20th day of November, 1983 between
the County of St. Mary's Maryland, Issuer, a county duly organized and
validly existing under the Constitution anc Laws of the State of Maryland
and Park's Shopping Center, Inc., 4 corporation created in the State of
Maryland, hereinafter referred to as Project Owner, to relieve conditions
of unemployment, to encourage the increase of industry and commerce and a
balanced economy, to assist in the retention of existing industry and commerce
and in the attraction of new industry and commorce in the State of Maryland,
to promote economic development and to generally promote the health,
welfare and safety of the residents of the County of St. Mary's and the
State of Maryland under the following circumstances: -

A. The Project Owner desires to finance COSts of a facitity (the
“Project"), which will include the acquistion, construction
and cquipping of a five-story multi-level parking facility
to be located in St. Mary's County, Maryland within the
boundaries of the Issuer, which Project will he owned by the Project

Owner.

8. The Project Owner has reguested that the Issuer issue economic
development revenue bonds pursuant 1o the Maryland Economic
Development Revenue Bond Act, Section 2066-A to 266-1, inclusive,
of Article 41 of the Annotated Code of Maryland, as amended

(the "Act"), in an ag?regate orincipal amount now estimated not

to exceed $3 million (the "Bonds"), to assist in the financing

of the Project, and is agrceable to making payments to the lssuer
sufficient to pay all the principal and premium, if any, and
interest on the Bonds.

C. The Issuer is willing to issue the Bonds and desires to obtain
the econcmic benefits fromthe Project. As an inducement to and
in consideration of the Project Owner's plan with respect
to the Project, the Issuer and the Project Qwner agrec as follows:

1. The Project Cwner shall commence and continue to cause 10
be commenced and continued, the acquisition, construction,
and equipping of the Project as soon as feasible and the
Project Owner will provide, or cause to be provided, at
its own expcnse, the necessary interim financing to permit
acquisition, construction, and equipping of the Project to
commence and continue. Upon the issuance of the Bonds, the
Tesuer and the Project Owner will enter into one Or moTe
agreements (the "Financing Agreement”) with respect to the
Project and the financing therefore. The Financing Agreement
shall be in the form of a loan agreement, a conditional or
installment sale agreement, or a lease with the option to
purchase and may contain such teyms and conditions as provided

or permitted under the Act.
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Provided, however, that the financing Agreement shall require
payment sufficient to pay the principal of and premium, if any,
and interest on such Bonds as may be issued with respect to the Project,
or-a portion thereof, which is subject to such Financing Agreement. In
order to secure the payment of the principal of and premium, 1f any,
and interest on the Bonds, the Issuer may also enter 1nto 2 trust

agreement or mortgage which shall have such terms and conditions
as may be provided or permi tted under the Act.

have any financial responsibi ity with respect to the Bonds or the
