TO ALL CLERKS OF COURTS EXERCISING NATURALIZATIGN JURISDICTION:

The certificete of naturalization has been given a new and simplified
form and is now ready for distribution.

These certificates will be furnished in loose form with the original
on safety paper as heretofore, but the duplicate will be on white paper.
The size of the certificete now permits boih copies, including the stubs,
to be writien et one operatizn, with the msa of carbon payer, on a type-
writer of ordinary width. As this requires less werk bthan heretofore,
and mekes better records. it is desirsd that they be sc written.

The originel certificaete and its stub are separated by perforations.
The stub will be remcved and retmined by the Clerk and may be filed in an
upright card file, cr in e 3 x 5-inch card index d-ewor by trimmivg to that
size. The duplicatss are not to be separated from their stubs, but are
to be forwarded at the yremer time with the other duplicate papers to the
appropriate field reprecentastive of the Service.

Although the preparation of this loose form of certificate will re-
Quire less time in meking it out than that experded on the old form, the
1iebility of loss or misplacement wili be grester. To overcome this as
much as possible, the Bureau will forward the certificates to its field
offices for distribution to Clerks of Courts as needed.

The certificates required by Clerks at hearings will be mailed, or
brought to them by the ettending Exeminer, instesd of being furnished on
requisiticas te the Bureau. The Examiners will take receipts for all
certificates furnished Clerks of Courts. The naturalization officer in
charge of each district will exnlain the course to be pursued with respect
to the issuance of the certificates to petitioners and the method of
handling the receipt cards for certificates received.

NOTICE TO CLERKS OF COURTS

The Department refers to its Notice to Clerks of Courts dated
Ootober 16, 1940 and particularly to the last paragraph of that
notice concerning persons required to register under the Selective
Training and Service Act.

Paragraph 161 of Section 8 of Volume 1 of the Selective Serv-
ice regulations provides:

"161. Permit for registrant to leave the United States.
The local board may issue to a registrant a permit to leave
the United States (Form 351), provided that the registrent's
absence is not likely to interfere with the proper adminis-
tration of the selective service law. The board may require
the registrant to fill out end return & questionnaire before it
issues the permit (Vol. Three, 'Classification and Selection').

However, the Department has been advised by the National Head-
quarters of the Belective Service System that this provision is:

", ..for the benefit of the individval registrant and for
his protection. He is at liberty to secure such a permit or
not as he sees fit, provided, however, that should he fail to
do so and as & result thereof should fail to comply with any
of the provisions of the Act thereby becoming a delingquent,
he would be subject to the penalties set forth in Section 11
of the Act. It is, therefore, logical to impress on every
registrant the advantage to himself as an individual in seeing
to it that he does take advantage of this permissive section
by ellowing the local board to grant him a permit to leave
the United States for a definite period of time, if the board
igs of the opinion that the registrant's absence is not likely
to interfere with the proper administration of the selective
service law. If while he is away under the provisions of
such permit, he is needed by the local board or if there are
notices which the local board would send him were he in the
United States, he is protected so long as he strictly com-
plies with the terms of the permit."

In view of the foregoing the Department would no longer re-
uire passport applicants who were required to register under the
elective Training and Service Act to submit permits before they

may be granted passports.

TO ALL CLERKS OF COURTS EAERCISING NATURALIZATION JURISDICTION:

The certificate of naturalization has been given a new and simplified
form and is now ready for distribution.

These certilicates will be furnished in loose form with the original

on safety paper as herstofore, but the duplicate will be on white paper.
The cizo of the certificats now permits both copies, including the siubs,
to be written et one opsrution, with the use of carbon psper, on a tyvpe-
writer of ordinary width. As this requires less work thaa heretofore,

and makes better records, it is desired that theoy be so written.

The original certificete and its stub are separated by perforations.
The stub will te removed end reteined by the Clerk and may be filed in an
upright card file, or in a 3 x 5-inch card index drewer by trimming to that
size. The duplicates are not to be ssparuted from their stubs, but are
to be forwarded ut the proper time with the other duplicate papers to the
appropriate field representative of the Service.

Although the preparation of this loosse form of certificate will re-
quire l2es time in meking it out then that expended on the old form, the
liability of loss or misplacement will be grester. To overcome this as
much as possible, the Rureau will forward the cortificates to its field
offices for distribution to Clerks of Courts as necded.

The certificates required by Clerks ut hearings will be mailed, or,
brought to them by the attending Examiner, instead of being furnished on
raquisitions to the Fureau. The Examiners will take receipts for all
cersificates furnisned Clerks of Courts. The naturalization officer in
charge of each disirict will explain the course to be pursued with respect
to the issuance of the certificates to petitioners end the method of
_handling the reccipt cards for certificates receivod.

In cases where m certificate issued has been lost or destroyed and

authority is granted for the issuance of @ new one in lieu t@ercof{ t@e
new certificate will be prepared in the Bureau from the dupllcatg in its
files snd forwarisd to the Clerk of Court for completion end delivery to

the appligant.
If a certificate is spoiled in process of preperation the Clerk of

Court will forward both the original and duplicate to the apprOpri§te
nuturalization officer at cnce, and a new certificate will be furnished

in lieu thereof, if neocded.
