= INVENTORY

A physical inventory of food was not made at June 30, 1970. We,
therefore, determined that a base inventory necessary to maintain
the dietary department would approximate $300.00.

- LAND

The land occupied by the facility is leased from the Sacred Heart
Hospital of the Sisters of Charity, Incorporated, on a ninety-nine
year lease expiring on October 31, 2066 at a cnst of $1.C0 per year.
The agreement carries a renewal agreement at the option of the
Nursing Home Board of Allegany County.

- MINOR EQUIPMENT

Minor equipment consists of linens, dietary equipment such as silver-
ware, dishes, pots, pans, etc., which can be expected to be replaced
in part frequently. The amount originally expended for such items

is therefore set up as non-depreciable assets. As replacements are
made, the cost thereof is charged to current operating expense.

OTHER ASSETS

Other assets consist of expenses other than construction type
incurred during the construction period and prior to the formal
opening of the facility on December 22, 1969. These expenses are
being amortized over a three year period.

REFUNDS PAYABLE AND ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE

Applications made to Medicare on certain patients were originally
turned down. At a later date, Medicare reconsidered the applications
and extended coverage. In the interim, however, the patient and/or
Medicaid paid the daily care charges. In instances where this
happened, the‘Nursing Home is obligated to refund to either Medicaid
or the patient the full amount received less any amounts applicable
to coinsurance.

Schedule 1 shows the amount due to or due from the patient, Medicaid,
or Medicare.

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VII. ADDITIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS:

It is anticipated that the station will generate
sufficient income to cover operating expenscs. Should
