The minutes of the regular meeting on Tuesday, February 25,
1964, were read, approved, and adopted by the Board.

Mr. Yoash informed the Board that he had been asked by Mr.

Layman Redden, Attorney, to request that the Board revert to Mr.

William Cooper a fee simple right-of-way dedicated to the County

commissioners in 1932 by Mr. Stevenson across a portion of land
located in the seventh district between the Stevenson Rd. and the
sparks Rd. Mr. Yoash informed the Board that there were doubts if
there would ever be the necessity for having this right-of-way be-
cause of current traffic patterns in that area. The Board approved
the transfer, instructing Mr. Yoash to inform Mr. Redden of same.

Mr. Yoash explained to the Board what he had learned at the
meeting of the Maryland Highway Contractors' Association on Tuesday,
March 31, 1964, in Baltimore. As explained by Mr. Yoash, the meeting
encompassed certain reports by the Comptroller and the Special States
Attorney of the Maryland State Roads Commission. Mr. Yoash explained
that it was stated that the finance plan, submitted and approved by
the Legislation, would provide the State Roads Commission with aApPProOX=
imately $70,000,000 per annum for construction (the word construction
is construed to mean purchase of rights-of-way, engineering, inspectian,
as well as physical construction). The only solvent thing that would
be coming to the counties would be due to the limit put on the State
Police budget out of Highway Users funds of $8.5 million per vear, and
on the Department of Motor Vehicle funds from Highway Users taxes of
$6.0 million per year. This increase to Caroline County would approx-
imate in the first vear (1964—65) approximately $2,500. 1In subsequent
years this would mean approximately $8,000 additional per annum, if
the projection of an increase in the Motor Vehicle License fund of
$1,000,000 per year holds true.

Mr. Yoash submitted to the Board the program for improvement
for 1965 construction year - a copy of which is attached to these
minutes.

Mr. Yoash also submitted to the Board, for signature of Mr.
Wright, the third submission of the Federal-Aid Program - a copy of
which is attached.

Mr. Yoash informed the Board that he had been in contact with
the State Roads Commission and the Bureau of Public Roads concexrning
resurfacing of roads with the use of federal aid matching funds. Mr.

Mr. & Mrs. Oliver Knipple, residents along the Bob Hill Road,
appeared before the Board to complain about the staking of the right-
of-way along their property for the improvemz2nt of this section of
road. The complaint stems from the fact that this right-of-way was
staked almost entirely on their side of the road in order to miss
some trees on the property of Mr. Burkindine which lies directly
across the road from the property of Mr. & Mrs. Knipple. The Board
instructed Mr. Yoash to restake this road using the center of the
existing road as the base prior to anticipated field inspection of
the site by the Board on Tuesday, May 26, 1964.

The petitioners were given a Sopy ; oS Tl
of the road in question showing the frontages attributable to each
property owner, together with a breakdown of estimates and costs which
are attributable to each property's frontage, including total costs
and annual payment per property based on a 10-year period.

Various guestions were raised by the petitioners concerning the
maintenance of the street, the approximate time of improvement, and l
the necessity of having to make this improvement in this manner.

The petitioners were informed that if a favorable vote was made
by the petitioners at this hearing according to the regulations of the
front-£foot petition resolution and front-foot petition law that the County
Commissioners would then have the power to include this section of
road into the County Roads System, and provide maintenance immediately.

In reference to the scheduling of the improvement, including
the surfacing, of the road the petitioners were informed that at this
time the working schedule of the Highway Department was as critical
an item in this project as are the funds, but that every effort would
be made & provide this improvement as soon as possible.

In reference to the questions of the necessity of having to do
this project in this manner, it was explained to the petitioners that
this system was adopted by the County Commissioners for the purpose
of providing serviceable routes for property owners in cases where
the developer had failed to provide same.

After inquiry by one of the petitioners and by Mr. Schmidt, a
correction in the original estimate breakdown was made, so as to
include Mr. John J. Smith's property among those assessable under the
plan because of Mr. Smith's bordering right-of-way to the street
(this is covered in the resolution).

At approximately 9:00 P.M. and upon the suggestion of Mr. Eveland,
the petitioners cast their ballots concerning the final decision in
this matter.

Accordingly, each owner of property was allowed to cast a number
of votes equal to the number of corrected frontage of feet attributable

to the pertinent property. The tally of votes as cast is as follows:
