TELEGRAPHIC SUMMARY, ETC.

A great battle is reported south of the Balkars
=The Sultan refuses the demand of the Softas
to begin a holy war. He is again said to favor
peace=The reported attack of Turkish moni-
tors on the 8istova bridge is officially denied at
Constantinople=The RussianTelegraphAgency
publishes a general denialof the reports of Rus-
‘sian atrocities—=The Russian movements in Bul-
garia indicate an active campaign—Roumania
has decided not to assume the offensive,

The extensive foundery and machine shops
of A. Hortupee, at Pittsburg, Pa.,were destroyed
by fire last eyening. The fire originated in the
rooms used for storing old patterns by sparks
from the cupela. The wall facing Second avenne
fell oytward and completely blocked the street,
many persons nerrowly escaping with their
lives. The building and fixed tools were owned
by Dr. David Hostetter, of Hostetter & Smith.
His loss is estimated at $90,000, with an insur-
ance of §70,000. Hortupee’s loss on stock and
machinery will reach $120,000, with insurance of
$26,500. N. Snyder & Co., boiler malkers, loss
$2.000,and Armstrong & Hutchison $5,000 on
patierne stored with Hortupee.

Gen. N. 8. Renau, who went to the City of
Mexico bearing dispatches from Secretary
Evarts, returned to New Orleans yvesterday from
Vera Cruz. He reports that the country is
quiet, and 8ays Diaz's suthority is recognized
throughout the republic, and he believes that
now Mexico has the best goyerhment she has
had for twenty years. Inan interview President
Diaz expressed a desire to do everything pos-
gible to assist in breaking up lawlessness on the
Rio Grande. Diaz earnestly hoped his govern-
mexnt would be recognized by the United States
at an early day.

The schooner Velma, from Cape Haytien, with
logwood for New York, arrived in Hampton
Roads Monday with all hands sick with inter-
mittent fever. She moved up to quarantine,
and will proceed to port of destination as soon
a8 the crew recover. Medical assistance,
nnrsee and necessary stores have been furnished
her. During the last one hundred and twenty
miles before arriving oft Cape Henry only vne
man on the Velma was able to do duty. The
Virginia pilots farnished a crew to bring the
vessel from the capes to quarantine station.

A dispatch from Boise City, 1daho, says t hat
battery B, monunted as infantry, arrived there
yesterday. The company consists of sixty en-
listed men, and their horses are too large for
mountain travel. It is the general opinion that
the horses wil) give out and the men left on foot
after a few daye’ travel in the monatains. Ina
few daye, without farther orders, Fort Boise
will be left without a garrison and Southern
Idaho without troops.

The financial troubles at St. Louls are toning
down. The North St. Louis Bank will go into
liquidation with, the officers say, assets $150.000
in excess of liabilities. The Bank of St. Louis
people say they will pay depositors every dollar.
The Bremen Savings Bank has closed with a
view to final liquidation. They also eay deposi-
tors will be fully paid. The run on the banks
yesterday was very light, owing to the thirty-
day requirement. It is expected that buginess
to-aay will resume its regular channel.

Atelegram from Richmond, Va., states that
responaes from Southern cities to the call for a
convention at Fort Monroe on the 25tk inst. in
the interests of Sonthern mail facilities indicate
that large delegations will attend from all im-
portant cities in the South from Alexandria to
New.Orleans. There will be two hundred to
two hundred and fifty delegates, and it is under-
stood the President and members of the cabinet
will certainly be present. The Railroad Asso-
ciation has offered freetransportation to dele-
gates.

The tidal wave of May 10 at Nukahiva, one of
the Marquesas group, in the Pacific, rose and
fell all day, the greatest rise being 14 faet,
swamping the plantations on Tailohae bay. On
the other side of the island the tide rose with
great force, sweeping away houses and other
property. The warehouses were all washed
away and people had to flee for their lives.
There had been no rain in the island for four
years until just previous.to the tidal wave,when
it ralned for two weeks, washing away bridges
and doing considerable other damage.

The excursion party, consisting of Messrs.
Evarts. Devens, Forney and Keim, after visiting
Bethlehem, Reading and other points in Penn-
sylvania, arrived at Pottsville last evening. A
reception was held at the office of the Miner’s
Journsal, at which many prominent people were
present. Howell Fisher, Esq., welcomed the
party. Mr. Evarts, referring in his remarks to
the administration of President Hayes, said
their efforts were in the direction of restoring
harmony and peace thronghout the Uaion,

The Springfleld (Mass.) Republican and other
papers having published a letter of one Wm. A.
Wheeler, dated November 18, 1861, connecting
him with a contract for arms furnished to the
United States, some papers assumed that the
person interested in the contract was Vice-
President Wheeler, who now writes from Ma-
lone, N. Y., stating that he never had a contract,
aud that the Wheeler mentioned is entirely dis-
tinct from himself.

Bartholomew T. Beauregard, late collector in
the second internal revenue district of Loui-
siana, has been taken to New Orleans from
Baton Rouge, by a deputy United States mar-
shal, charged with the embezzlement of gov-
ernment funds. Ex-Speaker Mortimer Carr, of
Lonisiana, was arrested yesterday, charged with
obtaining money under false pretenses.

The house of Wm. Ryan, near Bridgeport,
Conn., was struck by lightning yesterday and
destroyed. Mrs. Ryan was instantly killed, and
a child in her arms severely injured.

Isaach V. French, of New York, has been ap-
pointed referee to inquire into the value of the
real estate of the Univereal Life Insurance Com-
pany.

Hugh Flynn, emploved in Eaward Holden’s
file manufactory, Brookiyn.N. Y., was at work
amon@ the machinery "yesterday, when bhis
clothing, in some unexplained manner, was
caught ia the belting, which passes over a large
drum. He was whirled round the dram with
great velocity, and instantly killed. Flynn was

85 years of age, and leaves a wife and two chil-
dren.

A #pecial treasury agent went on hoard the
steamship Queen, at New York. yesterday, and
arrested Charles Longbottom, the storekeeper,
for complicity in the recent extensive gilk and
lace smuggling frauds. The priconer made a
full contession of his connection with the smug-
gling transactions, and was hela in $2,000 bail
to answer.

Patrick Mehan, azed 2. has been arrested in
New York for felonious assanlt on Danl. Phil-
lips. While the latter lay senseless on the side.
wallt Mehan raised his herd and dashed it three
times against the stones, fracturing the skull.

THE FIvE MiLLION FIvE PER CENT. LOAN.—
The attention of capitalists and others secking
sound investments is directed to the advertise-
ment of the finance commissioners of Balti-
more calling for sealed proposals for the pur-
chase of five millions of registered stock of the
city of Baltimore, bearing interest at the rate
of five per cent. per annum, and not redeemable
until after the 1st of July, 1916. The ordinance
provides that this stock, having thirty-nine
years to run, shall not be sold under par; but it
has this advantage over the old five per cents,
which sold a day or two ago at 99%, that the
city undertakes to pay all #axes that may be
imposed upon it by the State of Maryland.

THE BALTIMORE AND OHIC R. R. STRIKE.

Extent and Character of the Trouble
—The Situation at Baltimore—Riot-
ing at Martinsburg —Two Men
Wounded—Disbanding the Militin—
The Governor of West Virginia at
Grafton, &e.

{Reported for the Baltimore Sun.}

The strike on the Baltimore and Ohio railroad,
which has culminated in some violence, espe-
cially at Martinsburg, West Virginia, seems to
be confined for the present to the firemen of the
freight trains, though they appear to havea
number of abettors in the Itne employces, who,
like themseives, come under the ten per cent.
reduction order lately issued. The strike is to
resist this reduction. It is said that some few
of the locomotive engineers are also among the
strikers, and that others will join the movement.
At present the chief ditficulty exists at Balti-
more, Martinsburg, Keyser, Grafton and Wheel-
ing, having begun on the first and second di-
visions, which include Baltimore and Martins-
burg. No disturbance is reported at Cumber-
land. So far as it has proceeded it is estimated
that between 400 and 500 men are engaged in
the movement.

At Baltimore, yesterday, there was no dis-
turbance whatever. A freight train was sent
out in the morning and one at night, which
vasged the disputed ground of Camden Junction
without any demonstration. Detachments of
the police force, under Deputy Marshal Jacob
Frey and Sergeants Hause, llandy and Bruchey,
were stationed during the day at Camden Junc-
tton, Mount Clare and Riverside atation, at Bal-
timore. The news of the disturbance at Mar
tinsburg caused considerable excitement in the
city, and fears were expressed that additional
bloodshed might follow. .

First Vice-President John King, Jr., with Mr.
Robert Stewart, superintendent of telegraph,
were at Camden Station during the entire day
and last night. and dispatches were constantly
received and pent,

At 8 o’¢iock P. M. Hon. John Lee Carroll,
Governor of Maryland, arrived in Baltimore and
proceeded to Mr. Kineg’s office, where he re-
mained for half an hour. The Governor was
also nt the depot later in the day. Brigedier
General James R. Herbert, of the State forces,
and one of the police commissioners of Balti-
more city, was with Mr. King at the same time
&8 the Governor. It is ascertained that no de-
mand has yet been made upon Gov. Carroll for
troops, B8 no necessity for their use exists in
Maryland, but the conference had reference to
wihat might be done should such a contingency
arige. Gov. Carroll was pon-committal, sub-
sequently merely remarking that a great cor-

oration wouold naturally be anxious where suchk

arge intereats were 1nvolved, and would hike
to bave military assistance to prevent their
works from being stopped, but the guestion
was one to be considered with just regard to the
public welfare. He did not anticipate any difi-

culty in this State. X .

In view of the situation freight for shipment
was in some instances refused to be received at
Camden Station. About half-past two o’clock
yesterday morning freight engine No. 161 end
two cars of its train were overturned near the
2as house, foot ot Leadenhall street, South Bal-
timore, by a switch having been opened and
locked back by some one unknown. The engine
was driven by Samuel Mus%rnve. engineer, gnd
August Sulkum, fireman. The train was mixed
coal and freight cars, and was on 1ts
way to Locust Poml, running not over
five miles am hour. Mr. Musgrave raw
that the switch was open and reversed his
engine but wag unable to atop entirely, and ran
on a trestlework leading into the gas house.
The engine struck against some coal hoppers
and the trestle-work gave way beneath it. The
engine and tender fell about eight feet, over-
turning also two coal hoppers and a freight car
of thetrain. The engineer and fireman escaped
with a few bruises. i

The trestle and footboard of the engine canght
fire from coals falling from the eneine. An
aldrm was sounded from box 134, and the flames
were extingnished by the city fire department.
The engine and cars were considerably dam-
aged. %t 18 generally believed among officers of
the railroad company that the switeh wes pur-
posely misplaced by some of the strikers. The
men, however, indignantly deny this, and de-
nounce in strong terms any one who would be
guiity of such an action, They gay that the engi-
neer and firemen were greatly liked by their fel-
lows, and they certainly would not have at-
tempted any thing to harm them.

The authority to use the police force ont of
the city at Camden Junction having been ques-
tioned, Deputy Marshal Frey stated that each
man had been commissioned speciaily by the
acting president of the Baltimore and Ohio rafl-
road under the plain authority conferred in sec-
tion 4, chapter 119, 1aws of Maryland, passed in

60:

**And be It further enacted, That for the secn-
rity of life and groperty on the line of said
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, and on
the branches thereof, and at the depots, shops,
and warehouses thereof, it shall and may be
lawful for the president of the company, for
the time being, to designate and appoint such
persons a8 he may deem necessary to act as
policemen, aund such persons so by him ap-
pointed shall have, on the line of said railroad,
and on the branches thereof, and at the depots,
shops and warehouses thereof, within the State
of Maryland, all police powers which are by the
common law devolved upon constables.’

Gov. Carroll, upon nearly the same point,was
clearly of the opinion that the Balttmore police
force could be used in any county of the State
by the summons of & magistrate as a posse comi-
tatus, with commiesions as special officers.

A meeting of raflroad men engaged in and
sympathising with the strike was held last
night in the hall corner of Sha;g auvd [Hanover
streets, which was entirely filled, there being
probably sixty or seventy persons present,
The proceedings were private, but the men
stated that there were in it engineers and brake-
men besides the firemen.

In conyersation ene of the men said that they
expected the engineers would join in the strike
to-day, and expressed themselves as all solid
and determined to continue the strike. They
assert that the company will not be able to ob-
tain experienced firemen to take their places,
and that some of those put on Monday had no
kpowledge of the pueriness. They say, too, that
they bave not been able to lve and keep out of
debt on the wages hitherto paid, and the reduc-
tion would be almost equivalent to starvation.
As an average they say that a fireman can only
earn from $20 to $27 a month, as they do not
have all working days, and they have to pay
their board along the road and ‘sustain their
families here also. It isreported that a meet-
ing was also held in the western section of the
city. The men say that the strike will be gen-
eral ail along the line, but they do not appre-
hend or desire any violence.

Telegraphic reports received at Camden Sta-
tion give the main facts of the occurrences at
Martinsburg yesterday, corresponding with the
detailed statement of the speocial correspondent
of The Sun amnexed. After the colltmion be-
tween the military and sirikers early in the day
no attempt was made to start any freight train,
and last night the strikers were still in posses-
sion of the field. Officers of the company state
that they have plenty of men to take the places
of the strikers ag soon as the West Virginia su-
thorities can aflord them protection. They
8till declare that at all points ten men offer
their services where one leaves.

At Keyser, W. Va., the terminus of the third

divigion, where large workshops of the com-
pany are situated, the firemen struck yester-
day and threatened to shoot any ot their naom-
ber who offered to start a freight train, and no
trains were sent out last night. At Grafton,
terminus of the fourth division, and Parkers.
burg branch, the firemen struck and forced the
new men from {he engines. Three or four of
the ringleaders were arrested by the authori-
ties of the place. Gov. Heury M. Matthews.
of West Virginia, arrived there last night from
Wheeling,with the Matthews’ Guard of 60 men,
and expected 10 be able to quell the whole dig-
turbance with that force.
- At Wheeling there was also a strike and
many men objected to leaving on tane engfnes
as their lives would not be safe tn the present
condition of affairs. In the eventthat Governor
Matthews should not be able to put down the
disturbance in West Virginia with the small
militia force at his disposal tit is supposed that
he might call on the President of the Jnited
States for aid, but that would rest with his dis-
cretion and on tire actual existence of an insnr-
rectior which does not yet exist.

At Martinsburg the efficiency of the military
company was destroyed by the fact that many
of the members were railroad men, and were
not willing,to fire upon their old companions.

The situation last nignt was grave on both
sides, The firemen were clated by the propor-
tions the strike had agsumed, and were confi-
dent the company would have to yield.

Thbe officers of the railroad were perfectly cool
and determined to do without the strikers, and
equally confident that the vacant places would
be supplied in a short time. There has been uo
interruption of Emssenzer travel, and all trains
ran as usnal. t is certain, however, that the
strikers at Martinsburg are greatly encouraged
by the indecision of the military there, and the
euge with which the commander foand a way to
disband kis troops and leave the freld.

[Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]
The Situation at Martinsburg.

MARTINSBURG, W. Va., July 17, 1877.—This
bas been a day of great excitement in Martins-
burg, growing out of the strike of the firemen
on freight trains of the Baltimore and OQhio
railroad. The strike began here yesterday,
when it became apparent that there was a
growing understanding among the freight fire-
men to resist the 10 per cent. redumction. It
was soon learned that all freight trains going
east and west were to be stopped, and now 75
traing, comprising 1,200 ¢ars, loaded with coal,
grain and other freight, including 7% cattle
cars, comprising about 600 head of stock, are
detained here. Largecrowds of people gathered
early at the railroad depot, and the excitemeat
was at times intense.

Or Monday night when it was found that not
lesa than fourteen trains loaded with live stock
had been smeed by the refusal of the etriking
firemen to allow them to pass, telegrams wero
gent to Baltimore giving the railroad company’s
officials notitication ot the sitnation. As stafed
in the dispatches of yesterday the mayor, Mr. A,
P. Shuts, was appealed to, and he used every en-

deavor to qn{et fﬁe on?breai and relieve the

embargo, but was overpowered and obliged to
give it up. Gov. Matthews, of West-Va., was
then appealed to, and he, at about midnight
Monday sent the necessary orders for the inter-
vention by the local militia of Martinsburg.

Captain J. C. Fauikner, captain of the Berke-
ley Light Infantry, ot Martinsburg, had his
company inranks by five o’clock this morning
in obedience to the orders of the Governor of
West Virginia, who telegraphed the night be-
fore to render all necessary assistance and see
that the men who were willing to run trains
were not interfered with. In the meantime
another attempi had been made to send out a
freight train, but the fireman was taken off by
the rioters and the train halted. As the dis-
turbers of the business of the road were deter-
mined to listen to no conciliatory measures the
military company was marched down to the
railroad, in front of the train-dispatcher’s office,
to clear the way for all trains desiring to pass.
As a precautionary step, and to avoid i pos-
sible any collision or serious difficulty, Captain
Faulkner made a Very sympathetic speech to
those who were engaged in the unlawful and
obstructive proceedings. He kindly and tem-
perately endeavored to persuade the disturbers
not to resist longer the passage of the traine.
1o these appeals the crowd turned a deaf ear,
and then, Boding it was useless to reason with
them further, Capt. Faulkner read to the assem-
blage the Governor's orders, At the same time
he made a statement of his duty as he under-
stood it, and ordered the company to load their
pleces and resist any attempt made to stop the
trains.

The militia company was deployed on both
sides of & train which waa about starting, an
engineer and fireman having volunteered to
work., As the (rain reached the switch one of
the strikers, William Vandergriff, seized the
switch-ball to run the train on the side track.
dJohn Poisal, a member of the militia company,
jumped from the pilot of the engine and at-
tempted to replace the switch so that the train
ghould go on. Vaudergriff fired two shots at
Poisal, one causing a slight flesh wound in the
side of the head. Poisal returned the fire,
shooting Vandergriff through the hip. Several
other shots were fired at Vandergriff, striking
bim in the hand 2nd arm.

When the firing was heard & very large crowd
of railroaders and citizens collected, and the
feeling became intense. The volunteering en-
gineer and firemen of the train ran off as soon
as the shootiug began. Capt. Faulkner then
made the statement that ke had performed his
daty, andif the trainmen deserted their posts
bo could do nothing more. The militia com-
bany was therefore marched to thecir armory
and ingloriously disbanded, leaving the rioters
in porsession of the fleld, ard .he road blocked
up with standing trains on the sidings, &c.

Vandergriff 18 lying in a very dangerous con-
dition in consequence of his wounds. Omne of
his arms had to be amputated. :

Thomas R. Sharp, master of transportation,
Frank Mantz, supervisor of trains, and scveral
other of the Baltimore and Ohio reilroad ofti-
cials are here maRing cvery possible effort to
conclliate the strikers and te move the traios,
especially the live stock trains, 1n which the
poor animals are suffering very much from the
excessive heat. Up to 6 P. M. no freight trains
had been moved either east or weet, and the
strixers sho wed no signs of receding from their
position. The trouble, however, seemed to be
confined to a number of men from Baltimore,
some of them in no way connected with the
railroad. Very few of the railroad company’s
employees residing in Martinsburg bave engaged
in the obstructive resistance, but there seema
to be no aoubt the strike will become general.

All passenger and mail trains have been al-
lowed to pass umobsetructed, only the freight
trains being embargoed. The idea in thie i3 to
avoid amenability to the laws of the United
States for obstricting the mails. No damage
has been done to the Cf)ro%erl,y of the railroad
company or attempted. he men engaged in
the strike say they do not mean to molest any

ergon. All they ask i a living compensation

or their labor. They say that at the present
prices the firemen cannot pay their aaily ex-
penses, much less support their families.

Heavy convoys of freight trains are lying on
the sidings east and west of Martinsburg, A
train of stock shipped here has been reshipped
by Mr. Mantz over the Cumberland Valley and
Western Maryland railroad. Thus far the an-
thorities have been uuable to secure the pas-
save of a single freight train. To-night the ex-
citement had quieted down, and everybody is
waiting to see what will turn up.

|Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Son.]
Midnight News trom the Seat of War.

MARTINSBURG, W. Va., July 17.—Midnight
intelligence has been received here by the 11
o’clock train from the West that the strike has
extended over the entire line, which has greatly
encouraged the strikers, who in consequence
feel more confident and determined. Otherwise
the situation remains unchanged.

About two hundred of the strikers and their
supporters are at this hour strung along the
rallroad in squads, in the city and vicinity,
armed with pistols and somegfew with guas.
Perfect order prevails, and even the conver-
sations of thestrikers discussing the situation
are in subdued tones.

A Fnard of twelve men and a sergeant of
Berkley Light Infantry are stationed at the
court-house guerding the company’s armory.
The company is largely composed of railroad
men, and in consequence they were un willing to
act when called ont this morning. It is not
likely that they will be called out azain, as it
seems to be the ithpression that the majority of
them would not respond to orders.

Mr. Thomas R. Sharp. master of transporta-
tion, has been at the telegraph office during the
night up to this hour bus 1y corresponding with
the officers of the eompany regarding the situ-
ation, and receiving advices. He states that
Gov. Matthews has ordered a militia company
to this point from Moorefield.

1t is not known here what action has been
taken in rezard to requesting the interference
of the United States soldiers, but the opinion
is generally expressed that the nature of the
disturbance would not warrant the President in
such a course. This feeling gives the strikers
further assurance.

The Wheeling militia company, expected here
to-night, did not arrive. The strikers remain
at their posts, doubtless expecting their arrival.
The strikers say they do not want any blood-
shed, but they will resent any interference. It
is stated that a gang of fifty men are located a
few miles west from here at this hour to nbstruet
the military should they come on a special train.

The strikers will not interfere wit any trains
carrying the United States mail. The Wheel-
Ing company. it is understood, will not arrive
here until five o’clock this (Wednesday) morn-
ing, when an attempt will be made to pass out
the trains. The militia company comprises 40
or 50 men. 1t is thought that a tnovement will
be made to arrest the ringleaders in the strike.
The situation is very alerming.

The sirike went into effect on the third divi-
sion this morning, and no freight trains are
allowed to pass Keyser, Pledmont and other
voints,where considerable excitement prevails,
but there is noreport of any serious disturbance.

Private Poisal, 2 party tothe shooting of van-
dergriff, is conductor on & freight train, but 1s
not connected with the strike. The strikers
{lustify the shot fired gt him on the ground that

e was overstepping his duty, as he had no or-
ders from Capt. Faulkner to close the switch.—
Poisal’s injuries are slight. Vandergriff Is now
in an eas# condition, and there are hopes of his
recovery. The strikers are ¢reatly incensed
over the shooting, and serious disturbance
would doubtless have followed his death. His
left arm was amputated at the elbow, and the
thumb of the right hand was also removed.

At this hour, quarter past one o'clock, &lmost
everybody has retired except the knots of
strikers along tbe railroad. Several handred
veople have been congregated at the depot du-
ring the night.

The National Republican Committee

and the Civil Service Rules—Action

of the Cabinet—A Bad System of

Promotion.

THE NATIONAL REPUBLICAN COMMITTEE.

WASHINGTON, July 17.—The President has
been forced to abandon his position in regard to
excepting members of the republican national
committee from the operation of the recent
order forbidding federal officials to participate
in politica or hold any political position, and to
retrace his steps info the civil service lines.
The matter was brought up at the cabinet
meeting to-day, when & very general expression
of sentiment ensued, and the action of the
President was reviewed in its various phases.
After getting the opinion of the several mem-
bers in attendance at the meeting the President
8aid upon reflection he thought it was best, per-
haps, to make no exceptions to the rule, and to
apply it to such officials as are members of the
national committee. While doing this the Pres-
ident said he still cntertained the view that as
the committee would have no work to do for the
next three years there would be no violation of
the rule laid down. Inasmuch, however, as his
decisiou to except the members o1 this commit-
tee nad been misconstrued and .would be used to
injure the civil eervice reform policy entered
upon he would recail it. After some further
talk it was agreed that the several members of
the national republican committee who are also
holding federal positions snould be called apon
to decide within a reasonable time which of the
two positions they will vacate. Itis pot ex-
pected that any of them will be willing to sacri-
fice the hold they have on Uncle Samuel's
money-boX in orcer to retzin their political po-
sitions, but will, with one accord, desert the

. positions to which they were chosen by the Cin-

cinnati convention. The members of the com-
mittee holding federal appointments are S. H
Elbert, Colerado; Will Cumback, Indiana; C.J.
Filley, Missouri: A. B. Cornell, New York;
Thomes B. Keogh, North Carolina; Edward F.
Noyes, Ohto, angd R. C. McCormick, Arizooe.

It is said here that as the national committee
was appointed by the Cincinpati convention
there is mo way in which vacancies can be filled.
The State committees are not anthorized to flll
vacaucies im the national committee, and the
resignation of some members of the national
committee at once may lead to serious emnbar-
rassments in the future. 'There are several
members of the committee not holding any
oftice at this time, but who are:‘i)plicams for
appointments, and if they succe there will
hardly be a corporal’s guard of the committee
left to arrange for the calling of the next repub-
lican nationsl convention.

A GOOD RULE IGNORED.

Soon after entering upon his duties Secretary
Sherman issned the foilowing order: “When a
vacaucy occurs in any grade above class one in
any bureau, and the public service requires It
should be filled, the head of such burean will
report in writing te this office the names of the
persons of a lower grade who by reasor of in-
tegrity, fndustrv and competency are most de-
serving of recoguition by promotion.”” This
was an excellent order, but from some cause or
other has been steadily ignered by those who
have the #ay about promotions. Two inetances
will show how the order has been carried out.
On the fifteenth of June a chief of the division
of quartermasters’ accounts in the second comp-
troller’s office was to be tilled. The salary is
$2,100. The second comptroller desiznated for
appointment one of the most capable clerks in
his office, who had been in the burean sixieen
years. The recommendation was ignored en-
tirely by tihe secretary, and a man was pro-
moted from a $1,600 position over the heads of
many competent clerks.

A few days ago the chief of the paymasters’
division died, and tbe comptroller strongly
recommended a cierk who had:been in the office
many years and was familiar with the work. As
in the other cuge the recommendation was ic-
nored, and the secretary appoinoted a man from
ontside the bureau. and who knew nothing
about the work. His main qualification was
that he was from Ohio.

It is asserted that a person, formerly private
secretary to Gov. Noyes, of Ohio, has been
put on the pay-rolls of the comptroller’s office.
aud is drawing $1,600 for duty said to be per-
formed at the %mee House. This i8in direct
violation of existing statutes.

THE CABINET AND THE MEXICAN QUESTION.

‘WasHINGTON, July 17.—The cabinet was in
segsion to-day only two hours. A portion
off the session was devoted to the consid-
eration of the Mexican border difficuities.—
The Secretary of War read several telegrams
and letters from General Ord, commanding
the department of Texas, in which he re-

orts at length the condition of affairs on the
?lio Grande. The Mexican government having
promised to put a stop to raids acroes the river
no further action will be taken by our govern-
ment for the present, in the hope that the Mexi-
can authorities will be able to fulfill their

romises, and thua prevent any invasion of
K‘lexican territory by United States forces.
Gen. Ord in his diepatches expresses the opin-
ion that affairs are progressing favorably, and
he believes that the marauding parties can be
broken up without mvolving a disturbance of
our international relationa-

A MEXICAN INVABION,

It can be stated on unguestionable official au-
tharity that the administration has made no
moditication of General Ord’s instructions, here-
tofore published, nor have sny propositions for
modifying them been even considered. Advices
received at the State Department to-day from
Minister Foster (dated nearly a week later than
any other official or unofficial reports by mail
hitherto published) state that he had calied the
attention of the government of General Diaz to
the invasion of American soil by a. Mexicaun force
of Diaz soldiers in puraait of & body of Lerdo’s
adherents, and in reply had received from the
Diaz govermment rome very interesting assur-
ances. They admitted that thie act was an in-
fringement of international law. promised that
it should, of courae, be promptly investicated,
and assured him, for the information of our
government, that they would make all due
amends in accordance with the requirements of
international law. Itis therefore evident that
the Diaz government tpercelve that explana-
tions are firet in order from Mexico, she having
made the first invasioun.

Minister Foster also reports that although
there was a universal newspaper outburst of
indignation when Gen. Ord’s instructions were
iszued, (they being variously construed as con-
témplating either direct annexation, or a move-
ment in.favor of Lerdo, ana at all events a hos-
tile invasion of Mexican territory.) yet a few
days of reflection, the receipt of additional newsa
from the United States and the publication of
Mr. Foster's statement on the subject, had led
the Mexican journals as well as the Diaz gov-
ernment to adopt a more moderate tone. One
of the prominent journals during the height of
the excitement used the following somewhat
novel argument: “They tell us that Mexico is
not prepared for war, but we answer there is
one thing Mexico never was prepared for, and
that is, peace.”

The War in the FEast—Capture of
Nikopolis —'The Entrapped Moni-
tors—Reported Battle South of the
Balkans—Active Movements in Bul-
garia—The Sultan and the Sotias—
The Holy War PFPostponed—More
\Talk of Peace, &e.

THE FALL OF'NIKOPOLIS,

BucnareeT, July 17.—Nikopolis was virtually
captured on Sunday by the taking of the heights
commeanding the town, and its evacuation fol-
lowed yesterday. The consternation of the
Turks at the dashing advance of their enemies
seems to be very great throughout the entire
empire.

About midday on Sunday the order for the as-
sault on Nikopolia was given, and the whole
Russian line, supported by several batteries of
artillery advantageously posted, stormed the
heights occupied by the Turks., During this
awful climb, In the face of a deadly fire, the

Russians suffered terribly. while the Turks,
stubbornly defending their position, sustzined
equal losses. But the onset was so impetuous
that the Turks could not withstand it, and were
driven headlong over the crest of the hills to-
ward Nikopolis. followed by the Cossacks and
detachments of light infantry.

After obtaining possession of the heizhts
commanding the town, st terrible cost if is
true, the Russians virtually had Nikopolis at
their mercy. The Turks, finding their line of
retreat threatened, abandoned the town, which
the Ruasians entered thia worning. It was filled
with Turkish dead. Many wounded were also
found in the streets and inthe houses, where
they had been abandoned by the Turks in the
haste of their retreat.

Russian offticial dispatches claim that the Ni-
kopolis garrison, consisting of two Pashas and
6,000 regulars, has surrendered.

THE RUSSIAN ACCOUNT OF THE CROSSING OF THE
BALKANS.

LoxpoN, July 19.—The foilowing is the Rus-
iism ofticial account of the crossing of the Bal-
zans:

* Tiernova, July 16.—Gen. Gounrko, with an ad-
vance guard of cavalry, infantry and artillery,
has crossed the Balkans oun July 14. He sur-
prised and defeated a Turkish battalion which
guarded the outlet of the pass, near the village
of Kharkbar. Gen. Gourko is new marching
upon Kasunlikim, In the rear of the enemy, who
occupies the fortified Shipka defile. Two sotreas
of Cossacks have arrived at Yeni Saghre and cut
the telegraph between that place and Nonigagra
and Slivno. On Bunday an engagement was
fought near the village of Orzazare between
a Cossack force and some detachments of Bashi
Bazouks and Circassians, eupported by Turksh
infantry. The enemy held their ground until
the arrival of dragoons and a battery of artiile-
ry, sent by Gen. Gourko. On perceiving the
approach of these reinforcements the Yurks
fled. A flag, several standard-bearers and a
quantity of arma were captured.”

A BATTLE SOUTH OF THE BALKANS,

LoNDoN, July 17.—The news from the seat of
war this morning is exciting 1 the extreme. A
great battle has been fought at Febditch, south
of the Balkans. 'Phe Ruesians met with a de-
cided check.

The Daily News's Constantinople dispatch
states that rallway communication on the Adri-
anople line has been suspended for everything
except troops,

THE RUSBIAN FORCES IN BULGARIA.

Loxpox, July 17.—A dispatch to the Dalily
News from Obentenik has the following: * After

THE REPORTED RUSSIAN BARBARITIES.

LoXpow, July 17.—The Daily News’s corres-
pondent at Obentenik, (or Obirteni,) which is
on the highway between Biela and Rustchuk,
writes in reference to the reports of Russian
barbarities on the Turkish inhabitsnts of Bul-
garia as follows: “I may mention that about
fifty Turkish families of Tirnova remained after
the general exodus, and are living unharmedq
under the special protection of the Russian
military authorities, Speaking as a perfectly
impartial man, who would have no hesitation
of bearing testimony to the contrary were the
contrary true, end who has had exceptional op-
portunities for observation, I do not believe
that in Bulgaria there has been a single in-
stance of personal maltreatment of a Turkish
civilian at the hands of Russian soldiers.” It
should be observed that this correspondent ac-
companies the hesdquarters of a Ruselan corps,
while the atrocities are alleged against the ad-
vance guard and Cossacks.

THE SERVIAN PRETENDER.

LoNDoN, July 17.—A Vieana dispatch to the
Daily News saye: *'Prince Karageorgevitch,
pretender to the Servian throne, has entered the
Montenegrin army. His offers had hitherto been
declined for fear of offending Prince Milan, an
alilance with whom was desired by Montenegro.
Their acceptance now is considered a sure sign
that o co-operation of Servia in the war i ex-
pected.”

ROUMANTA STILL ON THE DEFENSIVE.

THE CAPTURED MONITORE—SCENE AT NIKOPOLIS

LoNDoON, July 18.—A Times correspondent
telegraphs from Turnu-Magurelli, July 16th: I
have vigited the two monitors captured from
the Turks. 'They can probably be made ready
for action without much delay.

**On the heights commanding Nikopolis empty
cartridge cases lying in every direction tell of a
desperate struggie. Thoueands of rifles, bayo-
nets and accoutreinents are piled along the road
to the town, where 8 train of 300 wounded
Moslems awaitea their removal into improvised
hospitals. The Turks burnt their stores and
the principal buildings of the towu last night
before surrendering.”

The correapondent of the Times at Bucharest
sends the following. dated July 17: “*To-day the
Coseacks of Baron Krudener are said to have
reached Lom, Palanka advancing towards Wid-
din.

“From the Dobrudscha the Rnssians are re-
ported to have marched south of Siligtria,
which will be blockaded, thereby cutting the
quadrilateral in two and fully protecting Rus-
sian communications on the Danube.

The Times's Vienna correspondent denfes
that the passage of the Balkans will make an:

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THE RAILROAD STRIKEP.—The difficulty be-
tween the Baltimore and Ohio Railrord Company
and a portion of its employees, which has led to
bloodshed and the temporary blockade of
the company’s freight trains at Martinsburg,
followed by a similar blockade at Keyser,
West Va., is a matter greatly to be regretted,
especiaily since the acts at Martinsburg and
Keyser have rendered it at those points
no longer merely a guestion between em-
ployers and employed in regard to & reduc-
tion of wazes proposed by the former as ne-
ceszary and in accordance with the pressure of
the times, and resisted by the latter as unne-
cessary and unjust. 1t is also unfortunately a
question of the meaintenance of public order
and of the supremacy of the law, Diiliculties
of this sort between a large corporation like
the Baitimore and Ohio Railroad Company and
the muititude of men who, with their families,
depend upoxn 1t for their daiiy bread, are always
to be deprecated. E:zpecially is the necessity
for a reduction of wages to be regretted, bring-
ing with it, es it unavoidably must do, a cur-
tailment of the scauty comforts of those whose
lot is at all times sufficiently hard and beset
with privations. But the steps which the
Martineburg strikers have taken te compe! the
company to recede from its position render it
impessible to consider the guestion golely as it
aftecrs the interests of the company or its em-
pleyezs.  Wiiile refusing to work themselves
at the reduced wages the men have undertaken
to prevent the company from employing other
men in their places, and to prevent others who
may be ready and anxicus to work from ac-
cepting the needed employment. They havelaid
a temporary embargo ggon the freight traflie
of the road, and have interfered wirh the rights,
the property and the business of thousands of
persons who have nothing to do with the redue-
tmu of wares or the management of the road.
The public at large saffers by the interruption
to the company’s business, while socicty is in-
jured by the exhibition of foree and the resort
to violence on the part of these misguided men.
Ordizary prudence should teach thew that how-
ever creat their grievances may be they should
make it & cardinal point to yield to the authority
of Jaw, and then any question at issne betwecen
the company and itz cmployees can he dealt
with, az it is the interest and policy, no less
than the duty, of the company to deal with it
in a =pirlt of justice, couctlistion and kindness.
1t iz impossible not to feel for the hard-working
employecs of the company, whose iife is one of
exj:o~ure and of toil, the aympathy which must
e jost to them if they become mere rioters.
It is a matter to be especially remarked that
the strikers at Baltimore during yesterday
meintained perfect order, the only serious dis-
turbance, as above indicated, occurring in West
Virginia. The mnlitia were called out at Mar-
tinzburg, but, it geems, they proved unequal to
the emergency.

STPREME COURT DEcistoNs.—T'wo news pa-
phs recently copied into Ta® SUN pur.
porting to give very briefly the substance of
two decicicns lately rendered by the Supreme
Couart of the United States upon points of gen-
eral interest to the business community have
elicited inyuiries 93 to the names of the cases
in which the decizions were given as well for
fuller information as to the points invelved.
One of the paragrapha (in Saturday’s SuN) re-
ferred to a recent opinion by Justice Miller in
regard to the invaligity of a conveyance of real
estate by a husband to his wife as against
crecitors. The name of the case was not given,
but the profeseional reader could have no diffi-
culty ic urderstanding that it arose under the
backrupt law, and that the conveyance was
mace uiGer circumstances which entitled the
assiguec to institute proceedings for the pur-
posc of retting it aside. Two caces of this
churacter, not yvet reported, were decided by
the Surreme Court at the last term. In the
case of Phipps vs. Sedgwick, in which the
opiuion was by Judge Miller, it was held that
when property was scitied by a husband upon
his wife, in contemplation of bankruptey, and
the wife afterwards sold it to a third person
who hud votice of the fraud, the assizuee of
the husband could follow the property in the
hande of the purchaser. In the case of Horner
ve. Scruggs the court decided that when money
which & married woman was cutitled to have
gecured Lo her own use was sutfered to remain
ir the hushand's business, and to be used by
him, evd mixed with his own frnds, and ap-
plied to the purchase of real estate in her own
n:ime, the husband could not on the eve of
bankruptcy make a valid conveyance of ruch
praperty to his wife. In this ease the hne-
banld, being actually baakrupt, conveyed to his
wife real extate worth 815,000 to $20,000, with
no other consideration recited than an antece-
dent indehieduces {rom him to her for the
smail fraction of that smount. The convey-
ance was zdjndged to be in fraud of the rights
of the creditors.

In TrE SuN of Monday a brief notice appeared
of a decision of the Supreme Court in regard
JA0 the lisbility of indorsers on promissory
noted. The csse was tiit of Davis, receiver,
&c., v8. H. W, & J. G. Brown, an appeal from
the United States Circuit Court for the north-
ern disurict of Illimois. The Supreme Court
beid that an agreement in writing made with
the holder of a promizsory rote by an in-
dorzer at the time of his indorsement that he
should oot be bheld liable thereon where the
paper has not aftewards been put in circula-
tion, bot is still beld by the person to whom
‘the indorzement was made, is equivalent, so
far as such bolder 8 concerned, to an indorse.
ment without reconrse to the indorser, and
that the indorser is a competent witness to
prove such agreement.

THE Par1s EXHIBITION.—The threatening
agpect of French paiitics has not giver a check
to the preparations going forward for the Paris
expusition next #pring. There is said to be a
areat desire to make this excel the imperial
show of ten years ago for the glory of the
republic. 80 many applications have been
made from France that ske could easily £l her-
gelf the whole of the vast epace of 240,000 square
meters of space. Of all the great nations of
the world but two, Germany and the TUuited
States, have failed to accept the invitation of
the French and sppoint commissions. Ger-
mary, it is thought, i+ ciill in no good bamor
with France, and ae to the United States Con-
grees forgot in the exciting scenes of the last
gession all about it. Much regret i3 exrressed
in Paris at this failure, and au appeal has been
méde from American residerts in that city to
President Hayes to take the responsibility and
aproint a commission himeclf. It sppears thag
without a commission the French cannot by
Jaw take any of the offered exhibits, which are
said to be very numerous. A letter iu the
New York World says hundreds are ready to
euter, and that one American firm cent orders
to their Paris agent to epend 200,000 fraucs in
preliminary expences for o show of their wanu-
factures. He says, al-o, that the otficials wiil
waive a commiseion, acd will be content if the
Yresident wiil only emipower auy person simply
to make demand for space in the name of the
Vnited Statas, Ag Congress, however, meets in
Octoher, this may not be necessary.  One of its
first acts, however, should be the appointment
of acommiseion. Besides, by that time we may
be zble to sce whether the squall lowering in
the French ekies will have blown over or have
assumed snch proportions as to destroy the
hoper of a great success for the Paris fair. We
should rot be in the rear of other countries.

THE LorisiaANA RETURNING BOARD Caam—
Reply of District Allorney Finney.~—Mr. Finney,
the district attorney for the parieh of New
Orleans, has written to the New York Herald
an explanatory letter in reply to the comments
of Messr3. Wells, Anderson and their associate
members of the Lomieiana returning board in
regard to the charges preferred against them in
the Superior Criminal Court of New Orleans.
Mr. Finney states that it is true that the grand
Jury did pot find, a8 was originally reported, a
bill of indictment against the members of the
retnrning board. But they did what most
persons will consider equivalent to #t. On the
2%7th of June, just prior tc adjournment, the
grand jury authorized their foreman to make a
written request to the eourt to instruct the
district attorney to flle the proper information
againet the members of the returning board
«for perjury, forgery and altering the retarns
of Mount Vernon parish and ether parishes of
the State.” Eight daye afterward, acting in
accordance wish these lpstruetions, Mr. Finney
says he filed, in a modifled form, the information
mpon whieh Welle and his colleagues must
appear for trial. He declares further that
neither of ihe political parties has bad she
least conkern in procuring the prosecution. His
object iz what he has done, we are told, is
gimply to bring guilty men to justice, this being
what be is sworn to do, and none, he adds,
shall escape punicbioent if be can prevent it,

Tax DrowNING SEASOX has commenced; the
watering places already furnish a modetate
quota, and bathing streams will doubtless add
to the numbers who ge down into the deeps
and do not return except as subjects for the
undertaker. 8Sail boats with inexperienced
crews add to these perils, and we may reason-
ably expect the chrounicle to be continued dur-
ing the searon. In Baltimore waters there
have been but iwentysweven persons drowned
since January 1 of the current year, which is &
diminution in the death-rate by drowning as
compared with the same period last year. Some
of the disasters already recorded were due to
foolhardiness, as in the recent drowning of a
lady bather at Atlantic City, and some also to
the futile and fatal sttempts of gallant men to
rescue the foolhardy. But with all these con-
comitants there is always a percentage added
to the drowning rate because of the ignorance
of bystanders as to the proper method of resus-
citation in possible cases of recovery. Itis
stated that the lady and gentleman drowned at
Atlantic City the other day could have been
easily restored to ccusciousness if the most
ordinary treatment in such cases had been fol-
lowed. In such view il is not inappropriate to
republieh Dr, Marshall Hall's plain directions
for resuscitation of perzons apparently drowned.
They are &8 follows:

1. Treat the patient instantiy, on the spot, in
the open air, freely exposing the face, neck and
chedt to the brecze, except in very severe
weather.

Send with all speed for medical aid and for
arudes of "luthlL:. blankets, &c.

I. To Clear tbe Throat.—3. Place the patient
gently on the face, with oune wrist under the
forehead. All fiuide aud the tomgue itself then
fall forward, and leave the entrance into the
windpipe free.

Il. To Excite Reapiration.—4. Turp the pa-
tient slightly on his eide; apply sunuff or other
irritant to the nostrils, angd dash cold water on
the face, previously rubbed briskly uutil it is
warm. If there be no success logse no time but
apmy the third ruie.

1II. To lmitate Respiration.—5. Replace the
Paticnt on his face. 6. l'urn the body gentiy
but completely on tbe side, and & little beyond,
and then on the face, mternately, repeating
these measures deliberately, efliciently and per-
severiugly, fifteen times 111 the minuie only.
(This number of thoracic movements per min-
ute agrees with the natural order of respiratory
thoracic dilatations and econtractions, corre-
gpouding with 8 «low movement of the heart,
averaying somethlug less than sixty pulzations
per minute, and tiierefore merits due attention.)
The rationale of the operationis this: When the
patient reposes on the thorax, this cavity is
compresged by the weight of the body, and ex-
piration is promoted; when he is turned on the
side this pressure is removed and inspiration is
facilitated. 7. When the prone position is re-
sumed make equable butefficient presgure along
the spine, removing it immediately belore rota-
tion on the side. (’I he first measure augments
expiration, the second commences ingpiration.}

1V. To Induce Circulation and Warmth.—8.
Continuiug these measures, rub the limbs up-
ward wilh a firm pressure apd with energy,
using handkerchiefs, etc. 9. Replace the pa-
tiest's wet clothing bv such other covering as
can be instantly procured, each bystander sup-
plying a coat or waistcoat. Meanwhile, and
from time to time, proceed to the fifth Tule.

V. To Excite Inepiration.—10. Let the surface
of the body be slapped brizkly with the hand;
or, 11, Let cold water be dashed brizkly on the
Furluce, prekualv rubbed dry and Wa.rm.

LOCAL MATTERS.

THE WEATHER To-DAY.— War Uepariment,
Office of the Chief Signal Officer, Washington, D,

weatler, except at coast stations.

Tin Canmakers and Boxmakers Troubles.
There was a possibliity last night that the tin
canmakers’ strike would soon come to a close
with a satisfactory adjustment o workmen and
employers. Robt. J. Baker, chairman of one of
the committee of the strikers, visited by invita-
tion the shops of Kensett & Co. and reported
that a member of the firm had offered 40 cents
for three pound cans, for which the men de-
manded 50 cents. Mr. Baker stated that the
canmakers had pledged themselves to accept
nothing less than 45 and 50 cents, which had been
fizgd, and that no compromise wonld be made.
Kensett & Co. employ thirty-five men, who are
in the strike. Mr. Baker reported that the firm
expressed & desire to meet their workmen this
morning. Itis hoped by the canmakers that a
satigfactory solution of the irouble may be
reached. If oue firm leads the way 1t is believed
other shops will fall into nive and the industry
wili goon. Inall such differences moderation
i8 more effective than violence, and the peace is
not disturbed, whicb is absolutely esseutial for
the prosecution of any industry. Men who meet
each other in a proper spirit of counciiation are
very apt to agree very soon on matters of busi-
ness which affect their interests.

The strike of the boxmakers and sawyers be-
longing to the Baltimore trades union continnes,
the employere not having yet decided upon the
course they will pursue in the matter. The
journeymen held a meeting at Metamora Hall
yesterday morning, H. Kllinghausen president,
F.J.Hendricks secretary, and appointed commit-
tees to confer with the cmployers. After hearing
from the committees, which reported indecisive
results, the meeting adjourned. The employcrs
heid a meeting in the evening. with eight firms
repregented and three establishments without
representation, William Klingmeyer chairman,
llenry Thiemeyer secretary. It was decided
that no anawer could be made to the journey-
men untilthe three ahsent firms would agree to
enter into any arrangement that might be made.
It was stated that one of the irms was paying
the ecate of prices demanded by the strikers be-
caud of a preasing contract.

.There are 300 men and boys employed inthe
eight firms at the meeting, and about 150 men
are on strike. The employers said that the
stocks of boxes now oo hand enibled them to
fill present contracts, and their business was not
seriously interfered with. Good hauds can
make 82 a day at full time, and they were pay-
ing full wages for the prices now obtained for
b.o_xes by the manufacturers, who have compe-
tition from ount of town establishments. It was
admitted that in the winter season the journey-
men make small wages, but that the bosses
aiso then do little business. Non-union men
and boys are at work, but the strikers can find
work at most of the shops. The journeymen
will hold another meeting to-day and the em-
ployers this evening.

Large Hawl of Counterfeit Stlver Coin.
A middle-aged man, giving the name of John
Jenkine, was arraizned before United States
Commissioner Rogera yesterday. charged with
having a lot of counterfeit silver coin in his
possession. The arrest of Jenkins had been
made by United States Treasury Detective A.
L. Drummond, who i3 chief of the Philadclphia
division of the secret service. Detective Drum-
mond had ‘'shadowed’ Jenkins in Philadelphia,
and foliowed him to one of the Ericsson line
steamers and saw him embark on Monday after-
noon for Baltimore, where it was believed he
intended to pasas urlous coin. The detective
took the cars for Baltimore, and on the arrival
of the steambost yeaterday morning arrested
Jenking and arraigned him belore the United
States commissioner. It was allezed the pris-
oner had in his possession a valise containing
240 counterfeit silver pieces, in half and quarter
dollars, amounting in all to £120. Before the
commissioner the prisoner had but little to eay,
and did not attempt to account for the posses.
sion of the spurious coin. He stated to an offi-
cer, however, that he had purchased it. The
prisoner was committed for trial at the United
Stares District Court, which meets on the first
Tuesday in Scptemober.

John H. Hoy and Archer Carter were arraigned
before thg commissgioner, charged with passing
counterfeit coin. They had been working about
the qumzton market, and it was alieged they
came in posecssion of the coin for work done by
them. The casg of Carter was dismissed, and
that of Hoy was held under advisement by tne
commissioner.

A BEER TRIaL.—ADn exhibition of lager beer
was opened Monday in New York city. The
purpose of this ‘‘beer trial’’ is to ascertain by
comparigon and by the votes of disinterested
versons the best beers brewed in the United
States. The exhibition rooms were decorated
with flags, bunting, and the heraldic insignia of
the various States of Germany. At intervals
along the walls were shields bearing such le-
gende as this: ‘*There were famoug beers in
the fourteesth century. The leading were
Brunswick Mumme, Merseburg Bier, Breslau
Schops and Munich Bock.” ‘*King Nestor of
Pylog, 1180 B. C., made a drink called Rurimi of
water, roots and barley.”” ‘‘Archilochus, 720 B.
C.,made a barley wine.”” “Sophocles, 400 B.
C., made a drink of barley and frmit.”” Other
shiclds bore some of the curioms names by
which favorite beers were known im the cities
of Germany during the middie ages—“Cow-
tail,”” **Rag beer,” “*Grope along the wall,” &c.
Along the middle of the spacious dining -hall
was a loug counter in the form of an ellipse,
within which thirty-threc Kegs of beer rested
on a frame. About n dozen ‘‘beer servauis”
stood by in red jackets, with brass buttons and
white Snakespearean collars about four inches
wide, supplying the thirsty and critlical gnaflers.
The kegs were covered so &8 to conceal the
pames of the bLrewers, and were numbered.
Every person entering received for 25 cents six
beer tickets and & ballot, by which he could
cast one vote for the beer that he thought had
the best tastc, one for that which had the best
body, and one for that which looked the best.
These ballots are thrown into a large recep-
tacle used for keeping beer kegs cool. They
‘will be counted to-morrow, and the brewers in
whose favor the majority of beer drinkers have
voted will receive prizes.

Death of Mrs. Garrett.—Mra. Elizabeth
Qarrett, relict of the late Robert Garrett, and
mother of Mr. John W. Garrety, president of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, died
yesterday morning, at five o’clock, at her late
residence, southwest corper of Cathedral and
Monument streets, in the 86th year of her age.
Mrs. Garrett had been feeling the effects of her
extreme age for some time past, and suffered
great pain forseveral days previous to her death.
Her danghter and several of her grandchildren
were present in her dying moments. Mr, John
W. Garrett, her only sarviving son, who was in
New York, wastelegraphed to on Monday night,
and although he started for Baltimore on a spe-
cial train at 11.40 he wag unable to reach home
unti] after his mother’s death. Mrs. Garrett
wae the daughter of Henry Stouffer, who came
to Baltimore from York county, Pa., at an early
age, and was engaged here for many yearsin
business, carrying on an extensive trade with
the West Indies. Baltimore was, therefore, her
native place, where ghe has been actively en-
eaged during her long life in many acts of Chris-
tian charity. Mrs. Garrett was one of the orig-
inal founders of the society in aid of the indi-
gent sick. in which she took creat pride. Mrs.
E. R. Harney is now the ouly surviving original
founder of the society. Mrs. Garrett also took
an active interest in the Unioun Protestant ln-
firmary, and was one of its original managers.
At the time of her death she was its honored
vice-president. Robert Garrett. her hnusband,
died February, 1857, in the 73d yvear of his age,
leaving a widow, a daughter and two sons, oue
of them Henry Garrett, who died about ten
years after his tather. Mrs. Garrett was the
oldeet member of the Associate Reformed
Church on West r'ayette strect, of which Rev.

A TaLk wita Ex-Gov. Titpex.—Ex-Gov.
Tilden, of New York, will sail tor Europe to-
day, in the steamer Scytbia. In an interview
with a World reporter Mr. Tilden said that his
trip has no connection whatever with any vusi-
ness enterprise or railroad scheme, a8 has been
announced without anthority in some of the
papers. As tothe events which have happened
since the presidendial ele¢tion and the numer-
ous wild rumors circulated in reference to his
political intentions Mr. Tilden talked very
freely. In regard to the electorai commission
he gaid that he never had any real confidence in
the arbitration of a question where therg wag
80 fMch at stake by a bady of that kind. That
settlement, he said, involved not ouly the presi-
dency but all the patronage and power of the
federal adminigiraticn, E8Fetler with all the
schemes, prans and jobs connected with it. The
repubiican party ard the men who had managed
it iu the past were too auxious to retain the ad-
ministration to yield any point iu an arbitra-
tion. The result of the electoral commisgion,
therefore. was what might have been expected
considering the power and influence brought to
bear upou the political majority of that body as
finally constituted.

He furthermore pever liked the scheme as a
matter of principle, believing that the true direc-
tion of a democratic appeal was not away from
369 representatives of the people towards fifteen
individuals, and gtill less from firteen indiviad-
usls towards one to be selected necessarily with
a large efement of chance, notto say of trick and
device. He thonght there should rather have
been an appeal from the 369 representatives to
the 8,000,000 of voters through a new election.
He was distrustful of the secrecy, celerity and
improvidence with which the arrangement was
carried through and ushered into being. But
the proposition appealed to the hopes of the
bueiness classes, which were anxious above all
things for a settlement of almost any kind at
almost any price, and as it was presented by the
unanimoue report of the joint committee it be-
came the representative. and the only represen-
tative of the public desire for peace.

The eveuts which are now attracting 8o much
public attention in New Orleans and the dis-
closures which, perbaps, may follow, Mr. Til-
den seemed to consider only as the logical out-
come of the revoiutionary acis of last fall and
winter. ‘“In a government like ours,” he said,
“‘such frauduleut practices as were reported
from New Orleans last November sooner or later
must come to the light, and the guilty parties
with their practices must be made known. It
was 80 with the ring frauds in New York; it has
been the casc to a certain exteut in Washington,
and a like result will follow in New Orleans. It
is against the natural course of events that
deeds of thig kind shouid ultimately fail of being
brought to light in all their enormities.” All
this was said with philosophical calmness and
withiout any heat whatever.

In regard to his own political future Mr.
Tilden had nothing to say except that he could
not see auy possible contingency which conld
induce him to be a candidate for or to seek an
election to a geat in the United States Senate.
He felt entirely confident of the success of the
democratic party this fall in all the large cen-
tral States, and especially in New York, by a
very large majority, believing that events were
all pointing in that direction. 'l'o the charge
that he has been seecking to control the nomi-
natione of the next democratic State convention
of New York he gave a direct denial, and added
that be thought it mowise to interfere in any
way as between the numerous friends who are
seeking position on the State ticket.

TEE NEW 30 Gord CoiN, which i3 o be struck
from a dig pow in tourse of preparation by the
officers of the government mint, will not be the
first coin of that value in the United States. In
1851 $50 gold coins were issued at the United
States azsay office in San Francisco. Many coins
of this denomination weunt into use, but they
gradually disappeared for the reason that they
were intrinsically worth more than $350 gold by
reason of the rilver they coutained in excess ot
the standard, and because they were too heavy
for ordinary carriage. They were octagonsal in
shape.
