We therefore present our readers with
all of the news of Saturday in Baltimore and
elsewhero relating to the railrosd strikes, be-
sides the latest general news, local, foreign,
financial and miscellaneous.

TEE SiTUATION.—Quiet reigned fn Balti-
more during the day on Saturday. The demand
made by Governor Carroll for federal troops to
report to him at Baltimore was revoked, and
ordere from Washington were modifled 8o as to
place, if necessary, about a thousand troops
from New York narbor, Fort Monroe, Fort
McHenry and Washington city at the disposal
of the State should Governor Carroll deem it
necessary, Five hundred marines were Or-
dered by the Secretary of the Navy from Nor-
folkz, Va., to Fort McHeary and Washington,
to be prepared for any possible attack upon
government property, bonded warehouses, etc.
Five hundred special police were enrolled in
Baltimore, including among them some promi-
pent citizens. President Hayes issued his
proclamation for the dispersion of riotous per-
gons in Maryland by noon to-day. Other ar-
rangements having been duly effected, federal
troops may now be moved ad libitum to and
from any point in Maryland or West Virginia.
In the vicinity of Camden Station last night,
wherg the Fifth and a company of the Bixth
Maryland Regiments remain, there was consid-
erable excitement and disorder, and a large
number of persons were arrested, none of whom,
however, have been recognized as strikers.
During the riotous demonstrations several per-
sons were shot, one, a boy, beieg reported
dangerously wounded. Soon after the disorders
were quelled one hundred and twenty marines
from Washington and a battery of light artil-
lery from ¥ort McHenry arrlved at Camden
Station, and were placed on duty in support
of ‘the State troops. The mob gradually dis-
persed by one o'clock, and all was quiet until
about 2.30 A. M., when a fire broke out on an
oil train at Camden Junction, which for a time
caused excitement.

At Martinsburg, W. Va., matters were quiet,
the strikers making no demonstrations. At
Cumberland, Md., fonr companies of United
States troops were quartered in the Queen City
Hotel, owned by the railroad company. About
one thousand strikers and their abettors were
gathered sbout the hotel, and indnlged in
threats to burn the bumilding. There were
threatening demonsirations at Piedmont, W,
Va., but measures have been taken to suppress
any actual attempt at disorder. At Newark, on
the Central Ohio division of the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad, the strikers continne in the
ascendency, the militia so far proving insufii-
clent for the emergency, and fraternizing with
the strikers. Reinforcements have been sent
to Newark, and orders are to be given to dis-
perse the rioters this morning, when trouble 18
expecied.

Outside of Maryland the most formidable dle-
turbance s reported from Pittsburg, Pa., where
the strikoers, aided by several thonsand sympa-
thizers, including river men, miners and others,
resisted the State troops with a shower of
stones, and were fired upon. Twenty persons
were killed in the melee and a number wounded,
including & woman and several chiidren. The
crowd was stampeded, but last night reformed,
paraded the streets, besieged the round-house
where the troops were quartered, captured

'THE GREAT RAILROAD REVOLT.
THE LATE DISORDERS 1N BALTIMORE.
Rioting Last Night at Camden Depot.

Request for U, §, Troops by Gov. Carroll,
PROMPT RESPONSE OF THE PRESIDENT.

United States Troops from New York
Under Marching Orders—€Change in
the Situation—Vigorous Measures of
State OfHcers—Citizens, Police and
Militia to Maintain the Publie
Peace, &¢.

The disorder and bloodshed in Baltimore on
Friday night, July 20, was succeeded on- Satur-
day morning by perfect quiet and the absence
of any hostile acts in the city or vicinity. The
Governor of Maryland, Hon. John Lee Carroll,
occupied quarters in the Governor’s room of the
city nall, and in connection with Mayor Latrobe,
the police commissioners and other civil and
the military authorities was active and ener-
getic in preparations for any emergency which
might oceur, and for the maintenance of law and
orger.

Maryland’s ¢all for Troops.

Tt was stated in The San on Saturday that Gov.
Carroll had applied for the ald of United States
troops at the time Camden depot was surrounded
by a menacing mob on Friday night and the
building itseif was on fire. The correspondence
exchanged in this regard was as follows:

Camden Station, July 20.—1lis Excellency, R.
B. Hayes—Hir: An assemblage of rioters that
cannot be dispersed by any force atmy cow-
mand has taken possession of the Baltimore
and Ohioc Railvosd dopot here, set fire tothe
same, and have driven off all the firemen who
attempted to extinguish the same, and it ig im-
possible, with the force at my commuand to dis-
perse the rioters. Under the clrcumstances, a8
Governor of the State of Maryland, I call upon
you, a8 President of the United States, to furnish
the force necessary to protect the State against
domestic violence. The Legislature of the State
is not in session, and canuot be convened in
time to meet the emergency.

MOVING GARRISONS.

The same night the telegraph wires were em-
e‘loycd by the Secretary of War. Hon. George

7. McCrary, and Gen, Thomas M. Vincent, A.
A. Geueral, to bring troops from various poats
in adjoining States. The Secretary of War con-
sidered himself authorized to send any troops
within reach to the aid of Maryland. It was
finally ascertalned that the troops ai Fortress
Mouroe, New York harbor, the marises at the
navy-yard, Washington, and two teld pieces at
Fort McHenry, Baliimore, could be made avail-
able. It was also thought, as quiet reizned at
Martinsburg, W. Va., Gen. French could be
spared with a part of his forces from that point.
Orders were issued accordicgly, as the Presi-
dent had directed that all possiblo aid be imme-
diately extended to the State authorities. Maj.
Gen. Hancock was ordercd early on Saturday
morping to **send with the least practicable de-
lay three companies ol troopi to Baltimore to
act under the orders of Gov. Carroll in quelling
the riot at that point.” It wasspecified that the
companies should be made strony.

Orders were also sent direct from the adjutant
general’s oflice, Washington, to Fortress Mon-
ros for three companies from that post. thus
making six companies, “to be made strong.”
Tiie commanding officer at Fort Colnmbus, New
York harbor, was also directed to send ocve
good compsny from the Dernanent party and
report to Gen. Hancock, to be forwarded to Bal-

three cannon, and threatoned to sack the ar-
senal. A conflagration was raging at the scene
this morning. The strike is extending to other
roads, and active movements are 1n progress by
State and federal authorities to protect prop-
erty and suppress rlots at all points,

Mrx1co.—Mexico, which is again becoming &
subject of interest in American politics, on ac-
counnt of our.delicate thongh by no means criti-
cal relations with that government, has a pop-
alation now of ton millions. The Mexican
army consists of 22,387 men, who are main-
tained on an efilcient footing at an expense of
about $7,000,000. The navy is little more than
nominal, consisting chiefly of four steamers
recently constructed for coast guard purposes.
The military force of Mexico conld of course be
greatly increased in the event of actual hostili-
fies. In the last war with that country, which
was provoked by the reported outrages npon
our people, she had twenty thousand men,
nearly equal to the whole of her present stand-
ing army, at the battle of Buena Vista. As
civil war seems to be almost her normsl condi-
tion her whole population are accustomed to
battle. At the samne time, thongh led by Santa
Anna, the greatest of their generals, they were
uniformly defeated by inferior numbers of
American troops. Mexico has twenty-seven
states, besides the Territory of JLower Califor-
pis and the federal district. It is eminenily a
country of mineral wealth, and its temperate
regions enjoy a delightful climato. The table
1and, 6,000 to 8,000 feet above the ses, is cold
only in & relative sense, the climate being as
mild and equable as that of Naples. Nearly all
the European cereals, roots and fruits have
found congenial homes in the uplands, besides
which Mexico produces a remarkable variety of
useful indigenons plants and trees. Wheat and
barley grow to perfectionin the central valleys,
and rice, sugar+cane, cotton, coffee, cocon and
indigo thrive in other regions, as well as lem-
ons, oranges and other luscious tropical fruits.
The tobacco and coffee are reported equal to
any in the world. The great cotton-producing
regious are the northern states of Coahuiha,
Durango and Sinaloa. Indian corn iy every-
where the staple food of the aborizinal popula-
tion. It would notseem good policy for Mexi-
co to provoke a collision with the United States,
which 18 so much her superior, and which has
at present a largc unemployed population which
would be glad of an opportanity for forage in
Mexico. Nor are we sure that it would be any
better policy for the United States to permit
itself to be embroiled with its well nigh de-
fenseless neighbor. The acquisitions made in
our last war with Mexico hastened on the civil
strife which well nigh Jed to our national dis-
memberment, and our territory is already so
large that auy comsiderable addition migcht
prove too great & strain for the sentiment of
unity, enfeebled as it has been by late antago-
nisms.

GERMANY AND Russia.—It is thought that
there may be a good understanding hetween
the Emperor of Germsany and the Czar on the
Turco-Russian war. That they stand in per-
sonal relations does not count for much when
policy and the hope of conquest intervene. 1t
is, however, significant that when the Emperor
of Germany received official intelligence that
Ruesia had crossed the Danube he sent by tele-
graph a warm congratulation to the Cazar.
Gen. Moltke in like mannergent folicitations to
the Grand Duke Nicholas. The editor of a
Berlin radical journal has been sentenced to
three months’ imprisonment for pubiishing an
article on the policy of Russia. These straws
show how the wind blows.

NaT10NAL EpucaTioNsL SoctETy.—The sev-
enteenth aunual meeting of the National Edn-
cational Society will be held at Louisville, Ky.,
on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, Aungust
14-16, inclusive. Representatives of educati mal
{nstitutions in all parts of the country are ex-
pected to be presezt, and & number of interesi- 4
ing papers upon educational topics will be read
by prominesnt gentlemen, .ameong wWhom may be
mentioned President Noab Porter, of Yale Col-
lege; Professor Thomas R. Price, University of
Virginia; Hon. J. P. Wickerabam, of Pennsyl-
vauia, and others. The session promises to be
productive of good resuits to the cause of edo-
cation in its largest and broadest sense.

SexATOR CERi1sTIANCY, of Michigan, an-
pounces in a published letter his belief that the
President has nothing to tear from the opposi-
tion elements in his own party. He thinks the
test of his policy will be not the prevention of
a1l abuses and lawlesiness in the South, but the
reduction of the whole amount. He believes
the great mass of the republican party sustains
the President, and sees mo obstacles to his ulti-
mate triumph, save the improbeble one of an
increase of lawlessness in the South.

One-half of the Fort Columbus troops left New
York at midnight, and the remainder leave this
morning for Baltimore.

1t was assured that upwards of 1.000 United
States rezulars conld be concentrated in Balti-
more by four o'clock Saturday afterpoon, but in
the meantime the mob having that morning
quietly cleared away from Camden depot, it
became apparent that such order was restored to
the city that the State authorities and the civil
gdministration conld maiutain the public peace.
Theretore Gov. Carroll forwarded a dispatch to
Washington as follows:

Camden Station, Md., Joly 21.—To Hon.
George W. McCrary: Ocder has been restored
for the present, and I hope we may be able to
restrain violence with our military and the po-
hee. 'There is increasing lawlessness at Cum-
berland, and as [ will not be able to send a force
from here I may be odbliged to ask the govern-
ment for aid. 1 will communicate agzain inthe
morning. Please couvey my thanks to the
President for prumptly responding to myre-

uests. JoaN LEE CARBOLL.

This Intellizence of course produced a mo-
dification of the orders.

Although all the ordersl were countermanded
for troops to report in Baltimore to Gov. Car-
roll om notice from him at 3A. M. Saturday that
the riot had subsided, a dispateh from Washing-
ton on Saturday aiternoon siys: “'This morning
the Secretary of War ordered 500 marines from
Norfolk and four companies of infantry, now
stationed at Fort Monroe, Va., to proceed im-
mediately to this city and Baltimore, that they
msy be on hand to prompily quell any turther
disturbance. About ope-hslf of this force will
be quartered in Washington, and the otker half
atf Fort Mcilenry, near Baltimore. There is
also a light battery at the last-uamed fort ready
for service at A moment’s notice.”

A Fort Monroe, Va., dispatch last evening,
gays: ‘'Battery I of the 4th artillery and battery
K of the 2d artillery will leave herc at T o’clock
this evening tor Bahuimorc. Battery A of 3d
artillery and batterv C of 5th artillery whi leave
at 5 o’clock this evening for Washington.”

The City Uander Civil Sway.

1t was resolutely determined in Baltimore to
put aside every exciting and ¢isturbing elemexnt
in the community. By police order all the drink-
ing places werc closed. Five bundred special
policemen were enlisted by the poiice commis-
sioners, selected from the hest available citi-
zens ol the best recommendations a3 to charac-
ter and sobriety. The best elements of the com-
munity responded teo the dgty of the bour,
which was manifestly to preserve the public
peace and direct public thought to the leuiti-
Imate means for solving the difficult problems
that had arisen. With one accord good ¢it-
izeps seemed desirous of promoting tranguility,
and all orders and regulations to that end were
heartily concurred in aod actively supported.
The Srate and city offcisls, as well as the police
cominissioners, displayed great vigor and en-
ergy in mecting the situation.

HUNTING FOR BULLET SCARS.

The streets were thronged with people as
psual, aud the population was early astir dis-
cussing the events of the hour. Much curiosity
was displayed in tracing the course of the ran-
dom shots on Baltimore street which had dealt
death rizht and left the cveninu before from
the breech-loaders of the bixth Regiment.
M:uny hullet marks were discovered between
the bridze on Baltimore streot and Caivert
atreet, some of them tco high to do any dam-
ave. Chenowith’s galoon, into which two dying
men and the dead newsboy had been carried,
had four builet-holes in the large plate-niass
window, corper of Baltimore and Holliday
streets, Joseph Dukebart’s wooden shutters,
Baltimore street, near North, were perforated
with several bullets; also a saloon corner of
Postotlice avenue: John Hanna's store, No., 132
West Baltimore street, and Zeigler's, No. 31
West Baltimore street.

BUSINESS PARALTSIS.

Wholesale mercantiie business was completely
stagnant during all ot saturday, and intense
anxiely was manifested in all business circles
for the prescrvation of order. Atthe Cern and
Flour Exchange, at the custom-house, and at
other business centres the congrezated crowds
ook interest in no olher subject, and cared only
to hear the latest news from the seat ol thelocal
war. Merchants constantly received dispatches
from their correspondents North, South and
West, inquiring about the latest phase of the
situation.

THE GRAND JURY INFORMED,

The grand jury of the Criminal Court was in
geasion during the morning anod determined to
take no steps towards investigatiug the riotous
occurrences of the “preceding evemingz. Inthe
firat place no evidence was in a form to be laid
before the grand inquest at this early stage, and
then it was considered as not y2t timeto calmly
and properly investigate soimporiant a matter,
On discharping the grand jury, Judge Pinckney
on the bench,said he ¢id not deem it wise to dis-
miss them for many days in the present con-
diiion of affairs in the city. He, therefore, als-
charged them until Thursday next, MWth instsant,
when the court will again meet aud the grand
jury will make such imvestigation aé the circum-
stances call for. Prior to the stirring cvents of
Friday night it had been intended 10 adjourn
the court and grand jury from Saturday to the
4th of August.

Action of State Authorities.

SWEARING 1N SPECIALS.

Megsra. Fusse:caush, Gilmor and Herbert, the
board of police commissioners, were in segsion
all Friday night. On Saturday morning they
had a lencthy conference with Gov. Carroll,
Attorney General Gwiopn. Mayor Latrobe, A.
Leo Knott, State’s Attorney, E. Wvatt Blanch-
ard, James H. Barney, C. Morton Stewari,
Gen. John Donuell Smith and other citizens,
when the situation and the way to meet it were
discussed. Reports were heard from all the dis-
turbed localities, and while it was considered
that the mesus at the disposal of the anthorities
were sufficient to prevent further outbreak, it
was decided as a precautionary measure to enroll
500 extra policemen for duty, which, with the
500 reguiar officers, would give the board a force
of 1000 men.

Preparations for obtaining the extra men were
set oy foot at once, snd a number were commis-
sloned ou the spot. Among the first were
Messrs. C. Morton Stewart, Frank Frick, James
H. Barney, E. Wryatt Blanchaird, John Doanell
Smith, Win. M. Pegram, J. Lattimer Hoffman,
and Wm. Gilmor Hoffman. The board cou-
cluded to divide the special force beiween the
southern, middie and western districts, under
recular sergeants, to do patrol duty on the beats
of recular policemen, who wonld be concen-
trated at points where dangerous manife=ta-
tions might be feared. The specials were pro-
vided with stars, revolvers and cgpantoons, 1n
fact all the regulat outfit except the uniforms.

"The swearing in of special policemen con-
tinned durlng the afternoon at the rooms of
the poliee commisyioners 1n the city hall.
They were receivéd in the ante-room and their
names were recorded by Mr. Wm, Tell Bixier. a
clerk of the board. The oath of office was ad-
ministered by Mr. Marriott Boswell, chief clerk,
who furnished the commissions, and the newly
appointed officers were sent to the middle sta-
tion to report to Capt. Lannsa for duty. BysP.
M. fifty bad peen cominissioned.

BACKING DOWN FROM HONORS.

A number of promiuent citizeus who called to
express their willingness to bs eurolled for ser-
vice during the cmnergency were teid by Mr.
Boswell the exact character of the work they
would be reqrired to perform, namely, to patrol
the policemen’s bests while the regular officers
were assigned to posts elsewhere. Seversl de-
clined to put on the stars, preferring to allow
volunteers to take the appointments to whom
the pay would be an 1mportant object. The ex-
tra force was largely composed of men who were
glad to get the places, and some brought well-
Known persons with them for recommendations,

During the day owners of warcaouses, elevi-
tors, residents of private dwellings, and thoze
interested in other property which they <onsid-
ered micht be materially injured or destroyed
in the event of a riot, notified the mayor ana
board of police comrissioners of the fact, 83 re-
quired by law, previous to the institation of
claims for damages resuiting from unlawinl
outbreaks. They were assured that active meas-
ures. then in progress,were thonzht to be ample
for the maintehance of good order in the city.

The resular day and night police force was
on duty all of Fridy night and yesterday, the
men taking tbeir meals and brief rest by
squads at the station houses. The buik of the
force was kept in the Southern and Middle dis-
tricta.

Police Marshals Giray and Frey were also con-
stantly ou dniy of the most active character,
their mein doties being to dispose of the forces
about Camdoen Station, &c., and to wateh for the
occurrence of new events at every point.

THE LAW FOR CLOSING SALOONR.

The poiice commissioners in ordering the
closing of barro.ms and drinking places on
Saturday acted under the provisions of gection
818 of the police law, which are stringent, as
followa:

wection 818. The 3aid board of police commis-
sloners are authorized and empowered, when-
ever in tbeir judrment the pnblic peace and
tranquility may reqaire, to order and cause the
closing temporarily of amy and all barrooms,
bare, drinking-honzes and liquor-shops, and all
other places where liquor is usually sold in the
city of Baltimore, and to forbid the sellmg and
furnishing of liguor thereat; and any proprietor
or keeper, or any other person for such proprie-
tor or keeper of any suca drinking house. place
or places, as well as all other places where
liquor is usually sold, who shall retuse or fail
to obey such order of said board of police com;
mis-ioners, passed in pursnance thereof. or wle
sbail sell or furulsh llquor frum any saco vplace
or places during such period as aaict board shall
80 forbid, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor; and
it shall be the daty of each and every officer of
police, policeman and detective who may be
cognizant of any violation of this section, to re-
port the same to the grand jury of the city of
Baitimore, it in session, and it not in sesaion
then to the mext grand jury that may be sum-
moned for said city; and every officer of police,
policeman and detective who shall willfuily fuil
to make such report shall be forthwith dismissed
from his position, and shall be forever after in~
eligible to any position on the police.

POLICE COMMISSIONEnS’ POWERS,

"I'he commissioners under the police law also
bave power to catl out the city militia snd order
the sheriff to sunmou the posse conitatus. Sec-
tion 513 13 as follows:

1t shall be the daty of the sheriff of the city of
Baltimore, whenever called on for that purpuse
by sald hoard, to act under their coatrol for the
preservation of the public peace and quiet: and,
it ordered by them to do 20 he shall summon
the posse comitatus for that purpose, and hoid
and employ sach posse subject to their discre-
tion. In casc the sald boara shall deem it neces-
sary they shall call out such of the military
force, iawfully organized or existing insaidcity,
as they may see fitto aid them in prevent-
jug threatened discrder or opposition to the
laws, OT in Skppreasing jnsurrection, riot or dis-
order on election days, and at all other times;
and il shall be the duty of said military force 30
called ont to obey such orders as may be given
them by said board, whenever the exizencies or
circumstances may, in their judgzment warrant
it, the said board ghall have the power to assume
the control and command of all conscrators of
the peace in thecity of Baltimore, whether gher-
iffs, conatables, police or otherg, and they ehall
act under the orders ot the said poard, and not
otherwise; and in case of the refusal of the said
sheriff or any policemen, constable or other po-
lice otficer or perszons to obey any lawtal com-
mand of said board under the provieions of this
section, they shall respectively be guilty of a
mipdemeanor, and punishable as in such cases
made and proviced: and any officer of any mili-
tary force in the city of Baltimore, orzanized
under any law now cxisting, or which may here-
after be enacted by the General Assembly of this
State, who, apon bemg cailed upon by the said
board as aforesaid,shall refuse or willfully fail to
call out the forces uwder his commawnd, or to
obey the orders of said bourd, or to enforce by
all Iawful means the performance of the duties
to said force assigned: and any inferior oficer
or private who shall refuse or wilifully tuil to
obey the orders of his superior offiser in sucit
behalf shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. and
punishable as iu such cases made and provided.

Carroll by virture of of his office i3 unow
in comwnand not only of the militia, but aizo of
the pulice force, which is & State orranizatisa,

Gov. Carroll occupied his headquarters in the
city hall at noon, and remaincd there with his
ataif at work all the afternoon. except sach
time a3 had been spent in consuiiation with
Mayor Latrobe, Attorney General Gwinn and
others as already uarrated. A, Leo Kuwott,
State’s attorney. also had a long interview with
the Goveror. 'The members of the Governor's
staff present were Gens, Geoige . Brown and
Johu Carroll, Col. Wm. Lee, M. D, Cols. Taylor
and Brown. The staff’ were not specially or-
dered to attend on the Goveraor, bal those
named being at; hand tendered themselves for
orders.

WHAT GOV. CARROLL 2AYS.

Optnions were interchanzed st tae headauar-
ters as to the defensibility of the soldiers in
firini on the hostile crowds at the armory of the
Sixth Regrment and on Daltimore syreet. Of
course there was a varlety of views. The Gov-
ernor would no't express a positive opinion. but
he said the asssult with stones sud other mis-
siles ut the armory wus so terrific that the a9-
sailed, with arms at command, conld not per-
haps he expee.ed to manifest the hignest order
of fortitude an: forbearance, Self-defense is a
great law of nature. Whetber the resort to fire-
arms was justiiable or uot conld not be deter-
mined until afiter judicial elucidation of the
facts and calm review of all the surroundings.—
He was decply distressed at the loss of liic aud
the wounding ©f 30 maay citizeus.

The Goveraor manifested an anxious desire
to receive frequent buliesins from all points of
the city where undue excitement was to be
ruarded aesinst, and was much eratified at any
reports of a quiet and soothed spirit in every
quarter which were made to him throughout
ihe efternoon and evening. He swid he felt
deeply gratified at the moral tone of the com-
munity, and the effect of that spirit in the citi-
zens geverally had done more than any other
canse to reatrain violence and lawlessness. The
military at the command of the authorities of
the State and «iiy, shough ample, as it proved,
mizht have been juadequate 1o the purposes of
peace aud the preservation of life and property
had there not been exhibited so strong an uu-
detlying spiritt of moral support of the authori-
ties on the part of the mass of ritizens.

The Govermor eaid he was new Lo scenes of
the sort whicth transpired around bim Frilay
nicht, and he nad necessarily to take much of
his informatiion from others, some of whom
partook no dioubt of the wide-epread excite-
ment. The meports he received and what he
ceunld Wimscllf see infuced him at ome time lo
feel apprebemsions of iarge destruction of prop-
erty, atfecting ricn amnd poor, and he thought
extra precautions wounld be but the part of wis-
dom at such @ time. The nearest military aid
of a serviceable character was the governmeut
artiitery at Fort McHeury, and he naturally
turced in that direction for prompt heip. As
soon as the causes for apprenension subsided
the orders were counternanded. The troeps
sent here from Fortress Monroe were removed
to Fort Mcllenry by the zeneral government,
and not by request of the Governor. These are
not needed at Fortress Nonroe, and the weneral
government has property in Baltimore which it
may deem it & matter of precauntion to have in
communication with an ample guard and pro-
tection,

MajorH. Kyd Douglas, a member of the Gov-
ernor’s staff, amply confirmed the necessity for
the proposed movement of the military thither
{from Baltimore Friday.

Report of a Staff Officer.

[Received at Camden station, Baltimore, at
10.52 A. M.]

Cumberiand, M4., July 21, 1877.—To Governor
Jobn Lee Carroll—I have made such inquiry a8
practicable. There is a lullin the excitement
this morning, but the grrikers rre on the alert.
A larze number of trains are collected here, in-
cluding more than one hundred and fifty cars of
oil. 1Inthetown it is difficult to estimate the
number of strikers, for they have a number of
sympathizing citizens, canal men and miners at
their back. The civil authorities are paralyzed
and helpless. There ouzht to he sent here scv-
eral hundred troops, nnder & determined officer,
to act prowptly and eftectively to protect prop-
ety, arrest the leading 1nsurgents and breax the
blockade at this point. There is a piece of ar-
till ry here, but without gmmuupition or artil-
lerists. Iftroopsaresent here they should be
{n sufticient namber to be effective.

H. Xyp DoveLaAs.

The Governor regarded this dispatch as fullty
confirmatory of hisadvices from Cumberland on
Friday. and showing the necessity of his order
to the Fifth and Sizth Regiment detachments to
sroceed to Comberland, whou the aspect of af-

airs in Baltimore caused their detention at

home.

The Governor had strong hopes in reliance on
the moral, law-abiding spirit of the communitye
that every shadow of cause for apprebension
would be dispelled by the proclamation issued
by him in conjunction with tho police commis-
sionera, which were sct up in every part of the
city, and msde [requent 1aquirtez of vigitors to
his room of the manuer of iza receptiou by
thn citizens. lle seemed to piace erest confl-
dence in its soothing powerin the well-disposed
public spirit pervading the buik of the com-
mnnity.

Guarding Bonded Warehonses.

During the night of the riot Collector John L.

Thomas, at half-past ten o’clock, when the most
perious counscquences of the outhresk were ap-
prehended from the incendiary fire at Camden
depot apd other prevalling ciuses, ordered the
revenue cutier Ewing, lying1n the harbor, to
proceed to Locust Poiut to protect the govern-
ment bounded warchouses on the wharves there.
In half an hour after receivinzthe order Capt.
Feugar, of the Ewing, hud steam uo, and his
vessel wag scon at anchor nearthe wharves
wiih her guns trainedon the approaches. A
detail of men from Fort Mcilenry was 8lso sent
by Gen. Barry, at the requost of Collecior
Tnowmas, and guarded the bonded warehouses,
which are general warchouses, containing vast
amounts of goods.

The Bwing and the fort soldiers remained
through the nizht at their poats aud all of yes-
terday. Should indications warrant the step
Collector Thomnas said he would request from
the proper anthorities at Y ashington that an
armed government vessel be seut from the Naval
Academy at Annapoils. Ii proteciing many lm-
portant commercial interests, inniuding Locust
Point elevators, storagze warchouses on Feli’s
Point anc orhier water front interests, the naval
service could be of «reat value to Baltimore if
there was neod of such help.

On Saturday morning Mr. Thomas telegraphed
to Prezident 1layes a3 follows:

o1 deem it to be my duty to call upen you for a
gufficient force for immediate service to protect
U. S. custom house-and sub-treasury and other
goverment buildings in this city.

wJouEN L. TrHouss, Jn., Collector.”’

Acting Secretary of the Treasury McCormick,
telegraphed to Mr. Thomas in reply to know the
character of the trouble he feared, and also
asking 1f he could not get citizeus 1o perform
duty in protecting the governinent propeity if
authorized to do 80.

Mr. Thomass refrained from giviog all details
to reporters who interviewed bim, thuuzh he
stated the drawback at first was the dificulty of
procuring arms suficient. Four years ago 25 or
20 boxes of carbines were always kept in the
upper stories of the custom-house, hut in the
peaceful times since tnen it had been thought
hest to sell tie property and rotura the money
to the treasury. On Friday night the sub-treus-
ary and custom-house buildings were well guard-
ed by the mnignt force. and oo Saturday arms
were procured and preparations made Lo mecet
trouble at every point where toe government is
interested.

Mr. Thomas alao said that the reventue cutter
Ewiag had a disciplined crew of thirty tmen on
bosard, and her guns had been shotted with
grape and cantster on Friday night, when order-
ed o the protection of the bonded warehouszs
at Locust Point. If a mob, bent on the destruc-
tion of railroed picrs thore, ol which the bonded
wareliouses are a par, toe raid wowld have
been checked by grape aud canlster from the
water with terrible execntion. It is likely the
cutter will remain on duty for 8 day or two. in
view of the troubles of the times Mr. Thowmus
postponed the petitions of appiicants for ofice,
and said he would not listen to any talk op that
subject for & week.

The Railroad Sitaation in Baltimore.
AFFAIRS AT CAMDEN STATION—THE RUINS OF
THE PREVIOUS NIGHT—ATTITUDE OF T# STRI-
KERS—WIAT THEY SAY AND WHAT THEY

WANT.

[Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

Quiet reizued at Camden Station yesterday,
and the State troops held possession, deing rex-
ular guard duty. No trains came or departed,
and no violence whatever marked the day. The
troops of the Fifth and S1xth Regiments, under
command of Brig. Gen. Herbert, remaine d
at the station all night. After midnight the
majority of the police force were withdrawn
and recular malitary gnards were established
along Howard and Eutaw streets, inside of the
police pickets. Crowds st1ll lined the strects at
the various points of entrance.in seme places de-
flapt and threatening. On Howard street, near
Pratt, some few pistol shots were firod about
nslf-past two o'clock, but at dawn the crowds
dispersed. .

The scenes in the depot resembled those
during tne period of civil war rather than the
ordinary times of peace. 1a the upper portion
of the buiiding all lights were extinzuished and
stience reigned. Below stood the lines of sen-
tries under command of Capt. Anderson, of the
5th Regiment, percmptorily rafusing admittance
to all without distinction. The tired soldiers,
now on duty, restcd as best they could in the
cars, waich were to have taken them on to Cum-
berland.

About five o’clock the men commenced to
rouse themselve and yathered in sguads along
the platform discussing the events of the pre-
vious night. Here and there & bandaged head
was thrust from a car window, the clotied
blood showing where the stones of the mob had
done their work. Others, as they gtretched
themselves, complained of Dbruises inflicted
about the body. A seutinel was stationed at
the gate of the piatform, and the only pass-word
for the private soldier was 8 beygriined face
and s reguest to visit the vyash-house.” A few
oflecrs took the opportunity to breakfast in the
saloon and meals were served to the soidiers.

‘At the end of tae platform on Lee s
gray light of dawn revealed the mar
Yiolence of the night. Ofthe tr:in adisyateher’s
office only a few of the uprights reimained,
charred sand blackened by smos2 and tlame.
The roof of the stition shed was burned thronch
1 several places. On the irack south of Loee
gtreet engine No. 410 stood beside the remnants
of a burazd passenger Car. A hundred yards
fartier near Mouizomery strect was engine No.
4077, which had been let loose from Camden Ste-
1ion nnder stcam without a driver. The enrine
had struck aud demolished a frejwut car, in the
ruins of which the pilot was imbedded, while
tho debris strawed the gronnd. The cuzine w.as
not damaged to any very veriouy exteunt. The
other damage to property conslsted of the burn-
ing of the watch-boxes, Dut the track itselt was
not toro up here, as had been cenerally believed
on Friday uight.

‘['wo trains tor Washinzton city were started
Saturday at 6.15 and 8 AL 3L from Caraden Sta-
tion. bat it was sabsequently determined to
desist from running any trains whatever, and
none were started dnring tho day. Thiz course
was pursued ss a matter of prudence after learn-
ine that a large crowd of people bad goue out
to Camden Junction, supposed to ne liostile to
the company, snd bocause engineers aund fire-
men could not be found willing totake the risk of
ropuing trains. After 12 o'clock Saturday not
w wheel was turning on the Baltimore and Ohio
rallroad on apy portion of the line east of the
Ohio river, including the Washiogton and Me-
tropolitan brauches.

It is understood that this course wag decided
to be pursoed onaccount of danger to employees
and property, sud that traflic of overy kind wiil
be suspended until the Governor of Maryland
and the President of the United States can give
the company assurance of gufety to person and
property. At present the pronorty of the road
is oiyen into the hands of the State for protec-
tion. 1t1s stated that the enzineers and fire-
men were forcibly taken from the mail train,
which was stopped by the riot Friday night.
The passenger train from the West, due at Cam-
den Station 8t 8.30 A. M.. was detained beyond
Camden J unction and ordered not to attempt to
come 1nto the city.

The State troops occupied Camden Station
during the day, and were reinforced by members
of both regiments who were not able to be pres-
ent on ¥riday night.

The police force
were greatly complimeated on their cool ard
steady behavior in clearing the lower platform
aud diapersing the mob duriny the fire Friday
nignt. Provisions and coifee were sent to the
men on daty by the police department aud dis-
tributed from wagons, Deputy Marshal Frey
was at the soutbern police station during tihe
day with a sirong reserve force. A table foreat-
ing had been improvised in front of the siation
by placing boards over a jot of barrels. dJustice
Kries was st the police station all day, and &
numwer of pariies were committed for theaction
of the grand jury on charges of rot on Friday
night.

The striking firemen, enuineers and other
train hands were, a8 usual, standing quietly in
small groups along the lower poriions of Light
sireet. They are confident of sucress, and state

They state
that any agreement made with the company
snall be made with the heads of it, and speak of
the recent letter of Mr. Garreit,in which he
says that when determining upon the reduction
of ten per cent. he was not aware that the men
had submitted to a reduction of fifty centsin the
day six months before. They say that they had
nothing whatever to do with the riotous pro-
ceedings Friday nigbt, and have never used vto-
lence to person Or property of any kind, but
have only endeavored to prevent the running of
trans by the company. They deprecate all
riotous proceedings, and it is not believed they
waere instrumeutal in. counseled or provoked
the unexpected outbreak which characterized
Friday night.
Northern Central Railway.

There was no trouble among the employees
of tne Northern Central railway, although re-
ports had been extensively circulated that a
sirike waas in contemplation. Officers of the
company said the road wae so far a_part of the
mein seem of the Pennsylvania railroad that if
the operations of freight trains were inter-
rupted the Northern Ceontral would quit run-
ninz freizht trains, except for local trafiic with
near points. A strie onthe Penusylvania road
would practically block the operations of the
Northern Central, without the connivance of its
employees with the strikera.

ADDITIONAL DETAILS OF THE EMEUTE—STATH-
MENTS OF THR OFFICERS OF THE SIXTH REGI-
MENT AND OTHERS.

[ Reported for the Baltimore Sun.}

Very little remains to be told of the cmente in
Baltimore on Friday night, which was appar-
ently of spontaneous origin. ‘I'he iist of casual-
ties among citizens from the rifles of the militia
was nine killed and fourteen wounded. Ouo of
the wouunded will die and probably two others.
On the part of the miltia, the Fifth Regiment,
which was assaulted with stones and used no
firearms, reports sixteen wounded by stones
and other missiles, and the Sixth Regiment ten
gim1larly wounded.

After the three compantes of the Sixth Regi-
ment got out of the trying ordeal of the dense
mob in the narrow stroets near their armory the
two compsnies which went up Haltimore street
did nearly all the execution bef ween the bridgze
and Light street, sbout six blocks. An eye wit-
pess of the affair.on Baltimore strect says it was
a retreat as from an enemy. The company, then
reduced to about flfteen flies, retreated at &
rapid walk by company frout, the fiauks firing
right and left as they were pursued by the riot-
ers. The order of the retreat was as good as
could be expected nnder the circumstances, the
inen keeping their aligument very well for are-
treat with half-wheeling on the fianks and firing.
A great many people, however, not at all con-
nected with the atfray were on the sidewalks,
as is usually the case at that early hounr. It
was difficult for these people to get out of the
way. snd no one really comprebended the na-
ture of tbe econflict until the combatants were
actuslly upon them. It is not knownif any of
the killed were rioters.

In frout of The Sun office the pursmers had
fallen away to about 25 or 80, They were
cursinx the soldiers and grabbing for stounes,
stooping at times to try aud tear un the blocks
of the Delgian pavement, which of course it
was impossible to do. 'The pursmit was hot
and vindictive, as well as the folly of madness.
The pursuers were often as close to the rear of
the retresting platoonas fifty feet,and the flanks
popped at them incessantly. At first the spec-
tator could not realize that ball cartridges were
beinyg used. It was concluded that the fire was
blsnk, and the flash of the gums in the dark
seemed to 1ndicate that many of the discharyges
were iuto the air, as the firing was frequently
very high, The dead and dying left i the rear
of the tast retreating platoon soon told another
tale. In s very short whlle the street was
swept, and in less time than it takes to tell it
the soldicrs were out of sight.

THE SIZTH REGIMENT ARMORY.

The armory of the Sixth Regiment, corner of
Front sud Fayette streets, presented a battered
appearance after the assault of Friday evening,
when nearly all the windows were broken by
the stones thrown Dby the mob. A squad of
fitteen or twenty policemen protected the prem-
14cs during yesterday, and no crowds werc al-
lowed to congrezate in the vicinity. About one
hundred members of the command remsained
under arms as reserves, Col. Petersin command,
with inside sentries posted on the stair landing.
None of the reserve force had been engaged in
tho street affray. Strict military discipiine and
routine is preserved. Major A.d. (eorge wus
amouny the ofiicors on dutx(.)

STATEMENT OF 80L. PETERS. 4

Col. Peters, who was inierviewed by a Sun
reporter in regard to the affair of Friday even-
ing says: ‘At fiftcen minutes to flve o’clock
I'riday afternoon 1 received orders from Gen.
Herbert to assemblic my regiment at thoe armory
at once. With Adjutant Dishop and Commis-
sary Brown I undertook to notify the officers.
Owing to previons arcangements, by which the
military call was to be sourded, and which was
undersiood at the officers’ meeting on Wednes-
day, I was unprepared to get the men out at a
ghort notice. The consequence was that at .30
o'clock only 6 officers and 22 men weraat the
armory. (xcu. Herbert sent me an order, deliv-
cred by Major Harry Gilmor, te send two or
three companies to report te him at Camden
Station uuder the charge of thoe senior captain,
1o leave the armory at ten minutes to 8 o'clock.
Gen. Herbert notified me verbally at my last in-
terview with him at the city hall that I would
be required to remain in Baltimore in charyge of
the military until he sent me a dispsatch from
Cumberiand. I stated that I could best manage
my micn by going in person with them, and al-
terwards I wrote him anappeal to allow me to
go with the command, but my request was unot
granted, Gon. ilerbert deeming it best that 1
“hould remain in charge of tue remaining mili-
tary in this city.

«“The comnbanies selected to report at Camden
Station to General Herbert were companies I,
Captwin Wm. H. Tapper; F, Captain John C.
Fallon. snd B, Captsobn H. Dutfy,who flied out
of the armoryiua columns of twe’s, company I
going first, company ¥ mext and company B
last. As soon as the hesd of the column
reached the door it was received with a volley
of stones and brickbats, injuring Win. Lennux,
Loewis Bubb, C. W. Morlock aund Lieut. Wallis,
of company B. The men were knocked down
and fell 1usensible and were carried back into
the armory, two of them insensible, Lt. Wallis
was carried to his home in the neighboribood.
Companiea 1 and F opened fire on the mob,
which at the time numbered 4,000 to 5400, the
men generally aimioy their pieces higi, as is
ahown DYy the Iact tnatoniy one person was shot
near the armory. There were scveral shots
fire¢ by the mea of company I as they were on
the stairway nearing the door going down. I
perem ptorily checked this firing. I positively
deny tist any sots were tired out of the armory
windows. My object in restraining the fire was
to prevent bioodshed. though the brickbatting,
stoniilz. &c., was coutinued after the wmen
reached the street.

“fn company with Major George, who was
also struck with a stone, I wentto the front
and succeeded iu preserving order. 1 gave pos-
itive orders to the men not to fire again. 1 very
much regret the unfortnuate resuit. and did all
in my power to preventit. 1 flrmily believe that
it they had ot fired they would have been over-
powered and disarmed by the large number of
Fioters. I brought company B out of the armory
myscif, and sncceeded in getiing taem off by
the way of Uay street. They were aiso as-
gaunlted with stones and bats, but only two or
three anots were fired by them, no person being
injured thereby. My authority over the de-
tachment after they leit the armory ceased, they
being in command of Capt. apper until reach-
iz Gen, Herbert. 1 had been ordered to send
the companios to Gen. Herbert in chuarge of
another ofticer. 1t was a mistake to suppose
that the regiment, after being ordered out by

he commander-in-chict, conid stay at home or

o0 as they chuse. In times of riot and say-

rection toey were on the gamo fooling as in war

times, and were compelied to obey orders.

Everything has been very gquiet about the

armory during the duay, and there is no demon

stration whatever. ‘I'bemen are willing to re-
main at the armory until poperly dismissed.’-
WHAT GEN. HERBERT SAYE.

Gen. Herbert when asked to vive his opinionr
as a soldier as to the conduct of the men of the
Sixth Regiment who firea into the crowd ou
Baltimore atreet, replied that in the absence of
au investigation he wowld not like to give an
ofticial opinion, but remarked that it was very
pard for men to be stoned, brickbatted and shot
at without resenting it.

ADJUTANT BISHOP'S STATEMENT.

Adjutant Bishop, who was detailed by Colonel
Peters to accompany the detachment to Camden
Station, says the men marched from the armory
amid a cioud of missiles, and that he had or-

derad them to “‘double gqoick.” thinking they .

would soon pass the crowd assemabled ut the
armory and that they would not be followed ap.
He saw, however, that they were beiug followed
up, and on reaching the bridge the men were
ordered to march at the regular pace. At this
point a soidier was struck ana knocked down,
followinyg which a gun was fired by one of the
men. He and Capt Tapper both cudeavored to
stop the firiug. Adjutant Bishop pusted up the
guns of several of the men when they were
ahout to fice. The men were s0 roughiy handled
tnat it became impossible to control them en-
tirely. "the adjutant say# the men always fired
back at their pursuers, and did not fire ahead of
them.

THE PIFTH REGIMENT ARMORY.

In order to cuard the guns and other prop-
erty in the ¥ifth Regiment armory, as well
as to reinforce Gen. Herbert, if necessary, there
were some fitty volunteers at the Fifth Regl-
ment armory last nizht with guns loaded with
ball cartridges. Among the volunteers were
Henry M. Warfield, Daniel Ratcliffe and John
Glil, the latter a member of the Legialature.
Colonel Georze R. Gaither and Captain John
Torch wore in command., There was also five
members of the special police force present.
Some fifty membera of the regiment huve re-
ported for duty since the command marched to
Camden Station, and have joined their com-
rades, increasing the number of men in the
Fifth Regiment to about 300. About fiftcen
were sent down last night by Col. Gaither.

Coroner’s Inquest on the Dead.
GHASTLY SCENES AT THE POLICE STATION—SAD
INCIDENTS OF DEATH AND BELEAVEMENT.
| Reported for the Baltimore Sun.}

Dr. E. R. Walker, coroner of the middle dis-
trict, was at midnight Friday officially notified
of the violent death of nine men. He repaired
to the middle station, where ho remained unil
Saturday morning. fn order to aliow the friends
of the cead to remove the bodies for burial it
was decided to summon a jury early in the
morning, so that the corpses could be taken
uway by friends.

At seven A. M. Dr. Walker made a selection
of the jury with all possible care, which re-
sulted 1a tha choico of twelve citizens, whose
decislon, it is belisved, will be entitled to re-
gpect in the community. The names of the
jurors are as follows: W. A. Dean, foreman,
No. 49 Lexington street: John Ball,No. 866 Noxth
Ann street; Charles Steckdale, No. 87 Sara-
toza street; James Hoskins, No. 13) North Ex-
etor street; James W. Barrett, No. 415 Hast Ka-
ger street; (eorgs W. Duvall, No. 177 North
Chesnut street; Thomas .

The jury proceeded to the middl} station-
house, where they were sworn in, and Coroner
Walker, in a few words, told them of their duties
in the investigation they were sworn to make,
and briefly etated the result of the occurrences
of the night previous, of whieh the jurors were
already well informed by the full and accarate
accounts Kublianed in the morning papers, The
jurors, after being sworn to 1mvestizate the
causes of death, viewed the bodies as they still
lay at the station-house, where they were
brought the night previous.

The first body viewed was that of Thomas V.
Byrne, which lay in an ice casket in the yard in
front of the cedls. This had becn taken in charge
by an undertaker and wrapped in 8 shroud. A
removal of the covering revealed a shot wound
turough the brain, causing almost instant death.
The jury then viewed tho other eiznt bodiea,
which lay 1o a small room sp stairs over the
cells upon benches. Seven of these bodies were
in one room and the eirhth lay by itself ina
room further on. ‘Che sight presented totbe
cyes of the jurora as they entered the first
morgue was one tiat noue of them can forget.
The firet body noticed was that of the barefoot
newsboy in shirt gleeves, Wm. Hsurand, who
was shot shrough the head and whose brains
had oozed out upon tho bench amidst & pool of
cloftad blood. The bodies of the other men lay
in two rows across the room. their hands tied
across their breasts, their _Iu.ws pound together
with handkerchiefs, but their eyes open aud
staring, each having 8 ghastly ‘wound In the
head or body, About which clots of bloed had
tormed, presenting a borrid and sickening sigit.
One body was yer unidentifled.

In the sdyolning room lay the corpse of Dat-
rick Gill, bis clo?hin: drenched with water,
which had given risen to the opinion the night
previous that it was the body of a drowued
man. An examination revealed the existence
of a terrible wound throuzh the abdomen, and
it was soon disclosed that he hiad been shot at
the corner of Baltimore and Frong streets. The
bodies having lain nutouched during the night
gave forth a grest stench, which necessitated
immodatate removal.

Tne jury after returning from this sad duty
decided that a post mortem examination of any
of the bodies would be ununecessary, as the open
gunshot wounds in vital parts, showed conciu-
rively fthe direct causes of death without the
pecessity of medical evidence. 'Lhe jury were
then discharged till 2 P. M.

Dr. Walker immediately after issued death
certificates to theifriends of the deceased, who
were furpighed with burial permits on presenta-
{ion of the certificates at the heulth com:nission-
or's office. Soon after the removal of the dead
in undertakers’ wagons began. Nicholas Rein-
hardt came to the station-house looking for his
son, who had been missing from home since
Friday evening. The only body uot then iden-
t18ed was shown the father, who instantly ree-
ognized his son, John Reinhardt. The father’s
griet was pitiful to witness. John Reinhardy was
16 years old and lived at No. 161 Burzundy alley,
and was learning photography. e was shot
through the back while walking home.

By 9 A. M. all the bodies were removed from
the station-house except that of Patrick Gill,
who, as far as could be learned, had vo relatives
in the city. The policemen of the district cun-
tributed to bear the expenses of the funcral, and
had the body seut to an andertaker’s. Tne
rooms where the corpses lay and where pools of
plood were scattercd about was thoroughly
washed and cleansed, so that none of the traces
the areadful night now remain there.

At 2 P. M. the jury reassembled at the sta-
tion-house. Dr. Walker stated to then that after
consuitation with State's Attorney A, Leo
Knott, who visited the statlon, 1t was decided
tnat an adjoarnment should be had tili 10 A. M.
Monday. This was rendered necessury as wit-
nesses conld not be immediately procured, for
the regiment was still under armg and the po-
licemen who were stationed on the line of
march could not be spared from duty. The in-
vestization will be a searching and thorouzh
one. ‘The commanding officers of the Sixth
Reviment, the captaius and other officers of the
geveral companies, with policemen and citizens
who were eye-witnesses,will testify, aund every
endeavor will be made to deterinine the mea-
sure of responsibility of the autnarities, Tu is
probable that some of those who received alivht
wounds will be called upon to testify, and the
detuils and circumstances of the collision will
be of the most elaborate character. The jurors
after receiviny instructions from Corouer Walk-
er 10 be prompt in their attendance, were ad-
journed uatil 10 A. M. Blonday at the station-
Louse.

THE CITY LAST NIGHT.

Feverish and Unsettled State of Af-
lgth‘s—Demunsirution at Caanden
Station — Proteeting  Government
Property—Arrival of Marimes—Raid
on a Gun-Shop, &c.

[Reported for the Baltimore Sum.]

The ¢ity lzst night was feverish and excited.
A great apprehension pervaded the commurity
of another outbresk at Camden Station, which,
a3 the sequel shows, waa not without founda-
tion, and but for the strong measures for pro-
tection would no doubt have resulted in arson
and greajer bloodshed. All potnts, however,
were gtronzly guarded by police and military,
aud later in the evening reinforcements of
United rtates marines came up by rail from
Washington directly into Camden depot. The
whole furce was on duty, and lirge reserves
were kept at the different statlon-houses, and
work was found for them jat diffcrent times, for
avery bad spirit developed itseif in the com-
munity.

RIOTING AT CAMDEN DEPOT.

About 9.50 P. M. a mob of several hundred
men collected on Eutaw and Camden streets, in
front of Camdon Station, and a force of fifty
palicemen were sent from the southern police
station, unaer Deputy Marshal Frey. Police
Commuissjoner Gilmor, who was &t the station,
determined to have the ¢rowd, nuinbering gome
hundreds, dispersed. as it had reachedj danger-
ous proportions, and threatening demonstra-
tions were made and some pistol shots khad
been fired.

Police Marzhal Gray had the force of police at
this point reinforced by the men under the
deputy marshal, and the marshal told tke po-
lice to advance and arrest every man who said
a word. Shots were fired at the police to which
they replied, andsome thirty orforty ehots were
fired. ‘'he crowd gave way and Marsbal Gray
told the police to go in _and each ;:et his man.
This was doneand about 25 were arrested,
many of them msking violent resistance. They
were taken into Camden Station and placed un-
der & gnard of Company D, Fifth Kegiment,
commanded by Lieut. Cole.

The affair caused great excitement on the
streets, the crowd dispersing in ali directions.
In the station the reserve military were under
arms and in readiness. The scenes were most
exciting. The first man brought to the gtation
wasg 8lightly wounded by 8 pistol shot in the
forehead. intoxicated and very violent, resist-
ing the two policemen who had him in charge,
and defying every one. MHe was led to the rear
platforsa of the station. Others followed inm
guick succession until about twenty-tive or
thirty sad been collected, many shouting, curs-
ing ava defying their call)tors. 1lie whole were
surrounded by 2 guard of the company and
{aken to the zentlemen’s waiting-room, where
the guard snddenly came o a charge havonets,
and oy 8 masterly execuied movenent the riot-
ers were vhrast in. Others arrested were put
iy, uotil in half an hour the room was fjled by
about one hundred men in all. Those rested
were of the rough element of the eity and from
all portions of it, some having the ap})ef,trance
of tramps and nearly all under the influence of
liguor. Norailroad men were amony them or
soen in the mod. A guard of three soldiers
stood with fixed bayunets at the door, sup-
ported by a squad in roear. A detail surrounded
the windows opeuing on Camden street, and at
every riotous demounstration covered the pris-
oners with their rifies.

'he scepe inside wag little short of pande-
monium. ‘the men thoroughly enraged defied
the yuards. Many of them began singinyg sor a
time. At half-past ten o’clock it was reported
that the mob had broken into McComas’ shop
on South Caiverystreet, and were coming around
with 180 muskets. L'his created sowe siir for
time, but subscquently the real stute of affairs
became known.

‘Abonut that time two colored men were ar-
rested, oue of thent armed with a pistol. A pis-
tol of the largest size was alsv tuken from a
middled aged white man. The military natled
up the door of the water closet, which some of
the riotors attempted to reach. Soon aiter &
pumber of them seized one of the iron setiees
and rolling it backwards and forward attempted
to breakoft the legs and other parts with which
to asssil their captors. A rush was mude for
the door, but Capt. Zollinger told his men uot
to fire, and they steadily forced back the mob
with the bayonet.

A force of police then entered and removed
the most violent ta the sonthern police station.
The police acted in the affur with cool judg-
ment, 48 weil 28 derermiaation. The xoldiers
also Cispliyed the greatest colmmness and deter-
mination. Both bodies seemed to have coine to
the couclusion that resolute muuus w ald
have to be nzed, and all apsemblages of any sizk
were dispersed.

During this disturbance a party made an at
tack on the police stationed at Iloward an
Csmden streels, but were driven back withouft
the use of pistols. About 11.80 P, M. anothe’r
attack was made at the same place and several
shots were fired, but no one mjured 0 far as
koown. The police tollowed the eroswd for some
distance.

At 12 o'clock another attack was made on the
police at the same place and guite & number of
suots fired, but the result was not knowu. The
crowds of rioters were continuaily coming
around different parts of the iice shouting and
making riotous demonstrations, but were driven
off wherever they appeared.

ARRIVAL OF UNITED STATES TROOPS.

At 11.25 P. M. a special train which ielt Wash-
ington at Y v'clock P. M., haviny on board a bat-
talion of 120 officers aud men of the United
States marine corps, from the navy yard, under
command of Colonel Charles Ilaywood, uiri-
ved at Camden Statiop.  The other officers were
Captain George W. Coller and Lieutenants
Palmer, Russell, Schenck and Broadhead. The
troups carried their plankets wrapped around
their shoulders in old army style, and were
a soldierly looking body of men.

The train was carefully run and came thronzh
without any accident. The officers report that
all was quiet along the line at that hour. The
men were ¢rawn up on the platform between
Barre and Conway streets, and Col. Hayward
reported hig arrival to Brizadier General James
R. lierbert, in command of the Maryland sol-
diers. A portion of the marines will be stationed
at the United States custom-house and post-
office. Gen. Barry, commanding at Fort Me-
Henry, was immediately notifled of the arrival
of the troops. At an early hour tiis mornnig
the troops were still in the siation.

On the arrival of the battalion of marines at
Camden Station the commander w:is notified
that Gen. Barry desired an escort for the pat-
tery of light artillery at Fort McHenry, which
he desired to send to rome point near Camden
Station. and the company of Capt, Collier was
detailed for the duty, aud the battery was
brought to the city at a late hour aud placed at
Howard and Camden streets. 1t has three three-
inch rifie guns, and is under command of Capt.
J. J. Ramsay with fifty men, leaving sixty
warines at Locust Point on the revenue cutter
Ewing.

At 2 A. M. perfeci quiet had prevailed in the
vicinity of the station for an hour.

ARBEST OF RIOTERS.

The total nuinber of arrests of rioters who
were taken to the southern station was 165 up
to 2 A. M. State’s Attorney A. Leo Knott was
present at the station as the rioters were
brought in, and it was decided to commit all
the offvuders to jail for & hearing on Wedunesday
next.

‘As the cells of the siation-house were already
crowded zll the prison-vans in the city were or-
dered out and the rioters conveyed to jail by
Joads as rapidly as possible. Justice Kreis sat
all nught at the station-house and made out the
comuritments for the rivters.  Wm. 1. B. Fus-
gelbaugh, president of the.police hoard, was
preseut at the station-hou=e. sad gave orders
that all the policemen of the city sbould be on
duty at 6 A. M.

The dizposition of troops and police at Cam-
den Station duiing 1he might remained un-
changed, Police Commissioner arry Gilzoor,
Maurshal Gray ard Depuiy Marshal ¥rey were
21l at the siatiou.

PETROLEUM FIRE.

At 2% o'clock an alarm of fire gounded from
box 84 Mclenry and Gilmor street, from &
brizht iizht of burning ¢pal oil at Camden junc-
tion, a mile behow Mouut Clare, The flamesrose
toa ureat heiyht, with dense volumes of smokc.

Tyo trains cvliainlsg about 40 cars louded
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with coal oil were on the track, and cars of both
trains were found to be on fire. Nine cars, con-
taining about 350 barrels of oil, were completely
destroyed. Engines wera attached to the far
end of the trains, and as many cars as were not
on fire were drawn off.

The city fire department was on hand. hut
lack of water and the nature of tha fire pre-
vented a checking of the flames. There waa no
disturbance at the fire, which is believed was
ihe work of rioters, though done 1a a quiet way.

NIGHT RALID ON A GON S8EOP.

The centre of the city at twenty minntes after
ten o'clock was disturbed by a raid on the gun-
8hop of Alexander McComas, No. 51 Calvert
Street. The raiders, 75 to 100 in number,
broke open the shop by bursting & window
and rifiing it of a case of pistols. Tutelligence
of the occurrence was sent to the middle dis-
trict police station by a policeman on a near
beat. Serzeant Reinhardt with his squad, who
were held in reserve, were at supper at the
moment, but on the serzeant’s cry of **up and at

them,men,” the squad seized their coata, which
they put on as they moved at a douole quick to
the point of attack,

The ribters become alarmed and retired be-
fore the advance of the police, who drove them
some distance down Calvert to Pratt street.
‘The poiice arrested s1x men whom they took in.
The gun store was protected against further as-
sault by a squad stationed near. The arrested
men were Ferd. Brown, R. Feddeman, Henry
Parrott, Wm.

GUARDING GOVERNMENT PROPERTY.

Collector of the port, John L. Thomas, yes-
terday received an ample aupply of arms, con-
Bisting of rifles, carbines and army revolvers.
with several thousand rounds of cartridges and
ammunition, bronght up from the arsenal at
Washington in charge of (veneral Smith, of the
Treasury Departinent. Collector Thomas, as-
suming chiet command, and with the aid of
General E. B. Tyler, postmaster of Bajtimore
city, called out the entire force of employees of
the custom-house and postoflice, including the
letter-carriers, inspectors, &c., who assembled
at the customr-house at 6 P. M. and were en-
rolled, otficered and armea. Their orders were
to remain on duty uniil 7.30 A. M. to-day, when
they will be relieved by reinforcements of three
companies of artillery trom KFortress Mounroe,
with four guns,

The artiilery will report to General Barry, of
Fort Mclieury, who will tako command of them
on their arrival at the custom-house, where
they will remain on duty as there is 2 proba-
bility of need of their services, Geueral Barry
commanding,

A detachment of muarines, Lient, McClellen,
from the revenue entter in the harbor, was also
onduty at the custom-house last night, and 48
all the employees have seen service the govern-
ment offices were guarded by guite an efficient
force,apparently. The number ofemployees mar-
shinled iu defense from tie custom-house was
about 20 and from the postoffice about 151,
making with the revenue cutter men over 400,
Collector Thomas had his headquarters in hig
oflice. opposite the Second street main entrance,
and was on dutv there constantly,

S8PECIAL POLICE PATROL.

Sergeant Barker last night had a squad of 22
8pecial policemen to patrol the section betwecn
Frauklin street and Boundary av., in the mid-
dle district. Among his force were K. Wyatt
Blanchard, C. Morton Stewart, Frank Prick,
James H. Barney, the three Mesgrs. Hofiinan,
Alex. M. Green, Washington B. Hanson, S. D.
Warfield, Bernard Von Kapff and Frederick
Yon Kapff. The serzeant kept a very sharp
lookout, but as far as known failed to catch any
of his men napping.

There were 108 specials distribated among
the sergeants of the middle district. chiefly on
the quiet beats, while the regulara were concen-
trated at Camden Station. Other special men
will probably be nceded to-day, until the 500
called for are obtained. None are accepted un-
less known by some of the leading police officers
or well-known citizens to be men of good char-
acter.

Georze Wilson and Albert O’Connelly were
arresteii late last night, charged with intimida-
ting citizens on Harrison strect, ‘They pretend-
ed to be commissioned gpecial policemen.

Gov. Carroll and staff remained in quarters at
the city nsll all night.

RIOTOUS CONDUCT,

Notwithetanding the order to close up drink-
ing saloons, &c., a great many drunken men
were on the streets during the night in squads,
hurrahiag “for strikers, "’ &c. These disorderly
persons added very much to the fevrishness
prevalent in the city. It is absolutely essential
that the wholesome order against the sale of
8trong drink in these exciting times should be
enforced. Very large numbers of intoxicated
men appeared in parties of five or six in difter-
ent gections of the city otherwise quiet. They
created a great deal of alarm and gave encour.
agement to the bad spirit abroad in the com-
munity.

All other points where ob-
Btructiong are likely to occur are sutlicientiy
guarded.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—The fellowing procla-
mation was issued this afternoon:

BY THE RPESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF
AMBRICA,
A Proclemation.

Whereas it is provided in the comstitution of
the United States that the United States shall
vrotect every State in this Union on application
-of the Legislature, or of the executive (when
the Legislature cannot be convened) against do-
mestic violence; and whereas the Governor of
the State of Maryland has repreaented 1o me
domestic violence exists in said State at Cum-
berland and along the lins of the Baltimore and
Ohiorailroad in #aid S¢ate,which the authoritles
‘of said State are unable to suppress;and whereas
the laws of the United States require that in all-

- tases of ingurrection in any State or of obstruc-
tion to the laws thereof, whenever in the judg-
ment of the President 1t becomes necessary to
use tbe military force to suppress sqch insue-
rection or obstruction to the laws] he shall
forthwith by proclamation command such 1n-
surgents to disperse and retire peaceably to
their respective abodes within a limited time,
Now, therefors, I, Rutherford B. Hayes, Pres-
ident of the United Stedes, do hereby admonish
all good citizens of the United States, and all
persons within the territory and juriadiction of
the United Statea, ainst alding, counte-
nancing, abetting or taking part in such unlaw-
ful proceedings, and I do hereby warn all per-
#ons enguaged in or counected with said domes-
tic violence and obstruction of the laws to dis-
perse and retire peaceably to their reepective
abodes on or before twelve o'clock noon of the
twenty-second dayof July instant. In testimony

CoLumsus, O., July 31.—An attempt to move
8 freight train at Newark was contemplated
under a guard of the military, but after consul-
tation with the stirikers the movement was
abandoned. ‘the troops marcied into the yards,
but were) afterwards withdrawn. The bridge
over the canal contiguons to the railroad yarda,
on which a large crowd was constautly passing,
tell this morning, seriously injuring three or
four persons.

The Fitteenth Regiment, Ohto National Guard,
at Cleveland and vicinity, have been ordered to
report for duty at Newark immediately,

COMPLICATIONS AT NEWARK.

CoLumMBUS, O., July 21,—Unpleasant complica-
tions have ariscn at Newark. The county com-
niissioners refuse to vote money for sustenance
of the military. The strikers came forward and
Ruaranteed to furnish food to the troops. It is
reported that citizens hdve guaranteed the
strikers that they shall not want for eatabies to
sustain life. Troons appear friendly to the
strkers, laughing and joking with them, A
rumor prevails that troops will shortly be with-
drawn. Passenger travel over the Pan Handle
and Pennsylvauia line i8 not interrmpted. All
trains are running on regular scheduls time.

ORDYXRS TO DISPERSE THE MOB 10-DAY.

Gov. Young has iasued orders to crowds to
keep away from the yards at Newarx. Military
reinforcemsnts are arriving. Orders will be
given to the military to disperse the strikers at
81x o’clock to morrow morning and start Lraing
out, in which event there will probably be a
bicody conilict.

4 BLOODY CONFLICT BETWEEN THE MILITARY

AND THE CROWD,

At twenty micutes to 4 o'clock the Phil-
adelphia troops left the Union depot  for
the scene of disturbance at the Twenty-eicht
street crossing, marching out along the track
and preceded by the sheriff and his posse. Ex-
pecting tofail in an effort to disperse thestrikers
the sheriff wonld endeavor to mako arrcsts, and
call upon the mititary for required asgistance.
This was noderstood to be the plan of action
decided upon and a conflict was eXpected,

They arrived at Twenty-cighth street shortly
before five o’clock, the Tailroad tracks at that
¥01nt being completely blocked with strikers.

he Black Hussars of Philadelphia, were or-
dered to clear the railroad crossing, but not be-
ing able to do sc another company was ordered
to their assistuuce. The military advanced
with fixed bayonets, but were met with ashower
of stones and missiles from the crowd. They
opened fire on the crowd indiscrimiuately and
in rapid ruccession. The crowd retreated toward

East Liberty.

At half-past five the crossing was in the pos-
sessjon of the military. Every few moments
the crowd would be panic-stricken and a stajn-
pede would take place. The terrific resulits of
the volley has caused intense excitement
througaout the city, and it is feared another at-
lack will be made on the military as soon as the
mob can be rcorganized and provided with am-
munition. A Jarge body of men left for Allegheny
arsenal with the avowed purpose ot 8eizing the
arms stored there, to be used in repelling the
militis.

THE EXCITEMENT RAGING,

At this hour, 9 P. M., the excitement ig raging
all over the city, which is virtually in the
hands of an srmed mob, composed of la-
borers and iron-workers, coal miners, steve-
dores and others who are in full sympathy with
the strikers.
A large mob visited Johnston’s gun factory on
Smithfeld strect, about 7 o'clock this evening,
and armed themselves, and another and still
larger crowd has just inished the demolition of
Bowen’s establishment, on Wood street, which
they completely gutted, and then marched
down Fifth avenue with drums beating and flags
fiying. They number nearly three thousard,
and a8 yet they have not shown an inclination to
destroy anything but railroad property.

It is reported that the Allegheny arsenal is in

the hands of the rioters.

THE S8TRIKE EXTENDING.

THE OUTLOOK AT CLEVELAND.

CLEVELAND, July 21.—Inquiry at the hesd.
quarters of different railroads centreing here
show all to be quiet aloug the lines, apd officials
say they appgeﬁen nd troublé, thoiizh of
course they cannot tell what may happen if the
excitecmcent at other points reaches herec. Noth-
ing can be leatned from trainmen. Some seem
very guarded in talking about the strike; others
treat the matter lightly, saying there is no pos-
8ibility of anything of the kind occurring.
A delegatian of shopmen waited upon Gen.
J. B, Devereux, president of the Cleveland, Co-
lumbus, Cincinnati awd Indisnapolis railway,
and asked to have their wages put back to old
prices, that is, tweuty per cent advance, they
having at two diiferent times been cut ten per
cent. It is understood they do not want an
answer aniil Monday noon. Gen. Devereyx de-
clines to have anything to sayin regard to the
situation to-night, bat will undcubtedly give
the men an answer at the time named.
The Hifteenth Ohio Nutional Guards, ordered
to Newark, Ohio, by Governor Young, at noon
to-day, is still here, the order having been coun-
termanded at six o’ciock this evening, as the
troops were not armed and no provision made
for such emergeney.
The city is full of rumors of strikes all along
the whole line of the Lake shore, but at this
time, 11.30 P. M., no strike has occarred, and
trainmen are reported as saying if they do not
go out by midnight they will do so at noon Sun-
day, though this cannot be traced to any relia-
ble sourge. )

A CONFLAGRATION AT THE DEPOT—TERRIBLE

SCZNES,

It 1s difficat to get any reliable factsat this

hour. 'T'he entire eastern end of the city is at

the mercy of the mob, which is hourly increas-
ing in anarchy, and violence has take poasession
of the city and mob law reigns supreme. 7The

Peunsylvania track for a distance of a quarter

of a mile westward trom the outer depot isa

sheet of flames.

The mob began to push burning cars towards
the round-house some time ago. Their inten-
tion is to destroy the exteusive shops of the
company and the Union depot building.

The number of peopie slain eince dark is very
large, and the exact number will not bo acces.
sible for several days. The summing up of the
riot at Twenty-eighth street this afternoon
shows a total of twenty Killed and twenty-nine
wounded. The hill-side was dotted with dead
and dying.

The larze eeven-story Fort Wayne building,
on the corner of Tenth strect, is reported in
flames, and by morning the destruction will be
complete.

The seventh division of State militia from
Meadville, Titusville, Oil City and other points
in the worthwestern part of the State are ex-
pected hourly at Allegheny depot.

A large force of arted men are laying for
them with a portion ef Kunapp's battery, which
they captured early in the evening, planted to
command their approach. There will in all
vrobability be trouble and bloodshed when they.
atrive. 'I'hey were due at 10 o’clock.
MOVEMENT OF TROOP3 FROM PHILADELPIHIA.

PHILADELPHIA. July 21.—There is 1o excite-

ment about the West Philadelphia depot to-
night. Trains are running on regular time, and
but for the presence now and then of a detach-
ment of soldiers on their way to Pittsburg no
one would suppoge anything was going on out
of the usual routine. President Scott left in
the afternoon for his home, but is expected
back to-night. Major Feliis at the depot supes-
intending ‘the transportation of the military.
During the afternoon and evening over 500 sol-
diers were sent up the road, makine 1,300 tn all.
The City Troop to the number of 40 men reached
the depot in time to take the 9.15 P. M. train.

It is stated upon very good authority that
over 1,500 freight cars are delayed on the road
throuzh the action of the atrikers.

EVENTS ON OTHER PENNSYLVANIA LINES.

PITTSBURG, July 81.—The Pan Handle road is
moving locsl freights, and if the obstruction of
the Pennsylvania road were removed conld
move througn freight without diticulty. The
strikers on the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and Chi-
cago road werse joined by 200 men from the com-
pany’s shops this morning. Therc has been no
increase of iabor on this road. and the strike is
wholly againat the ten per cent. redaction which
went into effect June 15.

The men on the Pittsbure division of the
Pennsylvania railroad at Altoona, Pa.. struck at
11 A. M. The seventh division Pennsylvania
national guard at £rie has been ordered to Pitts.
bure, via Erie and Pittsburg, on which no atrike
is reported. The strike on the Pittsburg, Fort
Wayne and Chicago, however, stops all ship-
piug over the Pittsourg and Erie and Cleveland
and Pittsburg., The freight trains on the Pitts-
burg and Connellsville road were stopped Fri-
day night, it is said, by strikers from other
roads. and the trains returned to the Pittsburg
depot. No traios were sent out yesterday.

A MILITARY TRAIN FIRED UPON.

ALTOONA, Pa., July 21.—The strikers here
during the day were very quiet, although they
were suecessiul in keeping a couple of local
trains from starting out. ‘I'his evening at flve
o'clock a train of soldicrs arrived en route for
Pittaburg, when the strikers congregated on the
railroad and attempted to keep it from starting,
but the train got off, and while it was moving
out the strikers threw stones aud fired a number
of shots at it. Several soldiers returned the fire,
but no one was hurt. After the train left the
rioters dispersed alonz the railroad in B(uads,
and sitce then everything has been quiet. No
more trouble ig apprehended to-nignt, a8 no
freizht trains are ruuning to-night.

General Str ike in the Coal Region
Expeected.

SCRANTON, Pa., July 21.—The military com-

anies of Scranton, Wilkesbarre and Pittston
Eave receivedorders from Lt. Gov. Latta to
hold themselves ready to march at a moment’s
notice, and are now awaiting ‘instructions to
Inuve to some point on the Erie and Peunsyl-
vania raliroads. The excitement throughout
this region is intense, and popular syrmepathy
has been kindled into a fever heat over the
events of yesterday in Baltimore and Marting-
burg. A meeting’of the firemen employed on
the Lehigh Valley Central railroad, Delaware
and Hudson and Delaware, Lackawanna ana
Western roads will be held here to-morrow, and
it isexpected that a general strike wiil be inau-
gurated throughout the coal region.

The Erie Strike.

New YoRxk, July 21.—FKreight is being recelved
at all piers of the Hrie company in this city, but
through passengers are sent by the New York
Central. Oflicers of the road say that the delay
In receiving goods from Superintendent Bowen
ihis morning argues the fact that some kind of
compromise i3 being effected.

There are no signs of a strike on the Hudson
River railroad. All trains are running as usual.

The Fifty-fourth Regiment, of Rochester, N.
Y., has been ordered to the scene of trouble on
the Erie road at Hornelisville.

AFTER THE RINGLEADERS.

HORNELLSVILLE, July 2L.—Maj. Gen, Wood-
ward and Maj. Gen. Brinker arrived from the
East at 1t o’clock to-night. It 18 asserted that
the names of the ringleaders of the strkers have
been sent to President Jewett, who has had
warrants for them 18sued, and that they will be
obliged to appear before judges in New York
city.

Three companies of militia arrived from
Rochester about 6 P, M. Oue company has also
arrived from Eimira, together with a battery of
two guns. The strikers are making no demon-
strations, beinz quiet and orderly. No mails
bave leift during the day.

At six to-night a reguiar accommodstion from
Bufialo to Hornellsville started. At Kast Baf-
falo the fireman was induced to desert his post
Dy the strikers aud the train stopped. Another
fireman was substituted on the train. When
near Attica 8 nomber of rioters from Buffalo,
who had taken the Centraito Batavia via the
Attica branch to Attica, stopped the train there
and effectnally laid an embargo on all travel
further Kast. "The mob was assisted by sirong
reinforcements from Attica. A tew companies
of militia, numbering sevouty men, were dis-
patched from Buffalo at midnight to Attica.
T'he ringleader of the mob at East Buftalo wan
arrested by the police and sent on a switch es-
zine as soon a8 the news of the disturpance was
received and lodged in jail.

ALL QUIET ON THE EASTERN DIVISION,

Port JERVIS, N. Y., July 21.—All is quiet at
this poiut. There is considerable excitement
among the railroad employeeg of the Krie road,
but there is nothing yet to indicate that a strike
will occur on the eastern or Delaware divisior.
All trains on these divisivns are moving regu-
larly, no stoppage occurring this side of Hor-
neilsville.
General J. B. Woodward passed through
here on & special train this afternoon for Hor-
nellsville, to take command of the troops at
that place. A second speciai train passed two
hours later in charge of General Wylie, with
ammunition and camp eqnippage.

The New Jersey Authorities Prepar.
ing for Emergencies.

NEw YoRx, July 21.—Gov. Bedle declares that
in stx hours he can place one thousand fully
egunipped troops at any point in the State that
might be threatened by strikers, and that within
twelve hours he can increase the force to three
thousand, besides a company of cavalry and two
battaiions of artillery. The whole force would
be under command of Major General Nott, his
brigadiers being General Plume of the first
and General De Hart, of the second brigade.
The National Guard are all equipped with
everything ueedful and armed with breech-
loaders. They are stationed as follows: One
reriment at Blizabeth, one at Hoboken, one at
Treunton, two at Newark, one at Camden and
oue at Jersey City. Gov. Bedle has been pass-
ing his nights at Leng Branch, but he states his
intention of remaining in Jersey City in case of
any disturbance, so that he may at once be iu-
formed of the circumstances.

Freight Trains Stopped—More Trou-
ble Ahead.

INDIANAPOLTS, July 21.—Freight trains were
stopped on the Ohio and Mississippi roads at
Vinceunes this afternoon, but without violence
ofany kind.
Passenger trains have not been interfered
with, and all is quiet to-night. There is consid-
erable excitement nere to-night regarding pro-
bable action of the railroad empioyees, 1t is as-
serted by some that a generzl strike hereabouts
has been srramged for to-pight at midnight, but
the best information obtainable leads to the pe-
lief that nothing will be done until after to-mor-
row, when meetings are to be held by many if
10t all the roads leading from here.
An anonymous handbill is in circalation call-
ing a meeting in the State House yard on Monday
evening of all who favor crusbing ruitroad mo-
nopolics, and other efforts are known as being
made to keep up excitement.

The Ohio and Mississippi.
87. Louls, July 21.—There seems to be no
doubt that a strike on the Ohio and Mississippi
road will be inauzurated at noon on Monday.
The employees of the Union Depot and Transit
Compuny ot this city will probably be the firsg
to join in the strike on thisside of the river, they
being much incensed at the recent action of that
Cumpany.

Railroad Combination Against
Trades® Unions.

PHILADELPHIA, July 21.—In consequence of
the strike on the Pennsylvanis and other main
lines and the gravity of the emergency which
has been forced upon all companies, a call has
been issued for a general meetinz of railroad
men connected with trunk lines and conpec-
tions, tc be held in New York next week for the
purpose of combining agsainst the Enuineera®
Brotherhood and Trainmen's Union; each road
Lo determine, after a certain date, to employ no
one belonging to a trade organization hereatter,
To this call favorable responses has been re.
ceived from Illinois, Missouri, Nebraska, New
York, Maryland, Virginia, Peunsylvania and
Calliornia. Detectives have been employediand
are now engaged in discovering the ringleaders
of the present strikes. and it is the intention of
the Pennsylvania road to prosecute them under
the new law which makes it a felony to impede
the transportation of freight over railwayay

Preparing Againsit Grave Emergen.
cies

Nzw YORK, July 21.—A consultation took
lace early yesterday morning between Gov.
Eedle and Superintendent Barker, of the United
Railways of New Jersey, the result of which
was to have the militia force of the State in
readiness in case trouble should break out.

Superiutendent Barker rcquested the Jersey
City fire department to keep an extra force of
firemen ready to respond to a call, as it is ru-
mored that the company’s works on the river
front will be set ou fire,

At the Erie railroad depot in Jersey City a
special force of policemen has been organized,
mainly from the extra police of Jerzey City, and
will be sent out in case there is astrike on the
division.

The Federal Troops at New York.

NEw York, July 21.—Early tiis morning or-
ders were received from the War Department by
the commanding officer 4t Governor's Island to
be in readiness to forward troops. Subsequent-
1y, however, the order was countermanded and
the reserve force, fifty in number, marched back
to the barracks, and are now awaiting further
orders.

The Union Pacific Engineers in
Couneil.

OmaHA, Neb., Juiy 21l.—Delegations of engi-
neers of the Unlou Pacific railroad from different
aivisions of the road are 1 the city. A general
conference of Unlon Pacific engineers is to he
had, presumably on the subject of the recent
reduction of wages.

Effects of the Strike 6n Trade.
NEW YORK, July 21.—The strike on the rail-

roads hzs caused serions alarm on the Produce
Exchange, especially among providion men, who
have goods on the way which were ordered for
particular steamers. Even the present, derange-
ment will occasion rauch trouble. If the strike
continues it is likely to be of benefit to canals.

Militia Movements.

WasHINGPOX, July 21.—Storfes sent from
here this afternoon to the effect that the govern-
ment authorities expected a8 raid on the trea-
sury by strikers are entirely imaginary; no
Buch fears are enteriained, Six bundred ma-
rines and sailors will arrive here in the morning
from Fortress Monree. There aro large quanti-
ties of arms and ammunition at the arsenal,
and, 1f pecessary, all the government clerks
can he pressed into immediste service, a great
majority of them having bad muitary expe-
rience. The militia of this district start on an
excursion to tae capes and Piney Point to-night
and will return Monday moruing.

News of the slaughter at Pittsburg adds some-
what to the excitement., but not enough to
create any alarm. The police eay there area
great nany strangers in the city to-n.ght. but
they de not regard the matter ag of any great
importance. Extra vigilance hws, however.
been enjoined upon those guarding government
buildings. Crowds linger about teiegraph offices
and seem particularly anxious to hear from
Baltimore,

Two companies of maripes, 120 sirong, ander
command of Capt. Heyward, left here at 8.45 for
Baitimore. over the Baltimore and Chio rail-
road. Considerable excitement was cansed by
the discharge of several of their muskets when
on the outskirts of the city, the first improzsion
being that they were fired upon, which was er-
roneous.

A great crowd, numberine several thousand,
was at the Baltimore and Onio depot when the
train with the detachment of marines left to-
night. A great deal of abuse was vented opon
the marines, of which they took no notice.

Al sorts of rummors are in circulation, one to
the effect that iron bars were beiug placed on
all the lower windows of the treasury, attracted
many of the curivus, but it was found to Le
without any foundation, as only tihe usual
Duwber of watchmen were on guard and every-
thing was guiet.

Amguest the working claszes here the senti-
ment secms to be in favor of the strikers, and
at several public places cheers to that effect
were given. There is no anticipxtion of any
local disturbance here. The Presideut, who d¢id
Dot go to the Boldiers’ Home till dark. left or-
ders to be advised at once if necessity occurred
tor his return to Washington, and all the mem-
bera of the cabinet are ready at any momeut to
meet him,

The Adams’ express at the Treasury Depart-
ment to-day was notified not to ship any vaiua-
bie matter for the Department to-night, and as a
congequence the usual daily shipments of bouds
and currency were not made thls afternoon.
Crowds are in frout of the telegraph oftfices, ea-
gerly perusing bulleting posted without the
offices.

Sympathy for the Strdiers—Wash.
ington Printers in the Field.

W asmiNaTON, D. C., July 21.—At a mceting
of Columbia ‘I'vpographical Union, No. 101,
held here to-mighi, resolutions were passed
condemning the action of the Baltimore and
Obio Railroad Comwpany, and denounciow the
action of the Labor League in passing resolu-
tions condemnatory of strikers. Also reso-
lutions extending sympatny to the strikers,
and declaring that they will sustain them by all
legitimate means in their power. Also the fol-
lowing:

Resolved. T'hat we also sympathize with our
fellow-workingmen of the navy-yards of the
United States wibo have been notifled by the
Secretary of the Navy that on a futare day their
present rate of pay shall be rednced, believing
it to be &an outrage upon skilled Jabor, and a
proceeding unworthy of this great government.

Press Comments,

Commenting on the tragedy in Baltimore
and the action of the strikers along the line of
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad, the New York
World says: “The Baltimore tragedy of yester-
day was very grierous, indeed. Uf the eisht
persons who were killed, and many who were
wounded, but few appear to have belonged to
the raiiroad strikers. The rioting ihat followea
the action of the militia, in which a railroad
depot was destroyed and other damage was
done by the mob, kept Baitimore in a fever up
to the small hours of this morninz. Al rioting
and unlawtul interference with the business of
the railroads will be put down by force. There
is no doubt of that, The public peace and order
will l;)e maintained in any eveut. That is cer-
tain.’

The New York Tribune says: “The madness
of the strikers iz spreading with equal rapidity
east and west. Travel of all kinds is com-
pletely suspended on the Erie road, and at
Omaha there is a muttering which may portend
a storm om the Union Pacific. But no matter
how rapidiy this movement may spread, or how
much distress and confusion it is able to create,
there can be but one end to it; that men who
join it will bave themselves onjy to thank if
they bring starvation and ruin upon themselves
and their families. The effect of their folly
upon their personal fortunes, however, will no
loncer be considered by a public indignant at
the lawless spirit which these strikers manifest,
and eager to see the authorities deal with them
promptly and sharply.”

The New York Herald says: “We do not
pretend to say that in the beginning all the
wrong was on the part of the strikers;
we will not even gay that their strike was
not entirely justitiable. But nothing justiftes
their misconduct, their lawlessness, their vio-
lence, their attempts to prevent other men from
accepting the wages they reject and ftlline the
places they have abandoned. Whatever. there.
fore, may have been the right of the sirikers,we
urge, in the interest of ail honest and law-re-
specting workingmen, that violence shall be
crushed out with astern hand. Thnere should
be no parleying with men who defy the laws.
Wherever a company can hire men to run its
trains those trains must be run at once, if to ac-
complish this requires the wnole force of the
State. Wherever men are willing to work they
must be protected in doing so at &l hazards.
Wherever the strikers or their allies offer Oppo-
sition they must be crnshed peremptorily.”

The Philadelphia Inquirer says ‘‘that the
gravity of the sitnation is much increased by the
deplorable outbreak in Baltimore cannot be con-
cealed or deuied. It shows that the riotous
strikers have with them to some extent the
sympathies of that class which acts rather npon
fecling and impuise than upon reflection and
judement. If this were France a revolution
might be expected, but the overwhelming ma-
Jority of American citizens are, before all
things. law-abiding men who wilt see to it that
the Iaw is respected, and therein lies salva-
tion."” :

The Philadelpbia Press says: “As these ex-
citing occurrences are but too well caiculated to
atiract profound attention, and as efforts may
be made to creste misapprehensions in regard
to their real meaning, every citizen should
clearly understand that the great objects to be
attained are the vindication of the majesty of
violated laws, the restoration of order, the pru-
tection of property, the prevention of blood.
shed, and the removal of obstructions from
great highways of commerce. T'he questions at
issue have passed far beyond the domain of
wages. The result must decide whether anar-
chy is to prevail.

Three Mcen Crushed to Death in a Difeh.
A mass of earth on the north bank of a ditch
being dux in the bed of Townsend street to oive
sewage to a row of new buildings on the west
side of North Charles atreet, caved in last even-
ing at 6.30 o'clock, burying three of the laborers
beneath it, all of whom were dead before they
could be taken out. The killed were James
Donelson, Chapel street, two doors south of
Orieaus street; Thomas P. O'Connor, No. 5 Fed-
eral court, aud Thomas P. Rooney, No. 25 Fos-
ter alley. ‘Uhe ditch from the new butidiyrs on
Charlee street to the culvert witn which it is to
be copnected at the alley east of Cnarles street

- 18 500 feet long, two fect four inches wide and

seven to eight Ieet ic depth. The point where
the accident occurred is about seventy feet from
the castern terminus, or 430 feet distant from
the Charies street buildings.

The work was in charge of Mr. J. Herbert
Williams, who also had a force of carpenters at
work in the buildings, of which Mr. Chares E,
Cassell 1s architect and superinteadent. There
were about fifteen at work in the ditch, who
were working an hour overtime 10 complete the
connection with the calvert. Mr. Williams had
only left the bank above where the three men
were digging a few minutes, when the mass of
carth, 8 tough sospstone clay, caved in upon
them, The accident occurred without previons
warning, and O’Counor and Donelzon were
cauzht not three feet apart where they stood.at
work, Roouney was crushed against the hank
of the ditch. several feet away, as if in the act
of tryinz to eacape.

Immediate efforts were made to rescne them,
and a large party commenced work with picks
and shovels, but owing to the tough natare of
the s0il. which near the surface was as hard as
stone, and had brokea off in large lumps, it re-
guired some minutes before the heads of the
uafortunate men could bhe uncovered to give
tuem air, and an hour before the bodies were
dug out. Efforts at resuscitation were used as
500 as their faces were reached, but they were
already deaa.

Ur. Walker, coroner, stmmoned a jury of in-
quest as follows: Chris. Billopp, J. Hillen Jen-
kin~, John Gibson, John W. Williams, James
E. Calweil, Charles Chalk, J. J. Walsh, W, T.
Hiteacock, Theodore Redmond, Chaarles Meln-
tosd, James A. McCauly and Alex. Mclutosh,

The jury viewed the bodies at the scene of
disaster, and retired to Beam's drag store,
Charles etreet und Boundary avenue, to bhear
tne evidence. The witnesscs were James For-
rester, Frank Manning, John Hays.Wm. Douxze,
T. Merbert Williums, James McGovern and
others of the laborers. .

dJas. Forrester testified to having been in the
habit of doing ditching work; it was made
ground where the accident occurred; the ditch
was not braced; he dii not consider it a safe
piace, in view of the accident, but no thought of
ite being dangerous had hitherto occurred to
him; had he beeu the foreman e believed he
would have braced the ditch.

Several other witnesses testified to being at
work in the ditch, but were not well enough
versed in ditching to say whether they consid-
ered it nnsafe when not braced.

d. Herbert Williams testified that he had not
much practical experience iv ditching, but had
done considerable dizging work; he uged all
precautions, and told the men, several of whom
were practical ditchers, that if they thoughs any
part of the work ugsafe he would apply the rem-
edy, Donelson. g 2R0TY by <ovowaheine kiljed,

told hiw he nev’l 84W & bank stand better: no

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left the width of it to his men. who were more
experienced; they sid it was wide enough; not
& pieco of earth as large as a man’s hand had
fallen before {u the entire 500 feet, which was
almost completed; not one of the men had
spoken of danger, and they were cheerfal and
contented.

Forrester corroborated Mr. Williams's state-
ment that the latter had asked and taken opin-
ions of the workmen as to the safety of the
work,

Jas. McGovérn, laborer, not employed there,
said he helped to take the dead men out; he
would not have worked in the ditch, becanss it
was unsafe.

The jury returned a verdict that the three
men “wers crushed in a ditch on Townsend
street, Just east of Charles street, by the fall of
earth, and that the accident was cansed by care-
lessness on the part of the engineer in charge,
J. Herbert Willlams.”

Mr. Williams hsd desired to have the verdict
"postponed until Monday, hecsuse of the abseace
of several laborers on whose judzment and ex-
verionce he rclied for testimony in his favor,
but the jury considered tae eyvidonce sufficient
for them to understand the.case. Several of
them said they considered that Mr. Wiitiams,
not being a practical ditcher, shouid not have
undertaken the work., and that the advice of
laborers coutd not ve taken as correct and final,
They decided that the ditch sbould have been
braced.

The bodies of the killed were taken to their
homes in wagons. O’Connor was 44 vears old,
a native of Ireland, 28 years in Baitimore; wife

and six children. Hooney was 24 years old, born |

in New York,unmarried. Dozelson was 32 years
old, native of Ireland. six years in Baitimore;
wife and thres caildren.

The Indian War in Idaho.
PURSUIT OF THE HOSTILES—AMBUSH AND DE-
FEAT—FLIGHT OF REGULARS—JOSKEPH AGAIN
MASTER OF THE BITUATION—LATER REPORTS

—THE WAR AGAIN CONSIDERED OVER,

BAN FRrANCIscO, July 20.—The regular cavalry
and Lewiston volunteérs pursued and overtook
the Indians on Tuesday, Jim Reuben, Levy and
several other Iudians acted as scouts. They
came up with Iudians at a point where the un-
dergrowth is very dense. The Irdisns fired
uwpon the scouts, killing Levy aud one other
man, and wounding Reuben. Another man Wwas
shiot through the lunws. McCouville aud his
eighteen men were in advance and in a perilous
position, the Indians being concealed in the
timber on botb sides of them. McConville soon
saw that the regular cavairy were fleeing,

The Indian scouts through their tactics drew
off the attention of the hostiles so as to let
McConville out of the 8nap, andseeing that the
whole force of regulars had taken to flight
McConville fonnd it necessary to follow them
rather than suifer his Laudful of men to be cat
oft. ‘I'he whole pursuing force returned to
Kamiah, leaving Joseph's men masters of the
situation. Al the command had reerorsed to
the south side of the Clearwater, and were to
move on the Lapwai, except 100 men under
Throckmorton, whoe with artillery are to hold
the position untit Col, Green's force from Boise
joius them. Howard would return to Lapwai,
and Huuter was informed that he intended to
move westward Lo the Spokane country.

Tie volunteers wili soon leave the field and
return to this place to be disbanded. Haunter
8ays 10 one can for:tell whether or not the war
is cuded. Many of the Iudians who have sur-
rendered are reservation Iangians, and acknowl-
edge that they foncht with Joseph, Theyare to
e brougut to Lupwai for trial.” No one seems
to know for what point Joseph will make next.

A later dispatch states that Joseph’s warriors
had recrossed the Clearwater and were at Law-
yer's canyon. Gen. Howard 18 at Lapwai. He
has ord- red the troops arriving on th: steamer
Almaotta to proceed forthwith tothe same point.
He has glzo sent for Gen. Sully to meet him at
Lapwai. ''nere is a creat demand for warons
to take the infantry to the frontier.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT OF THE PURSUIT—THE WAR
PRACTICALLY OVER.

PoRTLAND, Urezon, July 21.—Col. Mason is 1n
hot pursuit of the hostile Indisns with his en-
tire cavalry command, and met them to-day near
Orafive creek. ‘Two lndian sconts were wound-
ed and one killed, when the Indians got demor-
alized and fled, leaving the soldiers in posses-
sion of thetield. The country aronnd Orafine
creek is very rocky and densely wooded with
heavy timber and thick andergrowth, thus pre-
veuting any further pursuit by the soldlers, who
cannot get their horses across the ground.

The hostiles will be met by either Gen. Crook
or Gen. Miles as they euter into Moutana from
this trail, and will, in al probability, be cap-
tured by these forces. One of the wounded
scouts was James Reuben, interpreter, and son
of the ex-chief of the Kumiah Nez Perces. The
war with Joseph is practically over, and we
start to-day for Lapwal. From there tronps will
march through the Spokane country for the
moral effect it will have upou the Indians.

Col. Green’s cavalry, upon its arrival, will be
Eept to prevent the return of hostile Indians
tois way. Another force or Indiace, with s flag
of trice, are pow ceming in to surrender.

A special dispatch received from Walluls to-
day rays that 150 Chinamen arrived there yes-
terday from the Upper Columbia river, where
they bad been engaged in mining. They state
that Indians entered their camp anc robbed
them of ali their money, provisious, blankets
and some clothing. After taking ail they pos-
Bessed the Inaians told them to leave, which
the Chinsamen f0st no time in doing.

The National Cotton Exchange Con-
vention.

GREENBRIER WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS, WEST
Va., July 21.—Iu the National Cotton Exchange
Convention to-day Gen. Bussey, of New Orleans,
introduced a preamble and resolutions, which
were adopted. setting forth the vital importance
of the early completion of the T'oxas Pacitic rail-
road from Shreveport. La., to San Diego. Cal.,
recommending the subject to the attention of
Congress. and requesting Sepators and Repre-
sentatives to use their best efforts to secure the
passage at the next session of Congress of the
bill now before that body granting aid to said
Texas Pacific railroad,

Mr. Henry G. Hester, of New Orleans, sub-
mitted a series of resolutions recomnmending
constitutional exchanges to take such action as
will influence and lead to the cetablishment in
all the coiton States of agriculturai bureans
similar to the one now ia snccessful opersation in
Georgia; appointing a committee offlve to memo-
rinlize Cougress ia favor of more iiberal appro-
priation for carrying on and reudering more com-
plete and eflicient the work of the statistical divi-
sion of the Department of Agricaliure at, Wash-
ingtoe; also directing the officers of the conven-
tion to correspond with the agricultural bureau
at Washin,rton with a view of having thorashly
investigated and published the character and
habits of the cotton caterpillar, boll worm
and all:forms of insect life that prey on the cot-
ton plant and fruit in order that means may be
arrived at for reliet from their ravages. All
were sdoptea.

John Nisbet, of Savannah, offered a resolution
indorsing the views of the international cotton
convention expressed in tavor of establishing a
system of margins on contracts bought or sold
in Liverpool, whnich was adopted.

A resolution that the agriculinral and business
intereats of the country would be hest subserved
by the indeflnite Ppostponement of the rasump-
tion of specie payment was laid on the taole,

The committee to whom was referred the sub-
ject of opposing the amalramation of the Direct
Cable Comp.ny with any other company, re-
ported agamst the advisability of takini such
action at present, inasmuch as they have infur-
nation throwch the Secretary of State that the
federal governmeut has the sabject before it.—
The committee was discharzed.

Mr. Whitlock, of New York, snbmitted the re-
port of the committee on foreign and domestic
bids of ladin:z, which, after tull discussion, was
adopted.

1t will be & good action on
your part to get a—(a word here indistinet)—
bad action hiaden from ths light as soon as pos-
sible. Do this, and God bless you is the sin-
cere wish of Tros. PLACIDE.”

Thomas, or, as he was commonly called “Tom™
Placide. was born 1n Churleston, 8. C., in 1803,
He followed the tradition of his family in be-
cominz an actor—his father, Alexander Placide;
his mother, wiose stage name name was Mrs,
Lafotle; his brother, “Harry” Placide, and his
sisters, Mrs, Mann and Mre, William Rutus
Blake, atl beinz well knowa to the theatre-coers
of America. He was a “low comedian,’” and
played such paris as Dromio more than accepta-
bly. From about 1856 to 1854 he was manager of
tho Varicties ‘Theatre in New Orleans, known at
that time as “Placide’s Varietien.”  After the
destruction of this theatre he went to Now York
and ptaved an engagement at the old Wallack’s,
in 1855. Since that time he has plaved occasion-
ally at different piaces, but only in short engage-
ments, and for the last eight or ten years he has
not appeared on the stage at all.
