At the postal convention at Fort Monroe, Va.
yesterday resolutions were passed for better
postal service with South America and the West
Indies; the establishment of at least a tri-month-
iy steamship service with Cuba irom some
Southern Atlantic port, sided by the govern-
ment; the prepsaration of tables showing the
business and resources of the several Southern
cities to be laid before the postal commission.
The general subject of urzing better mail facili-
ties in the South was discusscd, and the report
of the business committee was read and adopted
favoring an additioral congressional appropria.
tion for improvead postal facilities between the
States and colonies and neighboring countries
of the continent by railand steamship, the latter
especially for Rio, Havana and Aspinwall,
Among other measures is recommended a lim-
ited mail service passing through Washington
and connecting the great cities of the Atlantic
and Gulf States from Boston to New Orleans,
and quick transportation for mails generally.
The convention appointed President Bussey,
Gen. Anderson of Virginia, W. L. Trenhc!m of
South Carolina, and Secretary John Ott e com-
mittee to present the memorial to Congress.
The convention then adjourned. A number of
delevates rccepted invitations of the officers of
the Bay line steamers to visit Baltimore.

Lient. Lemly, with his company of scldiers
augmented by a dozen civilians, left Spearfish,
in the Black Hills country, Sunday morning

¢ last, with tiwo days® rations, and has not been

heard trom since. Lt.” Reynolds with twenty
soldiers have arrived at Spearfish and are going
out in search of them. Two large bodies of In-
dians were seen Wednesday morning five miles
from Spearfish, and a ranclhe in the vicinity was
raided and all thestock captured and the ranche
burned. There were 8seven men uf the rgache,
two of whom escaped. The others hsve not
been heard from. Later reports are made of
fresh murders by the Indiaus, indicating that
they seem to have broken away from the agen-
cics in large numbers and are intesting the Black
Hills country in all directions. About twenty
murders were reported yesterday, some being
well-known citizens of Deadwood who had gone
out in search of Lieut. Lemly’s party. Many
ranches have been devastateq. "

Forty-four very large bags of mails were re-
ceived at Montreal, Canada, Wednesday, from
Chicago and other pointe in the West, for the
New Englend States, New York city, Washing-
ton. Baltimore and Great DBritain. A large
amount of mail matteralso passed through Mon-
treal for the same destination.

The arrest of Gen. Escobedo and suite by the
United States authorities in Texas has been fol-
lowed by the surrender oo the Mexican side of
Gen. Pedro Valdez and his men to the Diaz Gen-
eral Naranjo, and thus enda the Lerdist move-
ment from Texaa.

During the guarter ended June 30 there ar-
rived at New York 25,903 immigrants, of whom
15,154 were males and 10,749 females, a de-
crease of 35,136 compared with the correspond-
ing quarter last year. The principal counntries
represented were Germany,Ireland and England.

Edward 8. Kemper, postmaster at Cross Keys,
Va., for thirty-two years, has resigned, und Jas.

ACTION OF COMMERCIAL BODIES

THE SITUATION IN BALTIMORE.

Action of the Boarada of Trade and
Merchants® Exchange — Effect on
Business of the City—The Strikers
and Governor Carroli—Efforts to
Patch Up a Truce—Views of the
Strikers, &e.

(Repourted for tae Baltimore Sun.]

The business blockade growing out of the
stoppage by the railroad strike of railroad
freight transportation was the absorbing theme
of yesterday. Every day brings fresh business
dificulties tocomp licate the situation. 1tis re-
cognized that where the manufacturing,commer-
cial and laboring interests are so involved that
utter ruin stares all classes of the population in
the face some solution of the problem must be
soob forthcoming. It is pretty well ascertained
that botb the strikers and the managers of the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad were cngaged 1n
negotiations for an amicable settiement. Itis
not known that these negotiatione heve reached
a happy adjustment; but the interests on both
sides are so great and the needs of the commun-
ity so commandiog that it is likely the end will
soon be reached.

EILLING TRADE.

The stagnation of wholesale business in Bal-
timore was greater yesterday than on any pre-
ceding day since the beginning of the troubles.
The guestion on all sides was, ‘**When will the
Baltimore and Ohio start freight trains?’ A
leading importer and Western shipper said the
mercantile community were *‘laying on tbeir
oars,” anxiously awaiting an opportunity to re-
commence buginess. In the lower harbor,where
the fleets of vessels chartered to load for foreign
destinations lay, Sunday quietness prevailed,
and omn the docks and piers where through
freights are handled groups of unemployed
laborers were gatbered. The draymen and cart-
ers, who could find no goods to haul, lounrzed
around the business streets, wherever there was
shade from the burning rays of the sun, all wait-
ing for jobs theat did not offer. One of the dray-
men said few in  his business were now earuing
enough to pay for horse feed.

ONE FREIGHT OUTLET.

The Philadelphia, Wilmingion and Baltimore
railroad, however, is now regularly recciving
freights for Pniladelphia, New York and poiuts
beyoud. A train of sixteen cars, loaded with

eaches from the lineof the Dclaware road, was

oaded ob Wednesday and reached Jersey City
yeaterday morping all right. Peaches from the
penineula of Delaware and Maryland will now
go forward continuously. The blockade of this
traflic 18 regarded as broken, which is a great
relief to the growers, who were threatened with
ruip and the loss of their year’s labor and crop.
A GLUT OF TRUCK.

Many ateamboate and sailing vessels at Light
and Pratt atreet wharves had full comsign-
meants of peaches, melons, potatoes and fruits
aud vegetables which are now ready for the
markets. "The lack of raliroad transportation
prevented dealers trom shipping any perishable
stuff out of towwn, consequently prices were Jow
and the growers aud dealers met heavy lopses.
Watermelons, which at the opening ot the sea-
sou last year brought $15 to $25 a bundred, were
86 to 310, and cautcleupes were duill at $2to
$250 8 hundred. Peaches sold at prices which
brought no profit to growers or dealers, and the
same was the case with the whole line of perish-
able produce. A notable feature in Baltimore
was the presence of large numbers of market
wagons, many of them from a long distance,
where the farmers were afraid to trust the rail-
roads, even 1o instances where companies were
transporting local freights. On Wedunesday
night the York road was lively with the move-
ment of these wagon teams, which came in com-
panies of four to eight, for mutual ptrotection
from the gange of tramps and thievesihal might
be along the roada. [t is stated that Pennsviva-
nia farmers living sixty miles from Baltimore,
who send their stuft via the Northern Central,
have returned to the old time wagou transpor-
tation.

ACTION OF THE BOARD OF TRADE.

The Boara of Trade of Baltimore, J. Hall
Pleasants, president, held a special meeting
yesterday, at which all the members ocw in the
city were present. The situation of affairs was
discussed at length. and a preamble and resolu-
tions were unan.mously adopted, as follows:

Whereas, there exists a lawiess interrnption
ot all railroad commuuication between the sea-
board and the West, which is inflicting incalcula-
ble injury npon every interesi of the country;
and whereas the evil cxamople of unlawfoi com-
binations of men hrs already led to a serious
sacrifice of lifec aud a vast destruction of prop-
erty: and whereas the continuance of such
widespread disregard and defiance of law as
pow exisis must, unless checked soon, resuit
in consequences to society itself, as well as 10
the commerce and indastry of the couutry still
more disastrous and deplorable; and whereas
no clase of pecple, however uumerous and in
ather reepects meritorions, can be allowed to
redress their ovwn grievances at the expense of
the peace of socieiy snd by a violation of the
laws: and whereas the course adopted by the
railroad employees as a redress for their griev-
apces {8 in Do wise & reparation, but oo the
contrary an inevilable aggravation of them,
daily diniuishing as it does the ability of the
cenapanies to cmploy and adequately pay them:
ami whereas there cano be ne safety to life, no
protection to property. no incentive to industry,
no steady cuipioyuernt for labor, no just reward
for fi,ezcept in & society governed by laws and
able to enforce them: ¥

Resolved, ''hat an iptellizent and patriotic
regard for all cissses of the people aud their
every interest, social, commercial and indus-
tria! alike, demands that the laws shall be im-
partially aud vigerouslv enjorced thronghout
the land.

Aud whereas, all questions in dispute and 2l
difierences that may arise between empioyera
and the employed are capable of being adjasted
by the processes of civil law or by the remedial
powers of legislation;

Therefore further Resolved. Thatin case exist-
ing law should be founda inadequnte.it will be the
duty of all good citizens, €0 8oon as the present
unhappy state of disorder and social strile is
terminated, to unite in devising efficient meas-
ures whereby such coutroversies may be equi-
tably settled, and, ro'tar as possible, any occa-
sion for their recurrence may be prevented.

But whereas the processcs of civii law and
the resources of local government, whetaer
State or municipal, bave thus far proved inad-
equate to deal with the present emergency aund
to afford protection to society, threatened with
anarchy,

Therefore Resolved, That in order that a
remedy may be applied which shall be coexten-
sive with the evi] and the danger to be over-
come that an urgent and united appeal ought to
be mude to the I'resident of the United States
by the authorities of the eeveral States whose
laws have been set at deflance by resistance too
formidable to be met without the federal aid for
the utmost measure of military protection and
the exercise of all the mihtary power author-
ized by the constitution for the suppression of
domestic violence within the States.

George U, Porter, secretary of the Board of
Trade, was instructed to send copies of the
action taken to President Hayes, Governor Car-
roll and to the Governors of Stutes in which the
present difficulties exizt.

Strikers at Headquarters,
A DELEGATION TO GOVERNOR CARROLL—VIEWS
OF THE EXBCUTIVE ON THE SITUATION.
[Reported for the Baltimore Sun.)

A committeeof railroad men, representing the
interest of the Baltimore and Ounio railroad
strikera, walted on Governor Carroll at the
executive office, city hall. The committee
comprised 4. H. Elder, locomotive engineer, C.
Sheckels, freight conductor,J. F. Honck, freight
fireman, and James Price, brakeman. The
chairman, Mr. Elder, eaid that the committee
had learmed that Governor Carroll desired to
see them and confer with them in the interest
of peace and an amjcable adjustment of existing
troubles.

Gov. Carroll received the committee with
every mark of respect and kindness. He said,
however, that he had not sent for them and was
only informed a short while before that they
were coming, though he was always gratified to
see any and everyone who called upon him as

Governor in regard to matters of public inter-
est. He was especially gratified to see this
committee, and readily gave them his undivided
attention.

Mr. Elder remarked that they had labored
then under a misapprehension, but as they were
there he would take occasion to represent tothe
Governor that the sirike in which they were in-
terested was only to obtain wages which would
enable them to llve. They were not engaged in
any violence, and would not counsel such a
thing., As firemen and brakemen they averaged
only four days work in the week, and whut they
got was totally inadequate to the support of
their families. Mr. Eider then read to Gov.
Carroll the resolutions which had been adopted
by the sirkers, signed by themselves as a com-
mittee representing the whole body of work-
men. These resolutions, he said, had been pre-
sented with sy, gestions for an amicable adjast-
ment to the Baﬁxmore and Ohio Railroad Com-
pany, and they were then awaiting a renly. In
the meantime they had learned that the Gov-
ernor desired to see them, and they came ac-
cordingly. The resolutions which they had were
a8 follows:

At a meeting of the engineers, firemen, brake-
men aud conductors tue following resolutions
were unanimously adopted:

**Resolved, There shall be two clagses of en-
ginemen, at a dzily remuneration of §3 50 per
u]ay tor first-class and $3 per day for second-
class.

‘*Kesolved, That conductors shall be paid no
less than $2 50 per day, and firemen and brake-
meD no iess than §2 per day.

**Resolved, Thai thereshall be men Inreadiness
to take charge of engines on the arrival at their
destination, také sand, clean, firec and house the
same.

“*Regolved, That a quarter dayehall beallowed
each and every man when called on duty azd
pot furnished” work or laid over; and further-
more. there shall be an allowance of half a duy,
making in all one and a half days for Sunday
runulng; and further, that half aday shall be
allowed each and every man in going for and re-
turning on passenger traia for encines.

' Resolved, That the time from Martinsburg to
Cumberland and return shall be two days.

‘““flesolved, That no man shall be discharged
for any act done or participation had in the Iate
strikes, and that all men who have drawn their
time shall be immediately reinstated in their
positions.”

Governor Carroll listened patiently to all tha
was said by the committee, and in reply he tol
them he bad no power to remedy their troubles.
He also eaid in substance, j'In making strikes
you have a number of sympathizers who are
lawless men. xou can be of great use by im-
pressingupon this element the great importance
1o them and to yourselves, as honest workinz-
men, to desist from all violence, for I assure you
it i3 my duty to see that thejlaws;,are enforced
and violence put down, and 1 intend to do it 2t
any cost.””

T'ne several members of the committee dis-
clalimed any connection with rioters or destroy-
ers of property, aud said they had simply de-
manded liviug rates for work, and had abstaincd
from labor until those rates were allowed.

. Goy. Carroll.—**But you have more to do than
eimply abstain from riotous proceedings. You
must not stand behind rioters and let viclators
of the law promote the destruction of property.
You are responsible for the violence that has
been done, whether you were actuaily engaged
1n it or not. You on your part must drive away
from you the evil-disposed people who have
done g0 1nuch harm, and discountenance in the
plainest way everything tending to violence.—
Interference with men who work is cqually a
violation of law with rioting.”

The delegation seemed to be very much im-
pressed with the Governor's firm position and
the daty they owed themselves to discounte-
nuance riot and lawlessness.

The Railroad and the Strike.
SOME FURTHER FACT3—HOW TIE FREIGHT QUES-

TIUN COMES UP—OVERTURES FOR A RETTLE-

MENT.

{Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The Baltimore and Ohio railroad was the last
of the trank lines to make the reduction which
cauged the strike. Four or five days notice was
given of the step intended, and the reduction
went into effect July 16. Notice was given on
the Pennsylyania road in May, and the reduction
took effect June 1. The reduction was accepted
wilbout demonstration. The New York Ceutral
and Erie reduced wages July 1.

Oa the Saturday previous to July 16 some of
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad freight firemen
informed the master of machinery that they
would not accept the reduction, and would re-
fuse to take their trains out. On Monday the
strike occurred.

'he question which presented itself to the
maunagers of the Baltimore and Ohio raiiroad
was whether to keep ouly the few meu neceded
at this season on full pay, or all atreduceg
wages. It was thought betier to give semething
for all to do rather than fill the streets with
more idle men. The officers of the company
gtate that they bave so far tried to keep on as
mapy men as possible, so that all might have u
share of the work. 7TlLey state that there are
plenty of men willing to work all over the ro:d
at the reduced wages,and applications are being
daily received by the master of machinery trom
‘meu who woald go on at once if they bad as-
surauce of safety from wrecking and intimida-
tion. Oue great tronble is with idle meu on-
s1de who 4o not work.

1t is gencrally believed in railroad circles that
men cab be had to move freight trains even now.
The difficulty, however, is that having a long
fine of road hard 1o protect fuil assurance can-
not be given to customers who offer freight.
Shippers demand guarantees for safe delivery of
western and east-bouud freight, which the com-
pany wilt not 83 yet give. Beiug unable thus to
furnish c!ean bills of lading ehippers will not
venturc their goods and run the risk of losx or
detention, especiaiiy of perishable stuff, Asg

soon as the line is suiliciently protected, and |

bushwhackers are made a sajutary example of
by summary punishment, the freicnt business
of the Baitimore aud Ohio railroad will go ou.
The men in al! the workshops of the company
have shown no disposition whatever to stop
work, ana have not done go except by compul-
sion. The difficulty, kowever, is to fiud employ-
ment for them.

Work is goinz on at Mount Clare, Riversile
round-house and Locust Point in Baltimore, at
Martinsburg, Keyser 2and Piedmont, West Vir-
ginia, and at Cumberland,*Maryland, 1heshops
of Grafton and Wheeiing have stopped. '[‘{w
shop-working force altogether 1s about 2.u00
workingmen and agpremices. of whom from
1.200 to 1,300 are in the Baltimore shops. About
200 in all have stopped work for the cause as-
signed. ‘Toe pay of these men was fron: $1 50
to §¢ 25, and under the ten per cent. reduction
would be §1 35 to $2 03, according to capacity,
which would be more satisfactory if they conld
make fuil ttme. There are about 200 road hands
a4t work. The firemen, engincers, conductors
and brakemen on the road woula probable num-
ber from 1,500 to 1,800 in &ll. Of these less than
200 are at work on passenger irains, shifiing eu-
gines, &c.

The men engaced in the strike are still in
ibeir usual places of meeting during the day,
along the lower part of Light strect. They secin
in good epirits and good humored. They say
they become meore determined, united and no-
merous every day. and assert that even the men
who ruan the shilting engines are in sympathy
with the movement. They stste that the writ-
ten statement of the commitice as totheir terms
demanded for wages, which was presented to
Governor Carroll, and is published above, was
prescrted formally to the ‘officers of the Balti-
more and Ohioraiiroad at Camden Station Wed-
nesday. They further state that on yesterday a
proposition was gent to them from the company
offering to guarantee six days work at the re-
duced rates t6 eact man employed, which was
refused. This proposition they said would dis-
charge one half the men and overwork the bal-
ance.

Toe terms fixed by the committec include not
only the matter of wages, but stipulate that all
men discharged on account of the strike are to
be reinstated, and not to be aguin discharged,
except for just cause. They will work, they
say, for what the committee demand or not
work at all. It was learned later. however, that
there was some cdoubt about the rejection of the
six daye overtime. The rates ofiered by the
committee, they claim, is a reduaction of filty
ceuts from the pay received last August. The
cuts on extrs time and heavy loading of engines
have reduced the amount which a man could
earn at least §30a month. Other roads, they
say, allow two brakemen, one flagman, one cou-
dactor, one fireman and one engineer to & train,
while the Baltimore and Ohio railroad, with
beavier grades and trains, allows one brake.
man, one conductor, one enZineer and oue fire-
man, being four men 103ix allowed ou other
roads, The men declare that they had no con-
nection whatever with the rioting and action of
the mob. TIfere mayjhave been persons inthe
riot who were moved by sympathy with them,
but they condemn ail such acts and repudiate
ail persons who indulge in them.

They gay they have no desire to destroy any
property of the company, but eimply to prevent
the running of frefight trains, They did not re-
gard the carrying of an oil train, whica was
moved by the company from Mount Ciare to
Riverside Wednesday night in the light of mov-
ing & freight train from the city, but merely a8
shifting {rom one poiut to another. I'hey knew
the very time it moved, and say that they could
eapily have prevented the train from passing
had they deeirea to do so, but the train had laid
at the Viaduct since the fire Saturday morning,
and they did not care to keep it there. They
&lso knew that the Camden Consolidated O1)
Works were out of oil, and did not wish to de-
prive the company ot it or to have the charters
of the vessels waiting for oil to expire.

The Northern Central Railway.

Everything remained quiet yesterday on the
Baltimore divizion of the Northern Central rail-
way aud Baltimore and Potomac railroad. and
passenger and treight trains were running reg-
ularly. The shop men ang train hands were at
work, and there iz no indication of a strike or
disturbance of any character among the em-
ployees. A committeeof the train men waited
on Superintendent Wilking and presented a se-
ries of resolutions adopted al a meeting on
Wednesday. They agked some concessions irom
the company, bearing chiefly on local arrange-
ments, whick Mr. Wilkins ageured them wonid
receive careful considerstion in 8 few days,
when the affairs of the country become settied.
The trainmen asked that what is known with
them ar two-tenths time, or two houre' pay for
taking a freigat traim to Cauton after coniiny

from Marysville, ehall be made a half day: that
double freight trains be discoutinued; that the
four classes for engineers and conductors be
reduced to two; that no objection be made
hereafter to men who have participated 1n meet-
ings or been members of committees, and that
membership in brotherhoods or workmen’s so-
cieties shall not be prejudicial to any employee’s
standine with the company. Oune of the resolu-
tions referred to a grievance involving certain
treatment from superiors which they asked to
be corrected. No allusion was made to strik-
g, and it was evident the committee did not
gionsider that course a8 being under contempla-
on.

The running of ‘‘double trains” has been &
source of complaint among railroad wmen for
some time. The arrangement is to run donble
trains on levels and split them at steep grades,
thus reducing the nnmber of crews.

There are four classes for engineers and cop-
ductors in the Pennsylvampia reilroad system,
and promotions from the firemen and brakemen
are to the fonrth grade, requiring a year in each
grade before the first prade is reached. Some
railroad officials have thought the classes too
numerous, and there is a probability that the
old rule, or two classes, will be restored.

Mr. Wilkins took up the resolutions singiy,
and said he would settle some of them on the
spot. IHe told them they might belong to as
many brotherhoods as they wished, as that did
not wterlere with the performance of their du-
ties. No one could object to anything deme at
the meetings or by their committees, but he
thought it not advisable to continue meetings
at preseut, because they had no good resuits,
and only served to keep up the excitement.
Tre other questions in the resolutions Mr. Wil-
king eaid would be discussed at couferences to
be heid at the earliest practicable day. The
committee retired after a satisfactory interview.

Mr. Thomas A. Scott, president, yesterdey
telegraphed Mr. Wilkias approving of the tenor
of bis remarke to the men on Tuesday and Wed-
nesday. Mr. Scott said they had gmdnced good
results in Philade)phia, aud had been approved
by the press of the city. Mr. Wilkins stated in
conversation that what was now reguired was
to bave the main line of the Pennsylvania road
opened as early as possible, 80 that the North-
ern Central men can go to work on full time.
The indications last nizht were that Mr. Scott
will start treight trains to-day. 1% was stated
that enough men to do the work can beob-
tained without difficulty. and the concentration
of United States troops aloang the line had been
quietly going on yesterday.

RECRUITING AND TRAINING TROOPS--FURTEER
ENLISTMENTS—MILITIA ON A WAR-FOOTING, ETC,

[Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The oftice of Adjutant General F. A. sond, at
Governor Carroll’s Headquarters, city hall, Bal-
timore, continued yestcrday the centre of mili-
tary activity in the etfort to speedily put in the
fleld three thourand infantry ana a fuli battery
of lighy artillery. The recruiting for the infantry
progresscs siowly, aithough all the arme, ac-
coutrements, uniforms, ordnauce, commissary
and medical stores ueeded, as well as camp
equipaze, tents, &c., have been procured to
comiurtably provide for such a force. Officers
and eniisted men are allowed the same pay and
rations as regulura, and all the money necessary
has been readily placed at the disposal of the
commander-in-chief by public-spirited citizeus.

FIFTH REGIMENT, M. N. G,

The Fifth Regiment, Col, W. P. Zollinger,
which has been stationed for a week at Camden
Station, remains in that position. It was found
impracticabie to go into camp on ground near
envugh to the station to be convenient, so the
tents yet remain among the guartermaster’s
stores. Adjutaut Geperal Bond, however, is de-
sirous that all the troops should go nto cnmg if
possible, a8 tents are considered bealthier than
houses'at thie season of the year. The Fifth
bas two freight depote, giving them ample
quarters. Camp fires burnin front of the quar-
ters, and the men do their own cooking, instcad
of messing as heretofore in the station restan-
rants. Rations of bacon, bread aud coffee are
issued by Commissary Johnson. Company b,
Cupt. Brown, have & cooking car. They are
luxurious. On Wednesday they had crab soup,
and yesterday bean soup aud steamed crabs,
served by Corporal ‘Mcalister and private Mc-
Laughlin, who display many accomplishments
as caterere. Company H wae in luck, having re-
ceived two dozen chiickens us a giit, aod the
men say they fare as well in consequence ag
preachers at a camp-meeting.

Gep. Herbert yesterdsy sent a letter to Gov,
Carroll, through Adjutant Gen. Bond, announc-
ing the election of Captain W, P. Zollinger as
colonel ot the Fifth Regiment, and respectfully
requesting that his commission be dated Jaly
%1, for valiant and meritorious conduct.

The Situation at Cumberland.

CTMBERLAND, Md., July 26.—The three com-
panies of the Eighteenth Infantry Revimeut
arrived at Grafton thie evening. A good deul
of excitement attended their arrival. but there
was no disorder. 1'hie Matthews truards have
returned to Wheeling from Martivsburg. Order
prevailed along the entire line to-day. The oil,
which was all removed without tue city limits
during the day, is guarded by twenty special
officers of the railroad. The county aunthoritiex
are now desirous to get it outside of the county
limits to avoid any responsibility for damages
in case of destructionor injury. Itis tbougnt
there is no law empowering the county authori-
ties to order ita removal.

Preliminary steps have been taken in this
city for the formation of five miliary companies,
eighty men esch, Plenty of good material can
be had here, and there will be uo trouble in fill-
ing the companies to their full quots. The
ofticial comnrunication tendering each of the
five companpies was forwarded to Gov. Carroli
yesterday. It is proposed to go into camp near
the city limits as soon as organized, with a
commarndant from the regulsar army, whom, it
is said, can be appointed under the act of Con-
grees relating to military schools,

The Grand Army of the Republic post met
here to-night with a view to similarly organ-
izing.

On account of the blockade in the railrosa
coal men are freely offering ninety cents, the de-
mands of the boaimen beiug a dollar per ton.
It is stated ag very liKelythat the cauval com-
pany will make ap the difference by giving the
boatmen & bonus of $10 or §15 on each boat. it
is proposed to do this in preference to reducing
the tolls, as the benefit will result directly to
the boatmen. If this proposition is made, the
canal blockade will goon be raised.

Arrangements were agreed on to-day for ship-
ping Western Maryland railroad freight over the
canal. Embrey & Cushwa and Stetfey & Find-
lay, Williameport shippers of the freight, have
sufficiently satisfled the boatmen that the rate,
50 cents a ton, will not be reduced for the season.
Four boate loaded with coal feft here to-day,
and erix others will leave to-morrow for Wii-
lLiamsport under tais arranrement, A csrload
of grain came through with the western train
this evening. and part of it wili be shipped to
Frostburg to relieve the immediate wants of tne
mincers.

K. Douglas sent a reply to' the
mayor and citizens of Cumberjand to-day stating
that the railroad authorities will grant every
facility for the shipment of provisions.

The Strike and the Outlook in the

Lackawanna Valley—Work Stopped

—Mines Flooded--Ruinous Prospect.

SCRANTON, PA., July 26.—The mail traip from
Binghamton to New York arrived here afew
minutes before 10 this morning, with nothing
but an engine and mail car, T'he Rev. Mr.
Noble, of Newark, who came here on the mail
car last night to gee his daughter. was ordered
out of thc car. The Scranton mail was put
aboard and the engine passed on, the fireman
receiving instructions from the signal commit-
tee to allow no one to ride on the eungine
or mati car. The men are determined not to
vield, the company equally determined not to
concede.

The strike is spreading and has now reached
every industry in the valley., 'Ghis morning a
committee of fifteen, representing the mine en-
gineers, pump hands, carpenters, blacksmiths,
and outside laborers in the employ of the Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and Western Company,wait-
cd on the coal saperintendent, W. R. Storrs, and
demanded an advance ot 25 per cent. in their
wages. He telegraphed at once to President
Sloan and received an answer to the cfiect that
Mr. Sloan was surpriged by the conduct of the
men 1u the face ¢f the depressed situation of af-
tairs, and regretting that tike company could not
at present grant the demand. At 6 o’clock to-
nicht everything stopped and the Diamond
mine is rapidly flooding. This will entaila vast
losg, a3 some of the mines could not be got
ready for work again inside of two yeara.

An experienced coal man toid me a few mo-
ments ago the Dtamond mine could not be

repared for work in five years if once flooded.

t is a valuable mine and has been in operation
over twenty years. The company have been
removing their cars and mules from the mines
all day in anticipation of the flooding, and it is
expected that in ja short time Scranton will be
a descrted viliagze if the mines are abandoned to
we flooding.

A mass meeting of miners has just been held
in the round woods west of thia city. Avout
10,000 persons were present, and the proceed-
ings were orderly and determined. A dispatch
was read from President Sloan stating that the
company could not accede to the demand for
twenty-five per cent. advance, and the men de-
cided to die rather than return to work at the
reduced rate.

Resolutions were adopted requesting the sa-
loon-keepers not to close their places of busi-
uneys, and also asking the mayor by what right
he appointed one hundred speciat police when
there was no disturbance of the peace.

The Lehigh anlseﬁli!len at a Stand
Still.

PHILADELPEIA, July 26.—Everything is at a
stand-still on the Lehigh Valley., The calm of
yesterday aud last night proved to be the calm
that precedes the storm. The Lehigh Valley
has been iicked up in tife flood-tide of the labor
crisis. While the officials of the Lehigh Valley
road were iast night congratulatine themselves
on the contented coudition of their employees
the cogineers. fircmen apd brakemen were hold-
jne s large meeting at South Easton. At this
meeting resolutions were adopted demanding of
the company a restoration of the old wages,
prescribing whom the compauy shounld employ
and other matters: also that & failure to comply
by the company by 6 o'clock this evening shoula
be canse for astrike to be inaugurated at 9
o'clock.

This atternoon these resolutions were sent to
the Lebigh Valley office at thie place without
gignature. Mr. Sayre, the superintendent, how-
ever, at once sent an suswer to be bulletined at
the eastern depot. He said that the company
was paying the men all they could, and if they
were to comply with the demands of the men
the road would bave to be run at a loss. These
wages were: For envineers, §2 80 to $3; fire-
mewn, $1 S0 to $2 25; brakemen, $1 48; and flag-
men, §1 45. The strike bezan at Wilkesbarre
last eveniny, bat it was not_until this morning
that everything was stopped, while nine o'clock
to-night wae the hour officially set.

This place waa selected becanse of the long
up grade that begins herc and runs for sixteen
miles, the grade rising over one hundred fect to
the mile. Thus far the railroad men have met
with no drawbacks. Large meetings of work-
ingmen, which includes railroaders and miners,
have been held to-day. The men appear to be
anxious to preserve peacc, and say in their
gpecches that they will protect property. Many
miners atruck to-day for their back pay. These
sugument the crowds of idle men who tbrong
about the depots constantly.

The citizens met to-day and a large number of
epecial police volunteered to act in case of an
emergency. Superintendent Sayre takes it very
quietly. He says the company does not propose
to fight the strikers, but will shut up shops,
house, engines, cars and suspeund all its em-
ployees, and let them come back when they get
ready. Ue telegraphed to Suoperintendent
Packer, of the New York division, **Yon may
a3 well abaundon all your trains. close your shops
and go a fishing.”” Tre Bethlehem Wron Com-
pany men will probably joiu, and other mines
on the road will have tostop at once

[Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]
The Situatioun in Pittshurg—Offers
of the Ntrikers—Proposition to the

Penusylvania Company—President

Scott's Response—Too Late for Com-

proinise.

PITTsBURG, July 26.—The strikers onp the
Fort Wayneroad notified Superintendent Layng
this morning that they wonld furnish tor a lim-
ited number of mail trains crews to run them.
and that 1f the men could be found to ran them
the company was at liberty to run what trains
they desired. This would indicate that they
feel sure in their confidence that all are true to
their union.

Search warrants were issued to-day by the
autborities, and wagon loads of stolen goods
from freight cars were fouud and seized.

A beavy force of State troops are ordered by
Gov. Hartranft to assemble st Blairaville immo-
diately. The Governor and staff, with several
batieries and detachments of troops, left Phila-
deiphia to-night for Blairsville. 1Thig may indy
cate trouble. It is perhapssin connection with
the feacral movements.

Superintendent Pitcairn, of the Pennsylvania
railroad, returued to the city yesterdayv, after
Leing secreted two days in fear of hig life, al-
though heis generally well liked by thestrikers.

‘To-day a conference was held between Pit-
cairn and a committee of cight representing
etrikers with the view if possible of healing
the troubles.  The atrikers made four demands,
as follows: First, that che ten per cent. redue-
ticu be restored to them; asecond, that double-
headcrs be done away with; third, that clae-
gitication of engiceera and conductors be abol-
ished; fourth, that all strikers be reinstated
in their positions. Fitcairn telegraphed to
President Thos. A. Scott the demands of the
strikers and received an answer to the effect
that it was too iate to compromise. 'T'hat the
State and national governments would ot per-
mit it under the present circumstances, and as
the company might be held particep criminis.

President Scott said that, notwitastanding
what bad occurred, he bad no hard feelings
against the strikers. He advised tlem all to go
to work again, and when the utmost quiet
would be restored, and the road agan in good
running order, he would be happv to meeta
committee of them in Philadelphia with a view
of arranging the dificuities re{ative 10 wages,
Tne couference came to no counclusion, and
another meeting will be held within twenty-
four hours to allow the committee of eight to
hear the response of the strikers to Mr. Scott's
proposition.

The Situation at Philadelphia ana
Harrisburg.

PRILADELPHIA, July 26.—Everything is qutet
at West Philadelphia to-day. The passenger
traflic thus far hus been light. but New York
trains take out about the usnal number of pae-
sengers. Therc have been no arrivals of freight
trains from the West to-day. Six more rioters
were arraigned before police magistrates this
morning and held in 85,000 each to anawer.

The police in breaking up a meeting at Fourth
and Berks streets to-night were stoned bya
crowd of about twenty-five hundred men, aod
geveral shots were fired at them. A desperate
fight ensued. The police saythev fired in the
air, but when the affair was over the body of a
boy about seventeen vears old was found dead,
witha builet in bis head. Several of the police
were 1pjured by fiying missiles. The unforta-
pate boy was shot from beuind by some of the
rioters.

Gov. Hartranft, of Pennavlvania, has iseued
ordera to the State troops that in all cases they
are to miove in compact bodies and uader no
Jicumatances to fire except by order of the

officer in command. Tihe rioters are to be
notified that they will be fired npon unless they
gromptly dizperse. The order to fire will then

e deliberately given, and every soldier will be
expected to firc with effect. The firing will
continue until the mob disappears.

The situation remains unchanged at Harris-
burg. No excitement.

ANOTHER OUTRAGE UPON PASSENGKRS,

PHILADELPHIA, July 26.—It is reported that
four prssenger coaches were cut from train No.
2 on the Lehigh Valley road at Fair View, and
the passengers are now on the mountaing, eight-
een miles from Wilkesbarre.

TIHIE NEW YORK ROADS.
Terms of Settlement of the Erie Dif-
ficulty.

HORNELLSVILLE, N. Y., July 2.—The follow-
ing 1s the substance of the conditions of the
settlement of the strike:

The men are to go to work at the uniform re-
duction of ten per cent.; free rentals of land oc-
cupied salong the track by ackuowledging the
company’s title; no discharges on account of
the strike; no arrests nnless for dangerous crim
inal offenses, and the restoration of the dis-
charged committee men left to the company.

The Governor has been requested by tele-
graph to remove the troops, and the guard will
be relieved to-morrow. General salisfaction is
felt on all sides.

RESUMPTION AT SYRACUSE.

SyracUsE, N. Y., July 26.—Late last night at.

& meeting of the strikiug brakemen, firemen and
conductors held at Kast Syracuse it was unani-
mously resolved to resume operations of the
road this morning. All the trains will be
started at the earliest possible moment, prepa-
rations baving been made for that purpose.
VANDERBILT AND HIS MEN,

ALBaNY, N. Y., Jn]{ 26.—A mceting of the
strikers was held at West Albany. when Mr.
Vanderbilt’s reply to the committee was pre-
sented. The latter said it was not & question
of money, but honor and principle, and he conid
notf promise to do anything for them now. A com-
mittee of 8ix was then appointed te confer with
the brakemen and firemen relative to quitting
work. The officera of the meeting were directed
to publish a notice in the newspapers of the
city requesting the West Albauy workmen to
keep away from the shops until the differences
between the workmen and officers of the road
are settled. After a speech from a workman
named O’Neil the meeting adjourned.

Things Resuniing their Normal Con-
dition in New York.

NEw YoRrK, July 26.—All trouble or fear of
riots from railroad strikes appears to be at an
end. Everything 8o far is guiet ia this city and
Brooklyn though the police and military are
both held in readiness. Preparations are being
made in Brooklyn to ﬁive the Second Regiment
& warm welcome on their return.

Evervthing was quiet at the Grand Central
and Hudson River railroad depot up to s late
hour thia afternoon. Dispatches were received
by Superintendent Toucey to-day from Albany,
West Albany, Dewitt and Buffaio, gayinz that
there wag no disturbance there, and that trains
were being run without molestation from stri-
kers. The men had resumed work at Dewitt,
and the shops at West Albany would resume
to-morrow.

A meeting of workingmen was held at Cooper
Union Hall to-night, and resolutions sympathiz-
ing with the strikers were passed. Some
buncombe epeeches were made as ususl. A
meeting of the Bread-winners’ Leazue was held
and resolutions pagsed throwing the blame for
the loss of life and property on the railroad
corporations.

The Erie railway commenced to receive local
and through Western freights at all its stations
in New York city to-day, it being the first in
that respect to raise the blockade. A general
order has 8lso been issued by the company to
its agents resuming the sale of tickets to all per-
song on the main line and branches; also to
Western cities over such of its connecting lines
as are at present running passenger trains. 'I'he
employees along the line have gone to work
again with alacrity, even at the reduced rates.

Buffalo markets arc quiet to-day; flour un-
changed. Wheat inactive; no sales reported.
Corn quiet: rejected at 53 cents; No, 2, 544a54%
cents.

Matters at DBuffalo—Resistance
Crushed Out.

Borravro, July 26.—Comparative quiet reigns
here at this hour. The Sevemy-tourﬁ: Regiment
has just returned home. A number of arrests
of vagrants were made this afternoon by the
Yo]ice. in some few instances after a scrimmage.

Pagscnger traing on the New York Central,
Erie and Lake Shore roads were sent out this
afternoon. Additional trains will be sent out
to-morrow. When the Elmira mail train on the
Erle road this morning was ready for a start,
the firemsn was ordered to desist and was taken
from the engine. Assistance was called for,
the yard closed DLy military and police, and the
traic nnder a guard of fifteen policemen moved
out. It was reported at Attica at noon.

NEW JERSEY.

A Long Branch Pzassenger Train

Stoned by Strikers.

Loxa Braxca, N.J., July 26.—Tae passengers
leaving on the 9.10 train on the Central railroad
last evening were ordered out of the train,
which was stopped by strikers at Elizabethport.
They were compelied to walk to'Elizabeth. a
distance of three miles, where they took train
for New York.

On the road between Elizabethport and New-
ark the train was etoned by the strikers, and
the passengers were compeiled to Jie down on
the floor of the cars for safery.

The resnmption of work on the Morris and
Essex road is recelved with joy at Newark, N.
J., by ¢employecs and citizens.” A freight train
on the Newark and New York branch was stoned
to-day by roughs. The Governor offers $500 re-
ward for each of the men engaged in this
business.

Riot at Port Morris.

MorrisTowN, N. J.,July 26.—Dispatches re-
ceived here by the sherift at 7.30 o'clock this
evening announce & riot at Port Morris, about
fiftecn miles west of here. Port Morris is the
great coal depot of the Morris and Hssex rail-
road.

THE WEST.

A Battle with the Mob in Chieazo—
Hot Work for Police and Cavalry—
‘The Rioters Beaten—Several Killed
and Wounded.

CHICAGO, July 26.—The mob of last night
gathercd 1n force on South Side this moru-
ing. and repewed its depredations and acts of
violence. They began with some 2,000 and the
crowd swelled to a multitude before noon.
They showed savage bravado and seemed tear-
less of death itself. However, when some 500
police, under officer Rainy. charged them they
broke up, after & hot encounter. 'T'hey reunited
again shortly and prepared for another en-
counter at Sixteenth street and Halstead street
viaduct, where an interchange of shotz and
stones succeeded. %t’

'The police being reinforced, broke info the
mob with a vell that was heard for blocks away.
Reinforcements, consisting of a new squad of
police and a company of armed cavalry, under
Col. Agramont, bezan, in conjunciion with the
police, & deadly onslaught, the result of which
i8 imperfectly known, and reported variously.
One report, which is probably exaggerated, says
twelve were kilied and 150 wounded; another
that three were killed and fifty wounded. Cer-
tainly more than thrce were killed. ,

At 11.40 o’clock the artiliery left their quar-
ters for the scene ol contlict, which was re-
sumed at the corner of Halstead and Sixteenth
strects, and a fcw mingtes after the booming of
cannon was heard. Tife telegraph wires had
been cut by the mob, and for a time the wildest
rumors prevailed.

Later.—The police have disperaed the crowd

{ on Halstead street, where fights occurred this

moruing, and everything is quiet there. 'The
mounted police are patrolling that section, and
allow no gatherings of any kind., ‘The truth
about the cannon firing seems to be that artil-
lery did fire two shots, but that the guuns were
loaded with nothing but powder. The number
of casualties reported is large,

At present the mob seems to be pretty well
broken up, but probably will gather again be-
fore midnight.

A gang of the mob ran a passenger train off
the track at T'wentieth street this morning, and
after allowing the passengers to escape smashed
the windows and furniturc of several cars, ARl
the cigarmakers in the city bave struck. The
Second Reyiment, the mounted police and the
reguiar veteran force of Chicage were on the
scene of the battle. The Governor thig morning
applied for United States troops and the Presi-
dent PTOmeli granted them. Orders were irsued
accordingly through the War Department. The
Boara of T'rade has temporarily suspended their
rulea, eo tuat business (here is virtuallyata
stand still.

Some cutting of telegraph wires occurred this
afternoon on the Chicago and Northwestern
railroad, and the mob attempted to prevent the
telezraph force from replacing them. The
railway officials are awaiting developmeunts,
ruumng very few wrains and making uno terms
with thestrikers. The Audubor Guu Club has
called a meeting of sportsmen to ald in preserv-
ing order.

6.33 P. M.—At this houor the precise situation
as learned by dispatches and by reports of press
reporters on the ground is this: The rioters
have been busy ail day in various parts of the
town, but chiefly between Canal and Green
streets and between Twelfthand Twenty-Second
strecte. ‘I'he fizhtinghas been carried on within
these limits almost exclusively, and has been
continuous and bloody, if not as fatal as might
be expected. The police have rarely been the
aggressors, but whenever they have attempted
to dbreak up a mob they have in the long rum
succeeded.

The mob is insulting and ready for trouble at
any moment, but has a wholegome fear of the
regiments and mounted police, and of the United
States troops who are either on the ground or
in close proximity to the trouble the entire
time. They have arms of the most effective
sort, and wheneverthey appear the mob scatter.
The police do not command so great respect,
because the impression prevails that they will
cenerally fire tco high or shoot blank cartridges.
The arrests have been numerous, and hardly a
man has been taken to the station-hoase with-
out arush being made to release him and a con-
scquent interchange of shots.

The last attempt reported to jail prisoners,
geveral wagon Joads in number, was succeseful
only after ajbardifight at the Halstead strcet via-
dact, which seems to be the raliying point of
the etrikers and mob.

Tbe pelice begin to complain that they are

being shot and stoned down in that vicin
ag the rioters, whenever the military disappe!
attack themin that loculity witn stones ath
pistols.

A Timee reporter was attacked by a crowd on
Halstead street a few moments ago, and re-
eponded by shootieg one man. Oneof the police
has just been dangerously wounded. The fore-
man of the Illinois Packing Company, just in
from the stock yards, says the men attempted
to work this morning, but were driven off by
the mob. Hesays $125,000 worth of meat will
be epoiled to-day in this establishment.

But four men are reilably reported killed as
yet. The entire force of United States troops
expected a1ie now here. They are six compa-
nies of the Ninth Regiment infautry. Societies
for %rotection have been formed inalmost every
ward.

The National Life Insurance Company of the
Uunited States of America, notifles its policy-
holders that they will not vitiate their policies
by aiding in any capacity to suppress the riots.
¢ The tiring at the viaduct was less deadly than
expected. 'I'wo volleys were gent into the mob,
which had the effect of dispersing it probably for
the night. No casualties are reported.

The total number of those known to be killed
to-day cannot cxceed fitteen. Of these three
bodies are atjthe morgune;others have been taken
in charge by their friends. Doubtiess others
have been mortally wounded aud the facts con-
cealed by the mob. L]

A rumor is current to-night that a band of
deprcdators is on Milwaukee avenue, in north-
ern Chicago, but lacks confirmation and is
probably untrue. The pames of those killed are
8o difficalt as reported that they cannot he given
with certajnty to-night. They are generally
unpronouncable Poiish, Bohemiam and other
foreign names. None of the police have received
dangerous woundsa. ‘They behaved gallantly, as
did the Second Regiment.

THE PACIFIC COAST.
Incendiarism and Riot in San Fran-
cisco--Conflict Between Citizens and

Rioters—The Mob Stormed and De-

feated.

SAN FraNcisco,July 26.—The citizens' commit-
tee assembled last evening at Horticultural Hall,
Wm.T. Coleman, president,called the meeting to
order. He had scarcely done 8o when it was
announced that a fire had broken out in a larce
lumber-yard, near the Pacitic Mail dock, the ob-
ject being to burn the company’a property. One

undred of the committee, armed with clubs,
at once bastened to the scene, followed soon by
one hundred more. The rest of the committee
were then told off in companies by wards, and
with the exception of about two hundred pro-
teeded to the city hall to await orders from the
chief of police. Sixty were dispatched to Sixth
and Howard streets, and dispersed a crowd en~
gaged in umashing Chinese honses.

All the comnmittee were armed with clubs and
nearly all with pistols. About thre: thousand
vigilants were on duty in the city. Apother fire
broke out at the corner of Stockton street and
Broadway, and was extinguished by 10 o’clock,
and order restored there, The fire in the lum-
ber yards continned raging, and one man was
reported shot whilc cutting hose, Another was
run over by a hose carriage and killed. Atthe
mail steamship docks, where the lumber fire
was raging, the excitement was intense. A
crowd numbering about 10,000 had guthered.
The wharves, inmber and coal-yards i1a which
the fire was raging were surrounded on the
land side by a fence running near the bottom of
a steep hill Jeading up to St. Mary’s Hospital,
Oun top of this hill a crowd had assembled.
While a portion of them attempted to set fire to
the fence the police and citizens attempted to
drive them off, and were met by a shower of
stones from the hill. The hill was then stormed
in the face of a hot fueilade of stones and the
mob began firing pistols. The force anawered
with a volley, and getting to close quarters used
their clubs with telling effect.

In the charge a young man, the note teller in
the London and San Frauncisco Bank. fell, prob-
ably fatally wounded. Another citizen is re-
ported shot dead, and a great many were
wounded more or less seriously by stoues and
pistol shote. Severa! of the rioters were killed
and wounded. At least one hundred shots were
fired into the mob. About & dozesn were taken
to the drug stores near the scene of action, more
or less severely injured. This charge broke
the couraze of the mob, many of whom
were captured, and a long chain being stretched
across in front of the mail dock they were man-
acled to it for sufe keeping. The mob at no
time obtained accesa to the mail dock, which
was closed, strongly guarded, and several can-
non planted commanding the entrance.

In the meantime the fire had burned immense
quantities of lumber, mosgtly belonging to Simp-
son Bros., McDonaid, Mills & Co., and Starbuck
and Goldstein; also the wood yards of O’Con-
nell & Higgius and Collins, and & great deal of
similar property owned by various parties. The
ships at the wharves were huarriedly towed to
places of safety.

‘I'ne firemen after the first outbreak were well
protected and worked with but slight hindrance.
The driver of hose cart No. 1 is reported to have
becn shot dead by the mob, but there were no
other casualties among the members of the force.

After the police and citizens had disperscd the
mob a portion of the latter, inclnding some who
had been raiding on Howard and Tolson streets,

athered in the vicinityof the Grand and Palace

otels, on Market atreet. Some of them peune-
trated into Kearny street. Here they were met
by a force of citizens and driven back to Mar-
ket street, while another detachment of citizens
and police marched along Moutgomery street,
and taking the crowd between them punished
them severely and scattered them. The rioters
then began roaming in small gangs over that
portion of the city lying sonth of Market street,
closely watched by the police and citizens.

The anti-coolie meeting which had been

called met early in the evening near City Hill,
There was not a very large ¢rowd, perhaps
trom five to eight hunared people. The speeches
from the stand and the utterances of the crowd
were of the most incendiary unature. ’‘i'nreats
were openly made to clean out Chinatown and
attack the residents aud railroad authorities,
and from what could be Jearnea by circulating
.amoug the crowd it would appear that Friday
evening had been fixed upon for the demonstra-
tion in that direction. During the evenirz men
were detected distributing printed slips in en-
velopes marked “A Warning.” The slips were
as follows:

v Pro Bono Publico.—The attention of the thou-
sand and one will be drawn to any avd &ll prem-
ises where Chinecse are employed or allowed.
Property owners, ingurance cowmpanies and em-
ployers may make a note of thiz while there is
time aud before the avengers of oppreszed labor
tounder at your doors.

“THOUSAND AND ONE.”

The whole city is patroled by squads of polica
and citizens. Four thousand stand of arms were
received from the United States arzenal at Beni-
cia by the late boat, also an abundant supply of
ammunition and one thousund revoivers,—
These will be dietributed to the members of the
committee of safety as required. Thecitizens and
authorities fuily apprehend the true situation of
aftaire, and vigilance will not be fer a moment
relaxed. Careful observations of those com-
posing the mob lead to the belief that the work-
ingmen formed an exccedingty smail portion of
it, the greal body being of the prononuced idle
oodium type.

‘The committee of safety and municipal au-
thorities conferred with Admiral Murray to-day,
which resulted in the Pensacola being anchored
in the stream opposite the Pacific mail dock,
and the Lackawaunns at the foot of the Market
street. Admiral Murray states that he is nre-
pared to land a force of marines and blue
jackets in case of further riot. ‘Ihe position of
tibe Pensacola will euable her to sweep away
any mob which may rather at the mail dock.

tix-soldiers of the Union and Confederste ar-
mies met at five o’clock this afternoon at Horti-
caltural Hall to etfect an orzanization of compa-
nies and regiments, and secure arms and ammu-
pition. No further leniency wiil be shown the
mob. Members of the committee of safety will
be provided with the most approved w:apons,
and general orders have heen given to shoot

down any person caught in-the act of demolish- .

ing property or interfering to prevent the ex-
tinguishment of fire:. No risk 13 to be taken,
but tire police and militia are to tire into any
crowd upon (he first demounstration. Carefal
estimates place the Jo:ses by lust uighi’s fize at
#80,600.

#UPPLE3SION OF THE STRIKLS,

WasninaroN. July 26.—With the exception
of the State of Texas the whole fouth has now
been =tripped of troops toaid in ruppressingthe
ingurrection in the North and West, and if the
pien which has been considered is carried out,
of whiclh there now seemd no reason to dount,
it;is quite possibie that both the Peunsylvania
aud the Baltimore and Ohio may in a few days
be moving their freight traing withont inter-
ruption cither with or withiout the concurrence
of the strikers.

Now that those who have been engazed in ob-
structing the progress of the trains have been
made fufly awure of the penaities to which tiiey
are subjecting themselves it is net to be ex-
pected that they will make further violent de-
monsirations at the principal points where
froops are stationed. It is thought 1o be prac-
ticable to picket all the exposed points on both
roads, and the disposition will be such that the
regular troops wili be posted at the places of
greatest danger. I'his will be doue not only be-
cause they cau be better managed, bat because
of the undonbted effect of their presence. There
was & great feeling of velief here to-day in ofti-
cial circles at the happy termination of the com-
munistic meeting in New York.

It was perfectiy well understood that there
was to be no temporizing, as has ucfortunately
beenthe case everywhere else, but at the very
first eignal of an outbresk ihe rioters were to
be dealt with according to Napoleon’s method.
If the same plan had been pursued in the begin-
ning in Chicago ; the occurrences of to-day
would bave been avoided. Railroad financiers
all say that in the immense damage to all the
material interests of the country caused by the
rioters must be inciuded the  destruction of
Americaa railroad credit in Europe.

1t js believea that it will be many a day before
European capitalists will invest any more money
in the securities of the railroads of the United
States. The effect of this will of course be very
depressing, and, as in the c¢+sc of all the other
damage they have wrought, the strikers ana
those they represeunt will suffer their full share,
Comment has been caused_here by the upward
tendency of stocks in New York. It is ascribed
to rhe fact thai the Jay Gould interest, which
was caught with an immmeanse line of stocks, are
bulling the market until theysucceed in unload-
ing, when there will be a fearful tumtle.

, TULBing with perfect regulanty.
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A CooL SuBJECT AT A HoT TIME.—An ex-
pedition to the North Pole, or Symmes’s Hole,
is an agreeable thing to talk about in hot
weather. What it may be to take a part in
when the thermometer is down to zero is a dif-
ferent question. It is almost an object of
envy now to think of men who can go away
from a land perturbed by strikes, and ina gen-
erally overheated state, morally and physically,
and pitch their tents in upper Greenland, so
that they may be comewhere in the neignbor-
hood of the pole. This expedition, called the
Howgate colony, is & novelty in Arctic explora-
tions. The author of the plan 18 Capt. . W.
Howgate, ofthe United States navy, and it orig-
inated in the idea of Dr. Hallthat discoveries
at the North Pole might best be eflected
by means of men acclimatized by residence at
gome point in upper Greenland, so that they
may approach the Pole, accustomed and hard-
dened to the rigor and darkness of the climate.
Capiain Howgate was for gome years conuected
with the weather signal service, and had con-
sidered the projegt already broached by Lieut.
Weypnecht aud German scientists, of making
permanent colonies for the purpose of observ-
ing meteorology, geology and natural history
and phenomena of every kind at various points
in the Arctic regions. The compauny that was
to sail Wedneeday from New London, Conn.,
one of the best seaports on the Atlantic coast,
includes Captain Howgate, Captain Tyson, &
veteran Arctic seaman; a naturalist, a meteor-
ologist and geographer, and ten sailors. Gen.
Myer, of the signal service, has fitted them out
with weather instruments. A great many
novel things will be taken out with the expe-
dition, such as balloons, and a life raft that is
both boat and sledge, invented by Com. Ammon.
The plan is to stop and spend the winter
where it 18 practicable to coal and obtain other
necessaries for the colony which is expected up
the next summer to be eastablished farther
north, near Lady Franklin bay. These things
have been done by private enterprise. Scien-
tific men in Europe, &8 well as in this country,
take warm interest in the enterprise. It is be-
lieved that the Austrians, Dutch and English
will establish similar colonies, until the pole is
compietely surrounded by scientific investiga-
tors. Among those of our countrymen who
have contributed to the expenses of the expedi-
tion is Americus 8ymmes, descendant of John
C. Symmes, of the United States army, a native
of New Jersey, who propounded a theory that
the earth is hollow, opeu at the poles and hab-
itable within, containing several other concen-
tric hoilow spheres, Mr. Americus Symmes,
in advocacy of a thorough investigation of the
North Pole, points to Dr. Kane’s open sea, and
recalls how Capt. Perry, in his third Arctic
voyage, found the ice growing thinner as be
went northward. Ross, too, aud thore men of
Kane's who discovered the open sea felt the
warm winds from the north. It has also been
remarked of many birds and beasts that they go
north in the fall and return in the spring fat,
and bringing their young with them, from
which it is arguned that they do not gotoa
colder region. If Capt. Howgate’s party are
successful in their present Arctic expedition, it
will be more than anv other expedition has
accomplished, and more than any one expects
from this expedition except the members and
promoters of it.

THE ARMY AND STATE AND FEDERAL POWER.
The New York Times and other repuhlican
papers are attempting to revive the ultra-repub-
lican doctrine of a large standing army and a
ptrong central government, They base their
argument on the inability of the States in such
an exigency as now exists to represg internal
disorders without appealing to the federal gov-
ernmeunt for assistance. The Times charges
the democratic party with not only opposing a
strengthening of the federal army, but with
having weakened it numerically already. In so
far as resisting the centralizing policy of the
cxtreme wing of the republican party is con-
cerned we presume that the democrats will
readily acknowledge that it is true. But that
the strength of the army was reduced by ihe
democratic majority in the House of Repre-
sentatives at the last session of Congress, as
the Times insinuates, is certainly not correct.
The army to-day, in point of numbers, is what
the republicans put it at when they were doma-
nant in both houses of Congress. All that the
democratic majority of the House did at the
last session was to stipulate that the army
should no longer be used to the detriment ot
local self-government .in the Southern States,
and based the appropriation for izs support on
the concurrence of the Senate in that stipulation.
The Senate refused to concur and the appro-
priation fell through, No reduction was made
in the force,which remained numerically what
it was before and what it still is. The fact that
the troops were not wanted at the South has
since been demonstrated by President Hayes,
who withdrew them in pursuance of his con-
ciliatory volicy. It has also been demonstrated
that there are quite enough of them to meet
even an exigency like the present. All that
was required was to summon them from points
where they were not wanted and send them to
points where they could be ueefully em-
pioyed. The contention of the Times is
that the federal authority ought to be sn-
preme in emergencies, even to the ignoring of
State governments. Inadvertently, as we believe,
this contralizing doctrine has found apparent
gupport in varions boards of trade and com-
mercial exchanges. These bodies being deeply
interested with the mags of the community in
having the strike broken up, and in the restora-
tion of inter-State commerce by rail to its cus-
tomary activity, have met in the past few days
and adopted resolutions appealing directly to
President Hayes for military assistance. Only
in the resolution adopted yesterday by the Bal-
timore Board of Trade do we find a proper
recognition of the relative positions of the
State and federal governments. All others,go
far as we yet know, have overlooked the fact
that the constitution provides but one mode of
action in cases like the present. The call upon
the federal executive for military aid can only
be made legitimately by the Legisiature or
Governor of a State, and any other appeals for
federal troops from whatever source they may
eminate, to be effective, should, when a State
Legislature is not in seesion or cannot be
timely convened, either pass through the Gov-
ernor's hands or recognize his paramount aun-
thority in the matter. The one purpose of all
these commercial bodies in their actionis, how-
ever, the same as that of all good citizens—the
restoration of order and the preservation of all
the bes} intercsts of the people at large.

THE PRoGRESS OF NEGOTIATION.—As an
evidence of the conciliatory disposition that
is beginning to manifest itsclf among the rail-
road companies and their cmployees, the pubhe
will be gratified to learn that the Erie company
has effected a compromisze with those of its
hands who were on a strike, and wiil at once
resume business, Negotiations looking to the
game end have also, it is understood, becn en-
tered upon by persons in behalf of the Balti-
more and Ohio Company and its late trainmen,
and everybody,we are sure, will join in the hope
that some agreement may be reached wherchy
the deadlock will be broken and the anxiety
not only of our merchants and business men
but of the community generally be thus effect-
ually relieved. The deprivation which 2o many
other interests will be subjected to by pro-
tracted inaction in railroad operations is a
thing not to be contemplated with any degree
of resignation in auy quarter. However, it
would seem from our gpecial advices from
Washington and Cumberland that whether ne-
gotiations rucceed or not such steps are to be
taken, with the aid of the federal government,
as will enable the State authorities to put those
great lines of communication——the Baltimore
and Ohio and Pennsylvania railroads—speedily
in operation for the relief of all interests and
vindication of the authority of law.

Cor. TEROMAS A. Scorr, president of the
Pennsylvania railroad, writes a sharp letter to
the New York Times, repeljipg what he calls
an «infamous attack™ on h because of that
paper claseing him with those who don’t want
a big standing army. Mr. Scott declares he is
«loysl,’” and repudiates the sin of being a sin-
ful democrat, The Times in its anxiety to
put those who would resist a remodeling of
our institntions in the wrong happened to
strike one of its own sort by awkward illustra-
tion. The Phbiladelphia papers come to the
rescue of Col, Scott, the Ledger, among others,
declaring that «+the president of the Pennsylva-
nis railroad has at this time enough of embar-
ragsment and  trouble on his hands without be-
ing visited with undeserved censure.”

«PITTSBURG IS DEAD A8 TO ALL TRADE,” is
the confession of one of the newspapers of that
city, and it continues: «From the huckster in
the market to the head of our largest 1ron
firms the experience of the effects of the
troublee is identical. Manufacturers suffer par-
ticularly from the want of fuel as well as from
the impossibility of getting rid of manufactured
goods.” An acknowledgment which shows the
disastrons effects of the late riots upon that
hitherto prosperons city.

WASHINGTON, July 26, 1877.
Embarkation of Troops on the Baltimore and Po-
toniac Reilrcad—A Brief Sensation—Advance

in the Price of Beef, Coal, &c.

The atiention of the police anthorities was
called this morning to the tact that crowds were
pathering on Virginia avenue, along the line of
the Baltimore and Potomac railroad, under the
impression thata troop train was to be sent over
that road this afternoon, and that threats had
beegy made against any train carrying troops.
At once a consideradle body of police was dis-
patched to watch that section: of the railway,
and M1j. Richards and some assistants quickly
asgnmed charge of the sitnation.

Fromn some time before noon crowds gathered
at various points along the line of the railway,
the larger portions being near the intersection
of Virginia avenue and Four-and-a-half street,
and in the vicinity of the navy-yard tunnel. At
two o'clock batteries A, Third Artillery, B, Sec-
ond Artillery, and C, Fifth Artillery, with two
companies of infantry, moved to the train and
embarked. taking the train on Virginia avenus,
between Third and Four-and-a-half streets, for
Philadelphia. As the troops begun to embark
the crowd in that nekzhborhood greatly in-
creased, but while the efforts of the police were
needed to keep the crowd from the train, there
was no show of any hostilities and no tbreats.
It was simply such a crowd as gathers round a
circus or anywhere else when an unosual event
tranapires 1n the streets. The trains left with-
out difficulty. The crowds on the eides of the
railroad track cave rise to rumors of a strike,
plnuder of stores, &c., which were circulated
throuzh the city, but the 1umors caufed no ex-
citement, and business everywhere proceeded
ag usual. Two companies of marines from the
paey-vard Jeft on the same road at 5.30 for Phil-
adelphia. The former took with them two Gat-
ling guns and commiesary stores enough to last
the commsnd for two weeks.

Georgetown Affairs.—There is ample flour here
to seupply the District for three months. The
coal supply is, however, nearly entirely ex-
hausted, and steamers have been obliged to pay
87 25 per ton for coal that a short time gince
could be purchased for 2 80ag3 10 per ton.

The only effect which the strike produced on
the Georgetown cattle market this week was to
advance prices an average of ¥ of 1 cent per
pound for animals on the hoof, but the gen-
eral opinion at Drovers’ Kest was that unless
transportation became free this week the next
market day would see a considerable advance
in prices. Already the peighboring counties
have been well scoured for cattle, Oue dealer
has purchased this week over 400 head of cattle
(about twice the whole number sold at George-
town) for the Baltimore market, and in the
country hereaboute stock is now scarce.

Rremoval of Large Quantities of Coal Qil—Col.

Sharp Serves a Notification on the County

Commissioners of Allegany and Mayor and

City Council of Cumberland—United Stales

Troops Sent to Grafion, W. Va.—Gen. French.

The Cumberland city council convened in
special deesion at 9 o’clock this morning and
adopted the following measure;

*Ordered, that the mayor be and he is hereby
authorized and directed to appoint a committee
of three to confer with the authorities of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company with &
view to the removal or transportation ot the in-
flammable oil now standing upon the railroad
tracks in this city so as that it will be no longer
a menace to the property in the neighborhood;
and that the said committee be ana ihey are
hereby directed to notify the authorities of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company of the
readmness and ability of the city authorities to
aid in the removal of said train or of cars con-
taining said oil, and of thelir desire and purpose
fully to protect the property of 8a1d company, or
at least to exhaust every means available to
that end.

“And be it further ordered, That in case the
eaid Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company re-
fuse or neglect to take any steps towards the
reguoval of said oil after the proper notice given
by said committee, then the commaittee is di-
rected to report such fact for action by the
mayor and council.”

This resolution was adopted after an attempt
had been made to pass an ordinance imposing
fines, &c., for keeping the o1l in the city, which
would have been an onerous burden on the in-
terests of the road. 'The mayor had previously,
at the instance of seversl citizens, submitted a
request to Col. H. Kyd Douglas, the Governor’s
representative, to ask the removal of the oil.

he council committee conferred with Col.

Sharp, master of transportation, and it was de-
cided to remove the oil to a siding nine miles
east of here. It was generally understood there
would be noopposition to ite removal eastward,
and there was none. There are 7,000 barrels of
oil in 140cars. The removal was made about 11
o'clock A. M. Cotncilmer Henly, Spier, Mor-
gan, Bynon and Younng took position on the en-
gine as the trains of cars were passed out of
the city limits. But few persons were preeent
asthe proposed movement was kept quict until
undertaken.

Master of Traneportation Sharp has had offt-
cial notice aerved on the sheriff and county
commissioners of Allegany county and the
mayor and city council of Cumberland, inform-
ing them that the property of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad Company, hotel, shops, depot,
cars, engines, &c., are Jin danger of being in-
jured and destroyed, or property carried away
by ‘‘riotous or tumultuons assemblages of peo-
Ele,” and asking that the necessary measures

e adopted to ineure full and complete protec-
tion, else the county and city authorities will
be held responsible for the fall amount of dam-
ages done by such assemblages.

Three companies of the Eighteenth Infantry
Rewiment, U. 8.

Riot Cases in the Cpriminal Couri-—I¥ho
are Rioters in the Eyes of the Law,
&e.—The Criminal Court and grand jury were
in session yesterday, pursuaut to adjourn-
ment last Saturday. Judge Pinkney sat, and
State's Attorney A. Leo Knoti, Henry 7. Me-
loney, court clerk, Sheriff Mills and Charles
Webb, foreman of the grand jury, were at their
posta. The result of the day’s work was the
presentment of twenty-one persons for rioting
¥riday night, apd amoeng the unumber, it is be-
lieved, arc four ringleaders in the assault on
the Sixth Regimeut armory Friday eveuing,.—
The court admitted 48 men charged with riot
to bail. Those who bhad oteen committed for
the grand jury by Justice Kries at the southern
police station were required to give bail in
$3,000 each, which 24 gave and were re-
leased to await the action of the grand jury.—
Twenty-three others who had been committed
for a further hearing by the justice were releas-
ed on 81,000 bail..;some of them, it 18 enpposed,
having been spectators without any riotous in-
tent, and the bail therefore being smaller.

The calling of the court did not attract so very
large & crowd as bhad been expected. The court
room, hall and entrance ways were full but not
to excees, as on trials of rather more than usual
interest. About a dozen or more wonien were
in court. friends and relatives of those charged
with rioting, and who generally came for the

urpose of entering bail with treir husbands,—

t often happeas that the houge the ownership
of which makes the bail acc?® ble, is in the
wife's name, and this was the case several times
yesterday.

It was noted that the great majority ot those
for whom bail was given were decent, order-re-
specting yourg men in personal appearance,—
‘When one of the connsel for some of the defend-
ants stated that his clients could prove they bad
no part or lot in the riot or mob it was not re-
garded as the preteuse of guiltiesaness so com-
mon!y assumed.

After the zrand jury had gone to their room,
which they did without receiving any special
charge from the court, they proceeded atounce to
the examination of the cases in which witneases
had been summoned beforethem. They confined
their investigation to the occurrences of Friday
night at the Sixth Regiment armory and Cam-
den depot.and the oceurrences of Saturday vight
at Camden depot mostly.

Whent he grand jury withdrew to their room
Mr. Knott addressed the court. He gaid he pro-
posed, in accordance with the viewa agreed
upon in consuitation with the judge Monday,
that the bail should be fixed generally at §3,000
for appearance before the grand jury of all per-
sons who had been committed by a justice of
the peace for court, and 1,000 for those who
had been committed for a further hearing. The
circumstances under which these men were ar-
rested were these:

A large crowd had concregated at Camden
depot Saturday night, which grew so disorderiy
and deflant that the police anthorities, through
the marshal, ordered them to disperse. This
order not being heeded, a large number of those
in the mase were arrested by the police. There
had been a lawless outbreak Friday night, the
tracks of which were red with the blood of the
elain, and they who were in the crowd at Cam-
den depot knew or onght to bave known that
the destructiop of property and even of human
life were the acts in contemplation by those who
had placed the laws at naught. Every person
who was there not nssming the autborities in
the preservation of the public peace was in law
as guilty of rjot as if he had committed posi-
tive acts of violence. The active participants
jn the riot were comparatively few, and but for
the countenance and strength the rioters receiv-
ed from the presence of spectators the subjec-
tion and capture of the rioters would have been
far casier to affect than was the case. Though
not an arm may have been raised or a word
ppoken by the spectators, their presence, swell-

ing the proportions of the agsemblage, imparted
a fpeling of confidence and daring 10 the rigters

which. shorn of this support, they wonld never
have had.

Mr. Knott read an extract from the charge of
Judge King to the grand juryin Philadefphia
in 1844, after the bloody riots in that city, as
follows:

“One of the chief canses of danger in popular
tumulte such as we have fnst passed throngh
arises from the congregating at the scene of
outrage of multitudes of persons professing to
be nfluenced by mere motives of curiosity. It
i a notorious fact that in all the great riots that
bave in this country and elgewhere disturbed
the communities in which they have occurred,
prosirating the laws, the actnalmischief is done
by comparatively few, the strength of the meet-
ing being composed of individuals who seem to
be passing spectators. 1 say seem, tor although
in many instances they are s0, yet freguently
these same passive spectators really are in cor-
dial union of feeling with the more reckless
apirits who do the work of destruction, but
trom cunning and cautionabstain from apparent
participation in their atrocities. This class of
reasoning rioters are quite conscious that their
presence and quiet sympathy embolden the ac-
tive partisans by imparting that confidence al-
ways derived from numbers, while 1t alarmas,
hinders and embarasses the officers of justice
in their efforts to restore public order.

**No really well-digposed citizen should remain
at such a sccne unlexs engaged in aid of the
public authorities. Were all sach either to stay
away or depart there would be iess difficulty in
desiing with the avowed offenders. The dread
of injuring the innocent would not then paralyze
the ministers of justice and the supporters and
apponents of law would be arrayed in uneguivo-
cal battalia. In adopting this proper course
such persons avoid placing themselves in a posi-
tion from which they may find difficulty in ex-
tricating themselves. For in riotous and tumul-
tuous assemblies all who are present and not
actually assistant in their suppression in the
fira{ instance are in presumption of law partici-
pants; and the obligation is cast upon & person
g0 circumstanced in his defense to prove his ac-
tual non-interference.

**When, however, the sheriff of a county, the
mayor of a city, or any other known pubiic con-
servator of the peace has repaired in the dis-
charge of his duty to the scene of tumult, and
there commanded the assistance of those pres-
ent to aid in its suppression, from that instant
there can be no neutrule. The line is then drawn
between those who are for and those who are
arainst the maintenance of order, and with the
forces of the one or the other all who see fit to
remsin must promptly arrange themselves.

“Those who continue looking on while the
active rioters are resisting the pablic authori-
ties and daring by movingz.on to the consumma-
tion of their designs of destruction—who refuse
to join with the authorities and witness their
defeat without striking one blow in aid of out-
ruged law, are just as much rioters as those
most active in the work of violence; and, in sach
circumst+nces, it will avail tkem nothing that
they appear only passive lookers-on instead of
active rioters and incendiaries.”

Mr. Knott said he wags satisfied from his in-
formation, from the evidence which he had no
doubt would be produced, and from the state-
ments of the police and authorities that a few
ofthose arrested were bonta fide spectators, and
were not in intent in atliance with the riotous
portion of the aggemblage. He would not demand
the highest amount of bail for this class of per-
sons, but would be satisfied with any amount
irom §500 upwards until the grand jury shall
have determined the de%ree of culpability of
such persons, or shall have disposed of the
charges against them.

The bail of all who had given bail before the
justice for court was respited or continued nutil
the grand jury shall have acted. Their names
were glved in yesterday’s Sun.

Police Raid on Tramps.—For some time
past & gang of tramps have been operating on
the Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore
railroad between Baltimore and Wilmington,
boarding both freight and passeuger trains with
impunity, and giving employees of the road no
hittle trouble. Since the outbreak of the rail-
road strike these tramps have become more
reckless in their actions, and have made danger-
ous threats to destroy and pillage railroad prap-
erty and to commit other lawless depredations.
Complaints have been frequently laid against
them at the eastern station, and early yesterday
morning Sergeant Swick, under iustructions
from Capt. Kenney, with city policemen Mec-
Laughlie, Thomas, H. Connelly, and county po-
licemen A. J. Crockett and Wm.

President T. J. Magruder
conducted the opening relizious exercises.

The committee on *‘missiopary work inour
Sunday schools™ reporied that regarding the
missionary work of the Sunday school as one
of the greatest importance, and that the magni-
tude of the results to be aerived from its pro-
per direction and the full development of its
efticiency cannot be over-estimated, they would
offer the following suggestions:

First. The superintendents and teachers of
scnools should make this subject their earnest
stndy until they fully understand and appreciate
its vital importance in connection with the ulti-
mate snccese of the church,and the final trinmph
of Christ’s kingdom over the kingdom of dark-
ness,

sSecond. They should carefully instruct the
children in the truths they have gathered to-
gether, 8o teaching the religion we profess as to
fi1} them with theidea that it ig love in its broad-
eet sense, knowing that iflove fills the heart it
will prompt to all good works. Teach them
that to do good is to get good; that as infant
lips sang hozannahs to the Blessed One 8o may
they assist in publishing salvation to every
creature.

Third. The missionary work at home should be
carried on with energy by eyery school going out
and establishing Suudaly schools in destitute
places, and this we believe is the very best
means of increasing the interest of our Sunday
achool workers in the great work 1n which they
are engaged.

Fourth. Never forgetting the fact that while
the bread of life is freely offered to the hungry
and the water of life to the thirsty it yet re-
quires our means to_support the human instru-
mentalities ordained to God and employed to
offer food and drink to the bungry and thirsty
wmillions of earth’s benighted ones, and there-
fore we should impress upon the minds of our
Sunday school children the necessity laid upon
them to give to this great work not only their
time and their talents, but of their substance
even as God blesses them. The report was
adopted.

The committee on business, to whom was re-
ferred the address of Rev. E. B. Prettymanon
“Music and Hymnology in our Sunday Schools,”
reported, calling the earuest attention of Sun-
day school workers to the important duty of a
careful selection of h{mns used in our Sunday
schools, and especially in esuch selection that
we give preference to the standard and well-
proved hymns containedtin our hymn book. The
committee recommended the appointment ofa
committee of five, consisting in part of T. J.
Magruder and Rev, E. B. Prettyman, to compile
and have publizhed & Sunday schoo! hymn and
tune book,embodying such hymns for use in the
Sunday schools. Also that greater attention be
given to the instraction of children in singing,
and also that the old habit of making recitations
of our old hymns by children at home and in the
Sunday school be revived.

The report was made a special order. The
committee to expreas the sense of the conven-
tion on the deaths of Revs. W. Q. Coe, D. D.,
and H. C. Pitzer, presented eulogistic resclu-
tions expressing the deep loss of the convention
and sympatby with the tfriends of the deceased
in their affliction. The resolutions were upani-
mously adopted by a rising vote. Remarks
were made touching the characters of the de-
ceased by Revs. G. T. Tyler, J. W. Boteler, P.
B. Smith, B. 8. Higbly, W. M. Barnetz and H.
A, Gaver.

Franklin Square Baptist Church,
made an address on a “Uniform System of Les-
gons,”” Mr. Barnet Saunders on the circum-
stances of his conversion, and Rev. A. W. Wil-
son, D. D., on Sunday school success.

Then
the water as far up as Light street was black,
and the acrid matter in it so powerful that the
peint on steamboats was, discolored by 1tina
night. He attributed thé improvement entirely
to the shatting off of the filth from the refinery,
and said that the water was assuming its natu-

ral greem color so ragidlr that he expected to
iee oye catching fish in the docksin a few
ays. .
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_.SePloits Effects of Potson.—Dr. Alexander
Hill yesterday afternoon injected atropia inte
f118 arm, the results of which for several hours it
was feared would prove fatal. The report of
the case furnished to the police autborities
stated that at 2 P, M. Dr. Hill whiletaking dinner
at the Reunert House was attacked with acute
pain in tbe heart, He had two vials, one with
atropia and the other morpkia, which are simi-
lar in appearance, and 1njected twenty drops of
atropia into bis arm by mistake. The poison
quickly took effect, and he was taken to a drog
store where remedies were administered, put he
became insensible in a few minutes. He was
then removed to the office of Dr. T. Clay Mad-
dux, who with Drs. Miles and Tiffany worked
with the paiient for three hours. The most
active remedies were applied, and it was founa
necessary to use extreme measures to keep him
from failing into a death sleep after being partly
resuscitated. He was Kept constantly walking
until the effects of the poison were neatralized
and danger of serious consequences were avert-
ed. Lastevening Dr. Hill was able to walkabout.
Dr. Hill is a brother-in-law of Dr. Maddux.

Arrested on a Charge of Burglary.—A
man who gave the name of George Baynes,
thirty-four years old, black bair and whiskers.
who has an impediment in his speech, wasz
arrested yesterday in Baliimore by Smith &
West, independent detectives, charged with
being concerned in the roblery of the Grand
Trunk of Canada railroad oftices at Montreal,
when $22.00¢ was carried off by the burglars.
Baynes visited several places in Baltimore to
have Canada money exchanged, and his actions
attracted the attention of the detectives, who
had received circulars detailing the particalara
of the Grand Trunk burglaryv.

THE MILITARY SITUATION.

LoxpoX, July 27.—The Mancheeter Guardian’s
Vienna correspondent states that in conee-
quence of the defeat at Plevoa the Ruseian
headguarters have been removed to Biela, The
eighth army corps has stopped its advapce
throngh the Balkans, and is fortifying itself in
the Tandja valley.

Workingmen's Peace Meeting.
MECHANICS IN MASS MEETING AT HOLLINS HALL

—ORDER AND LAW FOR THE WOREINGMAN—

RESOLUTIONS AND 8PEECHES, ETC.

[Reported for the Baitimore Sun.}

A meeting in the “interest of peace and or-
der, pledging the moral and material support of
the workingmen of West Baltimore to the en-
forcement of the laws,” was held last night at
Holling Hall, in West Baltimore. The hall was
packed with an extremely orderly assemblage of
mecitanics of the western section of the city,
with many railrcad men, engineers, brakemen,
firemen and machine shop men of the Baitimore
and Ohio railroad. 1t was feared the meeting
might lead to some outbreak or disorder, and
to nip anything of the sort in the bud Capt. Lep-
son, with Lieut. Claiborne and 29 men of the
weegtern diatrict, marched to the hall at 7.30 P.
M. Thney were posted four inside and the rest
near the door, but there was not the slightest oc-
casion for their services. The railroad strikers’
executive committee were apprehensive that
the meeting wae gotten up to further political
objects on the purt of pretended friends, and
some of the agents of the committee about the
door warned railroad men to be on their guard
against such use of the meeting, inducing many
raiiroad men Lo 8tay away.

1f there was any euch purpose it was entirely
frustrated by the workingmen, and it waz evi-
dent the railroad men had not been kept away
by the caution of some of their leaders.

Ezekiel Mills called the meeting to order and
said: “We want to show the rublic how the
laboring people in thig country live; we want to
show them that the laboring people are not
compensated in proportion to the coat of sub-
sistence. 1 myself am a workingman--have
ever beep a sea or railroad workingman. “The
meeting 18 not called for any political purpose.
It has po eympathy with communism and will
give it no cegntenance.” [Applause.

C.J. O'Brfen was named for president of ihe
meeting, but the chiirman said a list of officers
had beeu prepared after consultation with lead-
ing citizens, and if there was no objection they
would be read. They were: For president, Da-
vid Anthouy; vice-prezidents, Jacob Saums. Jno.
Long, Alvin Kobertson, Christian Bushman,
Heury Schuler, Patrick Moylan, Wm. J. Baker,
Owen McElzan, Lloyd Cobert andsJos. Brady:
gecretaries, B. B. Knell, John McKusker and
Wm. A. Wilson. The list was adopted with
applause. A committee was named to keep
order 1n the hall,

Resolutions were read by the secretary as
followe:

Whereas a scene of riot, tnmult and disorder
has existed in this city since the 20th, involving
the destruction of a vast amount of property,
and causing the sacrifice of many valnable lives;
and whereas the laboring classes have as deep
an mtereet in the preservation of order and good
government as any other class, and it is the duty
of all good citizens to aid the lawful anthorities
in all proper means necesgary to prevent further
destruction of property and save further etfusion
of haman blood—

Therefore resolved, That the workingmen of
West Baltimore, in mass-meeting assembled,
hereby pledize their support tothe wunicipal
and State authorities to maintain peace, pre-
scrve order and vindicate the supremacy of the
civil law in the preseut disastrous crigis which
has fallen upon our city and State, not throuch
auny fault of honest labor, but because of the
lawless conduct of evil men, for whose gctions
the workingmen of this State and city, and par-
ticularly thuse employees of the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad who are engaged in an honest ef-
fort to secure living wagzes for therr labor, in-
sist they shall not be held responsible.

And be it further resolved, That as warking-
men our warmest sympathy is hereby tendered
said Baltimore and Ohio railroad employees in
this emergency, inthe firm beliet that they
are encaged inalawfnl and proper coursein
calling the attention of the managers of the Bal-
timore and Ohio railroad and the public zener-
ally to a condition of affairs which is a disgrace
to the political and humanitarian spirit of our
couniry aud our times,

And be it resolved further, That we respect-
fully suzgest to the anthorities of our city and
Stale, the managers of the Baltimore and Ohio
railruad, and the public generally, that a fair
and impartial system of arbitration shall be
adopted that will lead to the restoration of har-
mooy and public confidence, relieve the block-
ade of our commerce, and start on a f{resh,
eqaitable and just basis. the wheels of trade in
order that the disgraceful scenes that form so
black & page in the history of our country may
come to & gpeedy and satisfactory coaclusjon.

A resolution was adopted to appoint a com-
mittee of ten to wiit on the prominent mer-
chants of Baltimore and request them to use
their infiveuce with the stockholders and direc-
tors of the Baltimore and Obio Railroad Com-
pauy, and to hring about a satisfactory adjust-
meut of the differences between the company
apd the emptoyees of that road in this crisis.
The following was the committee: F. Kerch-
per, H. M. Bankhard, C. E. Adams, Hepry
Schoeler, Thompson F. Perine, James F. Deal,
Thomas W. Cromer, Uriab Garvey., Joseph
‘Thompson and W. H. Corner.

Mr. Anthony, the president, who was ar enci-
neer on the Baltimore and Obiv railroad, said
he was a workiszg man and pot aspeaker, but
his heart was full on the subject which was so
stirring up the workingmen of the country,
and out of a full heart the moutn speaketh. In
presenting their case before the public they did
not aek for sympatby for men who engaged in
tne destruction of property or the spilling of
blood. Had it been the desire or design of the
employees of the railroad to destroy the prop-
erty ot the corapany they conid have strewn its
tracke witbh burnt locomotives and wrecked
cars., [Applause.]

No, there is nothing of the gpirit of the com-
mase in those men. They ask fair pay for their
services, and they bave sought their cnd by
means they regard as legitimate. When a young
manp enters the service of the company he be-
comes as much interested in it as a stockbolder.
But 1o order to make that interest lasting the
company must work on the principle that the
bees that muke the honey must have 2ome of it
to live on. [A storm ofapplause.]

He would not attempt to vindicate the firemen
in any atteunw to stop the Erogress of proa-
perous trade or check the wheels of business
trapeportation. But this he wounld say, the man
who would get another man’s epgine under the
circumetances now existing i8 no better than a
Chiuaman., He steals into the fireman’s place,
lgoks around. thinks he has got a lessor qr two,
and, presto, the man who has spent years in the
service of the company is seunt forth to starve,
while this Chineman takes the bread from his
children’s mouths, He was told Mr. Garrett had
offcred a medal Lo every man who would remain
at his work. The spesker would ask Mr. Gar-
rett to tell these men to wear their medal on
their breasts in the workshops, to church, on
the streets, and see if they will find ittobea
badge of honor or of shame. {Great applauszc.}

Joseph Thompson, & blacksmith, said be came
fromn his awvil to address hie fellow workers.
The laboring man azks only bread for his iittle
ones. His hands are not ior plunder, they
are too much used to labor; thev would falter in
this act. 'Tis not for policemen’s clubs his
head was made. Rather wounld he come be-
tween the murderer, the incendiary and the
outlaw apd the Jine of aulhorit%. We repugi-
ate any action that tends to lawlessness. We
recognize that the first 1aw of heaven is order;
that without order there can be no city,no State,
no peace, no comfort. We recognize the autho-
rity of the Upited States and of the State of
Maryland, and we grieve if to-night the fair page
of Baltimore’s history is blackened. It is not
the workingman who would break the laws,
who rejoices in riot, who pluuder, burn, de-
stroy.

No, it is the men who do these things against
whose breaste the bayonet is turned, for whose
neads policemen’s clubs were made, against
whose depredations the workingmen of Balti-
more will stand ready to put toem down, that
the man of hard hand may be heard in reascn
and peace, his claims adjusted righteounsly, ho-
manely and forever. {Great applaunse.] The
workingman iz eutitled to be heard by the presi-
dent and the secretary whether of a railroad or
of the couniry. ke asks only for enmough to
feed his wife and hig little onea. He don’t ex-
pect to start a savings bank on §150a day.
{Laughter.]

He did not doubt that the kindly Goverpor of
Maryland, though he lie on his couch to-night
with a heart full of care, for Shakeapeare says
s‘upeudy liesthe bead thet wears a crown,” would
rejoice If to-morrow's sun would sit on every
workingman's mealtud full to the brim. Heim-
plored the workingmen to be concihatory, to be
reasonable, 10 showno obstinacy, tor the sake of
their littie ones, but te go as far as they can to
settle thesc difficulties.

Wm. H. Cowan. lawvyer, addressed the meet-
ing. He said that 1t 12 not every man who can
run a railroad withoot sometimes getting the
cars off the track. It is pnotallof ns who can
be railroad kings and conceive ourselves greater
meu than anybody thinks us. [Laughter.] He
praised the police, and eaid had tbey alone
been reiied cu to preserve the peace of the city
they would have done it without bloodshed and
agony in familes. |Applause.] The meeting
then adjourned peaceably.

Mob Damages and City Liability.

Messrs. Editors: Though it ia hardly a practi-
cal question with us, since there has heea very
little destruction of property, yet an important
pornt has, I think, been overlooked by your cor-
respondent of to-day, and also by some of the
daily press, in discussing theliability of the city
for property destroyed by a mob. Thearticle in
the code which defines the liability of cities and
counties in case of riot is the codified act ot 1835,
passed long before the establishment of the
present police system, and at a time when the
duty aug power of preserving the public peace
were in the corporation. The power to provide
a police has been taken away from the city, and
the present police force is uvder the exclusive
control of the police commissionera, who are
ofticers of the State, and the duty and means of
preserving the public peace in Baltimore are
now entrusted to them. The whole commaunity
bears testimony to the unsurpagsed courage and
efficiency of the board and ite force during this
emergency, but even had they failed to preserve
order and protect property, the city, it is
thounght, would not be liable for damages, since
1t has no control over the existing police, nor
any pawer to establish ancther. ln the case of
Altvater ve&. Mayor aod City Council, 31 Mary-
land, 462, it was held that ‘‘the duties and obli-
gations of the mayor and ¢ity council of Balti-
more must be taken a8 qualified and limited by
the provieions of the law creating the board of
police commisreioners,” and thatas it was the
duty of the police board to have prevented or
removed the nuisance from which the injury
complained of in that case resnlted,end the city
had no control over the board, the city, there-
fore, was not liable for damages. The court
further, in speaking of the oblizations which
arise from the possezsion of power and author-
ity, adds that ‘it is equally true that in the
abeence of such power and authority there can
be no such consequent obligation,” and it no ob-
ligation, then no liability. The principle ap-
plied in this case would seem to apply to any
suit for indemnity that might be brought against
the citv arising out of the late disturbances.

FURTHER ABOUT THE STRIKES.

The Federal Authority.
FURTHER ACTION OF THE CABINET—MILITARY

ORDERS—COMMUNICATIONS TO BE REOPENED—

RECEIVERS TO BE RUSTAINED BY FEDERAL

POWER,

WasHINGTON, July 26.—The cabinet was in
sesgion to-day mnearly two hours, and it was
agreed that Major Gen. Schotield ghould be or-
dered tothe command of the troops in Waghing-
ton. Gen, Schofield is now in the city and wiil
assume command immediately, It was also de-
termined that Gen. Hancock should proceed to
Pittsburg with a large force of troops, and he
wili startfor that place immediately. Dispatches
received by the Secretary of War are of a very
favorable character, 4nd show that the troops
are being concentrated rapidly, no aelsys what-
ever having occurred ia their movements.

The vriucipal object 1n Gen. Hancock going
over ihe liue of the Penpsylvsmia railroad to
Pittsburg is to aid the Governor of Pennsylva-
nia in protecting workmen in rebuilding the
road, that supplies may be seut to the various
cities along the line and communication be-
tween Philadelpbia and the interior of the State
reopened without delay.

Anothber subject in connection with thestrike
which was discussed at length was in rezard to
Uunited States courts sustaining receivers ap-
pointed by them for certain roads. The courts
are to issme writs to the marshals imstructine
them to see that the roads in the hands of re-
ceivers are not interfered with by rioters, and
the marshals have power, if necesaary, to sum-
mon a popse to enforce the orders of their
courts. Thia brings the rioters in direct oppo-
sition to the power of the federal covernment
ghould they attempt to interfere with any roads
in the hands of receivers, and it was agreed at
the cabinet that the whole power of the govern-
ment should be brought to pear to sustain the
United States marshals in case of necessity.

Mov t of Troop:

WASHINGTON. July 26.—The War Department
is fully advised of what is golng on night and
day. The regular troops in Chicago are, as in
other States, under ordere of the goveroment,
and under these orders they were placed snbject
to the mayor of Chicago for the protection of
property and for kceping the peace. The force
in that city are six companies of the Twenty-
second Infantry and six companies of the Ninth
Infantry. Colonel Black, in command of three
compaunies is the Eighteenth Infantry, who left
this city this morrning, reacheda Cumberland at
10 A. M., and proceeded to Grafton, W, Va., at
2.3¢ P. M.

Gen. Pope telegraphs that the last of the
companics ordered from the West to St. Louis
will reach that city to-morrow morning. He
cousiders the public property at St. Louis and
Chicago is secure.

Gen. Ruger has been ordered by Gen. Han-
cock to Louisville, and to assume immediate
control over the troops at that point and at
Newport, Ky.

Batteries D ard 1. of the fifth artillery, from
the department of the South will reach Balti-
more t0-morrow, '

Battery M, Col. Pennington, Second Artillery,
has arrived at Fort McHenry, Baltimore, from
Fort Johnson, near the mouth of Cape Fear
river, and went on to Philadelphia.

The War Department has been advised ina
telegram from Chicago that the regular troops
were not engaged in the conflict to-day. AtS5
o’clock the troops were in guarters provided
for them by the Governor.

It is the intention of the government to throw
a strong force along the line of the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad as fur West as the Obio river,
for the purpose of opening and keeping that
road open to freight and passenger trains,

The St. George’s Society Propose
Arbitration.

WASHINGTON, July 26.—This morning Mr. St.
Andrew, of the North American St. George’s
Union, had an interview with Secretary Evarts,
and presented the following memorandum
adopted at a meeting of the executive commit-
tee of the North American St. George’s Union
heql’d in Philadelphia on Wednesday, July 25,
1817

First. That the members of the St. George’s
gocieties of the United Siates, among whom are
many thousands of adopted citizens and sons of
adopted citizens, view with grave anxiety the
present indusftrial crisis. in which their inter-
esta, public and private, in cornmon with those
of their fellow-citizens throughout the republic,
are directly involved.

Second. That experience in Europe has de-
monstrated beyond doubt that the only hope of
satiefactorily closing disputes between capital
and labor is to be found in wisely conceived and
judiciously carried out methods of arbitration
between the contending parties.

Third. That the advantages of arbitration as
a mesns of settlement for international and
national disputes have been abundantly mari-
fested by the peacefal and happy srrangement
of the Alabama claims between Great Britain
and the United States, and by the solviug of
numerous indugtrial problems on both sides of
the Atlantic,

Foarth. That the present government of the
United States baving already earned the grati-
tude of the nation by a policy of domestic peace,
would, by the invitation of propossals for arbitra-
tion between the ratlroad companies and the
men now on a strike confer immense benefit on
the trade and commeice of the country, on the
laboring classes and on the people at large,
while any suggestions emanating from so high
anthority would be likely to give equal satisfac-
tion to the contending parties, and would prob-
ably be gladly accepted by both asa sure and
certain means of extrication from further loss
and disaster.

Fifth. That it be respectfully suggested by this
committee that if the United States government
would take the lead ir establishing a joint com-
mission of masters and men. with some leading
statesman desiznated bythe President aschair-
mwan thereof, all questions now in dispute could
be gpeedily settled by arbitration, and that the
copfidence of the workmen in such a tribunal
would probably induce them to resume work
uwutil a fair and equitable adjustment could be

- reached.

Sigpned by Lewis Thompson, president, and
Wm. Underdoun, secretary.

Mr. 8t. Andrew informed the secretary that the
St. George's Uniorn, of which the Hop. Lewis
Thompson, of Philadelphia, capitalist, is presi-
dent, was & body which to a large extent repre-
sented both capital aud labor among its mem-
bership. Magy of the members bad seen strikes
satisfactorily rettled by arbitration in Europe.
Iz Buyland during s great strike the government
had appointed & royal commizsfion, composed
vartly of both masters and men, and the resuits
nad been highly gratifying.

As citizens of the United States the membera
of the St. George's societies were deeply con-
cerned in the present position of affairs, and
are anxiour to discover some means of perma
nent settlement, which they believed arbitration
would aflord.

Even 1f the riots wwere suppressed the busi-
ness interests of the country would suffer so
long as the wsirikes coatinued, hence the neces-
eity for adoptinz arblitration as soon ag public
order was restored. Mr. livarts expressed his
zeneral approval ol the principle of arbitration,
apa promiscd to give the matter due considera-
tivu,

The Situation at S¢. Loulis.

S, Louir, July 26.—The citizens enrolled as
militia gesembled at police atation Four Conrta
this morniug. armed with breech-loaders. Two
large brass tield pieces loaded with schrapnel
are in the jail yard with tesms hitched, and an
artillery company of 60 men in charge. Bapds
of strikers and rourhs numbering several thou-
sand gathered at Lucas market, and adopted a
resolution calling themselves the authorized ex-
ecutive commitiee of the United States, and de-
claring that they wouid not hola themselves
responsible for any act of violence, but would
do all in their power to aid the authorities in
keeping order. They then formed in coiumn
and merched to tize Fonr Courts, the headgquar-
ters of the citizen militia and police. The crowd
purged upon aud pressed hard op the guards.—
Thoe latter were 1mmedtately reinforced. The
police, beaded by Capt. Wm. Lee, dashed into
the erowd, and drawing their pistols pressed it
back, arresting two of the jeaders. A few stones
were thrown. For an hour or more the pre-
tended law-abiding mob jeered and taunted the
militis in every conceivable manner, daring
them to fire ava commence a fight.

Six bundred United States troopa, under Gen.
Jetl. C. Dawvis, have arrived here. There are
now about 3,000 citizens enrolled in St. Louis
under Gen. A. J. Smith. The gheriff’ will raiae
a posse comitatus of 5,000 more. A large cum-
ber of factories, and even some flour mills, have
been closed by the roving banda of riotera. All
steamers and boats are prevented from leeving
unlese an agreement is signed to give increased
wages, The merchants raised $12,0600 in a few
minutes to-night, with which to purchase arms.
‘The most active and elaborate preparations are
being made to put down the high-banded people
who bave undertaken to rob their fellow-citizens
of their rights and their peace.

The United States Authorities Refuase
to Compromise with Strikers.
INDIANAPOLIS, July %6.—The strikers on the
Ohio and Mlssissigpi road at Vincennes, Ind.,
sent a petition to Judge Gresham, of the United
States District Court at Indianapolie, to have
their wages resfored to the rates previous to
the ten per cent. reduction. Judge Gresham re-
fused to receive the petition, and directed the
receiver not to consider the aﬂplication of the
men whilst they were on a strike.

The Canada Southern Rescind their
Resolve to Strike.

DETROIT, July 26.—A meeting of the striking
employees of the Canada Southern railroad was
held at Grasse Isle this morning, every depart-
ment and grade being represented and Superin-
tendent Woodford being present. After a full
discussion of the situation a motion was made
that the resolutions passed on Mouday evening
to strike should be rescinded and that work
be resumed at once, which was carried unapi-
mously.

Wabash Men Ready to Resume.

ToLEDO, 0., July 26.—Manager Hopkiuos, of
the Wabash road, received a commanication to
the eflect that the employees in the several de-
partments have inopen couvention unanimoasly
agreed to resume their several poritions on the
road as soon a8 he Bees proper to receive
throngh freight from terminal points, acd that
all paesenger traine shall run without interrup-
tion.

A meeting of Michizan Central employees at
Jackson, Mich., determined tostand by the com-
pany. A number of engineers aud firemen re-
fused to take part in the proceedings and weat
on & strike.

riot, was arrested yesterday and takeu ino irous
to the Troy jail. Be spiked the railroad track
and was arrested under Governor's proclama-
tion. A so-called “mass meeting of laborers™
wae called to meet in Troy, but was quietly dis-
persed by the police!

Donahue, chief of the Erie strikers at Hor-
nelisville, N. Y., who was being taken to New
York, has been returoed io obedience to a writ
of habeas corpus.

LETTER FROM SOLON ROBINSON—A VISIT TO DEL-

AWARE PEACH ORCHARDS—THE UNRIPENED

FRUIT FALLING FROM THE TREES,

Mr. Solon Robingop, for many years an agri-
cultural contributor to the New York Tribune,
hse written a letter to tbat paper dated Mid-
dletown, Del., duly 20, in regard to the peach
crop, from which the following extracta are
taken:

1 have some interesting facts for your readers,
especially city ones. 1 read your reports in
Florida with much pleasure abont the prospec-
tive peach crop in Delaware. At Waghington I
made inquires among fruit dealers if the pros-
pect was etill good. Not one with whom I con-
versed knew to the contrary, and some of them
gaid they were expecting consignments daily of
Hale's Early, and rejoiced at it, as the North
Carolina peaches were poor, and very much in-
clined to rot. Indeed, large consignments had
been lost. 1 eaw one of a hundred boxes which
came in after market hours on Tuesday, which
the consignees said would fail to pay charges,
as one of the same number had on Monday,
which arrived Saturday. [saw the Tuesday lot
on Wednesday rotting fast and not half eold.
Such rapid decay indicates diseased, unwhol-
some fruit. Sensible consumers avoid it.

1 stall hoped to see good fruit in Delaware,
and therefore turned off at Wilmington and
came down into the very heart of the peach
region, where I have talked with many persons
and ridden about among the great orchards,
where mile after mile on each side the
hirhways are lined with peach trees of all sizes
and ages, some showing decay and some vig-
orous growth, but almost no fruit, It is difii-
cult, as I ride slowiy along, to count & dozen
})eaches upon any tree, und I venture to say that

faw many orchards where a dozen peaches
cannot be tound, upon a hundred trees. It is diffi-
cu!t to tind any of the early varieties anywhere
in this vicinity, though I am told that one man,
who has nearly a thousand acres in orchard, bas
ghipped a few baskets.

An oid friend of mine bas a peach farm about
five miles from here, on the Maryland line, for
which he was offered, when it first came into
bearing 80 as to ehow the good quality of early
sorts, $5,000a year forten years. This gives
you sn idea of its extent and productivemess, as
the parties making the ofier were trustworthy
men of zood judgment, living 1n this village.—
This orchard was estimated in the early part of
this season as good for 15,000 baskets, Three
weeks ago the owner reduced his expectations
to 2.000 baskets, as there had been contiuual
droppiug. To-day he does not expect 500 bas-
kets, and none of the best early sorts. Yet I
have never seen more tirifty, healthy looking
trees.

Of the peach crop in the cther two Delaware
counties | cannot speak from personal observa-
tion as I can from this, but I have talked with
geveral inteiligent gentlemen, who concur in
the opinion that the early estimates of 5,000,000
baskets of Delawares and Marylande will have
to be reduced to 3,000,000, and very few well in-
formed people believe the crop will reach even
that estimate. There are some full orchards,
bu: they are few and far between. A few scat-
tering haskets and boxes come up the road
every day, but notbing like a “*peach train" has
been put on the rosd; only from the lower part
of the road will any be needed. 1n a good sea-
gon ten or twelve peach trains a day is a com-
mon sight, and wagoners are hasy day and night
upun &1l the country roada. Now, in three days
about this great peach centre, I have only seen
one single wagon load of empty baskete,

These facts should be at once made known,
for ] have seen within & week detailed state-
ments published of the estimated number of
baskets likely to be shipped from each station
on this road. Some that are get down for hun-
dreas of thousands won't ship a single baeket.
'I'his failare of the crop will be & ead Bow to
thoze who have devoted all their Jand and labor
to the cultivation of peach trees, and who had
their expectations raised very high in the early
part of the season; and it will be a great dis-
rppoictment to covsumers, a8 It has been to
me, who came here on purpose to enjoy this
most delicious fruit, ripe ang fresh from the
trces. A good many others will be disappointed,
for aithough they will still have peﬂcEes, they

certainly will not have them in the expected
abundance and cheapness.

Business and Industrial Items.

More pereons went out from the United States
to Great Dritain and Ireiand last year than emi-
grated thence to this country. The emigrants
from the United Kingdem to this conntry num-
bered 54,554. and the emigrants from this coun-
try to the United Kingdom 54,697, In 1878, the
vear of the panic—which during that year, how-
ever, had little eflect on emigration—nearly
four times a8 mAany persons came to this coun-
try from the United Kingdown as returned
thither.

A San Francisco paper complains that it hears
no favorable news, nor much news of any kind,
of the fish plaunted inthe waters of the State
during rome yeare past. It was hoped that the
lobsters planted in the bay would have done
credit to themselves, and would have shelled
out handsomely; but they seem to have clawed
off eomewhere. ’

The Tobacco Association of St. Louis have

resoived to make arranzements with known and
reliable planters in the States where the best
qualities of tobacco are grown, with a vigw of
improving the tobacco raised in Missouri. Itis
geuerally agreed amoneg the tobacco men that
the State production has been seriously falling
off of late years.
. In this country the proportion of persons hav-
ing sound teeth is only one in eighty; hence it
comes that we have 12,000 dentists in active ser-
vice, who ute up annually half a ton of pure
gold, besides cheaper fllling material.
