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FEDERAL-GOVERNMENT ACTION

Sveoial Dispatch to The Gazette.

Rrapixag, Pa., July 24.—In the very heaxt of the
city, shortly after 8 o’clock last night, took place
one of the most terrible butcheries that has ever
disgraced the pages of Keading’s local history. The
pavement, sidewalks and streets in the vicinity of
Seventh and Penn streets were literally bap-
tized in blood; neighboring drug stores were for
the time transformed into hospitals and operating-
rooms, and the dead and dying were carried home
to their families they had left in health and
strength but a short time before. All last night the
‘city was in a state of anarchy and riot, and
at this writing no one can rightly anticipate the
end. Coal, freight and passenger trains were pre.
vented from running, and the company’s trade
and business were virtually blocked by the dissat-
isfied railroaders and their friends. Night had
closed upon the city, and after the work of the
strikers at Seventh and Penn streets was over; af-
ter the tracks had been blockaded; after the main
body of the rioters had separated for other points
of operation; after thousands of peacsable and law-
abiding men and children had assembled out of
curiosity to witness for themselves what
work had been accomplished by the railroaders,
the force of militia marched in from the
depot  through the cut, and proceeding
4o Seventh and Penn streets began to fire into the
assemblage of men, women and children, innocent
and unprotected, without warning and without a
chance of escape. It was quite dark when the
uniformed front of the soldiers was first dis-
tinguished entering the cut under the bridge at

Walnut street. The military marched steadily to |

the gentle taps of drums that could not be heard a
square away.

As the military proceeded in the cut toward
Washington street, the excitement ran high. Oa
the pavement above a few voung men threw
bricks and stones into the ranks below, and as the
soldiers proceeded the assaull became more active.
Your correspoendent advanced steadily on Seventh
street with the soldiers beyond Washington street,
until the head of the platoon of the military had
reached a point immediately below the Court-
street bridge, when suddenly volley after volley was
discharged in auick succession. After the first
round women and children ran for their lives. All
along Beventh street people were sitting at their
doors and windows, enjoying the cool air of the
evening. They jumped up and disappeared, in-
stantly closing their doors and windows after
them.

At Seventh and Penn streets there was the
wildest confusion. A large force of policemen
were on duty at that point. They had succeeded
in keeping the pavements and sidewalls clear, and
were in the discharge of their duty as directed.
Before these generally cool men could understand
what was going on, five of their number were shot
down from their posts of duty and seriously hurt.
1t was reporied that the soldiers had shot high, or
discharged their rifles in the air, but the
five policemen were wounded in the lower limbs,
These officers were on duty immediatelyin front
of the mlitary, and were shot down by ritles.

THE WOUNDED POLICEMEN,

Officer Abner Jonss, shot through the back, will
recover. Officer Rupp received two balls through
the right leg below the knee. Officer Odenweller
was shot through the leg above the knee, and suf-
fered great loss of blood last night. Officer Hag-
gerty wag shot in the ankle, and officer Hart was
shot in the leg. The bullets penetrated the coats
of Chief Cullen and officer Weidner, who had nar-
TOW escapes.

THE KILLED.

Samuel Groul, son of policeman Groul, was just

coming out of a hotel at Seventh and
Penn strests, and, before he was
aware of what was going on, he was shot

through the stomach, the ball entering the
left side and passed out the right side. The
same ball shot Kissinger and officer Odenweller as
they were standing together. The ball passed
through the leg of Kissinger first and then through
the log of the officer. The soldiers who shot the
the above people belong to the following com-
panies- Company B, Allen Rifles, of Allentpwn ;

AFTER THE BATTLE.

° After the battle was over they drew up in line
on Penn street below Seventh, and subsequently
marched to Penn square. Some of the wounded
goldiers were provided for at the Mansion house,
The troops then marched out Fifth street and
thence to the depot, which they garrisoned during
the night. Prior to this a number of soldiers laid
down their arins and asked for citizens’ clothing,at
the same time expressing themselves as being
thoroughly disgusted with such wholesale butch-
ery. All is quiet in Reading this evening.
It is the ‘gloom and melancholy quiet after
the storm; in scores of homes there is sorrow and
mourning. The business on the main line of the
company is completely stopped, as no trains can
pass up the road. The rails are torn up, and the
tracks in many places obstructed. The road hasa
comparatively dead look, and the sirikers are
holding their councils elsewhere than at Seventh
and Penn streets. At 8.30 to-day the military were
drawn up in line at Seventh and Penn streets in
anticipation of a centinuation of the riotous pro-
ceedings. No such thing tovk place, because the
whole work of the strikers in obstructing
the tracks and preventing the passage
of the trains on the main line had been suc-
cessfully accomplished. When the military
marched to Seventh and Penn streets through the
cut this morning a number of stonos were thrown
at them. The captain of one of the companies
said he would shoot the first soldier that fired
without orders.

SOLDSKRS W{LLINI TO LAY DOWN THEIR ARMS,

Many of the Norristown soldiers expressed
themselves openly as being in symypathy with the
workingmen, and that they were regdy to lay
down their arms, if necessary, rather than shoot
into their fellow-workmen. Mayor Evans re-
turned home promptly upon the receipt of the state
of affairs in Reading, and issued a proclamation,
Ilis request that the saloons and drinking places
be closed is generally responded to and heeded.
Sheriff Zorgey 1ssued a proclamation yesterday
afternoon commanding the rioters to disperse,
but no attention was paid to it. Ludwig G. Hoff-
man was among the last to die. Ile was shog
through the body and died at his residence.
Howel Cramp was shot and killed in the same
manner. Undertaker Henninger at 10 o’clock to-
day had nine dead bodjes in his care, who were
shot Jast night.

TOTAL KILLED, TWELVE.

Besides the nine shot, Mr. Ilenninger has three
more corpses, making twelve in all killed during
the firing of the military., At Seventh and Penn
streets the scenes were terribly exciting. Men
dropped like flies. The rifle-balls penetrated the
large plate-glasses of business-houses, and some of
the store fronts were riddled. Many of the stores
were closed this  forenoon. The military
shot up and down Seventh street and up and
down Penn street, and in one case one man, Mr.
Trace, was killed several squares down Seventh
street. It was certainly the most terrible situation
of affairs ever known in Reading. Merchanis and
clerks, in fear and trembling, sought refuge behind
brick walls. The feeling against the action of the
military 1an very high. Several sections of the
two streets were plowed up with balls of =ll sizes.

RE-ENFORCEMENTS ARRIVE.
Between five and six o’clock this morning Col.
Schall arrived in Reading forom Norristown in &
special train over the Philadelphia and Reading
railroad with five companies of the Sixteenth regi-
meunt, companies C, D and H, of Norristown, and
companies E and I, of Conshocken aliogether about
150 men. They alighted from the cars below
Reading, and at Seyfert Mcdanus company’s
furnace they turned down South strect to Sixth,
and marched up Sixth fo the passenger depot.
SOLDIERS STACKING ARMS.

A number of soldiers belonging to the Sixteenth
regiment stacked their arms this morning and
wandered around town, and many of them visited
the drinking saloons and imbibed quite freely,
until the drinking houses were closed. This morn-
ing quite & number of soldiers went out Sixth
street past the car shops, on foot, in small squads
without arms; they were asked where they were
going, and they replied that they were going home-
Last night, after the firing m the cut and
at Seventh and Penn streets, four soldiers, without
arms, ran up Elm street toward Mount DTenn,
Several muskets and a number of cartridges were
picked up in the railroad cut. The new engineers
and firemen of the Reading railroad were threat-
ened yesterday that they would be handled
roughly, and they went to their boarding-houses,
settled their bills, took their clothing and took
their departure.

RE-ENFORCEMENTS FOR THE STRIKERS.

Areport found currency at mnoon to-day that
about three hundred men, supposed to hail from
Schuylkill county, had congregated about Tucker-
ton and were fully armed. They intend advanc-
ing to Reading to-night to aid the strikers. There
seems to be & strong public sentiment gradually
forming against the action of the military.

At this hour, midnight, the town is quiet. Six
hundred regular troops, under Colonel Iamilton,
arrived here to-night and took possession of the
depot, clearing the mob out. To-morrow may tell
a terrible tale.

THE ASSAULT OF THE TROOPS,

Firing Without Warning—A Dreadful 8cene
in the Btreets..
Special to Philadelphia Times.

Just before the arrival of the troops a crowd of
some two tnousand persons had surrounded
the 6.20 passenger train for Philadelphia,
and had compelled the engineer and fire-
man to get off the engine, and after sev-
eral ineffectual attempts to start the train
they were compelled to abandon it and draw the
fire off the engine, leaving the train standing in
the cut above Penn street. The passenger train
due here at 6 o’clock came thundering through the
city at the rate of 25 miles per hour. Otherwise
it would have been stoprcd. and the engineer
and fireman compelled to leave the engine. As
it was they got to the depot without much dam-
age, excepting that the engineer and firemen were
struck with stones by the rioters and badly hurt.
The train was followed up to the depot by the riot-
ers, but they were dispersed by the Coal and Iron
company police, headed by Captain Heisler, whoe
acted wii.g much caution and bravery,and by
whose exertions the passengers were allowed to
proceed to Pottsville. After the train had
passed up to the depot Chief of Police Cullen
read the riot act to the crowd assembled
on Penn and Seventh streets, and ordered his
officers to clear the street, but he was an-

swered by derisive yella, Eis officers then made &

e

charge and cleared a small space for a short time,
but the crowd soon feli-back into their old posi-
tion, and were not again molested by the police,
who, however, stood their ground, and the rioters
made no further attempt to molest them. About
this time the troops were heard advancing from the
depot, and the cry was raised by the assemblage,
which was composed of (rom two thousand to four
thousand people, men, women and children, “Here
come the troops!” This had no sooner heen said
than firing was commenced by the troops, and

without any warning to the people. At
once the crowd scattered like a drove of
sheep, and all that could get under cover
and out of the reach of the troops did

so; but after the first volley some one yeiled
“only blank cartridges, bovs,” and a stand was
made by the crowd. When the military fixed bay-
onets and again commenced firing and continued
for a few seconds, the crowd again made a break,
and in a few minutes scarcely a person was left in
front of the troops. Your correspondent, beingone
of the crowd in front, made for cover and went
headlong into the erowd.

The casualities,so far as heard of, are about
six persons killed, officer"Rupp, of the police force,
being among the number. A man named Drace
was killed while standing two squares from the
place where the fighting was going on. There are
about twenty wounded, some of them being chil-
dren. The crowd when they dispersed suid,
“Boys, go for your rifles. We'll have 'em yet for
this.” The sentiment here is very muech against
the soldiers for firing on the erowd without giving
a warning, as scarcely oue of the parly was armed.

ASSOCIATED PRESS ACCOUNT.

The Militia Liay Down Their Arms—G00
United States Regulars Driving
Out the Mob.

Reamxa, Pa., July 24—8.30.—At this hour
everything is very quiet here, and comparatively
few persons are on the streets. The railroad cross-
ing at Seventh and Penn streets is clear, being
guarded by the city police.

PorrsviLLe, Pa., July 24.—The special coal and
iron police have been sent to Reading to protect
the railroad property there. The 9.1 A. M. mail
and express train from Pottsville, for Philadelphia,
could not proceed any further than Reading, and
has returned to this ecity. The passengers state
that the tracks are torn up for a considerable dis-
tance from the depot at Reading. The railroad
company have notified their trainmen totake no
trains oul until the road is clear. The Reading
railroad officials are now in communication with
General Hancock, asking for aid from the
United States troops. The officers say that they
will not attempt to move mail trains or do any-
thing else al present.

SITUATION LAST NIGHT —UNITED STATES TROOPS AR-
RIVE,

Gen. Hamilton with 500 regulars arrived in the
city at 8 o’clock this evening. They kave their
camp equipage and provisions, and intend to stay
unti] grder is fully restored. No riotous demon-
strations of any gonsequence occurred to-day.
Laarge crowds gathered at the scene of last night's

carnage, viewing the terrible effect of the
musketry discharged on the adjacent build-
ings, and about the same time several

companies of the Fourth regiment marched down
Seventh street to Penn. Here they met a company
of ihe Sixteenth regiment, and a lively fight be-
tween the military seemed imminent. The crowd
treated the Easton Grays to a shower ofstones. This
company immediately leveled their pieces, when
they were notified by the colonel of the Sixteenth

regiment  that mo indiscriminate slaughter
would be permitted. This  brought mat-
ters to a halt. All  the troops then

passed down Penn and out Fifth street, followed
by the mob, who fairly threw insults in the teeth
of the soldiery. The Norristown company of the
Sixteenth reziment above-mamed subsequently
stacked their arms and refused absolutely to ov-
erale against the rioters. Somie of them threw their
guns away and distributed cartridges among the
crowd. The company left for home this evening
ag did all the mihtia engaged the previous night.
Mayor Lvans will issue a proclamation to-morrow
morning calling for oue thousand volunteers to do
patrol duty in this city until quiet and order are
restored. A special force of policemen were sworn
in this evening. The city is quiet at this writing,
although the rioters have virtual possession of the
railroad,

RIOTING AT ALLENTOWN.

The Mob Stone the Police, But Are Fineally
Frightened Off by the Military.

AvrLexrows, Pa., July 24.—The Fourth regiment
arrived here at 10.35 this evening and are waiting
orders. They came by rail from Bemple Station, a
few miles this side of Reading, to Emaus, and
from the latter marched six miles to Allentown,
the engineer refusing to take them further on ac-
count of the risk of being thrown from the track
or fired into, it being reported a number of strikers
were assembled along the road. Early thiseveninga
mob, headed by a band of music,started to parade
through Ilamilton street. They got as far as
Centre square, when the mayor ordered them to
disperse. The band of music did so, but the men
in the procession proceeded to the First and Sixth
wards, making threats of various import, and at 11
o’clock marched to the mayor’s office, where they
began hooting and yelling. The police took sev-
eral drums from them, but were unable to make
any arrests, and were stoned by the mob. The
Fourth regiment having unexpectedly arrived had
the effect of frighiening the rioters, and they dis-
persed. The troops can control any further dem-
onstration which may arise.

THE MO GROWING VIOLENT.

1 A. M.—Several hundred men collected near
the Reading depot at midnight. They are very
demonstrative, and express an intention to stop all
trains there, but as none are to leave to-night no
trouble is anticipated.

ORDER RESTORED IN PITTSBURG,

The Ringleaders Arrested and Some Stolen
Property Recovered.

Prrrssure, July 24.—1.30 A, M.—The city
is as quiet as uswal and business is gradu-
ally recovering from the effects of the in-
tense excitement of the past few days. The
home military and citizen vigilant committees are
doing efiectual work. During the day & large
number of ringleaders in the riot were arrested
and a large amount of goods carried off by the
plunderers recovered. Arrests were made without
resistance being offered.  Forty prisoners were
marched to the penitentiary under escort of one
company of the Washington infantry, without any
attempt at rescue being made, at 7 this evening.
The remains of four Philudelphia military, killed
in the riot, were taken to Philadelphia to-day.
They were escorted to the depot by the Duquesne
Grays regiment. The workmen of Jones & Laugh-
lin’s extensive iron-works and miners along the
line of the Castle Shannon railroad quit work. The
men have not made any demonstrationsand none
are expected while the city is under martial law.
Gov. Hartranft arrived here this afternoon, and is
making every effort to restore the peace of the
state.

2 A. M.—A train from New York when passing
through the ecity west was stoned at Spencer
street and again at two points between here and
West Albany. No one was hurt. All the tracks
at Euast Albany are in good order at this writing,
and there are no signs ol strikers.

GOVERNOR HARTRANFT ARRIVES,

He Issues a Proclamation this A. M. for the
Organization of Citizens.
PuiLsvrLenia, July 24.—Governor Iartranft ar-
rived at Pittsburg this evening, and hasissued the
following proclamation :
o the People of the State of Pennsylvania :
Whereas, Thereexists a condition ofturbulence and
disorder within the state, extending to many inter-
ests and threatening all communities, under the im-
pulse of which there has grown up a spiritof law-
lessness, requiring that all law-observing citizens
shall organize themselves into armed bodies for the
purpose of self-protection and preserving the peace;
Therefore I, John F. Hartranft, governor of the
state of Pennsylvania, do hereby recommend that
all citizens shall organize themselves into associa-
tions with such arms as they can procure for the
purpose of the maintaining order and suppressing
violence, and all good citizens are warned against
appearing in company with any wnob or riotous as-
sembly, and thus giving encouragementto violators
of the law.

PHILADELPHIA PRESERVED,

Twelve Hundred Extra Policemen and Fif-
teen Hundred G. A. R. Vetorans Called
Out—The City Quiet.

PuiLaprirata, July 24.—The Graund Army of
the Republic has taken steps to orgamize for the
purpose of readering assistance in sappressing the
railroad troubles here. There are twenty-seven
posta in thiseity, and 1,500 men will respond on
short notice to any demand for their services. Their
tender of assistance has been accepted by the
mayor, and arms will be furnished them from the
arsenal. Mayor Stokley has issued orders this
morning that the police force shall be doubled,
which gives that department 1,200 additional men.

Mayor Stokley has this afternoon issued a proc-
lamation thanking the citizens for the noble response
to his call, and urging themn to watch and guard
the name of the city from shame.

Mayor Stokley received intimation this evening
that an attempt was to be made toset fire to the
stables of the Philadelphia and Reading railroad
company at Sixteenth and Willow streets. About
8 P. M. a party of officers was sent to protect the
property. A meeting of workingmen was called
for this evening at Kelly’s hall, Eighth.and Chris-
tian streets. The police obtained information of
the gathering and its object, and Lieut. Schooley,
with a squad of officers, proceeded to the hall and
caused the audience and speakers to disperse.

ALL QUIET LAST NIGHT.

11 P. M.—The situation at West Philadelphia
remains very quiet to-night. All passenger trains
are moving regularly on the main line aud on the
New York division, and the company claim to
have reéstablished the freight traflic between Phil-
adelphia and New York, but have not attempted
to move any freight west, and it is not probable
that any movement will be made in that direction
until matters become more settled on the western
end of the road. Three freight trains left West
Philadelphia about 3 P. M., two for Amboy, and
one for Jersey City. They have all arrived safely
at those pomts,

GENERALS BRINTON AND PEARSON BOTH SAFE.

THE COAL REGIONS.

Strikes on the Lehigh Valley Railroad and
Connecting Lines—S8erious Trouble
Apprehended.

CeraxtoyN, Pa., July 24.—The firemen on the
Delaware, Lackawanna and Western, Delaware
and Hudson and Lehigh and Susquehanna rail-
roads struck work at 6 o’clock this evening, their
demand for a restoration of ten per cent. on their
wages having been refused. The men in the em-
ploy of the Luckawanna iron and coal company,
to the number ot 1,500, struck work foran inerease
of wages at noon to-day. The minesare all thrown
idle and considerable uncasiness is felt throughout
the valley. Mayor McKune has issued an appeal
to the citizens to uphold law and order.

Muavcs CHUNK, Pa., July 24.—The brakemen of
the TLehigh and Sosquebanna division of the
Central railroad of New Jersey will strike at four
o’clock Wednesday morning. They demand an
increase amounting to about 15 per cent., which
has been refused. The strike is ordered by the
RBrakemen’s union. As faras is known the Lehigh
Valley men will not go out,

train leaving here was run from the depot us far as
the roundhouse in Phillipshurg, when the engine
was detached and the train left standing. The
sherifl of Warren connty, New Jersey, was in-
structed to-day by the board of freeholders to
deputize a sufficient number of men to preserve
the public peace. At present he has three hundred
men,
Eastoy, Pa., July 24.—The firemen on the
Morris and Essex railroad struck at 6 o'clock this
evening, thus virtually closing that road to all ex-
cept mail trains; and it is reported that the action
is also general on the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western railroad. The train-hands on the Central
railroad of New Jersey and its branches have been
notified by the signal committee to do no service
for the company after 4 o’clock to-morrow merning.
BrruLeuey, Pa., July 24.—The miners at the
Beaver Brook mines, Audenreid, 'a., struck this
morning. There are no demonstrations of violence,
and no trouble is anticipated. The employees of
the Bethlehem iron company held several meet-
ings during the day and evening, and il is under-
stood only await asignal from the Lehigh Valley
men to strike.. Matters look decidedly serious, and
much alarm prevails among the citizens,

PorrsviiLg, P, July 24.—No coal trains are
leaving this region on account of the blockade at
Reading. Mines are blocked with cars. A general
suspension of mining operations im this region
commenced this morning. At Shenandoah the
miners of the Philadelphia coal company, num-
bering over five hundred men, struck against a re-
duection of wages, ranging from 10 to 23 per cent.,
yesterday.

Hagrwrisprre, P, July 24 —The city is very
quiet. The sherifl’s posse is patroliing the streets.
No excitement exists. The strikers have organized
and are guardingthe railroad companies’ property.

Suxsenry, Pa., July 24.—The Philadelphia and
Trie trainmen struck here last night. This morn-
ing they compelled the shop hands and machinists
to strike. The excitement is great, but thus far no
over act has been committed.

NEW JERSEY.

The Strike Begun on the Railroads—A Mob
at Morristown—The P. R. R.
Blockade Raised.

Jersey City, July 26—2 A. M.—General quiet
reigns here, though trainmen are demanding that
they be paid for off time. A strike is feared by
the brakemen on the western end of the Pennsyl-
vania Central road. Troops and police are in
readiness.

TRAFFIC RESUMED ON THE PENNSYLVANIA RAILROAD.

Freight trains arrived and departed on the
Pennsylvania and New Jersey Central roads to-
night, & total of seventy cars going West on the
former and a train from Camden arriving at
Amboy on the latter. There will be no trouble
to-night on the United railroads of the New Jersey
division, as the locomotive brotherhood decided at
their meeting yesterday to take no action tiil to-
Morrow.

Truxtoy, July 24.—No disturbance has yet
taken place. A conference of railroad officials re-
ported all quiet.

Hosokry, N. J., July 24.—The firemen on the
Delaware, Lackawanna and Western railroad will
strike at 6 o’clock P. M. to-day. An effort will be
made to fill their places, but the trains will run
irregularly if at all. The governor has been called
upon for protection.

THE STRIKE INAUGURATED.

Nrwark, N. J., July 23—3 A. M.—The firemen
and brakemen of all the trains struck work at 6
Y. M. on the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western.
A crowd of five hundred are now at the depot,
but are quiet. The wmilitia have received noorders
as yet. An employee of the New Jersey Central
railread states that the brukemen of the freight
and coal trains had struck work at midnight.
The engincers do not approve of the strike, but
may Dbe foreed into it. There isa strong police
force at the Morris and Essex depot,and the militia
armory is opposite. No violence is apprehended,
but a general cessalion of travel on the Morris and
Essex and New Jersey Central roads is expected.

To-night the emplogees of the New Jersey Central
gave notice to the company’s oflicers that they
would strike at four o’clock to-morrow morning
unless the wages of the freight and coal-train hands
were increased to the rate paid before the reduec-

tion. it is mot believed that the com-
pany will acquiesce in the demand made.
The excitement at Hoboken is increas-
ing. In a mélée to-night an unknown man

had his head cut open, and he lies in ap insensi-
ble condition at the stationhouse. There has been
some firing of pistol-shots. One hundred and
twenty-six men of the Second battalion, under
Major C. V. Moore, are under arms there.

A MOB AT MORRISTOWN.

The mayor of Morristown has notified the Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and Western railroad company
that a large crowd surrounds the depot at Morris-
town and asked whether he shall disperse them.
The company replied that he must use his own
discretion that the company looks to the town au-
thorities to protect ratlroad property.

NEW YORK CITY.

All the Militia Under Arms—The Police on
the Alert and All Powerful.

NEw York, July 24.—The great strike is, of
course, the great topic of conversadon. Up to
noon to day the city was reported to be unwsually
quiet,although the authorities had taken every pre-
caution to be prepared for trouble ofany kinc which
may arise. There is a general conviction that the
authorities are strong enough to promptly siuppress
anything likeariot. The regiments composing the
Firstdivision of the national guard are all in the ar-
mories to-day, and the knowledge that the men
are ready for serviee will, doubtless, have a de-
terent effect upon the disorderly elements of the
population, which are in favor of the disturbance
on general principles. There is little excilement
in the neighborhood of the armories. The &ppear-
ance of uniformed men at the windows astracts
attention of idlers, but the police have instrue-
tions to prevent the collection of any crowd, and
groups of men are bidden to “move on” almost
before they are formed. Major General Shaler
makes his headqnarters to-day at the head-
quarters of the fire department in Mercer street.
The regiments of the First division will remain
under arms in their armories until other orders
are received.

A STRIKE OF BUTCHERS,

This evening the butchers employed in the ex-
tensive abatoirowned by the company of which
United States Senator McPherson is president, an-
nounced their intention of striking in a boly to-
morrow.

Another Communistic Meeting.

New York, July 25—2 A. M.—A meeting was
held to-night, to make final arrangements for a
mass-meeting  to-morrow night 1n Torapkinsg
square. Justus H. Schwab,a commmunist, presided,
and several addresses were made to the effect that
if any policemen or military appeared at the meet-
ing there would be trouble, but if they stayed
away everything would pass off quietly. ~Schwab
was ordered to notify the mayor and police com-
missioners to-mocrow to refrain from sending a
police foree or military Lo the ground. One hundred
special policemen were then sworn in, all being
members of the meeting, whoe will wear red hadges
and keep order. Much trouble is feared. The
Ninth regiment, N. G. 8. of New York, Col. Hitch-
cock in command, left for Albany by the 4.35 P.
M. train this evening on the New York Central
road. Great crowds assembled around the depot
to see them off, and they were loudly cheered.
Superintendent Toucey said there was no trouble
along the road except at West Albany, and that all
trains are running regnlarly and on time, but not
to Buffalo.

The New York Mutual Flies Its Colors.
New York, July 24.—F. 8. Winston, president
of the Mutual life insurance company, hss sent
the following to all general agents, in response to
numerous inquiries: “ When our policy-holders
are duly called to act as citizen soldiers, or as
eivilians, in suppressing riots, or in vindicating
the luwsof the land and maintaining its institu-
tions, they are deemed by us as doing their duty
only, and their claims on the company ar: held
invyiolate.”

A MOB AT ALBANY.

The New York Central’s 8hops Beized and
the Tracks Torn Up.

Aupaxy, N. Y., July 24.—At 4 o’clock the work-
men having returned from West Albany again
met in Capital park, where incendiary spaeches
were made by a few, while other speakers coun-
seled forbearance. A committee was finally ap-
pointed to proceed to the freight-house of the Cen-
tral depot. on Water street, and take possession
of it. When they arrived there the men
at work were told to desist, and some
refusing they were taken by the shoulders and
put out into the streets, On their way down
State street, the citizens’ corps, of Troy, wers met
and greeted with hisses anil derisive shouts, but
no assault was made on them. This corps went
directly to the armory of the Tenth regiment,
where they are now awaiting further orders. On
ieaving the freight house, the strikers next visited
in regularorder the roundhouse and elevator and
forced the men to desist from work. At the latter
lace grain was being transferred from the cars to
he boats. From thence the men surged across
the old railroad bridge spanning the Hudson river
at the foot of Lumber street, and when once on the
Greeubush side an attempt was made totear ap the
tracks there, This bridge is one used for freight
trains exclusively, and the designs on the tracks
were intended to stop freight traffic. The tracks
were finally spiked on the Greenbush side, thus
stopping all movements of {reight from the West
to the Last and the South. All the freight cars at
West Albany were moved West after the rioters
left there this afternoon,

Areavy, N. Y., July 24.—One thousand work-
men at the West A)bany railroad shops have
joined the strikers, and are coming toward this
city.

THE CRISIS AT ROCHESBTER.

No Trains Bince Monday—Arrest for Riot-

ing—No Violence Yet.
Rocuester, N. Y., July 24.—No overt act yet.
The undercurrent of excitement was strong at the
freight-yard, East Rochester, yesterday, but the
prompt action of the authorities nipped thedis-
turbances in the bud. A hard-looking crowd came
down from Buffalo, but were completely thwarted
by the police. After 5 o’clock Monday no traing
went weet except on the Falls branch. Last even-
ing the employees had a meeting, but decided not
to strike uniil Mr. Vanderbilt bad been
heard from on the restoration of ten per cens. No
disturbance last night. Everything was kept well
in hand by the authorities. A young chap was
arrested and locked up for fomenting strife. All
the members of the I'ifty-fourth regiment are or-
dered ready for duty.

HORNELLSVILLE.
The Military Still Hold the Fort—The
Leader of the Strikers Arrested.
Horxerrsviuig, N. Y., July 24—1 P. M.—-None
of the military have been attacked as yet nor mo-
lested, and any report to that effect is untrue. As
far as can be ascertained at military headquarters
but one shot has been fired by either side, and
that was at a policeman attempting to run the
guard. No harmn was done. But one arrest has
been made—that of B. J. Donahue, the lecder of
the strikers. At 7 o’clock this A. M. a train was
started for the East. It was accompaniec. by a
military escort for a distance of four miles. The
train was not molested. There is no change in the
situation, and everything is quiet.

Brrrano, July 24.—A Hornellsville special to
the Courier says: A train coming west with troops
was detained at Corning by one hundred sirikers.
Off track rails have been taken up. The train for
Hornellsville from Buffalo got as far as Burns,
eight miles west,and returned. The track is taken
up between Hornellsville and Burns. An unsuc-
cesstul attempt was made to procure the release on
a writ of Aabeas corpus of Barney Donahue this
afterncon. No further efforts at compromise have
been ' ule.

THE MOB SUBDUED.

2 A. M.—The remainder of the Twenty-third
regiment of Brooklyn arrived at 8 P. M. Upon
reaching Corning they found the track torn up.
As the train advanced it was relaid, but the strik-
ers moving forward tore up more. A squad of
soldiers was ordered to proceed ahead, anl they
dispersed the crowd. The military muster 1,200.
No disturbance of any kind.

LATEST FROM BUFFALO.

The Soldiers Concentrating Against the
Mob—The Killed and Wounded.

Burraro, July 24,—No serious disturbance has
been created hiere this morning. The disturbing
element, mainly composed of tramps and boys, in
large bodies visited the principal manufacturing
establishments this morning, vainly endeavoring
to incite the men to join with them. In no in-
stance has it been learned that they were success-
ful. The railroad strikers proper are generally quiet,
butdetermined. They have hoisted a small flag on
all the seyeral switches at all crossings, and white
cloth with black letters, “ We will let the mail
go.” The several depots and shops are guarded
by the military and police. No passenger trains,
except the Niagara Falls train on the New York
Central, left to-day, and the mail on the Erie, and
only two Falls trains arrived. No freight
trains have Dbeen started. The engincs are
mostly in the shops and yards, axd are
not allowed to pass. The company from
Westficld, who were so badly routed last night,
have been gathered together. They lost ten muskets,
whichare in the hands of the rioters. No affirmative
report of the death of any of the participants in
last night’s serimmage have been received. The
doctors are attending two of the rioters, and think
they cannot live. General Rogers is concentrating
his force in the vicinity of last night’s fracas.

The following are the names of those among the
rioters known to be wounded by the firing of
the Westfield company: Wm. Berrigan, Patrick
Breen, Jobn Clay, switchman, dying; W. J. L.
Hickey, Paul Long, M. Murphy. Twe members
of the Westfield company are reported killed,
but)it is judged to be only a rumor, as the names
are not known.

HOT WORK EXPECTED.

The situation of affairs remains unchanged since
noon. The mob element was busy this afiernoon
calling at the principal magrufactories, coal and
stone yards, endeavoring by persuasion, aud in

some instances force, to compel those there em-
ployed to quit work. In most cases they have
been unsuccessful. Hot work is looked for to-
night. The air is full of rumors of
the intention of the mob to burn the
roundhouse of the Lake Shore railroad, where
they are now rendezvoused. General Rogers is
makiag all possible preparations to guard against
the supposed intended movement. The troops
now number about 600, and, with the Buffalo and
Warsaw batteries, are ready to move at a moment’s
notice. Some 300 special police have heen sworn
in, and the board of police bave issued the follow-
ing notice :
THR CITIZENS CALLED TPOX,

The board of police desire each and every citizen
of Buffalo who believes in the supremacy of the
law to call at the headqnarters of the pnlice depart-
ment and take the oath and responsibility of special
patrolmen, without pay, for the maintenance of
order and the protection of the property of our cit-
izens, PuiLip Becker, Mayor.

The
citizens are fully aroused to the necessity of the
case, and a general feehing prevails to put down
the mob, if necessary, by the most extreme meas-
ures.

Michael Lyons, one of the rioters, lias died from
the effects of his wounds.

INCENDIARISM AND FIGHTING.

About midnight an alarm of fire caused consid-
erable excitement, which was caused by the burn-
ing of two empty freight cars near East Butlalo,
which were set on fire by the mob element. The
citizens have responded in large numbers to the
call of the sherift and police commission-
ers, and about four hundred of Buffalo’s best
citizens have been sworn in as patrolmen,
doing regular patrol duty. There are still some
4,000 to 5,000 of the mob in diflferent sections of
the city, the bulk of which is composed of young
men and boys. The police have full control of
the East Buffalo depot,a few of the windows of
which were broken to-night by the mob, they
threatening to burn that building. The police,
with about seventy-five men, utterly routed them
after a short but «decisive scrimmage,

The Strikers to Vandaerbilt.
Svracusk, N. Y., July 24—Midnight.—The
freight conductors, firemen and brakemen at East
Syracuse struck this afternoon. The following
dispatch was sent:

Fast Syracuse, July 24.—To William H. Vander-
bilt, Saratoga, N. Y.: We, the employees in general,
have quit work till our pay is restored us as it was
prior to July 1, 1877. EMPLOYERS.
The machinists at East Syracuse, numbering one
hundred, also struck. S8ix thousand freight cars,
seventy engines and forty trains of freight cars
were embargoed at East Syracuse. The strikers
have detailed a force of their own men to guard
and protect the property of the company.

AN INCENDIARY PUT TO FLIGHT.
This afternoon a stranger, supposed to come from
New York, appeared among the strikers at East
Syracuse, and advised them to burn the baildings
of thecompany. The strikers drove him froin the
yard at the point of pistols. He fled to the woods
to escape with his life.

The Mob at Columbus—The Military Now in
Full Possession of the Railroad Yards.
Corvyies, 0810, July 24.—The Pittsburg,Cincin-
nati and St. Louis striking firemen and brakemen
are very emphatic in denouncing the action of the
mob yesterday in closing up business establish-
ments. They state, through a committee, that
while they are firm in their purpose of maintain-
ing a strike and preventing the running of freight
trajns, they utterly repudiate all riotuous, incen-
diary and lawless proceedings, and will do all in
their power to bring the rioters to justice and prevent
a repetition of their excesses. The large
mob of miners who were reported as being enroute
for Newark last night, were met by a committee
of strikers and citizens, who urged them to return
to Shawner, which they reluctantly did. Phe mil-
itary are in full possession of the yards and no
violence is reported up to this hour.
ALL QUIET.

2 A. M.—The strikers visited the Bee-line
yard this morning to see that the usual freight
trains did not leave. They were shown an
official notice that the June scale of wages
would be restored. The strikers immedi-
ately said, “Go ahead; we have mnothing more to
say,” and the freight went out. All freights on
this road ran as usual till stopped by men from
other roads. The first passenger train to go east
over the Baltimore and Ohio since Szturday went
about noon to-day.

CINCINNATI BLOCKADED.,

The Merchants Proposing to Pay Strikers by
an Advance on Freight Rates.

Special Dispatch to The Gazette.

CincinNati, July 24.—This has been a day
of feverish anxiety for all, and an ugly crowd
have taken complete control of the O. & M., M. &
C; 1,0 &L;C,H. & D.,and C. C. C. & I.roads, and
refused o allow any trains, excepting the mail, to
depart, and the mail only consisted of an engine
and mail cars. All persons liviag in the sub-
urbs, who depended on trains conveying
them home, have been compelled to ve-
main in the city over night. The Pitts-
burg, Cincinnati and St. Louis passenger trains
are the only ones leaving the city to-fight. The
strikers have compelled the shops ofthe C., H. and
D.and I.,C. and L. to close. Threats of strike
are heard from the immense establisments of
Mitchell & Rommellshurg, furniture factory;
Crane & Breed, coffin factory, and Davis’ iron
foundry. A vigilance committes has been formed,
consisting of fifty citizens of each ward, with their
headquarters at the enginehouses. The eitizens
collected nearly ten thousand dollars to-day to pay
an extra police foree to guard private property, as
all the regular police are in aclive service
t> watch the depots and other public buildings.
The mob attacked the central police station to-
night and endeavored to free two of their ring-
lenders who had been arrested, and it required
nearly a third of the police force to overconie them,
A resolution is to be introduced on ’change to-mor-
row, urging the raiiroads to yieid or come to some
kind of understanding with their employees and
offering to agree to an advance of from 10 to 20
per cent. in freights, provided it will be added to
the wages of the men.

ASSOCIATED PRESS ACCOUNT.

Order Restored—The Rioters Not Btrikers,
but Drunken Highwaymen.

CiNcinsar, July 24.—After the riotous ex-
perience of last night the success the police had in
holding the mobin check has served to restore
order at 2]l the depots. Passenger trains are run-
ning regularly on the Hamilton and Dayton, the
Marietta and Cincinnati, the Little Miami and
Southern railroads. A local freight may be
started this afternoon on the Little Miami road.
Freight trains are running on the Marietta
road. An express train from Baltimore came
in on time on that road this morning.
The fact was amply demonstrated early this
morning that the firing of the Ohio and Missis-
sippi bridge across Mill ereek last night was not
the work of the strikers. After the fire at the
bridge nad been put out, and the drunken rioters
had tired of their work, they repaired to a point
on the river sufficiently remote to secure them
fron police interference, and at early dawn com-
pletely gutted all the market and milk wagons
thiat were coming into the city at that hour. ‘This
morning three of the ringleaders of’ this mob were
arrested and lodged in jail. The police commis-
gioners held an informal meeting at 11 o’clock this
morning and completed preparations for any pos-
sible emergency. Large numbers ol citizens have
been sworn in as special police. The mail
train on the ITamilton and Dayton railroad started
out at 2.30 o’clock, but was stopped by strikers
from the Ohio and Mississipst railread, who
boarded the engine, detached it and ran it inlo

the roundhouse.

Zanesville Protected by & Vigilance Com-
mittee.

ZANESVILLE, O., July 24.—The proceedings this
morning were such as to render necessary the for-
mation of a vigilance committee. About a thou-
sand of our best citizens have enrolled themselves,
and white ribbons, their badge, are growing very
numerous. 'The street-car company attempted to
start their cars at 11 o’clock, but were stopped on
reaching the courthouse, and compelled to turn
and take the cars back. The committee are de-
termined that this lawless proceeding shall stop
right here. All the manufacturing establishments
are lying idle. The men are anxious to go to work,
but have been prevented. The determined spirit
of the law-and-order committee has had a very
cooling effect. The vigilance committee are as-
sisting the police, who are pickingup .- leaders
of the rabble rapidly. The street cars resumed
running at three o’clock P. M. without interrup-
tion.

CLOSING UP THE WORKSHOPS.

The mob continued its labors during the after-
noon, busying itself with closing up manufactories
and all shops which lay in their way. The pro-
prietors generally offered no objections, it bein,
pretty generally understood that the men woul
return and go to work whenever deemed ad-
visable. The meb, which at times mumbered two
thousand, but which was often divided into sec-
tions, was composed largely of boys between four-
teen and cighteen, but acting under directions from
older heads. All the railroad shops, including
the Northwestern, have been closed, and the
strikers are merely engaged now in stoppi
freight trains. As yet no passenger, mai
express trains have been interfered with. Amon,
the establishments closed up are the wo
the Michigan Central, Illinois Centra,
and Alton, Northwestern, Milwaukee a
Chica{%ﬂ, Burlington and Quin
Island and Pacific, and Lake
Southern railroads.

THE striking railroad-men are disavowing
connection with the rioters who have com-
mitted such terrible outrages, but when they
restrain by force men willing to accept the
wages of the cempanies, they make themselves
rioters, and the public will not make any dis-
crimination between them and other rioters.

Tae employees of the Virginia railroads have
signed a paper deprecating the condition of
affairs on the northern roads, and asserting
their intention not to strike. The Virginia
roads are nearly all very poor, if not bankrupt,
and their employees have already been down
to the lowest wages for two or three years.
They have learned to be content with little,

Woons, Weeks & Co., by their failure, add
another to -the dismal list of large sugar re-
finefies that have gone down during the past dec-
ade. First came I. W. Brune & Souns, then
Kirkland, Chase & Co.; Stirling & Ahrens car-
ried down the Calvert refinery, and now Woods,
Weeks & Co. go by the board. All of these
were large concerns, whose crash carried ruin
elsewhere. .

It is thought that if the Russians keepr up
their persecutions of Mussulmans in Bulgaria,
Disraeli will take advantage of the indignation
aroused in England to reopen the fight with
Mr. Gladstone by raising the popular old Pal-
merston Eastern war cry about ‘‘ the freedom
‘of the Dardanelles.”

"IN these times sensational reports are much

to be deprecated. Newspapers cannot verify
every statement before they publish it, but
much is gained by reliable correspondents
and careful editing of news, One of our
contemporaries yesterday told a blood-
curdling story about fifteen soldiers be-
ing found roasted in the Pittshurg round-
house. This statement was entirely without

ndation, and added unnecessarily to the
et V¥ the public mind.

YIILE itmay be true that the railroad strikes
ve ingreased the dullness of business in this
1ty, it is equally true that thisis just the dull
season anyhow. The cotton season is nearly
over ; corn is over; and this is the dull season
for provisions. Wheat alone is now in full
tide, and the Maryland wheat is coming in
yuite briskly by the steamboats and pungies,
wiych have not yet joined in the strike. We

are{l:t on the fag end of the cottofi year, and
by

the M¢W cotton will soon be#oming in with a
rush, dreiagcthings lively in all departments

of business.

TrE action of our government with respect
to the proposed cable monopoly will meet with
general approbation. The charter of the Di-
rect cable company contained a clause forbid-
ding its amalgamation with any other com-
pany, and it was upon this condition that as-
sent was given to the landing and working of
the cable in this country. Now that it is pro-
posed to disregard charter obligations in order
to form a monopoly, our government does righy
in notifying the company that the consumma-
tion of the scheme will be the signal for sever-
ing the cable connections with our shores.

Heavy fighting is reported at Rustchuk, the

Turkish fortress on the Danube. The fact
that the Turks hold isclated places in their
rear does not, however, seem to give the Rus-
sians any trouble, as the arrival of a Russian
corps at Kirkkilissa is announced. Kirkki-
lissa is a town nearly two hundred miles south
of Rustchuk and half way hetween the Balkans
and Constantinople, on the direct road to the
latter place. It is evident that the Turkish
line of defense along the Balkans has already
been penetrated without serious difficulty, and
for all the Turks are doing there appears to he
no reason why the Cossacks should not raid
up to the walls of Constantinople.

TaE officials of the Erie railroad seem to
have been playing a smart game to increase the
odium incurred by the strikers, but they were
too sharp for them. Postmaster General Key
received a dispatch from Hornellsville, N. Y,,
yesterday from a committee of strikers, stating
that the railroad officials were delaying the
United States mails so as to make it appear that
the strilers were interrupting the functions of
thefederal government. Mr. Keytelegraphed to
the railway officials for an explanation, and
the mails were allowed to go forward. Public
opinion will not approve of such sharp prac-
tice. What the strikers are really doing is bad
enough, without bringing false accusations
against them.

A GLIMPSE of returning reason is apparent in
the conduct of the trainmen of the Northern
Central railroad. A self-appointed committee

ited_upon the superintendent of the road
and demanded the restoration of their ten per
cent., and gave notice of a strike unless that
demand were complied with. The hands, how-
ever, hastened to disavow this committee as
their representatives, and said that they sym-
pathized with the company in this issue, and
would stand by it, being convinced that the
company is doing as well by them as it can
afford. Level-headedness happened to be in
the majority among the trainmen of the North-
ern Central, and we doubt not that they will
come out of this trouble much better than the
strikers. The moral effect of this action on
the other strikers ought to be beneficial. The
fever will soon reach its height, and then will
subside,

THE success of the course adopted by Super-
intendent Wilkins, of the Northern Central
railway, in dealing with his hands, shows the
value of human sympathy in matters of this
kind. He addressed his men personally and
appealed to their sense of duty and urged them
to stand by the company in these turbulent
times. The men were reached by this; they
were made to feel that they were not mere ma-
chines, but part and parcel of the road and
interested in its welfare. They resolved not to
preas their demand at this.time. This human

sympathy, standing as a middle term between
the oppositions of labor and capital, is some-
thing that political economy cannot deal with.
Yet this world is not governed altogether by
demand and supply, and a little gentleness and
forbearance at the start might have saved all
this terrific explosion, that hegan at Martins-
burg and brought disaster to so many sister
cities.

Ir there is anything which this trouble pre-
eminently demands, it is coolness. Kvery of-
ficer who has command of troops and is charged
with the vast responsibilities of the moment
should deal gently with alcoholic stimuli. No
veins must be fired, no brains must be fuddled
with whiskey now. For an officer o * steam
up’’ or use ‘‘Dutch courage’’ in time of war
has always been considered deserving of cash-
iering; but even that is less censurable than to
do 80 at a time when he may he called upon to
exercise a prudence and steady courageheyond
the needs of mere battle. Civic officers, police
and military, must all remember that they must
keep beyond the remotest suspicion in this re-
gard. The law or order closing the bar rooms
for the present is also an excellent measure,
and should be rigidly enforced. When there
exists such a mass of inflammable public sen-
timent, any drunken wretch might kindle it
into fury in a moment. Moral influence and
physieal coercion should both be employed
now to restrain the use of liquor during the
present crisis.

WHAT MUST BE DONE.

Our republicis now on the eve of another
trial ; it is in danger on the one hand from
mob violence, and in danger on the other that
society will demand in its present crisis such
extreme measures of protection that liherty
itself will be in jeopardy. Great calmness,
coolness and courage are needed to steer
safely between these two extremes. We
must not look to the army in this peril,
but fall back upon the individual man-
hood of freeborn American citizens, and
put down lawlessness by the constables, the
courts, the civil law, backed up by the over-
whelming force of armed citizens. All able-
bodied citizens, from eighteen years to fifty,
should now come forward and offer their bodies
to the service of the state, the city, society and
civilization. Love of ease, indolence, or
cowardice are shameful now if they keep men
from coming forward for the defense of law.
The riotous classes are few in number com-
pared with the men who are interested in

the preservation of law, and the Dest
way to prevent violence and bloodshed
is for our citizens to ‘rise up in such

overpowering force that riot will be awed into
submission. Then must come the establish-
ment of law. The ringleaders of the riot must
be taken and brought totrial before the law.
There are now two regiments recruiting in this
city, under oflicers who have had experience
in war, and are of tried courage and skill.
Their company officers and non-commissioned
officers are also selected for tried soldierly
qualities. These regiments should be promptly
filled up to one thousand men each. The
Maryland battery should also be filled and the
gallant Fifth regiment recruited to its comple-
ment. These will be sufficient to back up the
constable and enforce the arrest and trial of
the rioters. The same thing should be done in
all the counties not only along the linas of dis-
turbance, but all through the state. We learn
with pleasure that Harford county will send

two companies to the Eighth regiment. The
yeomanry of Montgomery, Howard and

Frederick should be organized to back up
the sheriffs of those counties and to maintain
the supremacy of the law. We have empha-

ig no longer a question between employers and
employee. The strikers themselves indig-
nantly denounce the lawless acts of tH rioters
who claim to be their friends, but they are
powerless to prevent their strike from degener-
ating into a general war against property.
When lawlessness begins, no one can tell where
it will stop. Therefore it must he stopped in
the bud and by overwhelming force. e lay
this stress upon heavy force, because our citi-
zen soldiers ought to prefer an assertion of
calm superiority of physiecal force to the neces-
sity of fighting. Small bands of soldiers pro-
voke resistance; heavy Dbattalions silence it.
It is by this machinery that law must be en-
forced, and the manhood of the state and city
must do it for themselves. There is no time to
hire soldiers if this were desirable. It is the
business of the freemen, the property-holders,
the upholders of civilization, now to act for
themselves.

@

THE SITUATION,

The strike is still at its fever hcat. The
New York Central and Hudson River railroads,
which up to yesterday hoped to escape the con-
tagion, were at last overtaken by it. All of
the great lines are now fully involved, and the
freight business of the country is practically at
a standstill, The cities of Baltimore, Phila-
delphia, Pittsburg, Harrisburg, Reading, Buf-

falo and San Francisco have passed
through their ordeal of fire, and it
seems unlikely that they will bhe revis-

ited with violence. The strike riot fever, like
the measles, comes only once, and if its early
symptoms are properly treated, manifests no
fatal tendencies. Ivery case of violence hag
been provoked by an unwise attack of the mili-
tary. In Philadelphia the police has been
strengthened by twelve hundred new men, and
a special session of the grand jury called to
take action in the matter. This" attack
upon riot by the «civil law is what
promises the best results, and what Tae Ga-
zerTE has repeatedly urged as the true course in
this city. In Chicago the ¢ communists * had
an incendiary meeting, but even the gravity of
the present situation cannot save its proceed-
ings from absurdity and ridicule. The main
interest now centres on the New York Central,
The thing has reached its worst, and now the
tide must begin to turn.

DANGEROUS SYMPTOMS.

‘* Communism ™’ has lifted its ugly head in
the midst of these scenes of violence. In New
York and in Chicago communistic meetings
have been held and incendiary speeches made.
But communism is not a plant of American
growth, and does not thrive ot our soil. The
stern and bloody repression of monarchy, the
haughty indifference of aristocracy, and the
iron resistance of prejudice, are needed to
make communism thrive. It spreads in
France, Germany, Russia and England, al-
ways most dangerous where the government is
‘“strongest’’ and least dangerous where it is
freest. ‘‘ Communism ”’ is a term of reproach
which frightened people apply to every move-
ment of the laboring classes; but probably very
few persons who use the odious word know in
the least what it means. In Awerica, in fact,
it means little or nothing. There are no
political, social or religious oppressions, no
burdens on labor or harassing exactions upon
the poor that make communistic ideas spread.
Any poor communist is as free as his employer,
and has just as fair a chance to be President of
the United States. When a communist saves
a little money from his wages to start a shop of
his own he turns capitalist, and leaves his
brethren to ‘ whereas and resolve *’ and pour
forth their invectives against Property. In
Europe, where communism is repressed, it
sometimes explodes with terrific violence;
here, where it is free, it spends itself in wind,
Like gunpowder, it requires restraint to make
it violent: szattered on the open ground it
burns with a harmless fizz, There is no need
therefore for any alarm or panic in this country
about *‘ communism ;'* but there is, neverthe-
less, & dangerous spirit of violence among
certain classes which in its recent phases
takes the form of destruction of property.
It is not, however, just to the laboring

classes to charge them with the mad scenes

sized the supremacy of the law, because this !

of Baltimore, Pittsburg, Reading, Buffalo
and Philadelphia. The ringleaders were
in most cases men who never do an honest
day’s work from year to year. The arrests
show that plainly. They are not communists,
strikers or ground-down laborers, but simply
‘‘roughs;"” and this fact should be kept in
mind, for they ave neither cutitied to the sym-
pathy that is felt for the strikers nor the mercy
that may be shown in dealing with them. They
must be dealt with by law, calm and pitiless.
The police know them,or at least a great many
of them, and they must be arrested and
brought to trial. The contest with them
should not seem lLike a battle hetween citizen
and soldier, but between police and criminal.
The arrest, trial and punishment of a number
of these criminals will have a better effect
than fifty murderous volleys.
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Prrears riotous spirits in this state are not
aware that the cost of the property they destroy
will come back upon them again in the form of
taxes. Section 1 of article 82 of the public general
laws provides that “if in any county or incorpo-
rated, town or city of this state, any church, chapel
or convent, or any dwelling-house, or any house
used or designed by any person or any body cor-
porate as a place for the transaction of business or
the deposit of property * # # # ghall be in-
jured or destroyed by any riotous or tumultuous
assemblage of people, the full amount of the dam-
age so done shall be recoverable by the sufferer or
sufferers by suit at law against the county, town or
city within whose jurisdiction such riot or tumuls
occurred.” The mob that is menacing the prop-
erty of the Baltimore and Obio railroad should
therefore bear in mind that the damage they may
do may not be the company’s loss, but the city’s.
Indeed as theroad pays no taxes it would not have
to bear even the incidental burden entailed by
higher taxes.

CURRENT COMMENT.

One paper speaks about calling out the
military “to end the strike.” Governor Robinson,
of New York, in his proclamation, clearly sets
forth the whole maiter in one sentence: “The law
recognizes and protects the right of all men to re-
fuse to work except upon terms satisfactory to
themselves, but it does not permit them to prevent
other men frotr working who desire to do so.”

The Philadelphia Ifem propounds the following
sly conundrum: “If it is the duty of the general
government to send troops to put down men who
are banded against a railroad company, may it
not also help to put down a mob that attempts to
overthrow the government of a state ?” The Itcm
is slightly mixed on this subject. The govern-
ment is not sending troops against the strikers,
but against rioters, and after the call for aid has
come in the constitutional manner.

| York World thunks “it is highly questionable that

lence and destruction cannot win permanent suc-
cess on American soil, no matter under what
auspices begun or what the temporary success.”
That is the truth ! Already the inevitable reaction
has set in, and the weight of public opinion is fall-
ing with irresistible force upon the disturbers of
the public peace.

“ Let us honor our citizen soldiery if we would
have them prove an honor to us,” says the New York
Commercial Advertiser.That is the correct talk. After
this the importance of having a well-equipped and
well-disciplined militia will be hetter appreciated-

THE SAN FRANCISCO MOB.

An Attack on the Chinese Quarter Repslled
by the Police.

Sax Fraxcisco, July 23.—The workingmen’s
meeting, which numbered about 10,000, broke up
at ten o’clock, without making any violent demon-
strations as a body. Shortly before adjournment
a portion of the crowd wrecked a Chinese wash-
house in the neighborhood. The mass of the
throng dispersed towardl their homes, but several
hundred banded together and proceeded to the
corner of Geary and Leavenworth streets,
which is occupied by a two-story frame
building containing a "Chinese laundry and
fruit store on the ground floor, and the resi-
dence of the family above. The erowd attacked
the Chinese place, broke the street lamps, and set
the building on fire. A white woman was barely
saved alive from an upper story. The mob im-
peded the firemen, cut the hose, and the building
was destroyed. They then came down Geary
street to Dupont street, with the evident intention
of raiding the Chinese quarters. On their way
they attacked and closed up a number of Chinese
wash-houses. By the time they reached Dupont
street they numbered five or six hundred.

THE POLICE STAND THEIR GROUND.

Iere they were met by a forcee of police who
formed in line across the street. The rioters at-
tempted to break through the line, but the police
stood firm,and being promptly reénforced from the
city hall and with a free use of clubs beat back the
crowd. In the present situation the police hold
Dupont  street, at the corner of Dine
street, against the main body of the
mob, while strong squads are posted at the
intersections of the streets crossing Dupont, the
main object being to keep the mob out of “China
town.” The mob evidently lack leaders, and their
raovements are without concert. They make little
show of resisting the golice other than crowding
upon them, yelling and deriding them. The gen-
eral impression among the authorities is that by
vigilant and determined action on the part of fhe

police the crowd can be held in check during the

night, though their slugan of “Chinatown’ at one
o’clock is ominous. The militia remaln at their
armories, not having yet been callediupon for
service. Ay
TROUBLE OVER FOR THE NIGHT,

12.50 A, M.—At this hour all is quict and the
trouble appears to be over for the night. The
erowd that two hours ago blocked the {'outhoru
end of Dupont street has dispersed and the police
are masters of the situation. All the streets lead-
ing to the Chinese quarter are strongly guarded
and noone is allowed to pass along Dupont street.
Thus far no use of firearms has oceurred, except in
the case of the shots fired into the crowd at the
meeting. The party who fired was arrested and
locked up. This action was prompted by a pure
love of mischief. Neither of the men hit was
seriously injured. During the contest of the police
with the mob on Dupont street, several stoues
were thrown at them, hitting one or two
of the force, but doing no injury in conse-
quence. While the disturbance was in prog-
ress at the south end of Dupont street
another mob, numbering 500 or (:00,gathered atthe
northern extremity of that thoroughfare, wrecked
a few Chinase houses,’and attempted to penetrate
into the Chinese quarter, but they were finally
forced hack by the police, and at later advices
had dispersed. ~ During these attempts to assail
their quarters the Chinese manifested much alurm,
and early in the evening every door and shutter
was closed fast, and rot a Chinaman was to be
seen on the streets. About 11 o’clock the crowd
collected in front of the Chinese mission on Wash-

effecting much damage. It appears that the fire

& window, although all is at present quiet. The
police and military authorities are fully alive to
the gravity of the occasion, and vigilance will not
for a moment be relaxed. The prompt and coura-
geous acticm of the police barely prevented
a bloody riot,tor had the mob gained the heart of the
Chinese quarter it would have heen impossible to
foretell the result. It is well understood that not
only at present, but at all times, there is a deep
and widespread feeling among hoth laboring and
hoodlum classes against the Chinese, which only
lacks a favorable opportunity to break out into open
hostilities. It is believed, however, with prudence
and vigilance, immediate danger is over, and that
if quiet can be maintained during the remainder
of the night there will be no further trouble. It
is quite probable that, in view of the present pos-
sible future disturbances, efforts will be made to
etfeet some organized action among the better class
of citizens looking to the maintenance of law and
order.
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THE OLD WORLD.

Sharp Fighting Before Rustchuk and Near
Sitistria—General War News.

Loxpox, July 24.—There are indications of sharp
fighting before Rustechuk and near Silistria, but
nothing definite is known. Lieutenaut Geuneral
Mehemet Ali telegraphs from Shumla aceounts of
several minor attairs, all tending to show that the
Turks are beginning to oppose the Russian ad-
vances.

An Adrianople telegram states that the railway
to Philipopolis is interrupted, and that a Rus-
sian corps from Islimiyeh (Slivno), has reached
Kirk kilissa, where a battle iz expected.

[A"ofe.—Kirkkilissa is thirty miles east of Adri-
anople, and a suecessful movement in that direc-
tion would place the Russians between Adriano-
ple and Constantinople.}

A Jassy telegram states that the rioderpest has
appeared among the cattle for the Russian army,
and has already made great havoe.

A special dispatch from Shumla to the Daily Tele-
graplt says the troops are being dispatched thence
through the Bozza pass to Adrianopic.

A special dispatch from Pesth published in the
second edition of the Stundurd, says that & number
of deputies of the Iungarian Parfiament, without
distimetion of party, are preparing for Thursday a
great national meeting in faver of the Turks.
Deputy Buron Kars will submit the following
resolution :

Resolved, That the Ilungarian nation, indignant
at the horrors committed by the Russians in Bul-
garia, should address  the government 2 petition
demanding that the Austrian cabinet come to an
understanding with the English government with
a view of obliging Russia to make peace, whilst
preserving the integrity of the Ottoman empire.

The Bituation at the East,

Loxpox, July 24—The Timcs’ Vieuna corre-
spondent, who i3 not only exceptionally well in-
formed, but careful, and not liable to exaggera-
tion, telegraphs the following: The rapidity with
which affairs in the East are developing cannot
but produce a vivid impression upon the public
opinion in Austro-HHungary, and this impression is
reflected in the press of the two countries. Thus,
for some days back, the Austrian papers de-
mand with ever-increasing vehemence that Aus-
tria  should take active steps. Meantime
there has been an entire change of thought
in IIungary. Pablic opinion, whieh at first loudly
called for intervention in favor of Turkey, now
demands that steps be taken to protect the inter-
ests of Austro-Hungary, without however in-
dicating the limit of these interests. Count
Andrassy, who up to the present has preserved a
reserved and expectant attitude, will have much
to doto hold up against these manitestations of
public opinion of the moment when events will
allow the Vienna cabinet to employ a more de-
cided policy.

SITUATION IN THE CITY.

NO FURTHER TROUBLE APPREHENDED

The Threatened Strike on the Northern Cen-
tral and Potomac Railroads—Freight
Blockade to New York.

CONTINUED ENLISTMENTS OF

MILITIA

A Gazrrre reporter yesterday walked over the
line of the Baltimore and Potomac railroad from
Pennsylvania-avenue depot to Calvert-street sta-
tion. The whole line of the road was unusually
quiet. No demonstrations of any kind were in
progress or expected. Here and there groups of
laborers were repairing a broken tie or putting in
a new rail. No policemen outside of the ordinary
force were on duty and not the semblance of the
present troublous times was visible. Conversation
with the employees revealed the fact that the first
intimation of & strike on this branch of the road
which came to the knowledge of those who would
naturally be supposed to be the most interested
was the notifications of the same in the morning
papers. All classes of the workmen were found
to be extraordinarily intelligent, and in addition
to disclaiming all knowledge of the committee
which had cailed on Mr. George C. Wilkins they
were ignorant of the personnel of the com-
mittee. ~ They disclaim all part in any
action taken by this committee, and refor to them
2s by no means representative men, but classthem
with a few soreheads who have been influenced
by the power of mob rule. They of course feel
that they would like to have the reduction of July
1 rebated, but they do not consider this the proper
time to ask for it. They econdemn the action of
this self-appointed committee as foolhardy and
wicked in view of recent events, Tley expressthe

utmost confidence and regard for ~the officials
“ed over them, and say that they have in-

jably met with fair treatment from'them, and
if any injuries have been complained of they have
always had prompt redress. They desire last of all
things to be in any way associated or connected
with the 1ob which has so disgraced the city, and
desire at once to frown down anything like sympa-
thy for this class of persons.

Mr. George C. Wilkins, superintendent of the
road, visiled the shops and had conversations with
all the workmen to-day. Ife saysthe men are all
inteiligent, and the road gets along well with them.
He has been in the habit of dealing directly with
the men, and does not propose to allow anybody to
build up a wall between him and them. He stated
to them the fact of the committee’s call, and the
demand that they made upon him. He told them
that the question could not be settled by any one
official, but that under the Jaws governing the road
il would be necessary to call the board of directors
to consider the matter. 1le entirely ignored the
committee in the matter, and met the men himself
in preference. Shortly after his return to his office
he received a letter from the foreman of the shops,
of which the following is an extract ;

I am very much gratified to be able to suy that the
men are highly pleased with your speech, and the
greatest good feeling seems to prevail.

Mr. Wilkins instructed the foreman to inform
the men that their conduct was greatly appreci-
ated and should meet in due time with a commen-
surate reward.

The committee itself, upon calling upon Mr.
Wilkins Iater in the day, were divided, the ma-
jority of them being in favor of sustaining the
company and awaiting a proper time for the so-
lution of the trouble. A numberof the idle classes
congregated on the Charles-street bridge about the
time Mr. Wilkins’ decision was expected, but they
met with 1o encouragement from the railroad
men, and a heavy shower which eame up at that
time served to disperse them as rapidly as would
the batons of the police or the rifles of the mil-
itary. They sought shelter in & disgusted manner,
and peace reigned in and about the Union depot.

The residents of the northwestern section of the
€ity, more particularly in the neighborhood of the
Penngylvania-avenue depot, were much excited at
the prospect of impending difficulties on the Balti-
more and Potomac road. In conversation they
could be overheard expressing fears that some dis-
turbance would occur in that usually peaceful
portion of the city, but congratulations were ex-
ehanged that the road lays'in this neighborhood
under ground, and if any trouble occurred the
seene of jt would probably be the tunnel. Lafay-
ette market was the scene of a lively discussion
yesterday morning between residents of the
wicinity who had there assembled. Much con-
fidence was expressed in the desire of the officials
of the Baltimore and Potomac road to do what was
vight for their employees, and the wives and
families of the latter did mnot hesitate to express
their disapprobation of the events of the past few
days, and warn their protectors not to be caught
in the same trap as had the workmen on the Bal-
timore and Ohio railroad. Mob rule will have
much to contend with if an attempt is ever made
in this section of the city to incite a riot. The
majority of the residents are hovest, hard-working
<itizens, whose only desire is to live in peace with
their neighbors and to enjoy the fruits of their
industry. Many of them have but limited meaus,
and do not indulge in any kind of dissipation. It
is superlatively the home section of the eity, and
probably boasts more women and children than
any other locality in town. There is a strong
feeling all through this section that the men of

-¢he Northern Central and Baltimore and Potomac
railroad have acted in a praiseworthy manner.

During yesterday gftcrnoon a strong police force
was on duty, secrefed near the Union depot, but

“theirservices were not required.
NO THROUGH FREIGHTS TO NEW YORK BY RAIL.

The Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore
railroad company declined yesterday to take any
freights for points north of Philadelphia, and no
freight was received yesterday from New York.
This change in previous arrangements is on ac-
count of the troubles on the old Camden and Am-
boy road, now run by the Pennsylvania railroad
company, preventing freight from being trans-
ported through New Jersey. In this emergency
Bhriver’s New York line of boats is being availed
of by shippers to New York. In all other respects
the condition of affairs on the Philadelphia, Wil-
mington and Baltimore railrpad remains un-
changed. The trains, both passenger and freight,
run on regular time, and the employees continue
in the discharge of their duties, unaffected by the
troubles on other roads.

ANOTHER APPKAL TO PRESIDENT SCOTT.

‘The roadmen (engincers, brakemen, etc., of
freight trains) of the Northern Central railway
company, it seems, are not altogether satisfied
with the remarks of Superintendent Wilkins, made
vesterday afternoon to the hands employed in the
workshops, as above stated. Later in’ the after-
noon they held a mecting in the machine shop at
Mount Vernon, and, after hearing some remarks
by one of their number, determined to present an
application at nine o’clock this morning through
Superintendent Wilkins to President Scott to have
their wages restored to what it was a yearor two
ago—an increase of twenty per cent. over present
rates. They deem this a favorable opportunity to
have the question definitely settled one way or
the other,

OUR HOME GiUARD.

Continued Enlistments in the Maryland
Militia—Organization of the Recruits.

The enlisting of recruits for the new regiments,
authorized o be raised by Adjutant General Bond,
continued yesterday with favorable success. Itwill
be seen, however, from the special request of
Mayor Latrobe in another column,that the author-
ities feel the necessity for vigorous measures, and
advoeate a general release of employees, to afford
them an opportunity to enlist.

ENLISTMENTS 1'OR THE SEVENTH.

In pursuance with the order of General James
Howard all the recruits enlisted Monday for the
8eventh regiment reported yesterday at the armory
of the Fifth. The number of recruits raised on
the first day was considered quite large, but the
more general knowledge of the desire for recruits
prevalent yesterday increased the number of gn-
listments perceptibly.  Besides those mentioned
in yesterday’s GAZETTE 60 men enlisted Monday
night at the Fifth-regiment armory; rabout 30 were
obtained by Capt. Beech on his own aceount, and
about 75 had enlisted at the armory yesterday
morning in a short time after the roster was
opened. All of the men are armed and provided
with blouses, such as the United States troeps wear,

—.and regularly drilled as soon es recruited. A num.
ber of them have been sent to Camden Station for
duty. Col. Howard has bought a quantity of nar-
row blue ribbon to place upon the arms of those
members of the Seventh regiment for whom he
has not yet procured blouses, in order to properly
distinguish them.

ke furnished with Napoleon guns fully provided

with aminunition and equipments from Fort
Mecllenry this morning. Mayor Latrobe, in a no-
tice published in another column, earnestly re-
quests employers to allow all their employees
an opportunity to enlist in the service of the state
during this crisis. This will doubtless add largely
1o the number of recruits to the new regiments.
THR EIGHTH REGIMENT.

General Charles E. Phelps yesterday wmorning
took possession of the old rooms of the First Branch
of the City Council, in the old city hall, for the re-
cruiting of the Eighth regiment. During the day
a company of sixty good men was enrolled. Gen.
Phelps received a telegram from ITavre-de-Grace
and another frem Belair offering him a company
for his regiment from each one of those points.
George W. Sherwood, an experienced adjutant, was
appointed to that position in the Eighth. Dr.T.
R. Brown was appointed surgeon and Eiijah J.
Bond quartermaster. The duties of corumissary
of subsistence were also assigned to Captain Brown.
Gen. Phelps hasdecided to fill up the balance of his
field and staff with veterans either from the union
or confederate armies, Ife also determined to
assign only veleran soldiers to command of com-
panies. The men as fast as recruited were yester-
day placed in squads and drilled in Upton’s
Tactics in the old First Branch chamber. There
was little excitement about the old eity hall, and
the formation of the new regiment progressed
quietly. To-day a larger number of rceruits are
expecied to apply to join the regiment, and Gen-
eral Phelps hopes to raise the full complement in
several days.

THE SIXTH-REGIMENT ARMORY.

The Sixth-regiment armory, at Front and Fay-
ette streets, presents a dreary appearance. The
broken windows of the main entrance on Frout
street and over the building gives a dilapidated
appearance to the extensive structure, which had
been recently fitted up atconsiderable expense. The
place was deserted except by Captain Mabthew
Clark, who occupied it yesterday as an office io
recruit a company from Qld Town for the
Seventh regiment. He was quite success-
ful, enrolling thirty-five men, but this num-
ber made secarcely a perceptible oceupancy
of the large armory, Captain Clarke’s company
will meet this morning at Raine’s hall at 9
A. M., and will proceed to the Fifth regiment
armory, where it will be enrolled in the Seventl
regiment. All the valuable property of tiie state
in use by the Sixth regiment, has been rcmoved
to the Fifth-regiment armory for use by the newly
recruited regiment. The dispersion of the Sixth
regiment was dictated by prudence and a desire to
avoid ali cayses of excitement after a most careful
consideration of all the facts of the case.

ENLISTMENT OF TROOPS.

The mayor has issued the following appeal :

Mayor’'s Qfice, (%ty Hall, Daltimore, July 24,
1877.—The governor of Maryland having author-
ized an increase of the militia forees for the pur-
pose of maintaining law and order in the state and
eity, it is important that every encouragement
should be offered for the enrollment of young men of
good hahits and character. .

It is thereforc urged upon all cmployers to facili-
tate, as far as practicable, the enlistment of such of
their employees as are willing to join the military
organizations, by granting them a temporary leaye
of absence without the permanent }loss of their sit-
uations, The absolute necessity of an immediate
restoration of confidence and the resumption of the
usual business opersntions of this great ecity eannot
fail to be recognized by all classes in the conimunity.
Far this reason every assistance should be given to
the state authorities in the measures now being
taken to insure this most desirable result,

At Mount Clare depot the Third United States
artillery are still on duty. The detachment of the
Fifth regiment which had been sent to their relief
was yesterday recalled to Camden Station. Every-
thing is quiet throughout the yard and no further
trouble anticipated.

A HANDSOME ACT.

Captain J. Pembroke Thom yesterday niorning
called at the armory of the Fifth regiment, where
the Seventh regiment are recruiting, and being
unable to perform active ficld service, generously
ordercd for the Seventh regiment (200 men) din-
ner, to be served from the neighboring restaurants.

MORE TROOPS EN ROGTE TO THIS CITY.

Povenkerrst, July 24—Two companies of
United States troops from Plattsburgh (Madison
barracks) passed through here ihis morning, en
route to Baltimore. The St. Louis express has
been discontinued, it being unable to get through
Buflalo.

MILITARY NOTES.

Fred Reuter, a new recruit, formerly a lieuten-
ant of ecempany K, Fifth regiment, was rcélected
to the position of first lieutenant.

At 8 o’clock P. M. yesterday Captain Douglas IT.
Thomas arrived at Camden Station with sixty re-
cruits for company A, Fifth regiment, who were
immediately placed on duty.

-
Camden Station Yesterday.

At Camden Station yesterday the situation was
unchanged. The depot yard is aljve with repair
gangs, car cleaners and other regular emyloyees of
the road, while the regulators are constantly en-
gaged in_shifting cars and making up passenger
trains. No merchandise is being received and no
freight traing will be moved for the present. The
guards around the station are composed exclu-
sively of militia, the regulars remaming idle in
their quarters.

The foree of regulars consists of the Second and
Third United States artillery and engineer corps,
none having besn withdrawn or ordered away oxX-
cept the marine battalion, Colonel Heywood, which
arrived from Washington on Friday night, and
was ordered to Philadelphia yesterduy morning.
It is not anticipated that this force will be further
reduced, in view of the situation not having
changed regarding the movement of freight. Gen.
Barry, commanding, constantly occupies’ his head-
quarters in Camden Station, in connection with
Adjutant Hloward. No person is allowed to pass
the picket guard at any point, except those in pos-
session of passes issued by General Barry. Those
of the passenger traing not required to be on the
road after night are being run, in addition to the
through passenger trains, which are being dis-
patched regularly.

Revival of Passenger Travel.

With the general traveling public a feeling of se-
cunity is apparently rapidly recovering. A decided
increase in the number of both local and through
passengers was noticed yesterday, and quite a num-
ber of tickets at Camden “Station were sold to the
various summer resorts.

Visitors to Camden Station.

A constant stream of visitors was noticed at
Camden Station yesterday, a large proportion of
whom were ladies, and who viewed the scenes in
the interior of the depot with considerable interest.

The 8pecial Police Force.

The special police foree of citivens remaing on
duty. At night they patrol the beats, and are
thus useful in allowing the regular force to be kept
together to meet any emergency that might arise
requiring organized force.” Many of the police
force have also been returned to their regular
beats. The police have now also been able to ol
tain some rest, and have recovered from the fatigue
of their three days and nights of alm st continu-
ous and harassing duty.

FURTHER PREPARATION,

The board of police commissioners,Marshal Gray
Deputy Marshal Frey and Sheriff S. S. Mills, had
a long conference last night at the room of the
board. While it was evident that the trouble
here had been thoroughly checked, it was resolyed
to continue the precautions heretofore taken, and
to make still further and greater preparations. The
employment of special policemen by the board at
$2 50 per day will continue, and the sheriff is in
readiness to summona posse commitafus in suf-
ficient number to meet any further emergency,
and to assist the other forces now employed.

John and Peter Kelly, Edward Fisher and
Daniel Young, the two last-named colored. were
arrested yesterday morning in the southern district,
charged with rioting on Saturday night at the
corner of Light and York streets. They were
locked up for a hearing.

ON THE BALTIMORE AND OHIO.

No Excitement at Cumberland—Continuation
of the Freight Blockade—8pecial Police
Appointed.

8pecial Dispatchto The Gazette.

CuMBERLAND, July 24.—The city has been quiet
to-day, and not a single incident has occurred that
could be construed into abreach of the peace. It
is still, however, an indisputable fact that the
strikers or the strikers’ friends are in possession,
and if any proof were wanted a glance at the lo-
comotives and freight trains drawn off on the sid-
ingsgwould be sufficient. The consequences cou'd not
be answered for if an attempt were made to move
them. Resistance would more than probably be
offered, though perhaps the presence of the troops
here would enuble the trainsto be moved out of
Cumberland, to be stopped at the mext station
beyond; but were the troops withdrawn it is certain
that an attempt to move the trains would result in
a conflict that might cease at the depot and might
not, for the lawless men that would be attracted to
the scene of, any riot on the road would hardly be
controlled by the railroad strikers.

There is no news of interest from any point
along the line, Everything is quict, and near the
depot and hotel there are very few people besides
the guests of the hotel and the depot hands. The
news that thirty-nine of the men who stole a ride
from here vesterday to Pittsburg were waited upon
by the vigilance commi.tee and given their choice
between twenty-five dollars fine or ninety days in
jail, is likely to deter free excursionists from
making Pittsburg their destination. Several
of the prominent citizens, appreciating that
the city police force was not sufficiently large
to insure good order, asked for the appointment of
a number of special policemen, and an extra ses-
sion of the City Council was to-day convened,
Mayor Withers being in the chair, at which the
appointment of thirty specials (five for each ward)
was decided upon. They will be sworn in shortly.
Lowry, the strikers’ friend, was to-day released on
the payment of $10 fine. The charge brought
against him was resistance of a policeman in the
discharge of his duty. It is due to the thirteen
now composin g the police force to say thatthey are
watchful, active and fearless.

Captain Rogers is in command, and the soldiers
are exercised in the manual, including loading,
firing and charging bayonets. The officers of the
Second artillery here have several times spoken
in high praise of the conduet of the Fifth regiment
in their march to Camden Station. Gen. Getty
has arrived.

. _
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Damages by the Storm,

Yesterday afternoon, during the severe rain-
storm, the cellars on Pine street, near Saratoga;
Fayette and Lexington streets, between Schroeder
and Republican, and Myrtle avenue, between
George and Saratoga streets, were filled with water.
A coop containing fifty chickens came floating
down Myrtle avenue and the chickens were all
drowned. Dr. Horn, corner of Myrtle avenue and
Mulberry street, loses $100; F. Mahon, corner Pine
and Josepline streets, $200. Several other persons
reported 1inor losses. The bridge on Carrollton
avenue, between Lagman’s alley and Saratoga
street, was washed away; damage about $50.

Owing to the backing up of the water from a
sewer on Eastern avenue connecting with Ilarford
run, the basement and lower floor of Kimball &
Shaffer’s barrel factory, on Fustern avenue, be-
tween Eden street and Central avenue, was sub-
merged and damaged to the extent of $230.,
The cellars of several other houses in Cen-
tral avenue were alse filled with water.
The inlets to the sewer recently con-
structed on Ann and other streets in East Balti-
more proved insufficient, and in consequence the
bed of Ann street, from Baltitnore to Thames
streets, was inundated.

Suspension of the Baltimore Refinery.

Messrs. Woods, Weeks & Co., proprietors of the
Baltimore sugar refinery, corner of Lombard and
Concord streets, on Monday last executed a deed
of trust for the benedt of their ereditors to Wm.
H. Perot of the entire property of the firm, in-
cluding the refinery building, machinery, book
debts, ete.  Mr. Hiram Woods, senior member of
the firm, states that their entire liabilities are
about 8750,000, of which amount there is secured
$430,000.  This leaves unsecured $320,000, to meet
which the firm have assets, including their exten-
sive works, of upward of $700,000. Even under
the present depression in values these assets are
deemed much more than sufficient to pay all
claims against the firm. There is amongst the
business community a great indisll)ositiou to let this
important enterprise and valuable adjunct to the
great mercantile interests of Baltimore be perma-
nently stepped. It is to be hoped that immediate
steps will be taken to reorganize the business and
continue the operations of this refinery. The firm
have in their employ upward of one hundred per-
sons, including the clerical foree, laborers, etc.
Messrs. Woods,Weeks & Co. have been embarrassed
for some time, and their present trouble has no
connection with the pending railroad strike.

.
Wesley Grove Sunday-School Convention.

The cleventh annual convention of the Balti-
more conference Sunday-school society M. E. church
South was convened at 12 o’clock yesterday at Wes-
ley Grove camp-ground, with Mr. T. J. Magruder
president. The convention wasopened with re-
ligious exercises. The list of cirenits and stations
was then called. 'I'he president then presented his
annual report, which was referred. It showed a
large 1mcrease of Sunday schools, and that a great
deal of good had been done since the meeting of
the convention last year. The secretary’s report
was also presented and referred.  The missionary
worl in the Sunday schools was taken up, and the
convention was addressed by Rev. B. W, Bond,
followed by Rev. James Pearre, W. M. Barriety,
Jobn McCormick, Hey, P. B. Smith, Rev. Dr. C. C.

Violence Feared at 8t. Louis— The Mob
Threatening Plenty of Trouble.

St. Lotis, July 24.-—All the passenger and ex-
press cars for the East were stopped this morning
by the strilkers, Onetrain on the Vandalia rowd
was allowed to go out, but all the others were de-
tained, and no more will be permitted to leave on
the Vandalia line. There was no interference
with postal cars, and they were allowed to go
out on all the roads. Allthe cars at the Union de-
pot on this side of the river have been moved out
of the yard immediately in front of the depot and
taken up the road some distance, leaving the
tracks at the depot clear. The strikers say there is
no middle ground. In this case it is either abso-
lute victory or defeat with them, and they propose
to make the issue square and clearly defined from
now on, and to effect this they will put a
total embargo on freight and passenger trafic.

All or nearly all tae coopers of this city have
joined the strike. The coalmen at the St. Louis
gas works demanded higher wages to-day. Their
demand was acceded to and they continued work.

THE SITUATION AT MIDNIGHT.

Soon after 12 o’clock
the crowd, about 250. collected at the depots,
which marched to all the railroad shops in the
city and compelled the workmen to cease work.
They also visited all places where labor was being
performed and compelled & complete cessation of
manual labor all over the city. There has been
great excilement in the city to-night, and all
the saloons were ordered io be closed. At
7 P. M. a meeting of the ecitizens was held and
measures taken for the protection of private prop-
erty and for putting down a riot should one occur.
The strikers and their friends also held a meeting,
and decided to Jet no freight trainsleave the city to-
morrow. The excitement is still intense, but it is
thought no damage to private or railroad property
will be attempted. The Council meet iy secret ses-
sion to-night, and it is understood that a large
foree of special policemen will he appointed early

in the morning.

The Strike at Sedalia.

SepaLis, Mo, July 24.—The employees of the
Missouri, Kansas and Texas railroad struck this
morning about 10 o'clock, Four companies of
the Twenty-third infintry, under command of
Jeff C. Davis, passed east at 9 o’clock with a sec-
tion of artillery, including a Gatling gan.

NEW ENGLAND.
A Btrike Inaugurated on the Boston and
Albany Ratlroad.

CABINEY CONSULTATIONS.

Hvarts and Key Out Against the Corpora-
tions—The Mail-Train Imbroglio on
the Erie Road.

Special Dispatch to The Gazette,

WasuiNeToN, July 24.—It hLas been almost jp-
possible to learn anything in regard ta the routine
discussions that have leen carried on at the cub-
inet meetings, ang especially to find out the views
of the individual members. The question to be
considered was felt to be, after the strike had
spread somewhat, not whether mob violence was
right or wrong, but whether the government
L would be justified in so sssisting the railroad com-
panies against the more law-abiding strikers that
1t could be said the administration vas badking up
the wealthy corporationg in a private family
quarrel.  The disussion over t s phase of
the riatler is known {o jiave been warm and ex-
citing. Secrotary Thompson was of the opinion
that the rights of the great highways of travel
and the righta of the public were one and the same,
and that both must,therefore, be equally protected
by the strong arm of the government. The Presi-
dent has been quoted as entertaining this sare
opinion so strongly that he favored going any
length in preserving the property and rights of the
corporations. In this he has been niisrepresented.
A very heavy pressure hag been hrodght to bear on
him by the railroad inferests, and in some eases
thiz has goye so far as to urge him to declare the
several states where trcuble existed in rebellion,
and proceed against them with the strong arm of
the government. Ife has heen very cautious,
however, in giving any color to the suspicion that
he would use his authority without careful con-
sideration of the rights of all alike.

The most emphatic membersof the cubinet have
been Secretaries Evarts and Key. Both of these
gentlemen have strongly protested against encour-
aging any appeals to the general government ex-
cept in cases where publiz rights exclusively have
been invaded, and then only afterthe state author-
ities have exhausted all their resources. The for-
mer 1nade such a forcible plea that the cabinet
was convinced, and the executive decided to pre-
ceed more cautiously hereafter, and weigh the facts
carefully in every case. Postmaster General Key
coincided fully with Mr. Evarts in this view of
the matter. IHe was specially solicitous about
having the passageof the mails protected, and said
that so far he had no complaint to make on that
score, He believed the strikers were sincere in
wishing to see the government interests unmolested.
Yesterday he received a dispatch signed by the
committee of firemen and brakemen of Hornells-
ville, New York, stating that the officials of the
Erie road were detaining the mail st that point
and blaming it on the rioters, and they wanted it
understood that it was no work of theirs. Wm.
Henry dmith, of Chicago, was in the room with
Mr. Key when this dispatch was received. The
Postmaster General at once sent on a copy of this
telegram to the officers of the Erie road,
demanding an immediat? explanation, and the
result was, as Mr. Key explained later, that the
train was started without delay. As further evi-
dence that the rioters proper were well disposed to-
ward his department, he qiotesthe fact that dwring
the excitement at Buffalc the rioters cut loose &
locotaotive and mail car and ordered them to pro
ceed. The first direct interference with the gov-
ernment mails by the rioters themselves took place
ot Indianapolis to-day, and the Iostroaster Gen-
eral lost no time in applying the remedy, e ap-
pears to be honestly convineed that his department
will not be seriously mniolested, and it might be
well for the rioters to know that he placos them on
their good behavior,

The Ancient Mariner Arranging His Fleet
for Duty.

THE MUSTER ROLL.

Latest Orders for the Disposition ot United
Btates Troops.

WasHixetoN, July 24—I12 M.—Two hundred
and fitty men, capable of bearing arms, at the Sol-
diers’ Home at Milwaukee, Wis., have through
the governor of the home signified their willing-
ness for duty in the city in case of any violence.
These men were soldiers during the rebellion.
There are threats against the railroad and tele-
graph lines centreing at Omaha, but no violence is
manifested as yet. There is a supply of arms and
ammunition available in Chicago, if necessary,

The commanding general of the department of
the Gulf has been ordered to send all available
troops in that department to either Louisville
or Newport barracks, there to report to the respeot-
ive commanding ofiicers. These troops will con-
sist of eighteen companies of the Third and Thir-
teenth infuntry, Affairs at Harrisburg are being
watched closely with a view of sending there a
sufficient number of regular troops to secure order
and protect property, a suitable guard being left
at the posts from which they have been called.

The commanding oflicer of the department of
the South has been ordered to send all available
troops in his departmnent either to Washington or
Baltimore, as may be deemed most expeditious,
there to report to the respective commanding offi-
cers. This force will consist of some ten or twelve
batteries of artillery and approximating seven
companies of infantry. The troop train conveying
the troops from Columbia, 8. C,, met with an ac-
cident by jumping the track near Union Point,
and proved a total wreck., None of the troops
were injured. The quartermaster’s department
promptly made arrangements to forward the
troops by the next train to their destination.

ALARM IN THE PEACH REGION.

The Crop at the Mercy of Railroad Btrikers.
Convention at Dover.

MioLerowy, DeL., July 24.—The peach-grow-
ers met at Dover in state convention to-day, and
passed resolutions requesting Governor Cocliran to
organize wilitia {or’ the protection of property,
should the strike extend to Delaware.

Gen. Howard’s Movements—A B

Wasnizaron, July 24.—The following official
detsils of General Howard’s movements and those
of Chief Joseph have been communicated to the
government by Inspector Watking, under date of
Lapwai, 12th instant:  “The hostiles, aftor cross-
ing the Salmon, and going in the direction of the
Weiser river, doubled back to the north and re-
crossed the Saulmon at a point some twelye miles
below the former crossing at the mouth of
the White Bird. General Howard followed with
the infantry, leaving the cavairy on this side
to guard against Joseph, taking just the conrse h
has taken. Colenel Whipple’s command of eaval
were directed to go to the yforks of the Clearwater
and ascertain the intention of Looking Glass, who
was supposed to be running a recruiting station for
Joseph. This was accomplished and the Indians
driven off, some 1,200 in number. One Indian
was killed and three wounded in this movement.
Whipple then returned to Norton’s station,
on the Cottonwood. Colonel Perry in  the
meantime, with a remnant of his command,
came to Lapwai with a pack train and
left on the 3d to join Whipple on the Cottonwood,
having a small pack train in cherge. Onthe
evening of the same day Lieutenant Rains, with
ten men from Whipple’s command, while making
a reconnoissance this side of the Cottonwood, was
surrounded by Indians and the men were killed.
Their bodies were leit by the roadside. On the
morning of the 4uh Colonel Perry reached the
scene of the massacre of Lieutenant Rains, and was
fiercely attacked. But for the timely appearance of
Wlipple’s command he- would have been
anpihilated. More or less fighting kas occurred
every day since between the Indians and cavalry
near the Cottonwood, but the Indians have in-
variably come off victors.

In the meantime General Howsard turned back,
following the trail of the hostiles, and began to re-
cross the river. This probably induced Joseph to
make a desperate effort to get past the cavalry, as
after the crossing of General Howard he would be
between two fires. Accordingly he burned his
lodges and loose property, left ihe cattle and poorer
horses grazing on the prairies, and, while hae
tracted the attention of the cavalry by ma)
bold dashes at them and scouring the oount
the vicinity with small bands, his women and
tra horses were taken across the open country
tween Cottonwood and Mount Idaho, and sent §
to Klamath.

Inspector
Watkips thinks thag Joseph i3 a superior war
chief, and that he will be able to unite " 500 war-
riors under his leadership if not checked before ha
reaches the Bitter Root mountains. More troops
are needed sothas different columns can be formed
to intercept and flank him. He further writes
under the authority of General Howard to enlist
Indian scouts. We have already armed and wuma
formed thirty-four from the Lapwsai. Thus far
they have all heen reliable, and Lave rendered
valuable service. Much feeling is expressed by
the citizens of Lewiston over this course. They
doubt the loyalty of all the Nez Percés, and eail
1t folly to aria them, but I have full faith in the
friendship of all that we have enlisted and armed
as socuts, and have signified my “willingness to
bear the responsibility. General Howard wrote
to me that I would select and have equipped as
many as possible. Joseph sent word yesterday he
intended to take Lapwss.
