FEDERAL TROOPS TO QUELL THE STRIKE

In our news columns of to-day will be found
& very full account of all the proceedings yes-
terday in connection with the strike of the
freight firemen on the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad. The efforts of the Btate militia to
preserve the peace and quell the riotous demon-
strations at Martinsburg were ineffectusl, and
after consultation with the officers of the road
and the State authorities, Governor Matthews
sent a despatch to President Hayes, asking
for the assistance of the Federal troops. The
President requested a full statement of
the strength of the force at the Gov-
ernor’s command, and upon receiving this it
was decided to grant his appeal. A procla-
mation was at once issued commanding the riot-
ers to disperse, and early yesterday evening
five companies of artillery serving as infantry,
two of them at present stationed at Fort Mec.
Henry and three at the Arsenal, Washington,
were despatched to Martinsburg, Gen. French
commanding. At the latter place yesterday
the demonstrations were of a very hostile
character. No attempt was made to move
freight trains, as it would only have resulted
in bloodshed. The strikers seemed fully de-
termined on opposing this action if it had
been attempted, and threw up earthen barri-
cades along the line of road, 5o as to insure
themselves a good position in case of & con-
flict. Governor Matthews was stoned at
Grafton, but fortunately escaped injury, and
the temper of the men gave proof that they
were fully defermined on the course they had
urdertaken.

At a meeting of the strikers held at Martins-
burg last night it was resolved not to work in
future for less than two dollars per day. Itis
to be hoped now that when they are beginning
to discuss terms for the future that wiser coun-
sels will soon prevail, and that an amicable ar-
rangement will be effected without the aid of
the military. It is difficult amongst the many
despatches received to rightly gain & correct
view of the present condition of things, but
from all the accounts furnished the Company
seem to have no inteation of withdrawing from
their present position, and it is hard to predict
what the end may be. At Qifferent points
along the road there has been some excitement,
but comparative quiet seems to exist at Key-
ser, Parkersburg and Wheeling, and there is at
present no sign of the strike extending beyond
the Ohio river.

In the city yesterday everything was peace-
ful. Those alarmists who believed that the
military would be called out were disappointed.
Pacsenger trains arrived and departed as usual,
and the situation, if it was discussed, was done
so in secret. The strike is, however, already
beginning to tell on shipments. The foreign
trade especially will suffer, both in cosal and
oil, unless the embargo is soon removed, and
the business interests of the city will be tem-
porarily affected. It may be mentioned that
the strikers at Martinsburg have received
auxiliaries in the persons of the unemployed
boatmen on the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal,
who joined them yesterday.

Late last night Governor Matthews tele-
graphed to the President asking for one hun-
dred additional men and two pieces of artil-
lery, and a reply is expected to be given early
this morning.

THE NEWS.

A special in the London Times of this morn-
ing eays that forty-five instead of eighteen bat-
talions of Russians have crossed the Balkans,
and that it is now an open guestion if Sulel-
man Pasha can arrive in time to bar their far-
ther progress towards Adrianople and Con-
stantinople. It is stated that his effort will
be to hold them in check, to enable Osman
Pashe, from Widdin, and Abdul Kerim, from
Shumla, to attack their rear. Raouf Pasha,
who at first believed and reported that he had
repulsed the main body of the Russians south
of the Balkans, it now turns out, merely drove
back a small body sent against him as a feint
while the bulk of the army passed on behind.
The Turkish Foreign Minister, S8afvet Pasha,
it will be observed, has resigned. The appoint-
ment of his successor appears to be regarded
by the London papers as not signiticant of
peace.

A United States revenue officer writing from
the South tells of the great difficulty which
has attended the enforcement of the revenue
laws in several of the SBouthern States, partic-
ularly in North Carolina. Even among the
better classes there it has become the common
practice to unite in the clamor against the
revenue lawsand the revenue oflicials. Within
a few months the machinery of the State courts
has been employed to deter the latter from the
performance of their duties, and the Judges
have gone so far as to direct their clerks not
to obey writs issuing from Federal courts. Re-
cently the questior has been taken to the Su-
preme Court of the State on an appeal, where,
after an unusully able and elaborate argument
on both sides, the Supreme Court decided to
sustain the right of removal and the right of
United States officers to be tried in the Federal
courts. The value of the decision, it .is de-
clared, cannot easily be over-estimated, involy-
ing, as it does, the power of the Government
to collect its revenues unmolested.

Business and banking matters opened quiet
in St. Louis yesterday, and seemed to have pro-
ceeded during the day without renewal of
trouble. Further particulars are given in
another colnmn of the condition and prospects
of the suspended concerns. The directors of
the North St. Louis Savings Association elaim
that their assets are $150,000 in excess of their
liabilities, and they are discussing propositions
for resuming business. Io many of the banks
large numbers of the depositors who withdrew
their funds have returned them. The troubles
at 3t. Lounis are said to have produced but lit-
tle impression upon the banking institutions
of Chicago. A short run was made by a few
small depositors upon one of the savings banks,
but there seems to have been no rush whatever.

A London telegram says that the yearly re-
view of trade issued by the British Customs
Commissioners shows that the United States
has resumed the position of being the chief
source of their cotton supply, much to the
detriment of Imdia, which sent nine bundred
and sixty-five thousand cwt. less in 1876 than
in 1875, In London yesterday Indin Comncil
bills were allotted at }¢d. per rupee advance.
Bilver was off a fraction, selling at the close at
543¢d. per ounce. A Glasgow despatch reports
a good demand for sugars in that city, with a
partial advance of 3d. per cwt,

In regard to General Ord’s instructions,
though there has been no modification of them,
it is explained that if after being duly notified
the Mexican troops fail to take upon them-
selves the duty of apprebhending raiders, ac-
cording to General Trevino’s instructions, or
if no such troops are present, the duty will
then devolve upon and be performed by the
United States troops. No farther steps will
be taken 1n the matter of recognizing the
Disz government until the promised reparation
is made for the recent actual invasion of our
s0il by Mexican troops.

The National Cotton Exchange met in bien-
nial convention at the Greenbrier White Sul-
phur 8prings yesterday, delegates being present
from most of the principal cotton centres of
the country. After the transaction of prelim-
inary routine business and the election of offi-
cers for the ensuing term, a committee was ap-
pointed with the view, through the action of
Congress, to enforce the provision of the char-
ter of the United 8tates Direct Cable Company,
which forbids its amalgamation with any
other, which was ¢one of the conditions on
which the Company were 10 land their cable
on the shores of this country.”” The Conven-
tion will be in seszion seversal days.

The primary elections held yesterday for
ward officers and delegates to the Republican
City Convention, which meets this evening,
passed off very quietly. A large vote was
polled, and in the wards where competition
was close the election officers gave satisfaction
to both sides by their impartial conduct. No
arrests were made, and although the polls were
crowded in the evening, there was no disorder
whatever. In some of the wards the colored
voters were represented on the tickets elected.
It was one of the most orderly primary elec-
tions ever held in Baltimore.

A Washington despatch says that the indi-
cations were that the Treasury would, either
yesterday afternoon or to-day, issue a call for
thirty-five million dollars of -bonds, although
the amount had not been fully determined upor.
Should the call not be for so large an amount,
another will follow in a day or two for a sum
whichb, in addition to the amount embraced in
this, will fully aggregate that sum.

In a farewell correspondence between the
Franco-American Committee at Paris and Min-
ister Washburne he expresses his warm ac-
knowledgments for the cordial personal wel-
come he has always received there, and assures
the committee that they may count upon his
aid in securing the participation of America in
the Paris Exposition.

Ex-Governor Tilden and Becretary of State

held & reception on board before the  vessel
left, but declined to add anything farther to
his Manhattan Club speech. He will retura in
Gctober,

He thinke an assessment of $25 per share will
be required of the stockholders to close up the
business speedily, and is confident this sum, or at
least the greater part of it, will be returned to them
when the agsets are realized upon. The Directors of
the North 8t. Louls Savings Association have dis-
cueged several propositions for the settiement of their
affairs, with a view to reopening the bank and re-
suming business. The one most favorably enter-
tained 13 to pay all depositors one-half in cash and
one-half in stock. If arrangements can be made to ob-
tain some reacy money to carry out this proposition,
it is probable that the bank will reszme business next
week. The aseets of this Association are $150,000
above the liabilities. A: an evidence of returning
confidence, it may be said that the Broadway Savings
Association,which felt the run of Satarday and Monday
a8 geverely as any bank, received  large number of
new accounts yesterday, and its deposits were about
$80,000 in excess of any previous day. A large nom-
ber of depositors who withdrew their fands Saturday
returneda them yesterday., This can also be said of a
number of other baaks.

Over 3,000,000 arrived here yesterday by express
for banking purposes.

Erening.—Everything in banking circles and among
depositors was very qulet to-day, and business fully
resumed Its regunlar cnannels.

ILLIOIT DISTILLATION IN THE 80UTH.

PERILS OF REVENUE OF fICERS.

HOW THR PEOPLR SYMPATHIZE WITH THE CON-
TRABANDS—THE FREDERAL AU “HORITY TO BE
SUSTAINED—A SATISFACTORY DECISION,
WASHINGTON, July 18.—The following is an abstract

from a letter written by a Government revenue officer

in the Soutb: **The intense dislike 1. the enforcement
of lhe internal revenue laws of tic United States
which exists in geveral or wic S..qern States, and
especially in North Carolina, is scarcely realized by
the country at large. This dislike is confined to that
clase of citizens who profit by the evasions of frands
common {o the manufacture of spirits and tobacco.

1t has become a general thiny, even among the better
clareeg, to join in the clamor against the revenne laws
and revenue officials. When those who deliberately
defraud the revenues for the sake of gain are looked
upon with sympathy and commiseration by the gen-
eral community, there must be some absorbing rea-
€on. It is known that in the vast areas of territory
in the South, especlally on the slopes of the Appala-
chian chain, there are numerous persons engaged in
the illicit distillation of spirits and ‘blockiding’ of
manufaciored tobacco. Some inflaential and respect-
able heads of families, irrespective of politics, are en-
gaged in this contraband businees, and it is not con-
eidercd heinous or involving any moral turpitude to
defraud the Government.
HOW THE OFFICERS ARE INTIMIDATED.

*Of courge political demagogues havefbeen quick to
proflt by this condition of things, and editors of news-
papers and politicians gemerally have combined to
make the collection of the revenne odions, and
in some sections public sentiment renders it a
dangerous duty. Hence, even the revenue officials,
whoare called *Revenners’ by the common classes,
are deterred from doing their whole anty. There is a
unlversal contempt for the law impoBing a tax on
whitkey and tobacco. Within a few months even the
machinery of the State courts has been employed to
deter the officers from enforcing the laws, and ma-
licious euits and indictments, on frivolous pretexts,
bave been brought against them for acts done in per-
forming their duty. The laws of the United States,
which allow oflicers toremove such suits to the Fed-
eral courts for trial, have been resisted, and judges of
the Btate courts have directed their clerks not to obey
wrlte of certiorari iseuing trom the Federal courta,

HOW THIS HAS BEEN CHANGED,

“Judge Wm. R. Cox alone of the Democratic Judges
of North Carolina gustaining the right of removal, the
question finally went to the Supreme Court of the State
on an appeal from his Court. Governor Vance, deem-
ing the case of great importance, specially employed
an array of distingnished counsel to assist the At-
torney General of that State to resist the removal ef
suck causes to the Federal courts.

ALLENTOWN, PA., July 18.—Jacob A. Biamer, ex-
City Treaesurer, was arrested to-day for the embezzle-
ment of thirteen thousand dollars of the city’s money,
and his bail was fixed at fifteen thousand dollars.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 18.—Intelligence has been
received from Adrianople to-day that Raouf Pasha is
encamped at 8livno. The Russians on the somthern
side of the Balkans are at Hainkoi. Their numbers
areunknown, but they are certainly receiving rein-
forcements, while Kaouf Pusha is compelled by nu-
merical inferiority to remain on the defensive until
the arrival of Suleiman Pasha, who 18 expected in
three days. Safvet Pasha, who resigned the Ministry
of the Foreign Attaira, has- been appointed Minister
of Public Works. The Ottoman authorities, upon
evacuating Kustendji, intrusted the town to the lead-
ing Greek ecclesiastica. Such anarchy arose among
the Bulgarians that General Zimmerman, at the re-
queet of M. Harrls, director of the raliway, sent two
squadrons of Cossacks to occupy the place.

The News’ correspondent at Nikopolis telegraphs :
“lam told that there were three thousand Tarks
kiiled and wounded in the engagement which pre-
ceded the captore of this town. Four or flve acres
were devastated by the conflagration which occurred
before the surrender.”

The News' Kustendji special states that the Circas-
eians succeeded aamirably in executing their orders
to prevent the enemy from obtalning supplies. Not s
living thing existe in the Dobrujda. The Circassians,
however, did not commit murders, but drove off the
live stock and compelled the inhabitants to follow.

THE SITUATION SOUTH OF THE BALKANS,

LONDON, July 19.—The 7%mes® special from Adrian-
ople, dated Jaly 17, reports that the Russians are be-
tween Kazanlik and Shipka. The Z7imes’ Vienna
correspondent telegraphs as follows : Not eighteen,
but forty-five battalions of Russians have crossed the
Balkans, It remains to be seen whether Snleiman
Pasha will arrive in time to bar their farther progress.

OPERATIONS IN ASIA MINOR.

SEVERE MEASURES AGAINST THE KURDS.

LoNDoN, July 18.—Reuter’s Telegram Company has
received the following despatches :

ErzerotM, July 16.—The Russians continue to re-
treat in the direction of Kurnkdara and Alexan-
dropol. General Melikofi is still at Yenikoi, four
hours to the north of the Turkish eentre, Twenty-
tbree members of leading Kurdish families inhabit-
ing Ruseian territory have been court-martialed and
Langed by order of Gen. Melikoff.

MONTENEGRO RESUMING THE OFFENSIVE,

CETTINJE, July 18.—The Prince of Montenegro’s
headquarters have been transferred to Sliodje,
near Niceic. All Montenegrine on farlough are
ordered to join their respective battalions to-morrow.

THE ELECTIONS IN SERVIA,

BrLeRADE, July 18.—The elections to flll the places
of the dcputies who resigned from the Skuptschina
have terminated. The leaders of the radical and con-
servative partics have not been re-elected. The Gov-
ernment majority in the Skuptschina is increased
to 108.

CHANGE IN THE TURKISH CARINET.

CONRTANTINOPLE, July 18.—Safvet Pasha, Turkish
Foreign Minister, has resigned, and Arifi Pasha, who
has once already been Foreign Minister and once Am-
bagsador to Vienna, succeeds Safvet Pasha.

[Nole.—Safvet Pasha has been long believed to favor
peace.]

The Daily Telegraph’s Pera correspondent states
that Aarif Pasha, who has been appointed Minister of
Foreign Affairs, belongs to the old Turkish party.
Chapges in military commands may possibly take
place. Mehmet Ali is likely to have a higzher com-
mand. The old T'urkish party is zenerally considered
to favor the continuance of the war. A majority of
Tondon papers consider the chanve in the Ministry
&8 not of peaceful significance.

VARIOUS WAR NOTES,

VIENNA, July 18.—The Political Correspondence de-
hies that any superior Russian functionary has ar-
rived or is expected in vienna om a special mission
from the Czar.

A despatch to the rame paper reports that “the Bos
nian insurgents have defeated the garrison of Livno,
ard are now besieging it in the citadel of the town.”

The Daily News' correspondent at Vienna says:
“The two Pashas and Turkish soldiers taken prison-
erg at Nikopolis will be interned at Orelin, Russia.
On Sunday and Monday the advance guard of two
Iresh Russian army corps passed by rail from Jassy
to Galatz. They are likely to remain in Romania as
reserves.”

MINISTER WASHBURNE—THE PARIS
EXHIBITION.

Parts, July 18.—On the oceasion of the anniversary
of the Declaration of American Independence the
Franco-American Committee sent to Mr. Washburne
a farewell letter, speaking of the friendship uniting
the two repubiics,and boping that America would be
represented at the Paris Exhibition ef 1873. Mr.
Washburne replied that at the American banquet at
Paris on the Fourth of July, France was not forgot-
ten, All present were happy to bear testimony to her
gererous hospitality, her faithful activity and the
warmth of feeling which made Frenchmen everywhere
liked. Mr. Washburne added that the committee
might count upon him to give expression in America
to the wishes of the committee, and he would give his
aid to secure the participation of Americs in the Paris
Exhibition. He concluded by expresging his thanks
for the cordial pereonal welcome that had always beea
extended to him in France,

COURTESIES TO

AUSTRIA.
A SENSATION IN HUNGARY,

A Pesth despatch to the Kwvening Standard says:
“The passage of the Balkans by the Russians has
produced a most profound consternation here. The
Hungarian journals energetically demand immediate
action of Austro-Hungary against Russia. The semi-
official organs are less emphatic, and urge delay until
after the first decisive baitle.”

Relative to the reporis of an excitement in Hun-
gury, the Zimes’ Vienna deepatch states that the suc-
cess of Ruseia cannot make Austria in any way
change her attitnde.

The Néws' Vienna special reports that the Hun-
garian prees violently demands immediate interven
tion. However, in leading quarters in Vienna there
ig no intention to yield to any such demands.

AUSTRIAN OCCUPATION OF BOSNIA.

Par1s, July 18.—The Memorial Diplomalique hav-
ing asgerted that Muswrus Pasha, the Turkish Minis-
ter at London, had said the Porte would consent to
Auetrian occupation of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Muswrus Pasha writes to the Journal des Dedats as
follows : “*My instructions are far from authorizing
me to hold the language imputed to me. According
to my pereonal opinion, occuopation would be a8 un-
fortunate as if a great neutral Power shounld take part
in the war against my country. I think, moreover, it
is quite gratnitous to attribute such an intention to
Aunstro-Hungary.”

LoNDoRN, July 19.—The Daily News® despatch dated
Consetantinople, Wednesday night, says: *“The Otto-
man army of the Danvbe commenced offensive opera-
tiones yesterday (Tueeday). The speedy departure of
Hobart Pasha for Batonm to take command of the
equadron is announced.”

COALIFOBNIA MINT INVESTIGATION,

PINNEY AND PIXLBY PRESENT CHARGES.

BaN FRraNcisco, July 17.—In the Branch United
States Mint investigation to-day before the commit-
tee, George M. Pinney read a list of charges to the
effect that between October, 1870, and October, 1871,
Superintendent Lagrange caused the sales of material
belonging to the mint and received the proceeds and
appropriated them to his own use, thus defranding
the Government of various sums, aggregating not
less than five thousand dollars; also, that during the
same period Lagrange did, with intent to defrand the
Government, appropriate and canse to be paid sundry
accounts for material which had never been delivered
to the mint, and appropriated the money 80 drawn
from the Treasury to his own use,defrauding the Gov-
ernment in the aggregate of not less than ten thou-
sand dollare. He aleo submitted a copy of & memor-
andum book, which he alleges to be in the possession
of Lagrange, concerning which there have been some
newspaper comments. Hesaid that in preparing the
charges he had not attempted to give the precise
amoonts, but expected to adduce testimony showing
the amounts retained by Lagrange to be in excess of
those named by bim. Frank M. Pixley, oa behalf of
gentlemen formerly employed in the mint, charges
Superintendent Lagrange as follows: With insinnat-
ing to one of the ofticers of the mint that he (Lagrange)
would cover hie statement for eight hundred ounces
of gold lost, after he had been informed by that offi-
cer that the loss would not be half that amount, and
which finally resulted, **I believe, in a settlement at a
logs to the Government”; with trying to get the
meiter and refiner to carry five extra men on his pay
roll when the gaid officer did not know one of them,
and they bad done no work in his department; with
ordering copper from Philadelphia and then ordering
new bills to be made out and the amounts raised one
bundred per cent., and approving the same as correct,
although well aware that the Government was being

Ag stated in these despatches yesterday, there has
beenne modification of General Ord’s inst=uctions to
pursze Mexican raiders across the boundhry when
neceszary for their apprehension and the receptare of
stolen American property. In view of certcin erro-
neous pudiications regarding the recent telegraphic
correspondence between General Ord and the War
Departorent, it scems proper to add that his original
orders onthis subject are entirely consistent with the
pian of co-operation with the Mexican troope, which
contemplates that wherever a body of Mexican
troops is present at the point on the boundary where
the raiders attempt to escape, the commander of the
Mexican troops shall be notifled, 0 that they may
take upon themaelves the duty of apprehending the
raiders, in aceordance with General Trevino’s in-
structions from the Diaz Government; but in the
event of their failing to do so, or if no such body of
Mexican troopsis present, that daty will, of course,
devoive upon oar own troops. It can further be
stated, upon high official anthority, that before taking
any further steps towards a recognition of the Diaz
Government, the United States Government will
await the promised reparation for the actaal invasion
and bloody confidet committed by Mexican troops
upon the goil of the United States.

REDUCTIONS IN TEE NEW YORK CUSTOM HOUSE.

Surveyor Sharpe; of New York, with other gentle-
men representing. his office, is in Washington to-day
in consultation with prominent ofticials of the
Treapury Department regarding the proposed reduc-
tions in the office of Surveyor of Customs in that city.
The consultations have been long and earnest, and
will be referred for the purpose of definite action by
the Department to Secretary Sherman immediately
apon his return to this city. The deliberations are
with a view as to what changes shonid be made and
not, it is intimated, with any view of changing the
ipstructions of the Department regarding the reduc-
tions to be made,

A UNITED STATES JUDGE IN EGYPT.

At the last session of the Senate, Philip H. Morgan,
of Louisiana, was confirmed for appointment as a
Judge of the new International Tribunal established
in Egypt for the adjudication of civil and criminal
matters affecting foreigners in that country. The
State Department is to-day in receipt ot information
from Consul General Kurman that Judge Morgan has
arrived and been presented to Pasha Cherif, who will,
according to custom, present him to the Khedive, by
whom his formal appointment is to be conferred unpon
the nomination of our Government. Mr. Furman
adds: “lam very glad to find him (Judge Morgan)
not only familiar with French, but with a code of
laws rimilar to those of Egypt. His commanding
form, intelligent countenance and frankness of man-
ner will also add much to his infinence with the na-
tives. The nomination promises to be in every way
satiefactory.””

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THE WRONG REMEDY.

There is no disguising the fact that the public
gmpathy is with the employes of the Baltimore
Ohio Railroad Company who are trying to
event a further reduction of their wages by
preventing the running of freight trains. If
the statements made by the striking firemen as
to their insufficlent compensation are correct
(¢nd we have no reason to doubt them), they
eertainly have reason to complain of the sys-

bm adopted by the Company which prevents
them from working more than two to four
days In the week, and throws on them the bar-
den of paying their boarding at the terminus of
the division until they have a chance to bring a
rain back to the atarting point where they
pve their homes. The fireman who makes the
ip from Baltimore fo Martinsburg, and re-
pins there two days at his own expense before
can get back to Baltimore, has not earned a
ar over end above his expenses during his
ee days running and waiting. A system like
8 is certainly calculated to breed discontent
ong the trainmen, and to impress them with
Ponviction that they are net justly dealt with.
When we come to investigate the underlying
ause of this apparent injustice to the firemen
n the freight engines, we find no reason for
harging the Company with a disposition to
oppress its employes. In fact, the whole trou-
ble proceeds from a laudable effort on the part
of the Company to keep more men in its ser-
vice than are necessary for the moving of its
_trains during the present season of depression
" In business. The managers of the road sup-

‘poeed that it would be better to give the fire-

men a chance to make three or four trips a

week than to dlscharge them entirely. It hap-
.. pened that the practical effect of dividing work
among six hundred men that could have been
easily performed by two hundred, dissatisfied
‘a1l of them and precipitated the present unfor-
tunate strike. But in presenting their case to
the public the strikers must not lose sight of

he fact that they were obliged to wait at the
- ends of divisious for a day or two before mak-
ing the return trip simply because there were
1o tralns for them to bring back.

The decline in business is something over
which the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com-
pany has no control. It would be to its in-
terest to keep all its freight engimes in con-
~ stant motion, and to allow the.firemen to make
afull trip every day in the week if there was
sufficient frelght to be moved to justify tne
working of the road to its full capacity; but
the Company cannot afford to keep its rolling
tock in motion merely for the sake of giving

8 employés an opportunity to earn reasonable
wages. It has tried to do something in the
way of philanthropy by cuttiog down wages
and dividing np the work of moving its trains
mong a great many people in order to keep
em in ifs service; bat the attempt has been
ure,-and the strike that is now destroying
business and wasting its resources can b:
aced to this well-meant endeavor to divid:
he labor and wages of one employé among
three. Whether this last reduction in the pay
of firemen is enforced or not the inevitable
result of the strike will be the discharge of
every man whose services can be dispensed

ith. Unless there is some improvement in
business thege unfortunate strikers may in the
end regret that they did not submit to what
seemed to them a most unjust reduction in
their pay rather than bring on a crisis which
deprived them of all means of earning a living.
A8 we have already said, the strikers have
he public sympathy on their side. The average
man and woman take a purely sentimental
view of the struggle between the employer and
the employed, and are prone to regard the for-
mer a8 & giasping and exacting tyrant. When
it Is a corporation that seeks to put down or
keep down the wages of ite employés the fa-
maxim that <¢corporations have no
fitly expresses the popular condemna-
p of its conduct. People read the touching
ratives of the peverty, the perils and the
bearance of the long-suffering firemen who
now on a strike, and they forthwith con-
hde they are justified in taking this violent
thod of protesting against the grinding ex-
ions of the railroad. This is a very super-
pial view of the matter, and one that does
088 Injustice to the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
oad Company. Like all other corporations
pngaged in the transportation business, the
/Baltimore and Ohio Company has the highest
motive for maintaining the good-will of its
employés. Upon their vigilance and efficiency
depends the prosperity of the Company, and
if they should become sullen, discontented and
rebellious, no amount of skill and energy on
the part of the managers could save the road
from disaster. For this reason it should not
wantonly oppress its employés, or ask them to
work for insufficient compensation, unless, as
in the present instance, theire was some solid,
substantial reason for cutting down expenses
to the lowest possible figure.

When a private employer tinds that he is car-
rying on business at a loss, he simply stops
' work and closes np his establishment. His
employés are left to shift for themselves and to
Pru & living as best they can. Itis this sus-
pension-of work that restores the equilibrium
between demand and supply. After the excess
.of stock has been consumed the manufacturers
resume work and go on as before. Nobody
pretends to censure a manufacturer for stopping
his machinery when he finds that it can only
be run at a loss, yet the effect of the suspension
brings poverty and pinching want into msany
homes. It happens, however, that railroad
companies cannot take care of its reserve capi-
tal as the private manufacturer does when he
finds that he is losing money—namely, by quit-
ting work and turning its employés adrift. It
ie & public corporation, chartered for pablic
purposes and must keep on running trains for
the public convenierce whether it makes o-
lotes, It cannot smepend operations and waic
for better times as private individuals and pri-
vate corporations do. All that it can do is to
reduce wages and cut down expenses. Indoing
this they often encounter ¢strikes,” such as the
one now in progress on the Baltimore and Ohio
Road, but we cannot recall any instance in
which those who participated therein improved
their own condition by irnflicting loss on others.
It must also be remembered that the managers
of a railroad are only agents or trustees for the
shareholders, and are always supposed to be
acting for the best interests of the thousands of
people who have invested their means in its
bonds and stock. Should they earn nothing,
there are widows and orphans and helpless
persons in every part of the country who
would be deprived of their means of sapport.
The loes suffered by the Baltimore and Ohio
Company during the last three days will be
felt by thousands of persons who are quite as
dependent on the Company as are the dissatis-
fied firemen. We are aware that a great deal
has been said about the policy of the Company
in mtking ten per cent. dividends out of the
earnings of the Cormpany when it only ought to
bave divided six per cent., but this is a matter
on which the firemen are not competent to pass
judgment. Up to within the last two years we
belleve that the Baltimore and Okio Company
paid its employés the same wages that were
paid by the other trunk lines, and certainly the
money which went to make up the ten per cent.
‘dividend was not deducte1 from the pay of the

firemen. But whether the employés were

stinted for the benefit of the shareholders or
otherwise, it is morally certain that the fire-
men’s strike will not weaken the motive nor
lessen the necessity for the practice of stringent
economy until such time as the transportation
‘business again becomes active and profitable
We have thus far commented upon the fire-
men’s strike as if it were a mere refusal on
the part of certain employés of the Baltimore
and Ohio Company to perform their accus-
tomed duties. We recognize the right of every
man to quit work when he is no longer satisfied
with his wages. But this is not a mere aban-
ng of their engines by the firemen. By
hts of violence and riotous demonstrations
prevent the employés of the Company from
ng its trains. This puts the strikers in
osition of law-breakers and disturbers of
Ipeace. There can.be no justification or
se for such a wanton disregard for the
s of their associates in the employ of
Baltimore and Ohio Company as has been
bited by the striking firemen at Martins-
Whenever strikers go about from shop
hop, compelling men to quit work by
ts of violence, they become common
rs, and ought to be dealt with as such.
most remarkable incident of the firemen’a
ke Is the appeal made to-the United States
ernment for troops to restore order and
protect the Baltimore and Ohio Company in
the prosecution of its business as & common
carrler. When the Sonthern Governors used to
-¢all upon the President for troops to suppress
" domestic violence they were derided and hooted
at by all the Democratic editors in the coun-
“try. ¢«Why don’t you call out your militia "’
shouted these advocates of local self-govern-
ment. When told that the great body of the
srms-bearing citizens sympathized with the
rloters and would refuse to obey the orders of
the Executive of the State the Republican
Governor was told ‘to step down and out,”
and allow somebody to take his place whose
authority the white people would respect.

Here iz & precisely similar condition of
sffalrs. The law is defled, the pablic peace is
disturbed and the operations of a great rail-
read company are suspended. The local civil

authorities are unable to restore order. The
aid of the State militla is invoked, but the
soldiers fraternize with the law-breakers and
refuse to obey the orders of the Governor. In
this dilemma the Governor turns to the United
Btates Government and asks for troops to
suppress the insurrection. This may bea very
proper proceeding under the circumstances,
but what becomes of +‘local self-government’?

) TURKEY’S POSITION.

Th: ancient city of Nikopolis has again been
the scene of a desperate struggle, but one which
bas resulted differently from the conflict which
once raged there belween the Turks and Hue-
gariens. In the year 139G the S8ultan Bajuzet,
who was adding to hls conquests in Europe,
was met at Nikopolis by Sigismund of Hun-
gary (the future Emperor of Germany), who,
with an army of sixty thousand men, attempted
to stop his progress. The battle, however, re-
sulted in the complete defeat of the Christians,
and the victorious Sultan marched conquering
the Morea and adding to his territory every-
where until he was forced to surrender to the
renowned Tamerlane on the plains of Angora.
No such success, however, has attended the
Turkish arms in their struggle with the Rue-
slans, who now swarm around this old fortified
city founded by Trajan. No more important
reverse than its fall and surrender has happened
to Turkey since the opening of the present
campaign. The Russian rear is thus secured
apd the enemy’s forces on the Upper and Lower
Danube completely severed. The advantages
which the Turks have so far gained have in-
variably been neutralized by succeeding events.
A suicidal delay seeme to have marked their
policy throughout. Daring the whole erossing
of the Danube their iron-clads lay as idle as a
painted ship upon a painted ocean, and al.
though they appear lately to have waked up
from their lethargy, all their action is now
fruitless. If their fire two weeks ago had beea
directed towards the destruction of the bridge
at Sistova 1t might even then at that late hour
have been of some avail, whereas now it has no
more significance than simple target practice
would have. There is no necessity for making
light of the difficulties which the Russian army
will meet with when it undertakes the crossing
of the Balkans in full force with its siege ar-
tillery. But having captured Nikopolis and
seized the line of the Yantra river which flanks
the approach to the mountains by Gabrova, the
battle eseems half won. If & general ad-
vance is intended to be made om the
Shipke Pass the latter achievement is im-
portant. Besides this, the assistance of those
mountain refugees, the Heyducs, who seem
already to have led the Cossacks through
secret defiles unknown to the Turke, will prove
invaluable. The dreaded gquadrilateral which
was expected to prove such a stumbling block
in the way of Russia’s advance has been shorn
now of much of its strength. All alonf its
flanks the Bulgarians are rising. The memory
of the outrages which their families have snf-
fered, and the wrongs and oppresgions which
have ground them down, is now asserting
itself, and from the river to the mountains the
Turkish villagers are fleeing to escape their
vengeance. The seizure by the Russians of
the S8humla and Rustchuk Railway will have
the effect of dividing the links which unite the
quadrilateral, while the codperation of Roma-
nia will add to the chances of blockading
Widdin and besieging the two central fortresses.
It does not matter that this action of Romania
has been taken in open defiance of Austria.
Future complications may rise out of it, but
it is at present an advantage to Russia, and
helps her to a position where she can the more
easily dictate terms, even if other Powers
should threaten to interfere.

The advance to Adrianople can therefore be
carried out with a force of one hundred thou- *
sand men directed against the western passes
alone, and the Turks seem fully alive to the
gravity of the crisis. Troops are hurrying
there from every quarter; Constantinople is
being fortified, and every preparation made for
a sieze. What the end will be it is not diffi
cult to foreshadow. Russia’s reverses in Asia
have only stirred her up to fresh energy, and
she seems bent on carrying out her plans to the
end.

THERE is one portion of the globe which had
almost slipped out of our memory until a
chance paragraph reminded us of its existence-
It will be remembered that in the year 1873
Steinberger sailed to the Samoan Islauds in the
South Pacific, and soon returned with the an-
nouncement that the chiefs were desirous that
the whole group of islands shounld be protected
by the United States. After being fully em-
powered to make treaties and do all things
neceesary towards the successful unfurling of
the national flag in that, as represented by him,
delightful locality, he set sail for it, armed
with his commission and a single piece of artil-
lery. On his arrival he at once assumed the
direction of affairs, and set about making re-
forms, which consisted princlpally in trying to
induce the natives to adopt a more extensive
costume than they had formerly been in the
habit of wearing. But paper collars and coats
and pants proved irksome to the men, while
the women could not be persuaded that pull-
backs and waterfalls would add to their natural
grace and beauty. The consequence was that
in the year 1875 a native King arose who knew
not Steinberger, and he was deposed from the
throne. His downfall was, however, softened
by the office of Prime Minister being offered to
and accepted by him. His duties in this posi-
tion, which consisted principally of keeping
the flies off the King, proved rather irksome to
bhim, and it was claimed that he had relievea
their monotony by going on an occasional
spree, and indulging in certain pursuits hardly
compatible with the dignity supposed to attach
to such a high position. The result was that
the captain of & British man-of-war arrested
him, carried him on board ship, and kept him
a close prisoner. Since that time the unfortu.
nate Steinberger has been lost to view. Where
be originally came from is doubtful, and where
he bas gone to is equally so. It has been as-
serted that a shadowy figure somewhat resem-
bling him bas occasionally been found hanging
around Disraeli’s residence with a view to pre-
senting a claim for damages, but the rumor has
not been verified, and the poor Prime Minister
is virtually dead. Last year there came another
envoy from the islanders to Washington,
named Griffith, who brought a glowing account
of the riches of the country, and the King’s
«fly-flap’ as a peace offering. Unfortunately,
at that time Congress was so busily engaged in
trying to prolong the electoral count that it
had no time to devote to this illustrious am-
bassador, and he also retired from public gaze.
Now the news comes that the inhabitants have
sent a petition to the English Government, ask-
ing that the British lion should take the place
once held by the American eagle. This will no
doubt be acceded. England is always reaay to
gobble up everything, from a Transvaal repub-
lic to a cannibal island, and Samoa, with its
delightful climate, its productive soil and its
brave men and beantiful women, is, we are
much afraid, lost to us forever. What a place
it would have been for a summer resort !

Mr. HENRY M. WAKFIELD, in a letter of
responee to the note of Mr. Noah Gill, Esq,
Chairman, and other gentlemen, a committee
of the Citizens’ Reform party, endorsing and
recommending his ‘treélection to the office of
Mayor of Baltimore,” reasserts very distinctly
the necessity for the separation of national
and municipal politics. Mr. Warfield holds
that <no true reform can be reached in mu-
nicipal affairs except through such separa-
tion, and says that the City Government must
be pon-pertisan to be successfully adminis
tered for the welfare of the whole people.”
Mr. Warfield farther says that the victory
awaits the people at the ballot-box in Novem-
ber next; that it will be «the people’s victory,
and the victory of no other party whatsoever
than the people’s party.”

A MEETING of the American Association for the
Advancement of Science is to be held in Nashville,
Tenn., from Angust 29 to September 5. While organ-
ized malnly for the promotion of pure science the As
goclation seeks the co-operation of friends of science.
and invites to associate membership all who are inter.
ested in the application of scientific principles to the
development of the vast industrial resources of the
Sounth. The meeting promises to be of speclal inter-
est to the educators and public-spirited citizens of
that section, and it is hoped by its promoters that all
practical men who appreciate the value of agricul-
tural, manufacturing, and mining industries will unite
in making it a grand success. With the cordial co-
operation of the citizens of Nashville complete
arrangements have been made for the reception and
entertaipment of members and their friends. which
wilil inciude excursions to points of interest in the
vicinity of that city, and in adjoining States.

We ask the sympathy of
the Young Men’s Christian Aseociation, temperance
and other societies to help us, not up out of the gut-
ter, por back to manhood, for we never have been in
the one, nor lost the sther.

Lear Sir—lu reply to your note I can only say that
a few days since a gentleman called upon me to make
some inquiries in regard to the valuations of certain
real estate owned by the Charter Oak in New York,
and the methods of determining the same. During
the conversation I stated that in my judgment the
ten per cent. standard of values applied to the
property of that Company was entirely wrong; that
the same standard applied to the Mutual Life, Con-
necticut Mutual, Travelers, or any other company,
would be ruinous; that the ilncome from rents of

HEAVY JEWELRY ROBBERY IN PHILADELPHIA

{From the Philadelphia Ledger of Wednesday.]

The police have not been able to discover the par-
ties concerned in the robbery of M. E. Dickson’s jew-
elry store, No. 35 South Eighth street, though ar-
rests have been made. The persons have been taken
into custody on mere suspicion, and discharged when
it was found imposeible to get any testimony against
them. Nor have any of the stoler goods been re-
covered. In police circles it is believed that the
watches and jewelry were expressed to New York
early on Monday morning, and that they have gone
into the possession of one or more of the receivers of
stolen goods in that city.

A more careful examination of the cellar of No. 31,
into which the robbers first descended, was made yes-
terday, and led to the discovery of several notes which
seem to have been written to the party operating in-
side by a confederate without. He cautions them
againet making more noise than necessary, and al-
Indes to a person being near enough to hear them,
meaning the mineral water dealer north of No. 31,

A circalar descriptive of the property stolen has
been prepared for transmizseion to the police of other
citier, and to dealers in watches and jewelry, and it is
hoped that this may lead to the recovery of some of
the ptolen property and the capture of the thieves
The annexed are copies of the notes found in the cel-
lar of No. 31, the first one into which the robbers
descended :

“I wrote this before I got your note. By readinog
this you can see how things ie. Be at door at one
eharp. We expected & note from you at ten o'clock,
but came to the conclurion you could not send it
through. Don't attempt to raiee that cellar door, as
the eoda water man is fly. The collar (rezerve) anu
private have not left the corner this morniug; one at
Chestnut, the other at the alley. It {8 sheer craziness
to pass any chuck, as we have been here so oflen we
think it policy to keep away.”

‘A block. But we will be in such a position as,
should anything occor, we will be on hand at one
o’clock., Be at the cellar a8 soon as you get the oflice,
pass up anote stating what we shall do. Be careful
abou’s’making & noise,on account of the gsoda water
man,

“You, of course, are anxious to come out; not half
20 a8 we are out here. How do things stand ¢ There
are three sitting at the cellar door: leave it now, but
not long enoughto get you out without a trouble.
Send out letter and let ue know your views, Wuen
we can get you anything to eat we will.””

GOVERNOR HUBBARD ON THE REBELLION,

A letter written by Governor Habbard, of Conuecti-
cut, in reply to an invitation to attend the Fourth of
July celebration at Lakeville, that State, has just got
into print, and the Hartford Fos¢ thinks that, while
creditable to his patriotism, it is calculated to send
cold ehivers down the backs of the Bourbon Demo-
crats by whom he was elected to his office. He wrote:
*The Hepublic has safely passed through the agonies
and perile of a civil war, on which aepended the ex-
istence of the Government and the equal rights of
men before the law. We have come up out of the
Red Sea in triompb. God be praised for the pa-
tience and courage with which He endowed us, and
for the victory with which we have triumphed so
gloriomsly. But the victories of arms are of them-
selves ynlgar and barren. They are merely means to
an end. We have crowned them at last with the
greater victoriezs of peace—peace throughout all our
borders, the devil of slavery cast out, the reiga of law,
order and reconciliation restored, and finally—honor
to whom bomor is due—of civil liberty and rights to
all the Btates of the Union. For four long and bloody
yeare, forty millioes of us, we were fratricides; to day
we are brothers again; they of the blue and they of the
gray,in a better fellowship, I believe, and in a wiser
liberty. Our victory, then, is not that we conquered
our enemies, bnt that we have gained our brethren.
And so yon do well and wisely to mark this anniver-
eary with a epecial accent and emphasis. Rendering
all homage to the noble founders of the Republic, who
coanted not their lives dear in the great straggle for
revolutionary freedom, let us not forget the not less
glorious services of those who, on the fleld of battle,
with still greater treasures of blood, or in ihe Cabinet,
with equai patriotism, have saved the Republic of the
fatners and the hiberties of theireons.”

MR. TILDEN'S VIEWS.

The New York Worid pablished on Tueeday morn-
ing what is accepted as an authoritative exposition of
the views of ex-Governor Tilden on the present as-
pect of public affairs prior to his departure for Eu-
rope. Itis remarkable only for its reaffirmation of
his statements toaching the arrest and indictment of
the Louisiana Returning Board as given immediately
after that event. The World's version is as followsa:
*In a Government like ours,” said Mr. Tilden, *‘such
fraundulent practices as are reported from New Ur-
leans last November sooner or later must come to the
light, and the guilty parties, with their practices,
must be made known. It is against the natural course
of events that deeds of this kind should ultimately
fail of being brought to light in ali of their enormity.”
With regard to his own political tatvre, the World
interviewer very ingeniouely drew from him the dec-
laratton that “‘under no circumstances would he be a
candidate for the United States Senate.”’ This is cold
comfort for a certain class of Democratic leadera
here, who are afraid that Mr. Tilden will Le again
taken up by the party as their Presidential candidate
in 1880. Tammany Hall, it i8 well known, is atthe
head of tbat class, and the Senatorship, it isunder-
stood, 18 their invention for getting rid of a man who
otherwise is likely to give them much future trouble.

TrE Springfleld (Mass.) Repudlicon is not greatly
pleasert with David A. Wells’ truthful candor in his
letter to the Cincinnati Commercial on the gilver
question. Mr. Wells concedes that the effect of re
monetizing the silver dollar, and thereby opening an
enormous demand for it to pay debts and perform ex-
changes, would have the effect of increasing its vol
ume, and a8 the demand for gold would proportion-
ately fall off, that metal would become cheaper, and
an equilibrinm would be eetablished. Mr, Wells ad-
mits all this, but argues that eilver would be a heavy,
clumey metal to carry around. Says the Republican:
“He admits the propriety of paying contracts made
prior to 1873 in eilver, bat claims that it would be of
no advantage to the debtor, eince a demand for $300,-
000,000 of silver would, in bis opinion, restore silver
to the old value. This admission of Mr. Weils, and
the omission of all argument from the disastrous ef-
fect on our national credit. leaves u= in doubt on
which side to place the weight of the discassion.'

BLOMAART & Co.'8 FAILURE.=The New York 7%i-
tune says that the failure was announced on Tuesday
of L. Blumgart & Co., importers of woollens and vest
goods, at Nos. 47 and 49 White street. This was not
entirely unexpected, as those acquainted with the
cordition and history of the firm have anticipated
the svepension. An assignment was made for the
benefit of the creditors to Frederick Lewis, of No. 71
East Fifty-tbird atreet. The examination of the af-
faire of the firm has hardly begaxn, but it is estimated
that the liabilities are between $400,000 and $3060,000,
while the aseets are thought to be comparatively very
small. The principal creditors are bunsiness houses
in Europe, the merchants of this and other American
cities beirg elight losers. Three prominent English
firms are known to be creditors to the amount ol
§200,000. The failure is attributed to losges by the
recent heavy failrres of other firms, and by 2 too lib-
era] eystem of credits. The firm is also sald to have
loet large sums by the purchase of gold. The assignee
has placed the books ‘n the hands of accountants, and
an inventory of the atock is being taken. The
