An ACT concerning the real eftate of Elizabeth Watts, late of Saint-

.~ Mary’s county. :

WHEREAS it is reprefented to this general affembly, that a certain Elizabeth Guyther was,

in her life-time, feized of an eftate of fee-fimple in and of fifty acres of land, lying in Saint-
Mary’s county, being part of two tradts of land, the one called Brick Kills, the other Park’s
‘Addition with Addition, and being fo {eized, fhe afterwards married George Aifquith, by whom
fhe had two children, and after the death of faid George, fhe intermarried with a certain Richard
Watts, by whom fhe had three children, all of which five children are now living, and infants:
And, whereas the faid Elizabeth, and her hufband, fold faid land to a certain Barton Tabbs, of
Saint-Mary’s county, and paffed their bond, under each of their hands and feals, conditioned for a
valuable confideration to convey faid land in fee-fimple, and the faid Elizabeth is fince dead, not
having executed a conveyance for the fame: And whereas it is reprefented, that the faid land.is
wholly deftitute of ‘wood and improvements, and that it would tend greatly to the benefit of the faid
five infants to have the faid contra& completed ; i .

1. Br 1T ENACTED, by the General Affembly of Maryland, That the chancellor be and he is hereby
authorifed and empowered, on petition filed, to examine into all the circumftancés relating to faid
land, and the fale thereof made to Barton Tabbs, and if upon examination, and fuch proof as he
may require to be taken, it fhall appear to him reafonable and beneficial to the infant children of
the {aid Elizabeth to have the faid fale and contract carried into effeét, he is hereby authorifed and
~ empowered fully and effe€tually, by decree of his court, upon f{uch terms and confiderations as he
thinks proper, to pc':rfe& and carry faid agreement into effect.

II. BE 1T ENACTED, by the General Affembly of Maryland, That the regifter of wills of Anne-
Arundel county tranfmit, or caufe to be tranfmitted, to the office of the regifter of wills of Wor-
cefter county, the will of the faid T homas Powell, deceafed.

IIL. AND BE IT ENACTED, That the regifter of wills of Worcefter county fhall receive the fame,
and fhall admit it to probat, in like manner as if the faid will had been originally filed in his office.

BE IT ENACTED, by the General Affembly of Maryland, That the fheriff of Baltimore county,
having given at leaft ten days notice in-one of the news-papers of the city of Baltimore, fhall, at
any time before the firft Monday of February next, fummon twelve freeholders, inhabitants of the
faid city, not interefted in the premifes, who being firft fworn to do and perform all the duties im-’
pofed upon them by this aét to the beft of their fkill and knowledge, fhall proceed to affefs and im-
pofe the amount of the damages fultained by each and every perfon from the opening of faid Second-
ftreet, as afcertained by the proceedings of the jury had and done under the aét to which this isa
fupplement, and récorded in the regifter’s office of the city of Baltimore, upon all and every perfon
or perfons hokding houfes or lots in and upon Second-ftreet, between Scuth-fireet and Fredarick—
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
