and not be in session either Thursday , Friday, or
Saturday. The following Saturday, which 1is December 2;
we plan to be in session and observe the same hours which
we do the week days as well as the'folloging Saturday,
the 9th, unless by chance we have adjourned by that
time. (Laughter.)
