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elections has had a drop-off of 17 per cent. 17 per
cent of the votérs who came to the polls did not bother
voting for the head of the county government.

In Price Georges County, 10 per cent of the

voters who came to the polls did not bother voting for

the head of the county government.

In Montgomery County, 7 per cent of the
voters who came to the polls didn't bother boting for

the head of the government.

In Baltimore County, 5 per cent of the voters
who came to the polls did not bother voting for the
head of the government,.

Garrett County showed up best, 4 per cent did
not vote for the head of the government, but every single
one of these counties did worse than Baltimore City,

When you separate out the elections, the
people do come and do vote.
