C H A P. VIL
An ACT to continue the aés of affembly therein mentioned.

C H A P. VIIL
An ACT to veft in the members of the German reformed church, an eftate in
fee-fimple in a-lot of ground in Monococy manor in Frederick county.

This act requires the furveyor of Frederick county, within fix months from the clofe of the feflion, to
lay off a parcel of ground, part of Moriococy manor, not exceeding five acres, and comprehending the
fpot on which is ere@ed the Glade church, and the enclofed lot which is ufed for a burial-ground. ~ He
is to return a certificate thereof, to be entered amongft the county records, and hereafter to be received
as evidence, that the faid ground belongs to the members of the German reformed church, and their
fucceflors, as a religious order or fe&, on condition, that it be ufed by them as a houfe of worfhip, and
burying-ground, as aforefaid.

B C H A P IX.
An ACT for holding fpecial eleions in Czcil county, that the inhabitants of
faid county may declare at what place their courts and elections fhall be held,
and for other purpofes therein mentioned.

The people of the county, qualified to vote for delegates, thall affemble at three different places, on
three different days, to determine, by a majority of votes, on the place where a court-houfe and gaol are
to be ere€ted. This eleétion is to be held by any one or more of three judges named in the act, who,
together with their clerk or clerks, are to take an oath of office prefcribed.

he juftices, on receiving the returns of the eleCtion, are authorifed, on or before the holding of their
next court, to repair to the place having in its favour the majority of fuffrages, and there choofe a piece
of ground, not exceeding four acres, and (if they can) to agree for the price with the owner or owners; but
if the owner or owners %\all be unwilling or unable to fell, ata reafonable price, the juftices, by their war-
rant, fhall command the theriff to fummon at leaft twelve of the moft fubftantial frecholders toattend them,
on a day appointed, at the place, and on their oaths, to be adminiftered by a majority of the juftices, the
faid jury fhall afcertain the value of the faid land, and the damages which the owners will fuftain by the
building thereon a court-houfe and gaol. The ground is then to be laid off by the furveyor; a certifi-
cate of it is to be entered amongft the county records ; the county fhall be entitled to it for ever on the
payment of the value and damages thus afcertained ; and the juftices are immediately to contraét for
building thereon a gaol ; and whenever the circumftances of the people will permit, with the confent of
the commiflioners of the tax, they fhall caufe likewife the court-houfe to be there ereted. The price of
the land, and the coft of the gaol, is to be levied by an equal affeffment of the taxable property and per-
fons in the county, and by a fale of the old court-houfe and prifon, together with the land belonging to
them. The place to be chofen as aforefaid, is immediately to be the place for holding courts and elelti-
ons ; and when the court-houfe fhall be finithed, the county court fhall not, unlefs on evident neceflity,

be held at any other place.
C H A P X
An ACT for an ele&tion to determine at what place the court-houfe and prifon of
Harford county fhall be built.
This ele@ion, at which only thofe qualified to elet delegates are entitled to vote, is to be held at four
different appointéd places within the county, Any two of the tax commiffioners, calling to their afift-

ance two juftices for the prefervation of the peace, are to be judges of the election, firft taking an oath
of impartiality, and adminiftering an official oath to their clerk. '

When the place is thus afcertained, the juftices are to agree with the owner for the price of any quan-
tity of the land, not exceeding four acres, or, if that cannot be done, they are to order the theriff to fum-
mon 12 freeholders to be empannelled and fworn to inquire the value, and the fum declared by this jur
to be the value, is to be paid by the juftices out of the money to be colletted under the a& of affembly
for that purpofe provided. The faid four acres are to be laid out by the county furveyor, who is to re-

turn a certificate to be recorded by the county clerk. And until the court-houfe and prifon can be buils,
the juftices are authorifed to rent houfes, &c. '

C H A P. XL
An ACT relating to cofts in criminal cafes.

HEREAS it is unjuft and oppreflive, that any perfon who may be
profecuted for any crime of which he is not guilty, thould be bur-
thened with the cofts and charges accruing on the profecution ;

. 2Be it enalted, by the general affembly of Maryland, That no perfon who
may be profecuted for any mifdemeanor or offence, and difcharged by the court
on {fubmiflion, or fined not exceeding one fhilling current money, or profecuted
for any crime and acquitted on trial by a jury, fhall be burthened with the pay-
ment of any cofts or fees accruing on fuch profecution, but all fuch cofts and
fees, with the legal cofts of the party accufed, fhall, in cafes tried in the count
courts, be charged to the county where fuch trial is had, and taxed and colleted
as part of the county charge; and fuch cofts and fees on trial in the general court,
fhall be charged to the ftate, and paid as other public charges; and no perfon
