and take the following oath, or affirmation, to wit: < I, A. B. do fivear, or {o-
¢ lemnly, fincerely and truly, declare and affirm, that I will honeftly and faith-
¢ fully eftimate and value the damages and injury fuftained by C. D. by cpening a
“ road through the land of the faid C. D. in purfuance of the directions of this
“alt;” and fhaill return the damages by them afleflfed to the fiid juthice of the
peace, and the damages fo affcfled and returned fhall be conclufive; and the party
or parties in whofe favour the valuation afcertained by the faid commiffioners, or
the damages affcffed by the faid frecholders, fhall be made, fhall be entitled to re-
ceive the {ame from the faid commiffioners, and the faid commiffioners thall pay,
or {ecure to be paid, the amount of the f2id valuation or damages to the refpeciive
parties entitled to receive the fame, out of the monies to be raifed and collected
from the fubferiptions to the faid road, within fix months after the alcertainment of
fuch valuation or damages, and before they thall proceed to affe® the lands and
tenements of the perfon or perfons concerned: Provided, that the fiid road fhall
not go through any houfts, garden, meadow or orchard, unlefs with the confent
of the owner thereof. _

B4 2 of afiemnbly, entitled, An a& concerning marriages, as prohibits and
B ¥ declares void marriages between perfons related within the following de-
grees of affinity, to wit: A man with his wife’s fifter, or brother’s wife; a woman
with her hufband’s brother, or fifter’s hufband; fhall be and the fame is hereby
repealed and made void; and 2ll matriages heretofore made and celebrated by and
between perfons related within the degrees of affinity before mentioned, are hereby
confirmed and made valid in law, to every intent and purpofe, from the time of
the celebration of fuch marriages refpetively ; and ail penaltics, forfeitures and
tonfequences, which may have been incurred under the f{aid recited 2&, by any
marriage within the degrees of aflinity aforefaid, are hereby releafed and dif-
charged, and the partics for ever acquitted of the fame; and no penalties (h:li
hereafter be incurred under the faid a& in confequence of any marriage within the
degrees of affinity herein before mentioned, but every fuch marriage thall be good,
fuffictent and valid, in law, any thing in the faid recited act to the contrary
thereof in anywife notwithftanding.
