legiflature, and doubts having arifen whether the faid refolution can be of benefit
to her or her family, and all the faid bonds are yet uncancelled, and the faid
refolution has not been carried into effect, and this general affembly being defirous
and- willing to carry the intention of the legiflature into full effe@,

I1. WBe it enalted, &y rbe General Affembly of Maryland, That the faid refola-
tion be and the fame is hereby repealed, and the treafurer of the weftern fhore is
hereby authorifed and dire¢ted to receive the faid bonds, and deliver them to the
aforefard Elizabeth Dorfey, to her ufe, after having acknowledged and en-
dorfed on each bond, fatisfaction received by the ftate from the faid Elizabeth
Dorfey for the fum due on each bond at the date of the faid refolution, and the
faid Elizabeth Dorfey fhall ftand, in law.and equity, in the place of the ftate,
and be entitled to retain in her hands, in her own right, the money due to the
ftate from the faid Thomas Dorfey at the time of pafling the before recited
refolution ; provided, that the faid Elizabeth Dorfey fhall not, in virtue of this
act, be entitled to afk, demand, fue for, recover or receive, the amount or value
of the faid bonds, or any part of any of them, of or from any of the co-obligors
in faid bonds, their heirs, executors or adminiftrators.

C H A P LV. ,
An ACT to revive and aid the proceedings of the orphans court

of Dorchefter county.
HEREAS it is reprefented to this general aflfembly, that the -orphans
court of Dorchefter county ftood adjourned to the fecond Tuefday in
December, feventeen hundred and ninety-one, and that two of the
jaftices of faid court, from their neceflary attendance on the public bufinefs as
members of the lepiflature, have been unable to meet and call the faid court
according to adjourniment as aforefaid,

11. B¢ it enaded, by 2be General Ajfembly of Maryland, That all the rules,
judgments, entries, acts, procefs and proceedings, made and rendered by the
juftices of faid court, fhall be, and are hereby made, as valid and effeual,
according to the true intent and purpofe of the fame, as if the faid court had
met at the time to which the faid court ftood adjourned.

C H A P LVI.

An ACT to authorife the juftices of Prince-George’s county to
levy a fum of money for the fupport, maintenance and fafe
keeping, of Mary Brown and Eleanor Love, two lunatics.

HEREAS it has been reprefented ‘to this general affembly, by the

petition of Thomas Brown, of Prince-George's county, that his

wife Mary Brown, and her daughter Eleanor Love, are now, and
have been for fome time pafi, in a ftate of lunacy, and that he is unable to take
care of them ; therefore,

I1. B¢ it enalted, by the General Ajfemdly of Miaryiand, That the juftices of
Prince-George’s county be and they are hereby empowered, at their next meeting,
and annually thereafter, to levy on the affeflable property of the {iid county fuch
fum, not exceeding forty pounds current money, as they may think neceffary for
the fupport, maintenance and fafe keeping, of Mary Brown and Eleanor Love,
during their ftate of lunacy, and to apply the fame as they may think belt for the
purpoles aforefaid. '
