THE committee to whom was referred the petition of John Lynch, of Kent county, late a soldier in the re-
volutionary war, report, that they have had the same under consideration, and find, from ample testimony,
that the petitioner was wounded when fighting the battles of his country, which secured liberty and indepen-
dence to America, the effefls of which have rendered him unable, in his advanced age, to procure a support for
himself and children, who are dependent on him for their subsistence ; with this view of his case, your commit-
tee, under the impression that it becomes the duty of this state to provide for the unfortunate and meritorious
-soldier, who has spent the prime of his life, and nobly shed his blood, in her cause, recommend the following
Tesolution:

REesoLvEeD, That the treasurer of the western shore be and he is hereby direfted and required to pay to John

Lynch, of Kent county, late soldier in the revolutionary war, or to his order, in half yearly payments, a sum
of money equal to the half pay of a corporal.
