(C) EFFECTIVE SCHEDULE.

THE SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS THAT IS IN EFFECT ON THE 1ST DAY OF
A CLAIMANT’S BENEFIT YEAR APPLIES TO THE CLAIMANT THROUGHOUT
THAT BENEFIT YEAR.

(D) PARTIAL BENEFITS.

(1) EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN § 8-1207 OF THIS SUBTITLE FOR
THE WORK SHARING PROGRAM, AN ELIGIBLE CLAIMANT SHALL BE PAID
A WEEKLY BENEFIT AMOUNT THAT IS COMPUTED BY:

(I) DETERMINING THE CLAIMANT’S WEEKLY BENEFIT
AMOUNT UNDER THIS SECTION;

(II) ADDING ANY ALLOWANCE FOR A DEPENDENT TO
WHICH THE CLAIMANT IS ENTITLED UNDER § 8-804 OF THIS SUBTITLE;
AND :

(I1I) SUBTRACTING ANY WAGES EXCEEDING $35 PAYABLE
TO THE CLAIMANT FOR THE WEEK.

(2) IN COMPUTING BENEFITS UNDER THIS SUBSECTION, A
FRACTION OF A DOLLAR SHALL BE ROUNDED TO THE NEXT LOWER
DOLLAR.

(E) WITHHOLDING.

ANY CHILD SUPPORT PAYMENT THAT IS REQUIRED UNDER § 8-807 OF
THIS SUBTITLE SHALL BE WITHHELD FROM BENEFITS.
