And
if such report cannot be made until alter this session rises, that
the leave shall be extended to make their report as scon after as
they can.

And be it resolved, Thzt in case the deputation aforesaid shall
make their report alter the session of this general assembly, then
they shall addeess the same to the executive of this state, who are
authorised and vequested forthwith to have the same printed at
the expense of the state, and to couse a copy of the same to be
forwarded to each member ol this general assembiy.

'I'he committee on pensions and revolutionary claims, to whom
was referred the petition of Samuel Davis, of Baltimore county,
have had the same under consideration. aud beg leave to recom-
mend the adoption of the following resolution:

Resolved, ‘T'hat the treasurer of the western shore pav fo Sa-
muel Davis, of Baltimore county, er to his order, during life, in
guarterly annual payments, the halt pay of a sergeant, as a lur«
ther remuncration for his services during the revolationary war.
