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and to contract for the procurirg such transeript at an
expense not exceeding dollars, and that the treasurer
of the Western Shoie, be and he is hereby authorised and re-
quested to advance from time to time, upon the order of the
State Librarian, such portions of the said sum of money as
may be required tor carrying this resolution into effeet

And be it further resolved, that the said transeript or
transeripts, when obtained, be deposited and preserved in
the State Library.

Which was read the first time and ordered tolie on the
table.

Mr, Tuck, from the committee on grievances and court
of justice, to which was referred the bill reported by Mr.
Bowlus, entitled, an act authorising Henry Feete, sur-
viving executor of Jacob Alexander, of Frederick coun-
ty, deceased, to sell the real estate of said deceased, re-
ported as a substitute for said bill, a bill, entitled, an act
authorising Henry Feete, surviving executor of Jacob
Alexander, of Frederick county, deceased, to execute the
last will and testament of the said deceased;

Which was read the first time and ordered to lie on the
table. i
Mr. Maulsby, chairman of the committee on grievan-
ces and courts of justice, made favorable reports upon
the following bills from the Senate. viz.

The bill entitled, an act relating to the form in which
promissory notes may be given to the incorporated banks
of this State;

And the bill entit'ed, an act re'ating to the effect of the
revocation of powers of attorney by death or otherwise;

Which were severally read the first time and ordered to
lie on the table,

Mr. Bowlus, from the selact committee; to which was re»
ferved the bill from the senate, entitled, an act supplemen-
tal to the act, entitled, an act to establish magistrates courts
in the several counties of this State, and to prescribe their
jurisdiction, passed at Dccember session 1835, chapter
201, repotted the same with the following amendments. .

Sece. 4. And be it enacted, that the Executive shall not
hereafter be restricted to the list of justices of the peace
in making appointments of justices of the said distriet
courts, and every person appointed and Co;n{uissionedta
justice of any of said distriet courts, shall by virtue of his
commission as a district justice possess all the powers and
authority of a justice of the peace, in addition to those of
a distiict justice.
