The enemy Jost
three or four hundred killed and wounded,
and many prisoners, stated as high as six
hundred,

“On Thursday evening the enemy’s pickets
near Fort Monroe were surprised, and three
hundred prisoners brought into tho fort.,”

the Sewell's Point battery, near Fortress Mon.
roe, was taken on Xriday by the combined
land and naval forces, nnder Gen. Butler.
