“Suits for Damages.”

In the Court of Common Pleas yesterday John H. Thomas and Handy & Bevan, counsel, filed orders for three suits in the names of Governor James Black Groome, State Treasurer Barnes Compton and State comptroller Levin Woolford, who compose the board of public works, against Charles C. Fulton & Son, proprietors of the Baltimore American.  The suits are for alleged libel contained in two or more articles, appearing in the American of recent date, relative to the manner of purchase of site, contract and manner of award for the erection of the House of Correction.  It is claimed that the publications reflect on the character of the complainants as public officers.  The damages alleged are $20,000 in each of three suits.  The cases will be placed on the September trial docket.
