Ter War News.—Very little definite
news has been received from the Shenan-
doah Valley. A dispatch from Hagerstown,
received in Washington, says that all was
guiet along the border yesterday, and there
was no fighting in the Valley as far as was
known. On Monday the Union forces de-
stroyed & rebel supply train on the Win-
chester and Martinsburg tarnpike. A
detachment of Union ecavalry are report-
ed to have entered Martinsburgz on Sat-
urday afternoon and drove out the rebels,
and at latest accounts on Sunday still held
the place. Heavy cannonading was heard
in Hagerstown, Md., all Sunday afternoon,
in the direction of Charlestown, Va., and
the impression there was that a severe en-
gagement took place, but the result of it
was not known. Gen. Averill still had pos-
session of the fords on the Potomac river.

We publish this morning some unofficial
accounts of a battle said to have beenfought
on Sunday on the Winchester road,in which
the Sixth Corps of the Union army took the
most active part. The contest was kept up
until dark, when the Union troops held a
position in advance of that occupied by them
at the beginning of the action. On Monday
morning Gen. Sheridan’s infantry line is
said to have been withdrawn to the heights
just beyond Bolivar, and heavy skirmishing
took place, interspersed with considerable
artillery firing.

Advices from Georgia received in Wash-

- ington, state that Kilpatrick has returned

from his raid, having destroyed the Macon
Railroad effectually for two miles, and the
track at various places for ten miles. He
brought in one piece of artillery and seventy
prisoners.

An arrival at Fortress Monroe on Monday
afternoon, from Uity Point, reports that the
enemy on Sanday, made three desperate
charges on the Union lines, and were repuls-
ed each time with heavy loss. General War-
ren still maintained his position on the Wel-
don Railroad.

The correspondent of the associated press,
writing from the headquarters of the Army
of the Potomac on Sunday evening, for-
nishes a detailed accountof a vigorous at-
tack made by the enemy shortly afier seven
o'clock that morning, on General Warren’s
pesition., The enemy, it appears, carried the
first line of the entrenchments which tha
Union troops had thrown up on Saturday,
and were surprised on discovering they were
commanded by a strong second line, and
found themselves placed between two batte-
ries, that poured a cross-fire into their ranks.
The enemy then made signs that they would
surrender, and the guns ceased firing, whén
a large portion broke for the woods and the
remainder came into the Union lines and
surrendered. A fire was opened on the re-
treating party and many were killed. The
Union loss isestimated at about 150 killed
and wounnded, and nearly 100 prisoners cap-
tured in the skirmish lines, whilst that of
the enemy is said to be five or six hundred

.in killed and wounded, and aboat 375 in

prisoners, including a number of officers.

A dispatch dated in front of Atlanta, Ga.,
on the 13th instant, says that a portion of
the Fifteenth Corps captared and hold some
of the rifle pits within three hundred yards
of the enemy’s works.

IMPORTANT INTERNAL REVENUE DECISION

Taz on Cigars.—The Commissioner of Internil-

Revenue has just rendered the following im.
portant decision concerning the collection of
tie tax on cigars:

Cigars selling at not over $13 shall be sub-
jeet to a tax et $3; selling at over 813 and not
over $30 do., €8; selling at over $30 and not
over £55 do., $15; selling at over $55 and not
over $85 do., €25; selling at over $35 do., $40;
Cigarrettes in paper wrappers selling at not
over £6 per 100 packages of 25 each, per 100
packages do., 1. In paper wrappers, selling
atover §6 per 100 packages of 25 each, per
100 packages do., 83; made wholly of tobacco
per me, do., $3. For the purposs of aiding
iu the detection and prevention of fraud, the
law provides for the inspection and stimp-
ing of cigars by an inspector. Asageneral
rule, the tax does not accrue umpon cigars
until after their sals, and the advantage of
the fixed and positive basis afforded by the
sale would designate tho selling prices asthe
point of departure in assessing the tax, even
if the positive provision of section 86 did not
vreseribe it for cur guidance. But thein-
spection is made before the sale, and thas
it follows that the inspector is obliged to
estimate the value as best he can, and this
a1 a time when the tax has not yet attached.
Insyectors have therefore been instructed to
estimate the value of cigars exclusive of the
tax inciuding in this estimate the cost of pro-
doetion, packing, boxing, iuspecting and
whatever may properbely regarded as partof
the expense of putting the commodity info a
complete and final condition for the mariet,
as well as the reasonatle and ordinary proflt
of themanufacturer. After he hasthus dster-
mined the value,he will affix the stamp aceord
ingly to the following schedule: Not over $5
per bundred packeges, exclusive of the tax,
#1; over #5 per hundred packages, $3; notover
§5 per thousand, $3; betwesn $5'ana 815, $S;
between $15 and $30, §15; between $30 &nd’.
845, $25. 3

THE INTERNAL REVENUE TAXx IMPOSED ON
THE GAINS OF INSURANCE CoMpAaniEs.—The
Commissioner of Luternal Revenue has made
the following decision:

Tha taxablegains of an insurance compan
to be counsidered in making return of divi-
dend and surplus profit, and inserted as “net
gaies” in the space alliotied upon blank form
No. 65, are the gross amount of receipts less
the actual expenses and losses seitled sines
prior dividend or addition made o surplus
fund, without regard to whet are sometimes
termed earned premiums. When any portion
of the preminm is returned because tne policy
hasnot been used in full, or because, as in
the case of a mutunal insurauce-company, the
amount of premium paid in proves to be in
excess of the amount required to effect the
insurance; the amount of premidm so Te-
turned is not to be considered a dividend of
profit within the meaning of the act.

All relurns must be made before the local
Asszessor of Internal Revenue, or one of his
assistants, and must, in all vespects, conform
1o the foregoing.

Gen. Warren Stil: Maintaing His Posi-
tion on the Weldon Railroad—-The
Assaunlts of the Encmy Repulsed with
Heavy Less.

Forrruss Monror, August 22d.—Mail stea.
mer Vanderbilt arrived at 430 P. M. from
City Point.

HEADQUARTERS OF THE ARMY OF THE Po-
ToMACQ, Aug. 21—Evening.—This morning the
enemy made a vigorous a‘tack on the Fifth
Corps, on the left of our line, on the Weldon
Railroad, (at the same place where they were
partially successful on Friday,) but to-day

they met vwith a different reception.

Our lipe was formed abont tne sams as it
was or Friday. The first division was on
the extreme left, connecting with the cavalry
which covered the railroad toward Reims’
Station. The second division was next; Cat-
ler’s, the fourth division, was across the rail-
road; and the third division, Crawford’s, on
the right, joining with the Ninth Corps,
which connected the right of the new line
with the left of the old one near the Jerusalem
plavk road. During Safurday our men had
strengthened the breastworks which they
had temporarily erected, besides throwing
np others en eschelang.

Farly this morning very heavy cannonad-
ing was opened by the enemy from their
works further down toward Petersburg and
our guus replied very briskly, neither party
deoing the other any partienlar damage.

About 7 A. M. a small force of the enemy
was seen moving as if to make an attack on
the Ninth Corps, but a few well-directed
shells sent them out of sight rather gnicksr
than they advanced. Shortly after a strong
columu emerged from the woodsz on the lett
of the railroad, and, forming iun line, charged
on what they believed to be our left flank,
but which proved to be the left of General
Ayres’s front line.

hey advanced in fine style and with the
utmost confidence, evidenily thinking the
work before them was an easy one, but what
was their surprise on discovering & second
line behind, and extending to the left of the
first, in which a row of bayonets glistsned,
witha battery on their left and another on
their right, pouring a cross fire into their
ranks, almost every discharge causing large
gaps in their lines. -

As goon as they diseovered the critical posi-
tion in which they were placed, the entire
command made signs to indicate their will-
ingness to surrender, and the order to ceasa
firing passed along the breastworks, but as
soon as they discoyered this a large portion
of them broke and started for the woods, the
remainder coming in and surrendering them-
selves. Our batteries sent several messen-
gers after the retreating party, many of whom
embraced mother earth instead of reaching
their lines and still remain where they fell—
our guns covering the entire fleld and pre-
venting their bodies from being carried away.

The rebel troops who made thischarge con-
sisted of Hoke’s division and Bushrod Jehn-
son’s division of Hill’s Corps, principally of
South Oarolinians and Mississippians.

Among the prisoners ara one Colonsl, thres

Wheeler, with the second brigade, third divi-
sion, changed his front toward the rear, and
forming in line of battle, with skirmishers
throwan ont, advanced tosee where the enemy
were, and reached our second lines without
losing a man of those who remained behind
him, while all who left snd ran were cap--
tured. This brigade brought in with them
oversixty prisoners and a stand of colors, ba-
sides retaking many of.our own men, who
weie being taken away.

FROM THE VALLEY OF VIRGINIA.

Reoccupation of Martinsburg by Union
Troeps—A Battle Imminent-Sheridan
All Right—Averill Holding the Fords
of the River—Excitement in Hagers-
town Subsiding—Cannounading To-
wards Charlestewn on Sanday.

Hacrrstown, August 21.—A detachment
of the Third Virginia (Union) Cavalry en-
tered Martinsburg yesterday afternoon about
2 o'clock, and drove out the rebels. At the
latest accounts the place was still held by
our cavalrymen,

There is considerable mancenvering going
on between the two armies, and a general en-
gagement may take place at any moment.

Sheridan has his forces well in hand, and
no fears need be entertained as to the result
in case a fight takes place. When the plan of
the campaign is developed it will be found
that Sheridan is acting in intelligent co ope-
ration with Grant.

Averill holds the rviver fords, and is kesp-
ing a watchiul eye on the movements of the
rebel raiding parties,

The excitement here, occasioned by the an-
tigi;:ia.uon of an invation, has somewhat sub-
sided.

In obedierce to orders from Gens. Averill
and Couch, the telegraph operator at this
place has shut down on all dispatches re-
lating to military affairs. All newsparer cor-
respondents must have their dispatches ap-
proved by cne of the aboye named officers.

LaTER,—10 o’clock P. M.—Heavy and con-
tinuous cannonading has been heard here all
the afternoon from the direction of Charles-
town. No doubt a severe engagement took
place to-day. We have no news up to thes
present time as to the result. Many citizens
are upon the streets, anxiousto hear from the
scene of conflict.

Heavy Fighting Sunday and Monday—
The Rebels are Repulsed—They De=
sigm Crossing the #otomac River—The
Sixth Corps in the Fight—Darkness
Ends the vontest,

[Correspondence Philadelphia Inguirer.]

HarPER'S FERRY, August 22d, noon.—Yes-
terday was an eventfulgday, snd although
not marked with what c4¥l be strictly termed
a general engagement, yet the events were of
such a nature as to indicate a full solution
of the situation in a very few honrs.

When daylight broke on Sunday (21st) our
forces were gubstantially disposed as follows:
Our infantry line stretched northeast and
southwest, the Sixth Corps holding the
right, with its right on the Winchester and
Oharlestown pike, about & mile and a half
from the latter place. Nextand in the centra
exiending across the dirt road to Summit
Point, were the forces of Major Gen. Crook,
and on the left the Ninteeth Army Corps,
Major General Emory, with its left covering
the Charlestown and Berryville pike, about
midway between the two places.

In front of thisline was our superb cavalry
division of General Wllson, comprising the
brigades of MacIntosh and Chapman, being
at Summit Point, with pickets established at
Opequan creek, and Merritt’s division, con-
sisting of Custer’s, Devin’s, Lowell’s and the
reserve brigades being at berr_vvme. with a
picket line joinlug Wiison’s on Opequan
creek. Dnrfee’s cavalry brigade was on oar
extreme right, covering the approaches from
Martinsburg, and Averill, with bis com-
mand, still remained at Shepherdstown, as I
have mentioned in previous dispatchs,
watching the fords of the Potomac.

Such being the position we occupied, a
glance at the map will show that Gen. Sheri-
dan had made admirable dispositions for
either offensive or defensive operations, as
circuomstances might dictate.

The enemy about nine A. M., made a sim-
ultaneous attack on Generals Merritt and
Wilson, follewing up and driving in our
pickets, with a dash of quickness ununsual
even with them. They manifestly expectecL
to surprise our lines and stampede our cav-
ahjy.t ‘liin this they were grievously disap:
pointed.

The attack on Merritt was with cavalry
and several light fleld pieces, and on Wilson
by a portion of Breckinridge’s corps, wlth
four pieces of artillery. Merritt and Wilson
stood up to the work with that steadiness
and vigor that has made our cavaley world-
famous, only retiring in obedience to orders,
suggested by tactical considerations, and in
no wise compelled to do so by any pressure
of the enemy on our front. Gradually, how-
ever, during the day, our cavalry did fall
back at their own leisure, keeping the enemy
all the time iu thorough check and at a re-
speciful distance.

At about the same hour that the enemy at-
tacked onr cavalry lines they pressed down
the direct Winchester road, and made sn on-
set on the right of the 6th Corps, Russell’s di-
vision. Here the fight was flerce and long
contested, and being between infantry and
artillery on both sides, partook more of the
obaructer of a general engagement. The 6th
Corps, however, under the able management
of such officers as Wright, Russell, Getty and
Ricketls, stood vp unflivehingly to the work
in hand; and the enemy, notwithstnding his
furicus charges, failed to make any impres-
sion on our lines whatever during the after-
noon. Im fact, we pressed back their line of
battle on our right, and when night fell and
suspended the contest, our right had swung
forward slightly in advance of the position
occupied in the beginning of the action.

It is iropossible to estimate the losses with
any degree of accuracy at this moment. Of
all that I can learn at tiris moment, the bur-
den of the loss fell upon the Sixth Torps,
whose killed and woundasd will approximate
three hundred.

The losses in our cavalry were slight, not-
witbstanding theirsevere fighting,butI have
heard no estimate.,

The enemy’s losses are not known, but from
the nature of the contest they must equal it
not slightly exceed our own.

Last night our army bivouacked on the
field. Geun. Sheridan, who, during the en-
tire day displayed great coolness asd perfect
equality to the exigencies of the occasion,
shared his bed with Gen. Torbert, and his
bed consisted of a rabber coat and a saddle.

This morning our infantry line was with-
drawn to the heights just beyond Bolivar,
and at daybreak,the enemyagain opening on
our lines,were again met by Iferritt and Wil-
son, and heavy skirmishing was going on, in-
terepersed with considerable artillery firing.

It is probable that Gean. Sheridan’s infor-
mation tends to the belief that the enemy
has or will to-day attempt crossing into Ma-
ryland. Ifsuch should be their design, it is
satisfactory to know that it cannot be accom-
plished this tlme, as it was last, withoat the
knowledga of our commanders.

As to the strength of the enemy, it is proba-
ble his army numbers between 50,000 and
60,000 men of all arms, already up, but what
ig closely following down the valley is only
conjecturai.

Our old zcquaintances of Early’s army ara
again with us, and we certainly kuow ofa
large division of cavalry under Fitzhugh
Lee, and the largest portion of Longstreet’s
corps, while prisoners give statemsnts of
large bodies moving down the valley east of
the Blue Ridge. How much of this is true it
will take two or three days’ active reconnois-
sances to determine.

The situation, altogether, although not ex-
actly what counld be desired, is by no means
critical, even should the enemy prove to have
;)}e largest numbers romantic fancy gives

m.

Operations to-day have been confined to
somewhat sharp skirmishiog on psrtions of
our lines. The enemy is still demonstirating
to this extent on our front, but nothing be-

yond.

General Sheridan hasoceupied an extreme-
ly strong poeition, and {f the enemy chooses
to assault him he will be most decidedly
whirped.

From Hagerstown——A Hebel Sapply
Train Destroyed Beyond Martinsburg.
WASHINGTOR, August 23 —A dispateh from

Hagerstown, says tuat all has been guiet to-
day along the border, and that thereis no
fighting in the valley so far as known. Yes-
tarday our forces destroyed a rebel supply
train on the Winchester and Martinsburg
turnpike.

Capture of Rezbel Rific Pits,
LovisVILLE, August 23.—A dispateh dated
in front of Atlanta, 13th inst., says: The Fif-
teenth Corps charged the rebel works, and at
the same time Carlin’s line of skirmishers
called upon the rebel soldiers in the rifle
pits to come out. About 200 leaped ont and
came into our lines amid the fire of the re-
maining reébels. Carlin then advanced a
stropg skirmish line and took possession of
the rifle pits and now holds them.

Robert Langdale, Alexander Hurley and
John Haiton, each tried uwpon the sams in-
dictment, charged with atterapting torun
the biockade on or about the 26th of April,
1864, with being engaged in the prosecution
of trade unlawinlly and against the laws of
war as laid down in paragraph 88 of general
order, No. 100, issued from the War Depart-
ment April 24, 1863, It was likewise charged
that these samie persous were at the same
time evgaged in attempting to convey from
the State of Maryland to the State of Vir:
ginia, two rebel soldiers named Samuel B.
Hernand B. Lyon, now under sentence of
death, having been found guilty as spies and
sentenced to be hung at Fort McHenry on
Friday, 29th inst. Hatton, it was oroven on
trial, owned the boat, and the inference was
Langdale and Hurley were to a certain ex-
tent partners with him, sharing the antici-
pated profits,

All three were fonnd guilty on each of the
charges. Theyhad no evidence to adduce in
their behalf, and the prosecuting witnesses
testified positively to their guilt, giving con-

.fessions made to them which counld not be re-
butted. Largdale and Harley are each sen-
tenced to imprisonment for and daring the
period of one year from the date of their ar-
rest, April 26,1264, and to be confined at hard
labor, at such place as the commanding gene-
rol may suggest, during the residue of nine
months and six days of their time. Hatton,
being considered the principal of the party,
iz sentenced to imprisonment for two vears
from the date of his arrest, April 26, 1864, one
vear and nine months of which time to bs af
hard labor. They are to be sent to the Dry
Tortugas to expiate their offence.

John Darius, alias Davis, charged with ille.
gal traffic with the South and attempting to
run the blockade, was found guilty, and sen-
tenced to be imprisoned during the term of
gix months from the date of hisarrest, May 1,
1864. He is to be sent to Fort McHenry. 2

John McKenny, charged with illegal traffic
and trade with the rebel Stafes, was also
found guilty and sentenced to imprisonmant
for six months from the date of his arrest,
May 1st, 1864. Hb is to be sent to Fort Me-
Henry.

J. W. J. Moore, charged with attempting
to convey goods illegally through the lines
into the so-called Confederacy, was found
guilty and fined one thousand dollars, and
1o be impriccned in Fort McHenry until the
fine was paid. The fine was paid, and he is
now at liberty.

George H. Strondtman avd Francis Hiss,
charged with using seditious language and
utterirg disloyal sentiments in a pnblie
place, such as cursing Yankess, praising Jeff
Uavis, and drinking to the healih of the re-
bel General Lee, were fonnd gunilty and sen-
tenced to three months’ imprisonment from
the date of their arrest, NMay 27, 1864.
