The Chicago Convention, which assembles
on Monday next, promises to be very largely
attended. Delegates are already arriving
from ull directions. A dispatch represents
that the feeling in the varfous delegations
appears to be in favor of the nomination of
Gen. McClellan, and that the outside pres-
sure in his behalf is very strong. Ths mass
meeting to be held there to-day, and at which
it is proposed to concentrats the movement
in his favor, is expected to be ome of the
largest demoustrations ever witnessed in
Chicngo. It is said, howgver, that Millard
Fillmore has warm friends among the dele-
gates, pod it is thought to bs possible that
shonld Vallandigham and his friends sfeadi-
Iy oppose McClellan’s nomination, he m
defeated. It is known that thereare radical
differences in the party as to the propar poli-
cy to be pursued in the coming campaign;
but the belief is expreszed in the principal
organs of the party that harmony will finally
be secured. A strong opposition is manifested
t0 the adoption of any specific platform by
the convention, the party leaders not desir-
ing; apparently, to be restrained by any dedl-
nite pledges.

LorD PALMERSTON'S LAST o NEUTRALITY.
Somebody or other keeps Lord Palmerston
constantly defining the position of the Brit-
ish government with reference to our war.—
Still, esch declaration is read with interest,
10 see whether any possible leaning is discoy-
erable. The following was his Lordship’s
statement of the matter at Bradford, bsing
his last: 2

“We have lamented, vo doubt, that terrible
war, that bloody war, which has baea raging
in the northern part of the American conti-
nent; but we have felt that any endeayor on
our part,or in conjanction with any other
Europesn power, to interfers in that quarrel
would have done mischisf instedgd of good.—
The feelings are high when the quarrel is
fierce and the battle raging; the combatants
will not listen to the calm advica of friends,
however good their inteations, and however
wise their counsels. All that we have to do
is to pursue the course by which in the first
instance we averted the coasequence of this.
calamitons war, to abstain from meddling,
axnd to wait for that hour, which must come
at last, when the two parties, exhausted by
their mutusl efforts, are atlast weaned away
from those revengefal feelings which at pre:
sent infiuence them, and are more disposed
to come to an amicable settlement. We can
enly hope that the time will shortly arrive
when that blessed resnlt will taka plaes.”

LATEST NEWS FROM THE SOUTH.

Rebel Accounts of the Fight on the
Weldon Railroad—A Rcepulse Ac-
Enowledged—General Harly’s Move~
ments in the Valley of Virginia, &o.
The following extraets are from late Rich-

mond papers:

FROM PETERSBURG—THE FIGHT ON THE WEL-

DON RAILROAD.

[From the Richmond Examiner, August 23.]
The effort made on last Friday to disiodge

the enemy from his position on the Weldon

Railroad proved, as we have before stated,

nnsupcessful. Saturday passed without any

fighting between the two armies, savea little
shelling and picket firing. On Sunday the
effort was again mada.

Accordingly, early on Sunday forenoon an

advance was ordered. Qur forces drove the
enemy out of their front lines of breastworks
bick npon their msain line, and capturing
three hundred prisoners. The enemy did not
retire without giving battle, and the ground
was hotly contested for the space of an hour
or two before they were forced back. In the
meantime, the enemy’s artillery was throw-
ing shell and canister at our ranks and oar
batiteries in the rear were replying. Thse en-
emy’s main works on the railroad were ad-
judged too strong to attack, and our troops
therefore held their second line of entrench- -
ments.
In the mesntime a more important move-
ment was started towards the enemy’s ex-
treme left, about.one mile west of the rail
road. bedy of our troops acting in con-
junction with others, was sent down on the*
Vaughan road, some three or four miles from
the city, t0 reconnoiter the enemy’s posi-
tion in that direction, and ascertain their
strength there, with a view to further move-
ments,
~It was discovered that the Yankees had
extended 1#eir lines west to the Vaughan
reed, in the direction of Poplar Springs
Chureh, and were rapidly fortifying. An
effort; we learn; was made to turn that flank,
and dislodge thero, which did rot prove snc-
cessful. The outer works were carried, but
the inner swere found to be of such great
strength and so heavily armed with artillery
a3 1o render their capture & matter of doubt,
without great loss of life. Some advantages
were gained, we learn, at a considerable cost
in kilied, wounded and missing, which were
subsequently yielded. Gen. John C. €, Saun-
ders, of Alabama, was killed here whilelead-
in{ his men in a charge.

‘he position of the enemy, a8 nearly as we
are able to judge, is about thus:—Their cen-
tre rests upon the Weldon railroad, about
three miles from the city, their right extend-
iong across the wooded country to the Jerusa-
lem plank road on the east, and their left to
the Vaughan road on the west. Along this
whole line they have strongly fortified them-
selves, and works of great strength have
sprung up like magic. In their rear, on the
line of the railroad and.on both sides, they
have thrown up heavy works to provide
against flank movements. At Yellow Tavern
and the Gurley House beavy batteries of
guns are planted. At every point open to at-
tack they are strongly fortifled.

‘Warren's Corps, which first cecupied the
railroad, have teen heavily reinforced with-
in the last two nights. Hancock’s (Second)
and Burnside’s (Ninth) Covps have reached
the road, and now confront our troops, num-
bering in the aggregate fully thirty thousand
Teit.
The Yankees have been busy in destroying
the railroad, and reports say that the track
istorn up to and beyond Reams’s Station, a
distance of ten miles from the city.
In addition to the strong character of the
fort.fications on the enemy’'s left, which were
as-aulted by cur flanking column, one of the
maing canses of the repulse was the giving
away,at a very critical moment, of a brigade,
which caused considerable confusioa and
gave the enmemy a great advantage. Oar
troops were compelled to retire after captur-
ing a line of the enemgy’s skirmishers and
reaching their strongest works. Colonel La-
mar, of Florida, was mortally wounded.

A DECIDED REPULSE.
[From the Richmond Examinsr, Aug. 23.]
To congratulate our readers every morn-
ing upon some brilliant success of the Con-
federate arms would be, indeed, delightfal,
although monotonous. Unhappily,-snch is
not our privilege today., The fighting of
Sunday south of Petersburg has gone against
ug, and the possession of the Weldon road yet
remains undecided. It was perfectly evi-
dent, for some time past, that Grant must
make some extraordinary effort to break ont
of his present most fatal and most dismal po-
sition. Accordingly he put his troops in
movement the other day with the utmost ac-
tivity, both by the right and left flank.
On his right, if successfal in defeating the
forces cpposed to him, te might have ad-
vanced up to the forvifications of Richmond.

On the left, if he conld but break through the

iine of the Weldon railroad, he could make
some further progressin isclating Petersbuarg,
could stretch out his hand toward the Souths

interfere with the communication of Rich-
mord with the Sonth.

It was known that althcugh Grant had
sert off considerable forces for the immediate
defence of Washiogton, he still bad a large
army in front of Petersburg, and plainly he
contld not let it lie idle, rotting in the low
greunds ofthe Appomattax and James rivers.
His plans are now revealed, and all the ener-
gies and all the gallantry of the army under
Liee and Beaurvegard will not be too much to
beat back this bold moveraent to the south of
Petersburg.

The main body of Grant's whole army is
now on or near the Weldon railroad. Their
centre rests upon that road, about three miles
from the city, and their left stretches west-
ward to the “Vaughan road,” which is, we
presume, the wagan road lately used to make
tihe connection with the interrupted line to
Weldon and, Wilmington,

Avound this position, says a Petersburg
paper, works of great strength havesprung
up like magic, armed with bhéavy guns, and
guarding every approach. Warren's Oorps
has been reinforced by Hancock’s and Burn-
side’s, and the enemy’s works on that side
are now occupied by 30 00 men.

On Sunday a portion of oar troops was
thrown against this strong position, but not
in such force as to effect the main object of
driving the enemy completely out of their
works. We have met with a repulse, and
have lost some distingunished officers and
mény brave men, but the affair is not over.
Grant’s designs are now apparent, buthe
has vigilant and able adversariss, and a Con-
federate army in his front unused to see
Yankees stand firm before them. Grant’s
new fortifications, and their defenders, must
be stannch, indeed, if they ean hold that po-
sition against Lee and Beauregard. It wonld
be foolizh to deny or disguise our repulse of
Saturday; but the end is not yet.

EARLY IN THE VIBGINIA VALLEY.

The Kighting Still in Progress.

WasSHINGTON, August25.—The right wing

of General Sheridan’s line, held by Wilson’s

Cavalry division, was this morning advanc:

ed and met the enemy in a severe engage-

ment, which was continned up to the time
of departurs of the train from Harper's Fer-
ry. The attack was made in consequence of
movements on the part of the enemy, show-

A large émrtion of Early’s forces broke
camp &t Chariestown this morning and
marched in the direction of Leetown, on the
main road to Martinsburg. Our cavalry en-
countered their skirmlshers beyond Kear-
neysville.

Heavy firing has been heard in the direc-

tion of Shepardstown.

A splendid charge was executed by our

cavalry on siriking the enemy, and a large

number of prisoners were captured. Our
loss consists of four killed and wounded.
A Reconnolissance.

HARPER's FERRY, Aug. 25 —A reconnoiss-

ance was made this morning by a large force

of cavalry under command of Gen. Torbert,

which has resulted in obtaining very im-

portant information with respect to the

enemy’s movements. From the information
received, it appears that a considerable por-
tion of the enemy’s forces broke camp at

Chariestown this morning at daylight, and

marched in the direction of Lisetown.

Our cavalry struck their line of skirmish-

erz about a wile beyond Kearuney's Hill, and

after a brilliant charge, sncceeded in captur-
ing quite a nember of prisoners. Duriug the
skirmish we lost a faw killed and wounded,
all of whom were brought off the fleld.—

Among the killed is Msjor Schlick, of the 22d

Cavalry, who was shot through the head.—

Lieut. Blunt, of the 5th New York, serving

on the staff of Gen. McIntosh, was shot

through the ear.

All Quietin Front—QCur Lines Extended
Sevem NElles.
HEADQUARTERS ARMY OF THE PoToMAC,
August 24—Evening.—Everything is quiet
here to-day, excepting cannonading on the
right,in front of the Eighteenth Corps,which
was commenced at6 P.M., and still continues
at 10 o’clock to-might.
On theleft ourline has been extended about
six or seven miles and we now hold the line
of the Weldon Railroad securely to Reams’s
Station,a distance of about seven miles. No
rebels are to be seen on our left front, and
their line has evidently been contracted in
this direction.
The Josses in the 5th Clorps in the battles of
Friday acd Sunday are now computad at
about five thousand killed, wounded and
missing. On Sunday this corps is reported
to have fought splendidly.

From Memphis and New Orleans—The
ftetrent of Forrest—Admiral Farra-
gui’s Uperations in Moblle Bay.
Carro, August 25.—Memphis advices of
the 23d say thal the 7th Iilinois eavalry have
returved from the pursuit of Forrest. Attne
last intelligence on Monday the rebels had
crossed Uold Water river, 23 miles from Mem-
phis, retreating in the direction of Panola.
They were quarreling among themselves over
the failare of their expediiion, as they had
expected to create a diversion of Geueral
Smith’s expedition. Forrest told our officers
undera flag of truce ou Sunday that Gen.
(rierson occupied Oxford, Mississippi.

The steamer brings New Orleans dates of
the 1Sth, and the following summary of news
from Mobile bay: Admiral Farragut made a
reconuoissance on the 14th tothe obstructions
near Mobile, ard found the steamer Nashville
had been sunk zcross the chanmnel, making
access to the ecity impossible until she is firat
removed. The gunooat Morgan came down
and cannonaded our vessels from a safe dis-
tance. There are still two iron-clad rams
and several plated batteries near the eily.
Our batferies were to open on Fort Morgan
in a few days. Two hundredof therebel pris-
oners taken at Fort Gaines had petitioned to
be aliowed to take the oath of allegianca.

A New Peolitical Movement—Efforts of
Dizaffecied Republicans te Induce the
Withdrawal of Fremont and Lincoln
and to Hold a New Convention,
BosToN, Aug. 26.—Several prominent abo-
litionists, including Messrs. E. Wright and
G. Howe, has writien to General Fremont,
speaking of the dissatisfaction existing in
the republican ranks,and advising the Bal.
timore and Uleveland nominees both to with-
draw their names as Presidential candidates,
and that & new convention be called to se-
lect new candidates. Messrs, Wright and
Company conclude their letter as follows:
“Permit us, sir, 1o ask whether in case Mr,
Lincoln will withdraw, you will do 80, and
join your fellow-citizens in an attempt to
place an administration in power on the ba-
sis broad as the patriotism of the country
and its needs.”

Fremont under date of Nahant, 25th, replies
at considerable length. He does not feel at
liberty to withdraw his name without the
consent of the patriotic patrty who nomina-
ted him, but suggests that a dirvect effort be
made to obtain an immediate understanding
between the supporters of the Baltimore and
Cleveland nominations, in order that the
friends of both may coalesce and unite upon
an early day for holding such a convention.

In a mo-
ment he called out,. ‘“surrender, you d-d
thieves, or you will all be shot;”’ then,as if
to his men, (he had nons,) “hold on, boys,
don’t shoot, they surrendery” and sure enough
he brought every man, with his horse, and
handed them over as prisoners. - Now, this is
no romancs, but the fact. Wehave about 400
prizoners, taken here; few killed or wounded.

Great apprehension was felt here that the
town wonld be burnt the night the enemy
fell back. Ithink the chaneces are it wounld
have been if our men had not driven them
out when-they did. Itisbut justice to say,
when General Emory (of the Nineteenth
Corps) was_here, he kept perfect order, and
protected all property in town.

Friday morning, 18th, our army is advanc-
ing towards Martinsburg, the enemy falling
back towards Harper’s Ferry.

The
court, after a mature and full ceusideration
of the evidence, found Beavers guilty as
above stated, and sentenced him to be huong,
atsuch timeand placeasthe Presidentshounld
direct.

Beavers having been made aware of his
Jate, yesterday called the Rev. O. B. Pitcher,
Jmissionary of the Young Mens’ Christian
sssociation, as his spiritual adviser, who
Wwas with him the most of last night and du-
Ting his final hours this morning. A guard
of the Veteran Reserves was placed in the
‘vicinity of the scafiold.and Col. Ingraham,
+he provost marshal, was in attendance.—
Beavers came forth at the appointed time
#7ith a steady step, leaning on the arm of a
Iriend, a fellow-prisoner, with large num-
Jers of other rebel prisoners locking on from
4he windows.

Having mounted the seaffold, his limbs
wwere tied and the rope adjusted. Mr. Pitcher
enterpd upon religious exercises, the pris-
oner in the meantime, at intervalg, looking
about him ‘“‘upon the last of earth.” Final-
dy, having taken leavye of his step-father and
step-brother, (named Hatton,) who are al:o
dn prison, and who were allowed to be with
Sim at this last hour, and also requested of
IMr. Woed that he would send his body to his
mother, near Dranesville, Va., and shaksn
hands with all on the scaffold, the CAD Was
drawn over his facs, and calling out, “Good
bye to all,” the trap fell, and his body hung
suspended by the fatal cord.

Some movements of the museles and limbs
afterwards indicated suffering, and it was 20
minutes or so before the prison surgeon pro-
mounced life entirely extinet. It was found,
however, that the neck had been dizlocated.
Beavers was a young man of athletic frame,
about five feet ten inches in height, and only
about 21 yesrs of age. At one point during
ibe proce.edings, when furning towards the
}nxeon windows, he admonished those look-

ng therefrom to let what they then saw be a
wsvarning to them.
