CONGRESS.

Washington, Wednesday, June 13.
SENATE. .

Mr Sumner of Mass. presented a meraorial ask-
ing the dischargo of Thaddeus Hyatt, snd moved
to reter it to the Harper’s Ferry committee.

Mr Fitch of Ind. objected, and said the senator
presented a petition the other day from pegroes,
which was referred to the committec without their
knowledye.

Mr Fessenden of Me. asked if the negroes had
no right 1o petition to Congress.

Mr Fitch had no ohjection.

Mr Hunter of Va. reported the Morrill tariff bill,
from the House, and moved to postpone it till
the second Monday in December. Laid over till
10-1DOYTOW. N

Mr Huater also reported in favor of extending
the time for funding the national debt of $20,000,-
000 to five years, stating that the House amend-
ment to the tariff bill funded the debt in two years,
but that the finance committee thought the time
should be extended.

Mr Bigler of Pa. objected. The Senate shonld
consider the House bill on the tariff, where this
amendment properly belongs.

Mr Simmous of R. I characterized the move-
ment as an attempt to cover up the extravagance
of this administrarion.

Mr Toombs of Ga. defended the administration,
the extravagant appropriations being chargea-
ble to the republicans.

Mr Fessenden replied that the minority are not
responsible, as the appropriations were recom-
mended Ly 2 democratic administration, reported
by democratic committees, and caxried by demo-
cratic votes.

Mr Toombs blamed the republicans and some
democrats for joining them to carry extravagunt
appropriations, and charged that the increase in
expenditures was in order to make protection
DECESSATY., .

Mr Bigler stated that over six millions had al-
ready becn appropriated by the Senate over the
estimates of the departments, and the secretary of
the treasury had staied in his report that these
extraordinary expenses could not be met with-
out an additional revenue, He himself favored
protecting home industry and providing against
foreign competition; otherwise the expenses will
continue to exceed the revenne and there will not
be a dollar to pay the public debt.

Mr Huuter denied that it was necessary to in-
crease the revenue, maintaining that & low reve-
nue prevented extravagance.

The Senate took a recess until 6 o’clock.

Mr Wilson of Mass. defended the republicans,
stating that the House, controlled by republicans,
had reduced the estimates $1,800,000, bus that the
democratic Senate had added over $6,000,000 to
the Mouse bils. He proceeded to show the neces-
sity for an increase of the iariff for revenue te
meet the public debt.

After further debate the $20,000,000 loan was
agreed to 29 to 1Y.

Adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The resolutions of censure upon the president
and secretary of the navy, reported from the com-
mittee on expenditures of the navy department,
were eonsidered.

Mr Bocock of Va.denicd the right of the House
to pass judgment on the highest executive officer
and 2 member of the cabinet on erparte testimony
taken by the committee of a past Congress. He
would not be surprised to see the resolutions fol-
lowed by a warrant for the arrest of the president
and secretary of the navy to be brought be-

fore the House and censured. The president is
independent of Congress, and Congress independ-
ent of the president. Ii would be pertinent to the
program next to censure the supreme court for
the Dred Scott decision.

Mr Sherman of Ohio said hc reported similar
resolutions in the last Congress, and he asked
why the House, being then democratic, did not
act upon them and refate them if their conclu-
sions were natrue. -He advocated the resolutions.

Mr Hatton of Tenn. who, as chairman of the
committee had introduced these resolutions now,
advocated their adoption, saying the prorest of
the secretary and his friends would not deter him
in the cunscious performance of his daty.

The House refused to table the resolntions, 63
against 120, and then proceeded to actupon them.

The first resolurion, condernatory buth of the
president and secrctary ot the navy, was adopted
without a count. The second, that the contract
made by the sccretary of the navy, in September,
1858, with W. C. N. Swift of New bBedtord,
