In running down this Latitude, he
was met with, and attacked, by four French Pri-
vatcers, whom he boldly engaged, made a moft
gallant Defence againﬂ them, fought his Way

[ through, and got clear; but was obliged to heave
his Cables, Water Cafks, and Part of his Cargo
overboard.

« The 1gth'Inftant the Speaker, and Sloop
Fanny, returned herc from a Cruize, having been
fent out after the Privateers that attacked Captain
Appowen to the Eaftward of this Ifland, and
‘brought in with them a Privateer Schooner, be-

“Jonging to Martinico, of eight Guns, a fine going
Veflel, and has been very fuccefsful, though not
long in Commiffion, having taken, it is faid, 22
Veffels ; among which are Captain Gilchrift, of
Bermuda ; Captain Sionet, in a large Brigantine
from New-York for this Ifland ; Captain Judkin,
in a Brigantine from hence for South-Carolina;
and a Guineyman, with z50 Slaves, for this Place.
The Speaker, in Chace of this Veflel, fprung her
Foremaft ; upon which the Falkland Man of War,
Captain Drake, put out, and is now cruizing to
Wiodward. By a Sloop from St. Chriftophers, in
a few Days, we learn, that the Brigantine Antigua
has very lately taken three French Privateers, and
