with the Earl cf Briftol, ambaffador extraordinary from his

Laudohn fill occupies the fame camp with 166 fquadrons,
and 18000 Ruffians. M, Daun has reinforced the poft of
Dippolfwalde, in Saxony. This general has informed the
court, that Prince Henry of Pruffia is on the point of march-
ing, and that his bageage and ovens have been fent to Tor-
gau. The army of the Empire has flill its center at Welda,
and detachments at Ronnebourg, Altenbourg, Zeitz, and

Saxany, Sept. 24. Some of the Ruffian Army has fepa-
rated from that of M. Laudohn. Several motions are mak-
ing, which excite our attention. This general has, it isfaid,
received orders to fend a confiderable body of his treops to
Count Daun. The King of Pruffia being informed of this
tep, has demolifhed his intrenchments, and M, Laudohn is
intrenching in his tura,

Hazburgh, Sept. 29, If we may depend upon letters from
B:andenbourg, by the laft poft, the Ruffian army has not
only repaffed the Oder, but probably arrived on the 20th in
the neighbourhood of Pofnania. The fame advices affure us,
that the Prufiians, under General Platen, were near Colberg,
and that the place makes 2 vigorous defence. From another
qQuartzr we lzain, that on the 27th General Laudobn bad gt-
tacked ons cf the wings of the Pruffian army, but the' excef-,
five fire from 2 mafksd battery foon obliged him to give over
his enterprize, with the lofs of a great many men, They
add, that a ftvr days after this atternpt, the king refolved to
put his aimy in motion, and was fuppofed to have fome pro-
Jject of the utmoft importance in view.

Frankfurs, Sepee 29, The light troops of the Allies are
ftroiling all over the countty of Hefle, and carry oft abundance
of provifion and ammuritioa deti:ucd for the French, A-
mong other capuurcs, they have carried off a large quantity of
wine, and a box coataining zo0 gold watches, and a largs
qua ity of jewzls,

i, 07, 3. M. Soubife cncamps at Coesfeld ; his ad-
vanced guard cccupies Lingen, Tecklenbourg, Hoya, Vecht,
and all Eatt Frieflan?, and is rzifing immenfe contributions.

According to fums letters from Berlin, a new treaty be-
tween the Riag of Prufiia and the Grand Signior, was con-
cluded the 22d of laft June, and great preparations of war
are making at Conftantinople, and other places in the ‘Turkith
Empire.  ‘The fift treaty between thefz two powers was
fizned about three moaths before,

Uctber 6. Four Spanith men cf war, three of 70 guns,
and one of 64, faled from Cadiz on the 27th of Auguft,
but thair deflination is a fecret ; and the fame account fays,
that Admiral Saunders, with 18 men of war, failed from
Gibraltar on the 20th of the fums month ; that he fteered

Oifsher 3. Private letters from Hamburgh affure, that
the principal caufe of the feparation of the Ruffian and Au--
flian armies was a kind of pique and jealoufy between
Laudohn ard Butterlin about the command, and the open
anuipathy of their refpetive troops to each other.

‘The pevple ot England bave fo true a Notion of the de-
ceittul ature of the French, and fo jut a fufpicion of all
overtures or Yopofals of peace from that faithlefs nation,
that a complete victory, gained aver rheir army in Ger_n!apy,
weuld fcarce have caufed a greaier or more general 1 joicing
in this kingdom, than the ceparture of A!. Bufly out.of‘lt;
as 1t puy an end to all French negotiating and intriguing,
and teemed 1o atfure them, that the many glorious Acqui-
fiuons, ain<d 1n the courfe of this war, would not be all
ncgotiated away, and loft again, by-a dlﬂgonouuble peace.

couragement, while the French are continually experiencing
fome new token of their favour, and the ‘thips of that na-
tion permitted to pafs almoft duty free. We know not in
what thefe things will end 5 but from the frequency of the
exprefles, which we are affured are conftantly paifing from
Madrid to Paris, and the great preparations making in Fer-
rol and other ports of Spain, for fitting out Fleets, the de-
ftination of which is kept an entire fecrat, we look upon a
war between Great-Britain and this crown as almott 1nevi-
table.” 4

. It is faid that Monf, Buffy, thke French minitler, fo well
improved his time while he was here, that he negotiated g
very confiderable loan for the French King atten per cent,
well fecured.to the lenders, to be paid off, both principal and
intereft, within twelve months after the war is ended,
Many perfons are fufpected on this occafion, but it weuld not’
be prudent to point out any of them, till we have better ay-
thority than mere rumour,

The public in general, on hearing that Mr, PITT had
refigned the feals to his tlajefty, exp-«ifed their forrow in a
moft lively manner, at the removal o a man, whom they
have long’ confidered as the father of his country ; ane fo
great was their hatred to any tattion, who oppofed his wife

We are informed, that part of the bufinefs of the coure of
common council next Tuelday will be, to prop.fe giving the
thanks of the city of London to the Right Hon. \ir, eite,
for his many fignal fetvices dene to this natron during his
adminzftration ; and at the fame time to exprefs their cuncern
tor the lofs of them, in futizs, to hus K:rg and countiy,

They acknowledge, in leiters from Vienna, that there
has been no fuch (carcity of provifisns in the King of Pruf-
fia’s army as they had imagin=d : ‘The Duke de S:. Euizabeth,
minifter from the King of the Two Sicilies, who pafled
through the Pruflian cainp, in his way from Watiaw to Vi-
€nna, and paid his refpedds to the King, was fu-pzized at the
fine apoearance his trvops made, and the admirable order in
wlhiich his camp was kept. i

From Paris they give broad hints that they are abfolutely
fure of being aflifted by Spain, and that the negociation ror
this purpofe was concluded fo long ago astie 26¢h of Auguft,

A repore prevails at Paris, that in confideration of e
ceffion of the 1fland of Mincrea, Spain is to lend his Moft
Chnittian Maj:ty a flect of forty fhips of the line, and to ace
commodate him farther with a loan of torty mililons.

His Majefty was pleafed to order in council, that'in the
fervice of the chuich of England, where the royal family is
appointed to be particularly prayed for, the fol.owing torm
and order fhall be obferved, viz.

for they have no occafion for their Ships of War for any othes
purpofe, cxcept a few to guard againft the Barnary fates,

From the ina&ivity of our fiets for thefe many months patt
(fince the reduion of Belleifle) one would fufpe@ there is
fome foundation for a report, that a certain peifon fhould
fay, that his advice had been difregarded for fome time patt,

We fhould be glad to hear that the fo long taik’d of ex-
pedition flect had faild, for we are in fome apprenenfion 1f
it does not fail foon, the wefterly winds will fet in, which
may prevent its getiing out when ready for failing.
