his Stay there, was to refide at Count Carvallo’s,
his Portuguele Majefly's Chicf Secretary of State.

* You who indulge in Eafe and Luxury in
London, feel no Senfations for the Cruelties prac-
tifed on our Frontier Seulers, from the pro-
wok'd, defpifed and negiefed Indians, tho' otherwife
I might have ftiled them bold and couragicus Indians,
by the Introdu@tion of that curfed parfimonious
CEconomy into our Continent. We might have
prevented all thefe Cruelties if our ®®*e*eesens
had littened to the Advice of Sir W.
on the Surrender of Montreal, where was found a
Quantity of Prefents to the Value of a few Hun-
drec Pounds, defigned by the French for the Indi-
ans ; who gave it as his Opinion, ¢ That a formal
¢¢ Procefiion, as Conquerors, fhould be made into
¢ the City ; that it was then neceffary, to gain
¢ the Efteem and Friendfhip of the Indians; and,
¢ to give them fome Ideas of our Power and Gran-
¢ deur, not only to invite them to affift at the Pro-
¢¢ ceflion, but at the End of it make a general
¢ Diftribation of fi-h Prefents to the Heads of all
¢¢ the Tribes prefent.”  But this Advice was neg.
lefted, as well as the poor Indjans, who, from a
Senfe of the many ContemptS thrown on them,
have now united to Defend their own Properties,
and drive the Englith out of their Lands, &c.”

“ The World has heard of the great Earth.
quakes we have had in our Neighbourhood, but it
knows not yet the deplorable Confequences they
have been attended with. Three of the higheft
Rocks on the Hill which our Town ftacds on were
fhook fo violently by the Earthquakes that it was
feared they would foon tumble down. Under
thefe Rocks was a confiderable Village, whofe In.
habitants, feeing the imminent Danger, abandoned
their Houfes: Happily for them ! for the Day
before Yeflerday, about VIII in the Evening,
thefe three ecormous Rocks fell down, with 2 moft
dreadful Crafh, entirely deftroyed 14 Hoafes,
which are buried under them, and Splitting and
Tearing to Pieces 5 or 6 others. There were but
one Man acd 2 Woman killed, who were fo obj.
nate they would pot quit their Habitation. A
Number of Cattle perithed. The heavy Rains we
had laft Month have doubdefs hafiened the fall of
thefe Rocks. All the Country is in a Confierny.
tion, fome for what they have loft, others for what
they run the Rifk of lofing. The Tanneries, which

rodoced bere a confiderable Revenue, bave been
?wallowtd uwp. There are flill 3 or 4 Rocks which
threaten Deftruflion, and which, if they fhould
fall, will drag with them above half the Villxge.“

A Letter from Smyrna cooclodes thos: ¢ We
know not from what Motive the Cadi had the Bar.
barity to refufe givieg any Orders to prevent the

Progrefs of the Fire, which certainly might have
been flope at the firlt Houfe, but for his Obflinacy
and Inhumanity. Perhaps he imagines that it is
an A&tion agreeable to Mahomet, not to prevent,
or even to fecond, the Ruin of Chriftians. But
what is flill more greivous, and which proves the
Badnefs of Heartof the Inhabitanis in general, is
that the Unfortunate, who have loft their All, can
find no Affiftance, nor lodging. Their diftrefsful
Situation is not capable of moving the Compaffion
of either Turks, Greeks, or Jews, who have fet a
moft exorbitant Price upon every Thing the Saf.
ferers immediately ftand in Nezd of; fo that if
Providence does not fupply them, nothing but
Death can put an End to the Mifery of the poor
Chriftians."

Newceafile, O&. 11. We have Advice here, that
laft Wecek there was a great Riot at Edinburgh, and
that the Lord Provoft has been grafled, s. ¢. fuper-
feded by the City Ele@ors: The Train.bands
were raifen, and the King's Guards attacked and
difperfed, and the Guard-houfe, &c. deftroyed.
How this Difturbance will end, we are at a Lofs
to conje@ture. The Lord Provoft is generally
eleCted for two Years; and, it is faid, the late one
had laid fome Sort of Tax ugon the common
People, which they would not fubmit to.
