gree depend on thaeir Union in Sentiment and Pradtice,
on this critical and interelting Occafion.
The Houfe thérefore very kindly accepted your Let-
ter, and are verfuaded, from the Importance of the
Caufe, the landahle Z=al, and the generous Exertions
of the Province of the Maffachufests-Bay, from Time
to Time, in Favour of her Conftitutional Freedom,
that it proceeded only from a hzarty Concern for the
jult Rights, the common Intereit and Welfure of thefe
Colonies. :

This Houf= are defirous ever to cultivate the ftricteft
Friendihip and Harmony with the neighbouring Colo-
nies, and with none more than yours, and will be al-
ways ready to receive, with the utmoit Candour, their
Opinion in any Matters of general Concern, and equal-
ly willing on all proper Occafiuns to communicate their
own Szntiments oa any Subjeét of our common Wel-
fare, in full Confidence they would meet with the fame
friendly and candid Acceptance.

This Houfe have alfb taken into their ferious Confi-
deration the Operation of the faid Aéts of Parliament,
andrare deeply fenfible that this, in common with her
Sitter Colonies, muft thereby be involved in great Dif-
ficulties, which are perhaps a preluds to fill greater,
and have purfued Meafures for obtaining Redrefs fimi-
lai to thofe adopted by the Houft of Reprefentatives of
your Province.

We cannot but entertain, with you, the ftrongeft
Confilence in the King's royal Clemency, Juftice, and
Goodnefs, and that the united, dutiful Supplications of
his faithful diftreffed Subjeéts in America, will meet
with a kind and gracious Acceptance.

His Excellency the Governor of this Province, on
Tuelday latt, ordered 2 Meffage to be delivered to the
Houfe of Reprefentatives, requiring them, in his Ma-
jefty’s Name, to reicind a Refolution of the iait Houfe,
on which their circular Letter to the other Govern-
ments was founded This Meiiage was committed
to a large Committee, who, on the Day foilowing, re-
ported to the Heufe, that it would be of great Ufe to
have laid before them a Copy of the King's Inftruétion
to the Governor on this Matter, a Copy of the whole
of Lord Hilltborough's Letter accompanying the Mef-
fagz, and another Letter from his Lordfhip, which the
Comnmittee underftood had been communicated to his
Majefty's Council, and alfo Copies of fucia Letters as
his Excellency had wrote to his Lordfhip, on the Sub-
ject contained in the Meilage.—Upon this Report, the
Houtfe fent a Metiige to the Governor, to requeft 'of
hi:n the aforefaid Papers. In Contequence of which,
ke was pleafed to fend them another Mefluge, and the
Remainder of Lord Hillfberough's Letter, in which the
Governor had pofitive Orders, in cafe of a Refufal of
the Houfe to comply with the Requifition, to diflolve the
General-Court immediately, The Governor did not
chufe to favour the Houfe with the Second Letter from
his Lordihip, mor Fis own Letters on the Subjeét; but
added in his Meffage, that if the Houfe fhould oblige
him, in purfuance of his Orders, to diffolve the Affem-
bly, it would not be in his Power to iflue Precepts for
caliing a new Aflembly, ‘til his Majsfty's Pleafure
ficuld be further known! This lat Meflage was
.committed, and a Report is expelted this }ygefcg. "

Exsrc& of a Letter from Mickilimakinac, Feb. 23, 1768.
¢ The 6th of December laft, an Exprefs arrived from
the Commander in Chief, with Orders to put Major
Regers under Arreft for high Treafon, which was ac-
cordingly done. During his Confinement, he endea-
voured to gain the Affetions of the Soldiers, on pur-
pole to procure his Liberty ; his Intention was to head
them, and with the Indians, who are his Friends, to
take Detroit and Illinois, after which to march with
the Plunder to Miffiffippi, and there join Capt. Hopkins,
with whom he had for fome Time carried on a Cor-
refpondence.” [Capt. Hopkins had been a Captain in
the Regular Service during the lalt War, but being re-
duced at the Peace, he went into the Service of France,
in which he was immediately promoted to the Rank of
Licut. Colonel, and reccived a handfome Gratuity in
Money ;- fince which he has moftly refided at Cape
Frangois, but is at prefent thought to be fomewhere
on the Banks of the Miffiflippi.] ¢ A Canadian whom he
had éntrufted with bis Defiga, informed me upon Oath,
of the Whole, having confuited with Lieut. Chryftie,
and another Gentleman who were in the Secret with
me, what was proper to be done. We advifed the In.
former to go to the Major, to affure him of his Friend-
