Jequies of the proclamation, for the entertainment of the
publick | Was it intended to hint to the publick, that
Mr. J. Hammond is a favourer of the proclamation ? 1f
it was, the hint was unneceffary ; and the retailer of this
important piece of intelligence might have faved himfelf
and the publick the trouble of ity my fentiments with
re{pect to that meafure have long ago been known : the
publick needed wo other information of them, than my
oppofition to the addrels on. the proclamation in the
fetiion of affembly in 1771, and my gpen and frequent
awowals of its propriety ever fince.

Iam neither afhamed, nor afraid, to pronounce this
my vpinien of the proclamation, betore any perfon, at
any time, or in any place :

If I'am ‘miftaken in my notions of it, T am open to
convidlion, and promife publickly to 1etract my opinion,
as foon as that defirable effcét (I mean conviffion) is
wrought upon my mind.

¢ Candid men, in purfuit of truth; (as the reverend
““ Mr. Boucher jultly remark:) woutd rejoice to em=-
““.brace her, where-ever found, and would thank even
‘“ an enemy for pointing her out.”” This I protefs is
my cafc : ¢ To err (I am confcious) is the lot of huma~
“ 7zily; but to refufe to be fet rigit; is the property
¢ only of folly, or jomething aorfe.” However, I muik
be bold to ceclare here, o-ce for ali, that tne argu-
ments which are to work convidtion with me, muit be
different from thofe I have yet read 'or. heard,
different from thofe, which prevailed with us on the
day of our el ion, agrinft the proclamauion : they
mult be other, than the founds of fifes, drums, and cap~
mon 5 the beft, perhaps, that forne men have to offer—
and which are pretty efficacious in filencing an adver-
fary ; but which evident'y tend, not to compofe, but
to inflame the paffions not to inform, but to deafen
or ftun the intellets of the hearersi

And here; in fupport of freedom in opinion, our birtha
right by nature, our privilege by law (a privilege,
which nothing lefs than Omnipotence who gave it, can
or ought to take from us) permit me moft refpeétfully
to afk of my countrymen, what crime one individual
can incur, by thinking d iferently from another ? Do
we not daily think d fterently from each other, on the
moft plain and trifling martters? And is it not moft
likely we fhould be divided in fen iment, upon the
more abltrufe and complex fuhjeés; fuch for inftance
(to name no other) is that of the préragative of prox
clamation ; a fubject on which the greateft men in our
mother country have formerly; and the component
branches of our owon legiflature have lately, entertained
a diverfity of opinion: a tubjeét, whofe difcuflion hath
employed our ableit pens here, and which remains filk
as undetermined and unfettled by the publick, as
when they were firit appealed to onit: for my own
part, I fhould as foon expe¢t to find all mankind of
one and the fame feature of face, cut of the beard, or
coat, as of one and the fame opinion : It is this divera
fity of fentiment among them; that conititutes the
Jource of converfation, from whence they derive fo much
felicity : I hold it therefore ¢ paifing #trange<,” that
they cannot think differently about the propriety of any
meafure, without cenfure, condemnation, of reproach,
on one fide or the dther; efpecially; if it were confi-
dered (which I believe is rarely done by thein) that it
is not in one’s power~to be ot this or that epizion, as he
pleales.
