that the provincials- have taken. arms againft our Kin
-and yours, that a few of his majefty'streops hawe forc
the lines of the rebels an Bunke: s hill, and have taken
sooo prifoners ; that I apprehend the greateft part of
the rebels will lay dowa thelr arms, in confequence of
this defeat ; but.if they fhould .ggt, I muft requett.you
to take up the war-hatchet againit them.”

The fachem rofe up and replied, ¢ Ever fince you
took this country from the French, we have looked up-
on you and upon the Americans as our brethren. We
believe that we have one father, and we cannot takeany
part in this quarrel.” ‘

The governor faid, ¢ Thut if the rebels fhould pro-
ceed, and attack this country, he muft command them,
in the'name of their king and his, to take up the war-
hatchet and oppofe them.™

The fachsm replied, ¢ At the conclufion of the laft

and they did not know where to find it; they wou
have nothing to do in this unnatural war ;. that he did

themfelves a free and inde:éndent people; and throw
open their ports to all nations, by which we might,
i all probability, be involved in the difficulties of a
foreign war, at that critical moment wlien we yere
moft torn with civil broils and domeftic diftraétion,
Adminiitration remarked the inconfitency of .the ar-

ments advanced on the other fide of the houfe; when
n army was to be voted, an army would be certainly
ineffeétual—it weuld be much more expedient to with-
draw our troops, and carry on a saswval war only, and
now that bill was brought in to give greater ef.
