Monday morning, the sth inftant.

« From the tower ot the college fteeple, through a
telelcope, we faw the landing of the enemy at Weit-Ha.
ven, four miles from town, at five o'clock, or a little
atier fun rife. They formed and marched forward to
Allen-town, two miles from town; here they fhould
have turned and crofled over the caufeway and bridge
to town, but colonel sabin with armed inhabitants, and
two pieces of artillery, had ftationed themfelves there,
and by a well direCted fire repelled them. Thereupon
they turned off, and went round through Weftfield a-
fong up the left of the river, four miles further to Dar-
by road. At their coming out of Weft-Havep, colonel
gabin had advanced over the bridge to Milford hiil to
meet them; and capt. Hillhoufe, with fome very fpirited
young men, proceeded, attacked and drove in their ad-
vanced party. Upon their coming up to Allen-town,
alittle neighbouriwod fo° called, proteflor. Dagget was
taken, wounded with bayonets, abufed and carried off,
though afterwards left in town, . As the ensmy pro.
ceeded up the Tiver, a corps of volunteers under colonel
-Burr of New-Jerfey harrafied their left lank—and colo-
nel Sabin with the artillery, and a conitantly increafing
force of armed inhabitants, crofled the fieids trom the
welt-bridge along theright ot the river, to the bridge at
Weit.Rock on Barby road, two miles from town.
Here we made a ftand on both fides the river—a detach-
ment of the enemy aimed at the powder-mills, a quar-
ter of a mile from the bridge, but were repuifed by ma-
jor Hughes, &c. of the continentals, occafionally "here,
and the fpirited militia which began bty this time to
pour 19 from all parts, and a corps from Darby, with
major Smith. Perhaps I may be miftaken in fome of
thel= particulars, ard not {fufficiently informed to de
juttice to _indivicuals, either officers or foldicrs, We
captivated fome, and turned them from the mills, The
enemy marched in three divigons, guarded on the lefe
with light infantry, on their t by the river, A part
of them croffed over or mﬁc he river, twenty rods
below the bridge, while the main body croffed at the
bridge. At the top of the hill our people met them, and
gave them annoyance,gs well there as in the reft of
their march to town, ah@uttwo miles, At four o'clock
afternoon they entered the town, our people fighting

flill vn the retreat, till they came to Neck-Bridge, a -

mile N. E. ot the town, While thefe things were car-
tying on on the town-fide, general Tryon landed the
other half of the army at Five.Mile-Point, and poffeflsd
himfelf of that part of Eaft-Haven adjoining the water,
and fet fire to a houfe, and after an obitinate refiftance
- carried our fort at Black-Rock, three miles from town—
then he took his faticn on Bacon-Hill, over agaigit us.
The militia flocked in from jo miles round, aps
four-or five thoufand or more, and accumulated at four
places—Neck-Bridge, which the enemy had pulled up,

Mill.Lane, where they had a picket guard, and at
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cidents, Garth gave out for his divifion to parade at
one o‘qlock on ‘f'uefday morning, which accordingly
they did, intending filently to have withdrawn betore
day—but they did not march till after fun rife, and a-
bout five o’clock the town was evacuated with great (hll-
nefs,—The enemy fpared all the public buildings and
dwelling houfes, but at their departure fired four ftores
on the long wharf and feven veflels, 7 hey plundered
and infulted the inhabitants meft amazingly. ‘They
carried off with them fundry prifoners, John Whiting,
Efq; juftice of the peace and judge ot probate, the on-
ly officer tarrying in town ating under the ftate, There
went off voluntarily, Jothua Chandler, kiq; C. Camp,
and Amos Botstord, Elquires, with their samilies,

“ On Tuzfday the fcene of attion was chiefly on the
eaft fide. The enemy took their pofition on Bacon-hill
acrofs the river, and one mile eaft of the ftate-houfe in
town. Four or five regiments were affembled under
general Ward on the eaft ide.  Here they fought on
both fides in diftant fcattered firing, in fallies, {kirmith-
es and attacks in'our American inanner, killing and
captivating, till we made confiderable deltruction among
thew,  We forced the enemy frem the hill, who re-
treated towards the fort, and embarked at fun-fet, be-
Ing Tuefday the 6th initant, under cover ot their gal-
lics with 18 pounders.  We had four men kiiled in Eaft-
Haven. In the courieof the day they fet fire to a num-
ber of dweiling-houfes at Eaft-Haven, and the barracks
in the forts, n the whole affair we had about 27 killed,
of which twe were murdered in town. Perhaps 20 Cap-
tivated inhabitants, notin arms. The wounded cannot
be fo weil alvertuined, as they were carried off the field
by their friends. We certainly did the enemy more
damnage than would=have been ‘expetted. They loft a
colonel, adjutant Campbeil, killed, feverai “officers
wounded mortally, and fome died immediately, ‘Their
wounded were carvied in fix or eight chairs, and eight
or nine other carriages, fome of which had eight or ten
wounded in them. Their lofs is generally effimnated at
150 killed, wounded and mifling. We captdred 39.

‘ ‘L he ¢nemy tailed from hence Tuefuay evening.—
Wednetday, the 7th inftant, at three o'clock P. they
landed at Fairfield, a town ofabout 100 houfes, $hich
they plundered and laid in afhes, burning the me&ing-
houle, epifcopal church, court-houfr, and about 70 or
8o dwelling-houfes, leaving only r5 or 16 within two
miles around. :
