“ We learn that, befides the hurricane,
they have had at Jamaica an earthquake and
an.irruption of a vulcano. The town of Sa-
vannah la Marr is totally deftroyed, excepting
only one houfe: many other towns and vil-
lages have et a fimilar fate. The town of
Kingflon only has efcaped with little damage.
Several vefl:Is were loft in Port-Royal, one of
which was a privateer of 22 guns, which was
ready to have proceeded on her cruife. The
Englith have alfo fuffcred other loffes, no lefs
confiderable. Two of their fhips, one of 74
and the other of 64 guns, were wrecked upon
the Gelden Keys, and the whole crews pe-
rifhed, excepting five men, who were faved
by a Spanith goelette; one of their frigates
and a privateer ran athore on the ifle of Cuba ;
fome of their crews were faved by the Spa-
niards.

¢« There has been alfo an infurre@ion of the
negroes at Jamaica : the governor was obliged
to march a regiment to reduce them to order;
fuch is the unhappy firuation of that ifland.
