vantage could refult from it, his court being deter-
mined neither to abaudon the Crimea, nor to accede
to thofe articles, which fhe had already deciined.
War is become for the Mufl:!mans indifpenfably ne-

ceflary, as well for thefe reafons, as others without
- number, both private ana public.

On which account it was thought proper to remit
this mavcifeflo to our refpetable, efteemed, old, and
finzere tmiend, the king of s in order to
notify and deciare to our friend the refolution which
the fublime Porte has taken to make war apon the
court of Rufia ; a refolation which is fabmitted to
his mature confideration with an eye of difcretion
and equity. "
