The unceafing induftry of our French neighbours
in Hifpaniola, in procuriug and propagating in their
colony, rega-dlels of .expence,-every fpecies of ule
fal tree or plant, which Earope, Afa, Alrica or
America afford, introducing various new fruirs, aod
in melivrating their’ flavour and delicacy by graft-

ing, is not only praifewo:thy, but alio worthy of

imitation.
" There are now flourithing in the Royal Garden
at Port-au-Prince, more than two hundred curious
plants of forty different fpecies of trees, fpices and
vegetables, hitherto unknown there, being late im-
portations from Cayenne, the iflc of of France and
the Eal-Indies. The catalogue is too long for a
news-paper, bat there are, amongft them, five plants
of nutmegs ; eight of gloves ; three of Sarfaparilia;
feven rows of the black pepper, but yet uncertain
whether they pofl:fs both the male and female plant ;
three of Surinam moftard ; twenty of the Aurora,
a kind of palm of a moft beautiful appearance, from

the clegut"fo:m*in which it bears its leave:; four of

Saouari, whofe fruit refembles a chefnut oa the out-
fide, the kernel has the flavour of a walzut, though
. fill more delicate ; the plants of the vegetable wax,
clatic gum, with a variety of cinnamon; mango,
fago, vanilia, Jamce rofa, and other valuaile exo-
tics.

They are in the greateft hopes that the cloves
will foon become a coufiderable article of their ex-
port ; the plants thrive amagzingly, and ar the Ifle
of France, from whence they came, nearly in the
