-fecurity is given for trial by jury in common law
cafes, and the ancieat and ufual mode of trial in
.eriminal matters is not fecured. The appeilate ju-
rifdi€tion both as to law and fall, may deprive the
citizen of fafety from juries, and render the obtaining
jullice difficult, dilatory and expenfive.

For thele and varrl other reafons, this conven-
tion would be induced not to accede to this conttitn-
tion, did not other weighty confiderations interpole ;
‘but the ftrong attachments they feel to their fifter

- ftates, and their regard to the common good of the
-gnion, impel them to preferve it.

This convention have the firmeft confidence in the
common councils of the people of the Uaited States,
and the higheft expettations that ail the neceflary a-.
smendments will be produced from their farther deli-
berations: they therefore confent with the armoft
chearfulnels to abide by the refult of fuch delibera-
tions ;==but a8 fome time will be necefflary to effeft
this, the convention will forbear to diffent from their
brethren of the other ftates :—they have therefore
agreed to affent to and ratify the faid conftitution,
‘in the firmeft confidence that an opportunity will be
fpeedily given to revife and amend the faid conftitu.

¢ The northerr inhabitants of Europe, fuch as
the Norwegians, Englith, Dutch, and Danes, have
long fince acknowiedged the fuperior quality of the
falt made here for the prefervation of fith. I have
been more than once aftonithed that the Americans
fhould have fo long negleted to introdace it in their
great and extenfive fitheries ; no where can they pur-
chafe it cheaper, and of more excellent quality, the

Erim of the muid (meafure equal in weight to three

nglith tuns) delivered on board, free from any
charges, 13 30l —It is very probable that ere long it
will &till be lower by four or five pounds, on account
of the immenfe quantity which the new crop is likely
to produce. I could with that its purity, whitenefs,
ftrength and cheapuefs, might be moure generally
known to the Americans; [ am bold o fay that it

would generally tend to the improvement of their
fitheries. '

“ As toour harbour, it is fitaated to the north-
ward of the Loyre, of an eafy accefs and perfeitly
fafe ; it has at all times water enough for vefiels of
14 or 1§ feet draught ; thofe which draw more, are
obliged here as well as at St. Martin de Rhey, to re-
main in the firlt road, or to go into the river Vilaine,
7 miles off ; the additional expence in the firft cafe
18 4l. 1n the fecond Bl. per mujd ; this is but a fmall
inconveaicncy Compared to thofe emormous extra
chasges of 20l. per muid, which fome American cap-
tains have often been expofed to, when through ig-
noraunce of our coaﬁ or other circumftances, after
having carried their veffels to 1’Otient, they have
found themfelvés wnder the neceflity of ordering
coaftwife their cargoes of falt from here.”

your people attacked the French traders at the Mul
cle Shoals ; killed fix of our people who were there
trading for filver ware. Thefe men belonging 10
different towns, and having connexions of the irk
confequence in this nation—fach an unprovoked
outrage raifed a moft vehement clamour, asd gave
rife to the expedition agsin® Cumberland, tat
