It 1s certainly a very extraordinary circumftance
that the court of Madrid fhould adopt the Englifh
unconftitutional mode of imprefling feamen into their
fervice, and plainly fhews that hoftilities will foon
commence between that power and the Imperial
forces.

June 16. The late tumults at the Hague arofe from
the fervants of the French ambaflador and the com-
mon people. The fervants had put fome Orange
cockades in their hats before the arrival of their maf-
ter, who ordered his men to take them out, and
throw them into a ditch. This order they obeyed,
and the people were fo enraged, that they began a
moft furious attack on them, and in the fcuffle one
of the, fervants cut off a Dutchman’s nofe. The
conflit then grew fo violent, that the burghers were
alarmed, and the military sgommanded to-interpofe,
which they did, and foon terminated the contention,
though not without fome difficulty.

June 18. Yelterday morning fome difpatches were
reccived from Gibraltar. The garrifon was remark-
ably healthy on the 2gth ult. at which time they
were in hopes that the difpute with the emperor of
Morocco would fhortly be in a train of accommoda.
tion ; and that they would be fupplicd with provifions
from Barbary.
