WE have lately, through various channels, receiv-
ed information that the Cherokees on your fide of
the mountains have reéceived many injuries, and fuf-
fered very great calamities, from fome among you,
who pretend to a&t by the authority of your govern-
ment, or with the general approbation of the people
in yoor fettlements,

While the head men from Highwaflie were comin
to meet in a conference to which they were invited,
a party from yoar fettlements went round and mar-
dered feven of the Indians, who were peaceably
working in their corn.field ;—~nine alfo were maor-
dered at Chilhowee—thirty have been flaughtered
on the Tenefee, and one made a prifoner j—~the in-
habitants of Chota and five other towns have been
forced, by the outrages committed on them, to aban-
don their fettlements and their crops of corn, and
fly to this fide of the mountains for peace and pro-
teflion ;=~=A friendly letter was written to them, re-

quetting them to return and live again at their towas,

and ‘even a great part of this nation united againit
us, to aid the Britifh in their attempts to lay the
yoke of flavery on our necks :—Thefz people have
alfo conftantly teRified the moft friendly difpofition
towards yoor fertlements, and when attacks have
been meditated, or expeditions fet on foot againft
you by the Creeks, have given you timely warning
of the danger.

Far be it from us to imagine that their wanton and

Anhuman injuries to the peaceable and faithful allies,

their unmanly attack upon unarmed and unfufpeét-
ing favages, their violations of treaties, intraétions

‘of the law of nations and rights of men, and wan-

ton outrages on the feelings of humanity, have been
perpetrated by the order, with the approbation, or
even knowledge of the whole people whom we now
addrefs ; you feel no lefs warmly than we do the in-
dignation and horror which fuch condu& ought to
infpire in generous and noble minds; but all people
have bad men among them, therefore it is highly in-

cumbent, that the virtuous and confiderate part of

the community waich over the altions of the unde-
ferving, to prevent them from involvini their coun-
try in calamities, to gratify their own bafe and un-
worthy paflions. | '

By a ftriét fearch you may find out the perfons who
come within the above defcription, and you are

bound by every tie of juftice and honour, duty and

found policy, to reftrain fuch as they are from fimi-

lar conda&t in fatare: This is what the Indians
themfelves have done, in lately fentencing to death
one of their people, who was concerned in killing a
white man belonging to this ftate.

We therefore being

{arily flow from the impropriety of pafling unnoticed
fuch mifcondult in a few individuals, altiog from
the meaneft and bafeft motives, and which, as far as

is known to us, appears to be totally unprovoked on

the part of the Cherokees, and which may tend to

defeat the treaty now on foot between the Creeks
and Gedrgians, under the aufpices of congrefs ; and
which, from the jult and peaceable difpofition of the

Indian chiefs, give us reafon to hope for the moft
happy effedls.
