1. AS foon as the obgpell is got out of the water, a

great coat or two of the bye-flanders fhould be wrap-

ped round the body, which is to be carefully con.cyed.

II. In cold or msifi aweather the body is to be laid on
a matrafs or bed near the fire ; but in fummer on a bed
only ; it is then to be thorougnly dricd with warm

flannels ; and as pure air is eflential to the return of

life, not more“than fix perfons arc to be picient.

11I. Apply the pipe of a common fize beilows up. the
noftril, and blow with fome force, cloiing the other
noftril and mouth, whilft a third perfon gently preffes
the cheft with his hands as foon as the lungs are in-
flated ,—Other affiftants are to rub the body gent/y with
falt,” flannels fprinkled with rum or geneva, and fo-
ment the breaft, &c. witn hot brandy; a heated

warming-pan (the body being furfounded with a blan-

ket) may be lightly moved up ahd dotvn the back ;
bottles of hot ‘water, heated tiles or bricks (covered
with flannel)-are to be applied to the foles of the feet,
Ealms of the hands, &c. ‘The tcmples may be rub-

ed with hartthorn, the.noftrils tickled-with a feather ;
and fnuff, or e#h de luce, often applied. -

IV. The fumes of tobacco fhould be often thrown
up, as its good cffefts have been frequently experi-
enced ; if a fumigator be not at hand, the common
pipe may be employed ; but if 1t fhould be inconve-
nient to employ the tobacco, then clyfters of this herb,
or other acrid infufions with falt, &c. may be thrown
up advantageoully. ‘

V. Agitation 1s to be employed, as it has proved a
powerful auxiliary to the other means of recovery ;
therefore the afliftants are to take hold of the legs and
arms, particularly of boys, and well fhake their iodics
for a confiderable time ; and if a child has been drown-
ed it thould be wiped dry, and placed in bed between
two healthy perfons. - i

V1. When the various means have been employed
for a confiderable time without fuccefs, the warm bath
fhould be employed, or the body furrounded with
warm afhes or grains for three or f)c:ur hours—If there
be convulfions, fighing, gafping, or other figns of re-
turning life, a fmall quantity of warm brandy or wine
may be given, and frequently repeated. ,

I1. Eleftricity may be early employed, as it will
not prevent or obftruct the various means of refuicita-

tion ; but on the other hand will render the plan of

recovery more expeditioufly and certainly efhicacious.

Bleeding is neer to be employed in fuch dafes, unlefs by
the direction of one of the medical affiffants, or fome other
refpeltable gentleman of the ﬂr@l{y, aubo bas paid atten-
tion to the fuljel? of [ufpended animation.

The above methods are to be enployed with vigour
for three hours ; for it is a vulgar and dangerous opi-
