I moft humbly inform your imperial majefty, that
on the 17th July, about noon, we difcovered the Swe-
difh fleety®apfifting of fifteen fhips of the line, of from
6o to 70 guhs, with eight large frigates, which carry-

. ing 24 pounders, on account of their weight of metal,

were brought into the line, five {maller frigates, and
three tenders, commanded by- the prince of Suderma-
nia, with an admiral’s flag, and having under his com-
mand a vice.admiral and two rear-admirals. I imme-
diatcly'made the fignal to make fail towards the enemy,
they formed the line and waited for us; our fleet as it
came up, formed alfo. The weather was clear, with
a light brecze from fouth-caft. We bore right down
on the enemy’s line, and the Roftiflaw, my flag fhip,

- engaged the Swedifh admiral. As our line apgoachcd‘,

the enemy began firing upon us about g, P,

The engagement was very hot on both fides, and
ILafted without intermiffion, till fix, The Swedifk
fleet attempted twice to retreat, but as, during the en-

anfwer to -the helm, the two fleets fell into {ome con-
fufion. In the mean time the fige was kept up with
great brifknefs on both fidgh tNkguite dark, and then
the Swedifh fhips, by thé help of their boats, gota
diftance from our fleet. [ .
