A letter from a gentlemon at Newton, dated Ociober 27,
1788, to the Printer of the Anierican Mercury.

“ On Friday evening the 17th inftant, a metecor or
terreftial comet- was oblerved here, with great rapidity,
to pafs over a large tract of tne hemifpaere, in a direc-
tion (as is commonly faid) froin north-calt to fouth-
weit, of which, however, I was not myfelf a {pecta-
tor, but plainly hea.d the report, which feemed like

~the rumbhing of diftant-thunder; or the crathing noife

of a number of cannon diicharged at a diftance; which
crafhing continued about tue ipace (as I judged) of g
feconds. DBut tiie moft accurate account of this pha-
nomenon I receive froon New-M:lford, which 1s about

16 miles north from tns town, from an obferver of

good intelligence, who, duriag thie +hole time it was
in his view, was under good advantages for making
obfervations, and was very carcful to do it; from whole
mouth I received the whole, and on which I rely as
being the truth. His account is, as to fubftance, as
follows :—=That, half after fix by his watch, he faw

‘the meteor in a diretion about 16 degrees north of

eaft, and about 30 .above the horizon ; whence it form-
ed its trajetory path fo as to crofs the meridian about
7 degrees fouth of the zenith, from which it apparent-

+ ly defcended to within about 30 degrees of the weflern

horizon, and difappeared. From this account it muft
have paffed over an arch ot the hemifphere of 115 de-
grees : _All which he judged was performed in the
ipace of g feconds of tume. 'T'he report, by a watch
ftri¢tly obferved, was not heard ull 4 1-2 minutes af-
ter the vifible eruption of fire ceafed : It drew aifter it

a tail of confiderable length ; and from its body were

conftantly exhibited large emications or eruptions of

fire, like the appearance of fky-rockets in the air—and
he judged that the angle fubtended at the eye, by the
body or nucleus, was lomewhat larger than that fub-
tended by the body of the fun.
ters of taét, as known by actual cbiervation.

Remarks. Ad:mitting the above related faéts to be
true, the following deductions upon mathematical and
philofophical principles are clear and cbvious, viz.—
That the meteor, while under obfervation, was diftant
from the obferver at New-Milford, §8 mniles ana 128
rods—~that its perpendicular diftance from the carth’s
{furface, was §7 miles and g tenths—=—that the real dia-
meter of its body, fuppofing it to be appearance equal
to that of the {un (wh:ch, however, may perhaps be
fomewhat doubtful) was halt a mile ana cieven rods—
that the {pace pafled cver while under obfervation, viz.
In § feconds, was 144 miles and 4 tenths, which is at
the rate of 28 miles and ¢ tenths in one {ccond, or
1733 miles, very nearly in onc minute. Which velo-
city is at lealt 134 times fo great as that of found.
