puign.)=—To him the emperor has written in the moft
explicit manner, that, it he longer delays to comie for-
ward with his army, under pretence of waiting the or-
acrs of his imperial wiftrels, his majefty will certainly
think himfelf fufficiently ac liberty to enter into any
{eparate ncgotiation for an unmediate peace with the
Turks.

The moft rational politicians confidered the attempt
of the imperial powcrs to exterminate the Turks as a
chimerical idea ; the cvents of the prefent campaign at
Jeaft have confirmed this opinion, and the Turks will
at times gain morc by delay than by contending for
honour, a piece of Machiavelan policy the grand vizier
fcems not ignorant of. The refources of any European
rower muft be much fooner exhaufted than thofc of an
cmpire like Turkey.
