Our letters from Vienna in-
form uz, that they had hopes of concluding a private
peace, @nd pretend éven that the emperor. has oﬂ'cr_cq,
as conditions, to afift Ruflia with only 10,000 amuh‘-
ary troops, and to réquire no indemnification for - his
cwny lefies. However advantageous ghefe propofitions
may be, they are faid not to have been accepted at
Conftantinople. Thé letiers from that capital affure
us they think of nothing but continuing the war: that
the ulemas, or people of the law, have offered the {ful.
tan the fublime title of gazy, which means conqueror
cr binefaftor; but his highnels anfwered, he would
riot accept of it till he had recovered the Crimea.”

In Pcland  the Ruffian army is the weakeft, and the
patriotic party is endeavourmg to eftablifh a permanent
diet, like the Englifh parliament, and a council of war,
which is to depend on that diet, and not upon the king.
So that the form of government, eftablithed in Poland
formerly, will be entirely changed. :

Yefterday’s Dutch 'mail brought nothing'new. The
