to accomplifh; for which purpofe we will prepare an
entertainment .on Menday next at two o’clock; and
our brothers, the fachems and chiefs, to whom we
now fend tokens, are requefted to attend at that time;
that we may in friendfhip, and as true brothers, eat
and drink together, and {moke the pipe
peace, and evidence to the whole world how bright
and ftrong is that chain which the Thirteen United
States hold faft at one end, and the Wyandots, &c. at
the other—We are {forry that we cannot entertain
all our brethren, together with their wives and child-
zen; but as we have come into this country a very long
way (fome of us 40 or 50 days journcy towards the
rifing fun) and could mot bring much provifion along
with us, it is now out of our power. ' We truft the
Great Spirit will permit us to plant and gather our
corn, and increafe -our' ftores, and their children and
children’s children may be told, how much we fhall all
wejoice, to make glad their hearts when they come to
fee us.” .

¢ It is with the utmoft pleafure I inform your ho-
nours, that the arms of Franklin gained a complete
victory
Cherokees, on the 1oth inftant; fince my laft I re-
ceived information that the enemy were colleting in
a confiderable body, near Flint-Creek, within twenty-
five miles of my head quarters, with an intention to
attack me ; to improve this favourable opportunity, I
immediately marched my corps towards the fpot, and
arrived after enduring great hardfhips by the immenle
quantity of fmow and the piercing cold. On the
morning of the 1oth inftant, we were within a mile

the , deon..dilcovered. the. funation.e
their encampment by the fmoke of the fires, which
we found extended along the foot of the Apalachian
mountain. I called a council of war of all the oflicers,
in which it was agreed to attack the enemy without
lofs of time, and in order to {urround them, I ordered
general M“Carter, with the bloody rangers and the
tomahawk - men, to take poffeflion of the mountain,
the only pafs I knew that the Indians could retreat by ;
whilit I with the reft of the corps formed a line,
nearly extending from the right to the left of their
wings. .

¢« The arrival of general M¢‘Carter on the moun-
tain, and the fignal for the attack was to be announced
by the difcharge of a grafshopper, which was accord-
ingl‘y given an§ the attack began. Our artillery {foon
roufed the Indians from their huts, and finding them.-
{elves pretty near furrounded on all fides, they only
tried to fave themfelves by flight, from which they
were prevented by our riflemen pofted behind the
trees ; their cafe being thus defperate they made fome
refiftance, and killed the people who were fesving our
artillery, Our ammunition Ecing much damaged by
the {fnow on our march, and the enemy’s in good or-
der, I found it neceffary to. abandon that mode  of
fight, and truft the event to the {fword and tomahawk :
accordingly gave orders to that purpofe ; colomel Loid,
with 100 horfemen, charged the Indians with fword
in hand, and the reft of the corps followed with their
tomahawks. The battle foon became general, by ge-
neral M‘Carter coming down the mountain, to our
afiiftance ; death prefented itfelf an all fides in fhock-
ing fcenes, and in lefs than half an hour the enemy
c making refiftance and left us in poflefion of the
bloody field. The lofs the.enemy fuftained in this
aftion, is very confiderable; we. have buried 145 of
their dead, and by the blood we have traced for miles,
all over the woods, it is fuppofed the greateft part of
them retreated with wounds——our lofs.1s very incon-
fiderable, it confifts of g dead ,and 16 wounded,
among(t the latter is the brave general M*Carter, who,
whillt taking off the fcalp-of an Indian, was tgma-
hawked by another, whom he afterwards killed with
his own hand ; I amt in hopes this good and brave man
will furvive.
