FEAST-INDIA INTELLIGENCE.

The thip Chefapeake, from Bengal, John O’Don-
nel, Efq; owner and commander, has bmught‘l,ulu-
able cargo, confifting of almoft every production and
manufatture of Afia. He has had a very quick pal-
fage, being only four months, including five or fix days
ftay at the ilands of St. Helena and Afcention, from
Bengal. By Mr. Q’Donnel’s arrival we are favoured
with the follawing intelligence :— |

The Chiefapeake was the firft American veflel allow-
ed to hoift the colours of the United States in the ce-
lebrated fiver Ganges, and to tradé¢ there.  'When lord
Cornwallis, the governor-general, then at a great dif-
tance up the country, was applied to by letter from
Calcutta, to know in what manner the Americans were
to be received—his anfwer was—On the fame footing
with other nations. This anfwer being probably con-

formable to his inftructions from Great-Britain, evince
~the friendly difpofition of -that nation-in that quarter;
for the American fhips pay no more at any of the Eng-
lifh fettlements of Bengal, Madrafs and Bombay, whick

Mr. O’Donnel vifited, than other foreigners. Itisto
be noticed alfo, that the fupreme council of Bengal
have taken off a heavy duty, called governmental cu{_'..

By captain Swiith, who arrived at Bofton on the 8th
inftant, we learn, that the new adminiftration in Spain
has occafioned the failure of a number of the firft mer-

chants in Cadiz, and that fome capital French houfes

have fhared the fame fate. An embargo has been laid
on all the Spanith American fhips. Permiflion is now,
however, obtained to fit out for the American fettle-
ments from all the capital ports in Spain. Before the
late king’s death it was confined to Cadiz. The prefent
revolution is fuch as to prevent any trade to the Spa-
nifh Weft-Indies, as veffels bound thither are limited
to one third only of foreign produce, which formerly
conftituted the major part of their cargoes.
