‘They wers mutual checks and had each a
negative. He confidered it as an eftablithed principle,
that the appointing power fhould have the right to re-
move, except where there was an exprefs reftri¢tion, as
in the cafe of the judges, ‘who held their places during
good behaviour. Were it not for that reftri¢tion, the
refident and fenate might difplace them. It was, he
aid, a general Principlc in law as well as reafon, that

the fame authority was neccflary to repeal as to efta.
blith. It was fo in legiflation. The feveral branches

whofe concurrence was requifite to pals an al,
muft alfo concur to repeal it. He fuppofed that if

a law was paffed, giving the prefident the exclufive ap-
intment of certain inferior officers, he would alfo
ave the power of rempoving them. But this was not
an inferior officer. Eﬂ was the head of a great depart-
ment, and his appointment was conftitutionaily vefted
in the préfident and feaate. If gentlemen would fug.
(e that this waia fubordinate officer, who was to be
in aid of the prefident, there a quetion might arife,
whether his appointment could not, by law, be vefted
in the executive ; for being an executive officer, and
the prefident being the great executive, the prefident
might be fuppoled to be properly the head of that de-
partment. '[his reafoning, however, was not to be
admitted--He was an officer within the meaning of the
conftitution, who might have authority given him to
make f{ubordinate appointments, and therefore it was
neceflary that the fenate fhould have a voice in his ap-
intment. As the office was a mere creature of the
egiflature, it might be limited in its power and dura-
tion : the officer might be annually clefted, and dif-

-placed for certain crimes, as neglect of duty, &c.
Mr. Stone (Maryland) confidered it the duty of the

“houfe to determine on the quefiion. He was oppofed -

to the leaving it for the decifion of a court of law or
any other power than the legiflature.

When the¥queftion was b_rt;lght forward, his mind,
he faid, was in doubt. He reflefted upon it, and
had formed an opinion which was entirely fatisfattory
to himfelf.
